Congregation of Holy Cross, as the 

10th bishop of the Diocese of St. 

Cloud. 

A native of LaPorte, Indiana, Bishop

-elect Neary, born on March 6, 1963, 

is the oldest of six children. He en-

tered the undergraduate seminary of the Congregation of 

Holy Cross at the University of Notre Dame in 1981, 

where he graduated with a Bachelor of Arts in history in 

1985. During his time as an undergraduate, Bishop-elect 

Neary spent a semester in Mexico City, where he learned 

Spanish. 

In April, 1991, Bishop-elect Neary was ordained a priest. 

His first assignment was to St. John Vianney Parish in 

Goodyear, Arizona, where he served for four years. Then 

he worked in Campus Ministry and as ROTC chaplain at 

the University of Notre Dame. In 2000, he was appoint-

ed assistant rector of Moreau Seminary at Notre Dame 

and served as rector there from 2004-2010. In 2010, he 

was asked to run the congregation’s seminary in Nairobi, 

Kenya, and spent two years training a new formation 

team. The following year, he was elected District Superi-

or of Holy Cross in East Africa, where he spent six years 

serving in Uganda, Kenya, and Tanzania. In July of 

2018, he was assigned to be pastor of Holy Redeemer 

Parish in Portland, Oregon, where he currently serves. 

Bishop-elect Neary’s installation and episcopal ordina-

tion will take place on February 14, 2023, at the Cathe-

dral of St. Mary in St. Cloud.
