Lord, I will give to the poor, and if I extorted anything from anyone, 
 I shall repay it four times over’” (Luke 19:8). 

 
We are all called to gratefully give back to the Lord in proportion to the gifts we have been 
given. This means everyone isn’t called to give the same amount, but everyone is called to 
give equal sacrifice. Open your heart and talk to God about how you use your money. How 
is God calling you to be more generous with your financial resources and possessions?
