Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by President, Jeff Olmstead, at 6:36 p.m.

Minutes: A motion was made to approve the minutes of the October 11, 2017 meeting as presented by Jeff Olmstead, seconded by Cameron Toper and passed unanimously.
Financial Report:


-No expenditure updates as today is the first day of the month

-Cameron Toper will have the updated expenditures before the Annual Meeting

-The Webster Bank account will be closed this week.


-The reserve account, with a $5,000 balance, has been opened at Union Bank


-There were three past due homeowner accounts – one has been paid in full, on is on track for payment in full by the end of the year, and the third is making payments as well.

Manager’s Report:


-Road work – funding:  Cameron Toper is continuing to update the funding scenarios for roadway replacement.


-Catch basin replacements:  Central Sealing is scheduled to do work on November 8th to repair/replace 2 double basins and 4 single basins on Arrowwood Lane for a total cost of $7,391.33.  They will be on site for a full day beginning at about 8:00 a.m..  There will be some interruption in traffic flow as the roadway will be reduced to one lane.  Jeff Olmstead will post this information on the website so that residents on Arrowwood Lane are aware of the work.


-Street lights:  All street lights that have been reported as having problems have been repaired as of today.


-Brush hogging around pond:  Russo completed as much work as possible for the budgeted $600 amount approved.  Jeff Olmstead stated that the incoming Board of Directors might want to consider attempting to set aside funds for additional brush hogging to clear around the utility box across from the entrance to Timothy Lane and perhaps at the end of Arrowwood  behind homes near #85.


-Annual Meeting:  Chris Weiland confirmed the November 29th date with BPD.  We will also be allowed to use their projector but will need to bring our own laptop and it must have a VGA connector. Cameron Toper will look into this and Syed Hussain will create a power point if necessary.


-Irrigation/Winterization:  Vision will move ahead and schedule for the water meters to be disconnected and the systems blown out in preparation for winter.


-Potholes – Ryefield Hollow Drive North:  The Town has not repaired any potholes to date – Chris Weiland will call again.
