Landscape Matters

(1)
Green Machine has agreed to remove dead trees in and around the Commons by the second week in July, a total of eight trees. Replacement trees will be planted during the fall. 

(2) Edie Thompson reports a remaining balance in the Beautification Fund of $300.00 that will be used for the purchase of mums this fall. 

(3) Dennis will ask Jane of Dynamic Landscaping to provide landscaping service which includes back fill curbs on Spice Bush and Quail Run with topsoil and seeding with deferred billing to early part of August. 

(4) Dennis will contact Susan in upon her return to draft letters to two homeowners:

a. 69 Arrowood Lane regarding landscaping upkeep.

b. 72 Arrowood Lane regarding dumping.

Irrigation System
(1) John will draw up a plan for Eddie to discuss with Green Machine the flushing of sprinkler systems and a list of name and phone numbers for contacts.  In addition to devising coordination plan between Green Machine and MDC for next year in properly facilitating the sprinkler systems.
