CALL TO ORDER:  Deshler Village Council met in regular session on Monday, February 14, 2022, with Mayor Stephen Gibson presiding and calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Minutes of January 24, 2022, were presented to Council.  It was moved by Smith and seconded by Woods to approve the minutes as presented.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.
APPROVAL OF BILLS:  Bills were presented to Council.  It was moved by Woods and seconded by Seemann to pay the bills and to draw warrants on the proper funds.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.

Vote:  all yes, motion carried. A motion was made by Smith and seconded by Lederer that Ordinance 22-09 is passed as read.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.
Ordinance 22-10, “AN ORDINANCE FOR AN INTERFUND TRANSFER”  A motion was made by George and seconded by Lederer to suspend the rules governing the reading of ordinances on three separate days at three separate meetings.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried. A motion was made by Smith and seconded by Woods that Ordinance 22-10 is passed as read.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.
Resolution 22-11, “ANNUAL APPROPRIATION RESOLUTION FOR 2022 FOR THE VILLAGE OF DESHLER, OHIO AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY”  A motion was made by Seemann and seconded by George to suspend the rules governing the reading of ordinances on three separate days at three separate meetings.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried. A motion was made by Smith and seconded by Weber that Resolution 22-11 is passed as read.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.
ELECTRONIC MESSAGE BOARD:
Lisa presented quotes for a new electronic message board for Village Hall.  After discussion, a motion was made by Weber and seconded by Lederer to purchase the 16MM 3’2” x 4’2” Color Sign from Allen Industries at a cost of $16,619.00, using American Rescue Plan Act funding.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.

STREETS, SEWER AND PARKS:  Supt. Bradley Kitchen reported:
-The work report was emailed to Council prior to the meeting.
-Reported that the large snowfall kept employees busy for 3 days. George commended village employees regarding the snow removal.
-A Pre-Construction Meeting for the Pine Street Bridge will be held on February 22, at 10:00 a.m.
-A reminder to residents that the Recycling Station is open on Saturdays from 9:00 a.m.-8:00 p.m.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT:  Coordinator DonL Parsons reported:
-A report was emailed to Council prior to the meeting.
-The annual X & A 5K is scheduled for March 20, 2022, at Pirate Park, beginning at 1:30 p.m. The Wensink Memorial Fund will utilize last year’s profits to continue improvements at Pirate Park, including: new basketball hoops, flag pole installation, new playground equipment, and installing electricity at the new shelter house.

ZONING:  Richard McCance reported:
-Currently working on a couple of garages that may require variances.
-Recommended that the Zoning Handbook be reviewed for discrepancies. The Mayor suggested finding any errors and fixing those first.

-There will be a Public Hearing held on March 14, at 6:45 p.m. for a request for re-districting of property in the Village.
