Monday, July 12, 2021

CALL TO ORDER:  Deshler Village Council met in regular session on Monday, July 12, 2021, with Mayor Stephen Gibson presiding and calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
MEMBERS PRESENT:  Pam Abrams, Bob George, Teresa Lederer, Richard McCance, Jim Suber and Mike Woods
ALSO PRESENT:  Fiscal Officer Lisa Sugg, Streets/Sewer Supt. Bradley Kitchen, Police Chief Brian Robinson, Solicitor Jim Rode, Josh Biederstedt, Joan Meyer, Rob and Breanne Rybka, Nathan VonSeggern, and Tyler Piercefield

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Minutes of June 28, 2021, were presented to Council.  It was moved by Suber and seconded by Woods to approve the minutes as presented.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.
APPROVAL OF BILLS:  Bills were presented to Council.  It was moved by Abrams and seconded by George to pay the bills and to draw warrants on the proper funds.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.  

Fund Reports, Cash Summary Reports, and a Payment Listing were presented for Council’s review. 

BOY SCOUT EAGLE PROJECT:
Tyler Piercefield presented a project that he would like to perform to earn the Boy Scouts Eagle Badge. It consists of several improvements at Pirate Park. The Mayor signed paperwork allowing Piercefield to move forward with the project. Brad Kitchen will supervise the work.

BREWERY:
Rob Rybka addressed Council regarding his business, Rail Rider Brewing Company.  Part of the licensing process involves requesting any church within 500 feet of the establishment to grant approval for the brewery. A neighboring church has denied their request. An appeals process is in place and they are requesting the Village’s support of their new business. A motion was made by Suber and seconded by McCance that Council provide a letter of support for the downtown business. Vote:  all yes, motion carried.

Josh Biederstedt spoke on behalf of the Chamber of Commerce, offering to facilitate a conversation between the church and the brewery owners.  Co-Owner Nathan VonSeggern spoke about the benefits the community would receive from such a business opening in town. 

DESHLER COMMUNITY FOUNDATION:
Joan Meyer informed Council that a new, non-profit organization has been established called the Deshler Community Foundation. An anonymous donation to the Foundation has allowed the group to purchase a vacant downtown building.  Improvements have been made to the building, and the group’s intent is to sell the building to a potential business.  If anyone is interested, contact Joan Meyer.

Resolution 21-34, “DECLARING THE AMOUNT OF TAXES THAT MAY BE RAISED BY LEVY AT THE MAXIMUM RATE AUTHORIZED BY LAW WITHOUT A VOTE OF THE ELECTORS TO BE INSUFFICIENT AND DECLARING THE NECESSITY OF A LEVY IN EXCESS OF SUCH RATE”  Lisa Sugg noted that this Resolution is for Parks & Recreation and repeals Resolution 21-20.  A motion was made by George and seconded by Abrams to suspend the rules governing the reading of ordinances on three separate days at three separate meetings.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried. A motion was made by Suber and seconded by Abrams that Resolution 21-34 is passed as read.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.
Resolution 21-35, “DECLARING THE AMOUNT OF TAXES THAT MAY BE RAISED BY LEVY AT THE MAXIMUM RATE AUTHORIZED BY LAW WITHOUT A VOTE OF THE ELECTORS TO BE INSUFFICIENT AND DECLARING THE NECESSITY OF A LEVY IN EXCESS OF SUCH RATE” Lisa Sugg noted that this Resolution is for the Swimming Pool and repeals Resolution 21-21.  A motion was made by Abrams and seconded by George to suspend the rules governing the reading of ordinances on three separate days at three separate meetings.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried. A motion was made by Abrams and seconded by Suber that Resolution 21-35 is passed as read.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.
Ordinance 21-36, “AN ORDINANCE FOR AN INTERFUND TRANSFER”  A motion was made by Abrams and seconded by McCance to suspend the rules governing the reading of ordinances on three separate days at three separate meetings.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried. A motion was made by Abrams and seconded by Suber that Ordinance 21-36 is passed as read.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.
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STREETS, SEWER AND PARKS:  Supt. Bradley Kitchen reported:
-The work report was emailed to Council prior to the meeting.
-Chip sealing was performed today on South Washington and West Marion Streets.
-The contract has been signed for the OPWC Pine Street Bridge Project.
-McCance inquired about a slow storm drain on Maple Street.

POLICE:  Chief Brian Robinson reported:
-The K-9 Policy has been modified to reflect the changes requested at the last Council meeting.
-Lederer asked if a K-9 is considered an employee of the Village. Everyone agreed that a K-9 is considered an employee. Lederer suggested that due to the cruiser expense this year, along with the possible addition of another officer, that a dog be held off until 2022. The Mayor remarked that the drug trafficking in town is at a point where the dog is needed in order to make arrests. George would like to see an approved budget before a dog is purchased. The Mayor decided to hold a vote on whether to proceed in obtaining a dog.  A motion was made by McCance and seconded by Abrams to proceed with finding a K-9 at this time.  Vote: Lederer-ABSTAIN; McCance-YES; Suber-NO; George-NO; Abrams-YES; Woods-NO.  Motion failed.

OTHER BUSINESS:
-The Mayor congratulated everyone involved in the fireworks display held on Saturday in the Village.
[bookmark: _GoBack]-The Mayor provided a handout which included information on two parcels that an individual has offered to the Village free of charge.  After reviewing the property, Council agreed there was no reason to acquire the parcels. The Mayor will notify the owner.
-McCance reported that the Fire District is moving forward with the purchase of Pat Imm’s property for the future site of a new firehouse.
-Jim Rode reported that the petition for the acquisition of the two small parcels in the Village has been signed by the Judge. After being recorded, the property will officially belong to the Village.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
At 7:45 p.m. a motion was made by McCance and seconded by Suber to enter into Executive Session for Compensation of Personnel.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.
The Executive Session ended at 8:06 p.m.
A motion was made by McCance and seconded by Abrams to advertise for the position of School Resource Officer.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.

With no further business to discuss, a motion was made by Suber and seconded by McCance to adjourn.  Vote:  all yes, motion carried.
