A Message from Fr Matt Mello

In June, we celebrate the great Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord. After completing His earthly
mission—teaching, healing, suffering, dying, and rising—Jesus ascended into heaven to take His
rightful place at the right hand of the Father. This moment marks the triumphant conclusion of His
visible ministry on earth and the glorious beginning of His reign in heaven.

Dear Brothers in Christ,

To understand this mystery more vividly, consider a military analogy. During World War Il, General
Dwight D. Eisenhower often visited troops on the front lines to boost morale and direct strategy. Yet
his main base of operations remained in London, where he could coordinate the broader mission.
Similarly, Jesus came to the "front lines" of human history, walked among us, and entered the battle
against sin and death. Having won the victory through His death and resurrection, He returned to His heavenly "headquarters"
to intercede for us and guide His Church from on high.

Before His departure, Jesus gave clear instructions to His apostles: wait in Jerusalem for the gift of the Holy Spirit. He prom-
ised, “I am with you always, even to the end of the age” (Matthew 28:20). As we await the coming Feast of Pentecost next week,
let us prepare our hearts for a renewed outpouring of the Holy Spirit. The Ascension is not the end—it is a new beginning. Christ
reigns in glory, and we are now His witnesses to the ends of the earth.

Another great feast in our liturgical calendar is the Solemnity of Corpus Christi—the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ. On
this day, we honor and proclaim our faith in the real presence of Jesus Christ in the Eucharist: Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity.

To mark this special day, please join us on Sunday, June 22, immediately following the 11 AM Mass, for a Eucharistic Proces-

sion. Let us come together in reverence and celebration as we walk with Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament. All are welcome.

SK Dan Rubino has been a Knight for seven years. He relocated to Port Orange
from his home state of New Jersey when he retired. Dan and his wife Patty
moved here to be near their family.

Dan is a stalwart member of our Council. A hard worker and enthusiastic volun-
teer, Dan is one of the smiling faces we all see every month on the Pancake
Breakfast serving line. He’s also part of the kitchen team for special events such
as the annual Veterans Dinner and the Right to Life Cocktail Party Fundraiser.

Additionally, Dan is involved in many Knight activities, including such major
events as Laps for Life, Daytona 500 and Rolex Race, Jazz Festival , Special Olym-
pics, the Hurricane Team, and decorating the church for the holidays. He also participates in the
monthly Loaves and Fishes and Grocery Distribution Program to help those in need.

Dan feels it is important and a privilege to be involved with Church activities where he can work
alongside fellow parishioners, forming bonds and friendships while serving our parish, priest and
community. Dan is an exemplary Knight.

SK Dennis Flesch and his wife Pam are pillars of the OLOH parish community.
Dennis was born and raised in Kentucky, attended Catholic schools and went to
work in communications with the phone company after graduation.
