It is accepted that Smyrnians built this monumental gate to express their gratitude to Marcus Aurelius, who supported the
repair of the city after the great earthquake in 177/178 CE. On the double-arched gate the portrait of Empress Young Faustina \
is on the keystone of the right arch, and the portrait of Marcus Aurelius on the left one. 3
» According to the statements of Orator Aelius Aristides in the 2nd century CE, the people of Chios attacked inorder to seise
the city when the Smyrnian men went away for the Temple of Dionysus on the Pagos Hill, but. were defeated by the Smyrnians
who noticed them. After this victory, the people of the city began to circulat_g a sacreq Trireme (thrpe storey ship usegi in b
the Ancient Period) around the Agora during the Dionysia Festivals (festivities held in honor of pnonysus). The festival |
procession, representing the sail set of the Chiosians to Smyma. was bringing the model of this ship to the Agora, starting
from the port, passing through the Port Street and the Faustina Gate.
