REPORTS 
 

Secretary Reports – 2022 Pride Ag sponsorship check was received.  Also received a check for 2023 
sponsorship from Purplewave.   
 
Account balance $35,056.55 – Heather will deposit the check from Pride Ag and Purplewave in the 
morning. 
 
Leon stated he would like to open a CD at 4.25% (approx.) interest for 6 months and transfer $20,000. 
K Lee moves to open the CD using $20,000 at Alva State Bank, Tim seconds the motion.  6 Yes, 
Motion passes.  
   

 
OLD BUSINESS 
 

1.  2023 Finals Jackets /Award – Austin and Tim both like the Wesley.  Kashly really likes the Wesley 
and said that it does embroider well.  Austin also thinks that the Spilled Whisky is nice.  Leon 
suggested getting a couple sizes in both those styles and see if we can have them to try on by 
McCook.  And have a final decision by Greensburg. 
 

 
NEW BUSINESS 
 

1.  Grants – The Mariah Fund is open to accepting grants.  Leon stated that we have applied 
for this grant in the past and have always had good luck securing some funding this way.  
Troy moves that we request $10,000 for our 2023 Finals to help cover the cost of the big 
screen.  Austin mentioned that we went over budget on the 2022 big screen but we have 
had the big screen for the last few years and the spectators really enjoy the added element 
and replays.  Austin seconds Troy’s motion.  6 Yes – passes.  Heather will submit a grant 
application requesting $10,000 for the big screen.  If we get lucky and it comes in below 
budget, additional funds can be used for the concert following the performance. 
 

2. Sponsorship -  Leon brought up that the more sponsors we get on jackets, the better off 
it is for the association. 
Leon talked with a guy from Cavendar’s this past weekend and they seemed interested in 
sponsorship.

The KPRA gave 
them shirts for each performance but K Lee feels like the money would be better spent on a 
jersey and shorts. 
Leon would like to get chaps for the pick-up men that say KPRA.  Del Rey opened a leather 
shop in Meade, so Leon would like to get a price from him.   
K Lee mentioned that with his wife’s business, she typically does sponsorships in the 2nd 
and 3rd quarters.   
Leon said that he is working on trying to get a sponsorship from Casey’s if we can find the 
right person to talk to.   
Leon is hoping Masterhand Milling will to come back on as a sponsor this year. 
 

3. McCook NE, First rodeo of the year - Leon talked to Wyatt in McCook, NE.  Wyatt feels like 
everything is set up to run smooth but would like to work on getting added money in the 
future rodeos.  Leon thought since we are not doing Goodwell, maybe we could put the 
added money in at McCook.  Austin moves that we add $100 per event, per rodeo.  Tim 
seconds the motion.  6 Yes, motion passes.  Tim thinks we should ask NSRA to match our 
added money.
