3. You will need to bring something that resembles a mess kit to eat off of.

4. You will need to have a compass.

One to change into after the outdoor activities and a
second change of clothes for the closing ceremony. Cloths for the closing should be utility uniform or what
would be worn to Sunday school.

For the closing ceremony: Commanders bring your Class B utility uniform with a bolo.

Turn
left (west) on County Road 225. The entrance
to Heartland is on the right.

From Route 23

Turn east on St. Rt. 229 and continue through
the town of Ashley. Turn right (south) on Co. Rd.
24, then left (east) on Co. Rd. 225.* The
entrance to Heartland is on the left.

*IMPORTANT: BUSES AND RVS CANNOT USE
