Castle, Georgian Duff House, the village of Pennan, Deer 

Abbey, and Aden Country Park before we make our way into 

Peterhead for the night.

day, followed by lunch at Dogtap at Brewdog Distillery, a visit 

to Castle Fraser and more today. Overnight in Aberdeen (B) 
 

October 20th ~ Dunottar Castle, Corgarff Castle, and the 

Glenlivet Distillery fill our touring day before we end in 

Inverness this evening. (B) 
 

October 21st ~ A day trip out of Inverness to the western 

Highlands before returning to our hotel for a farewell dinner

October 22nd ~ Flights from Inverness airport home

Land cancellation penalties: nonrefundable de-
posit. 90 to 45 days prior to departure = 50% cancellation penalty. 44 to 14 days prior to departure = 75% cancellation penalty. Less than 
14 days prior to departure = nonrefundable. Travel insurance is optional and additional but highly recommended.  Ask your agent for details.  
Organizers reserve the right to modify itinerary if necessary. To help you budget for during trip expenses ~ NOT included in the tour rate:  
lunch daily, 5 dinners, items of personal nature (shopping, snacks, drinks during meals) any additional tours or evening activities you choose 
to partake in, gratuities to driver and guides.
