On the Sabbath, a Bible Class, conducted by one of the Professors, is
open to students who may desire to attend.

PUBLIC WORSHIP.

Prayers are attended in the College Chapel every morning, with the
reading of the Scriptures, and all the students are required to nttend,

Public worship is held in the Chapel on the Babbath; and all the students |
are required to attend, except such ns have special permission to attend
other places of worship. Sueh permission ean be obtained only by pre-
renting to the Presideat a written request from the parent or guardian,

RHETORICAL EXERCISES.

Prominent attention is given to Declamation, Composition and Extempo-
raneous Speaking, by the Senior, Junier and S8ophomore Classes, under the
direction of the President.

DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL SCIENCE.

The collection of T*hilosophical and Chemical Apparatus has now become
very cxtensive, and is still increasing by the purchase or presentation of
modern and improved instruments. The course of experimental illustra-
tion is thereby rendered very full and complete. For the maintenance and
increase of the apparatus, ench student is required to pay a fee of fifty
cents for each of the sessions in which he attends recitations and leetures in
this department.

ABTRONOMY.

The study of this science has been very much facilitated and its interest

greatly inereased, by the large Equatorinl Refractor, lately purehased.
With this instrament the students have frequent opportunities of observing

the Sun, Moon, "lanets, and other ohjects of interest.

I"arents and guardians are earnesily advised, on the one hand, o restriot
the youth sent to this College to such an amount of money, as is necessary
for their comfortable and respectable support ; and on the other hand to
weo that they reecive the amount that is really proper, with absolute pune-
tuality : #o that the temptation to extravagance, and that of rununing inte
debt—bath of them amongst the greatest evils of College life — may be
avoided.

These are in o flourishing eondition, and are probably unsurpassed by
any similar associntions. They are ornnments to the College, and valuable
nuxilinries to the menial training of the siudents. Their Halls are commo-
dious and handsomely furnished, and their Libraries extensive and well
selected.
