Dairy Showmanship following the dairy show 
Rules  
1. Entries must be pre-entered by the fair board entry date. 
2. Base date for all ages of goats will be the show day. 
3. No intact male goats (Billy goats) will be allowed.
4. Mandatory barn meetings will be posted at check-in. 
5. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to ensure that their animal is being cared for. This includes daily feed/water and cleaning of pens.  If the department heads determine that an animal and/or pen is being neglected, the pen will be red-tagged, and the exhibitor will be charged $10 per day until the issue is resolved.
6. You are not allowed to change pen assignments or give yourself an extra pen. Tack pens will be allotted if we have room and by department heads ONLY.
7. Parents are responsible for getting exhibitors to the show ring with their goats on time.
8. Grand and Reserve Champion winners are expected to have their photos taken with their animals in front of the fair backdrop by the fair photographer.
9. A judge shall not officiate a show that includes any animal under their ownership or supervision

Refer to the Junior Livestock Rule Book for all other general livestock rules.
Dairy Goat Special Rules:
1. Dairy breeds and Pygmy goats are eligible for this show. 
2. All goats in this show are required to be tagged:
a. If a goat IS NOT being sold in the sale, it is acceptable for tag to be applied to collar instead of the ear.  The Fair board will provide collars to be used on tag-in day.
b. All goats are required to be brought to tag-in day.  Even if a goat as a tag from a previous year, the goat must appear to be inspected and/or scanned.  Exception:  Pregnant does not have to be at tag-in.  A collar will be issued to the exhibitor for that doe at tag-in.
c. All goats will be photographed on tag-in day (either by department head or exhibitor).  The photo will be reviewed on check-in day to ensure that the correct goat has been brought to the fairgrounds.
3. It is the exhibitor’s responsibility that their goats arrive at the fairgrounds wearing their correct collar with issued tag on check-in day, Aug 9th, 2026.  Collars are expected to remain on the goat throughout the duration of the fair.  Exception: collars may be removed before entering the show ring and reapplied immediately after the show.
4. Mandatory milk out the night before the show. A department head must inspect. 
5. The Dairy goat show is moving towards a no-horn policy.  This means that goats born after January 1, 2026 will be required to be dehorned or polled.  Older goats with horns will be accepted in the 2026 show.  However, it is expected that all exhibitors will work towards dehorning all their young animals so that our show will eventually be horn-free.  Only exception to this rule is if the breed standard allows for horns.  Contact department heads for approval.
6. A wether of any age may be entered as a non-market wether or dairy market wether, not both.  In-tact males will be disqualified.  Wether classes are restricted to goats with dairy or Pygmy characteristics (any wether displaying Boer and/or other meat breed characteristics will be disqualified).  It is expected that exhibitors entering a wether in the dairy market wether class would also enter at least one doe in a doe class, this rule doesn’t apply to non-market wether classes. Dairy market wethers in this show will not be eligible for the fair sale.
7. Pre-novice exhibitors that choose to bring their own goat for the booster showmanship must follow all exhibitor rules. All goats must be tagged, registered in ShoWorks, and remain on the grounds for the duration of the fair.  Goats designated for the booster show only may not be shown in the regular goat show or round robin. Pre-novice exhibitors can choose to show a goat for the booster show that’s owned by another exhibitor and already registered for the fair.
8. Nigerian Dwarf and Pygmy Does shall be no taller than 22.5 inches.
