Be with 
those experiencing pain or loss this day especially Linda, Pam, Rick, Jeri, Joyce, 
Skip, Carolyn, Tom, Judy, Kay, Tina and those we now lift silently and aloud. 
(pause). Hear us, O God.

A Your ways show compassion. Let this same mind be in us as we enter Holy Week. 

Bless those here who will lead worship and tell the story of Jesus’ death and 
resurrection. Hear us, O God. 
Your mercy is great. 

Here other intercessions may be offered. 
P O God, your embrace is eternal. Praise and thanks to you for all the faithful 

departed who rest in your mercy. Deliver us all from death’s power and raise us to 
life in you. Hear us, O God.
