   Philip Bach, senior member of the firm of Bach & Abel, dry-goods dealers at Ann Arbor, Michigan, is a 
native of Germany and was born in the Duchy of Baden October 20, 1820.  When nine years of age his 
parents came to America, and settled in Pennsylvania, where they lived five years.  In 1835 they came to 
Ann Arbor, since which time Mr. Bach has resided in this city.  He began his business life with Brown & 
Company in the lower town, than the leading business house in the town.  He was afterward for a time 
with Hiram Goodspeed, then with E. Root & Son, and later with Bach & Abel, of this city, with whom he 
remained until 1843, when he began business life for himself as a partner in the firm of C. B. Thompson & 
Company.  In 1855 he opened the house of which he is now the leading member.  He has been longer 
continuously in business in Ann arbor than any other man in the city and has never yet known failure.  In 
1865 he built the store where he now does business. 
 
Past and Present of Washtenaw County, Michigan by Samuel W. Beakes, Chicago: The S.J. Clarke 
Publishing Co., 1906: 
     PHILIP BACH is the senior member of the, J. popular and well-known firm of Bach, Abel & Co., 
dealers in dry-goods, cloaks, notions, etc., and located in Ann Arbor. Mr. Bach was born in Baden, 
Germany, March 20, 1820. He was the second in order of birth of twelve children born to Philip J. and 
Barbara (Dick) Bach. His parents emigrated to America in 1829 and located first at Easton, Pa., in 
Northampton County and in a few years-in 1835-they removed to Michigan which was then a Territory, 
locating first at Ann Arbor, but shortly after removed to Freedom Township, locating on a farm where they 
carried on general farming in a small way. The father (lied in 1865, the mother having passed away in 
1864. Our subject, Philip Bach, after being reared on the farm until reaching young manhood, settled in 
Ann Arbor and became a clerk for the firm of Brown & Co., merchants, with whom he remained for twelve 
months. He was afterward with E. Root & Sons, and in 1839 formed a partnership with Mr. Abel, and in 
1843 in the fall season entered the employ of C. B. Thompson. This partnership lasted from 1843 to 
1853, at which latter date Mr. Bach sold out and went into business with Peasor & Hewitt. Ile later entered 
into partnership with Mr. Abel which continued until the death of the latter in 1890, and at that time a part 
of his interests were purchased by Zachariah oath, when the firm became that of Bach, Abel & Co. The 
firm carry a very fine stock of well-selected dry-goods, cloaks and notions and do a good business. 
     Mr. Bach was first married to Hannah Polhemus by whom he had one child, now Mrs. Hannah J. 
Warner, of the city of Mexico. Mr. Bach was a second time married in 1855 to Miss Nancy Royce. By her 
he had four children, they being James R., Philip Jr., a merchant in New Mexico, Mary L., the widow of 
Wm. R. Henderson, residing at home, and Rudolph G., deceased. In 1876 Mr. Bach was again married, 
this time to Annie Botsford, to whom two children have been born-Nellie and Waldo B. He was elected 
Mayor in 1858 and served one term. In 1857 he was elected as a member of the School Board and 
served for nearly thirty-four years. He is Vice President and Director of the First National Bank of Ann 
Arbor and has been connected with it since its organization, having also held the office of President.  He 
is at present Director of the Detroit Fire and Marine Insurance Company and has been so connected 
since its organization in 1866. During the years which have passed and which have demonstrated its 
success, it has proved to be one of the solid institutions of the State of Michigan.

and a faculty member 30 year.  Monday Nov. 26, 1928 died at Abbott hospital after a brief illness.   He was 59 
years old and acknowledged as one of the most outstanding 5chmars in his field professor Schlenker had been 
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at the University of Minnesota. since 1898 and for all but two of those years he held the rank of full professor.  In 
point of service, he was one of the oldest professors on the campus.  He was born in Wilkes Barre, 

Pennsylvania, on June 8, 1869, and there gained his early education. He studied at the University of Michigan 
where he was graduated in 1892 and later at the University of Iowa, from 1896 to 1898.  Before going to Iowa, 
Professor Schlenker taught German at Carthage college, Illinois. 

     He came to Minneapolis as an instructor of the German department in 1898 and two years later was made 
full professor.  He remained at the university until 1900, when he spent a year in study in Berlin.  He made a 
second trip abroad in 1912 and spent two years in Berlin and Munich, returning in 1914.

     James R. Bach, whose judgment and enterprise have proven important factors in the successful 
conduct of leading business interests in Ann Arbor, was born in this city, September 7, 1859. His father, 
Philip Bach, a native of Baden, Germany, came to the new world in 1833, and remained for about a year 
a resident of Pennsylvania, whence in 1834 he removed to Ann Arbor. He was one of the pioneer

merchants of the city, establishing and conducting a store in days when the inhabitants here were few 
and when business development had made little progress.

(Royce) Bach, of whom a sketch may be found under the more complete history of Philip Bach in another 
portion of this work. Our subject was born in the city of Ann Arbor, September 7, 1859. His father, who is 
at the present time a prominent merchant of this city, was one of the early settlers of Washtenaw County, 
having come from Germany in 1829.

This was demonstrated Wednesday April 1, 1936 when testimony was taken, in the $75,000 suit 
brought by Mrs. Bessie Lohr, thirty-four-year-old divorcee, against Fred C. Fiegel, wealthy seventy-two-year-old 
farmer living on Abbott Ave., near Ann Arbor. Mrs. Lohr, who also has a farm near Ann Arbor, was able to bring 

the case into Federal Court by establishing a residence In Toledo. As the resident of another state, she could sue 
a Michigan resident In the Federal courts. Although it may not be the first action of this type filed in Federal Court 
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in Detroit, it is the only one in the memory of the oldest court clerks. 
      Mrs. Lohr, before a jury of seven women and five men in Judge Ernest O'Brien's court, told of a romance 

with Fiegel, which, she said, was to have culminated in marriage Dec. 15, 1934. However, she charged, shortly 
before the date which she said Fiegel set for their marriage, he revealed to her that he was already married and 
was unable to fulfill his promise. Mrs. Lohr, three times divorced, said she was the mother of two children. She 

first met Fiegel when he came to her farm as an appraiser for the Federal Crop Loan Corp. Their friendship grew, 
she testified, until he made a promise of marriage. 
     During the hearing Wednesday, Charles Bowles, former mayor of Detroit and a former judge in Recorder's 

Court, who is acting as Mrs. Lohr’s attorney, was reprimanded by Judge O'Brien when he objected to portions of 
Mrs. Lohr's cross-examination by John B. Mellott, defense attorney. He made his protests from his chair. "If you 
want to make any objections in this court," Judge O'Brien advised him,' "stand up to make them."  Mrs. Lohr had 

started a breach of promise suit for $100,000 against Fiegel in Washtenaw County in August, 1935. When the 
case was called she failed to appear.

     2013 - Joy Roller Roller, - President, Global Cleveland.  The terrorist attacks of Sept. 11, 2001, and ensuing 

recession led Joy Roller to her current role running Global Cleveland, a nonprofit focused on increasing the 
region's population with initiatives that attract and retain newcomers.  There were big steps in between, however. 
The downturn after the attacks was tough on the television industry. With a resume that includes documentaries 

and shows for television, Ms. Roller's job as a producer ended when the company she worked for closed in 2003. 
She did independent work, but after she was told a third time as a job-hunter how she was too experienced — a 
euphemism for being too old for youth-oriented TV — she decided she needed a new plan.  

     Her twin sister, Jan Roller, a partner at the Davis & Young law firm here, suggested she try law school. She 
took the advice.  “I decided to get off the TV merry-go-round and live a more authentic life,” Joy Roller said. “I 
saw law school as a bridge to that.”   Attending the Cleveland-Marshall College of Law at Cleveland State 

University, she said, taught her a more focused way of approaching issues, which she had expected from 
discussions with her sister during Jan Roller's law school days. Joy Roller took a different path, though, also 
earning a master's degree in political theology at Harvard University. That taught her how to consider questions 

of life broadly.  
     Both kinds of thinking guide her work today. Before joining Global Cleveland in January, she spent six years 
as executive director of the Gordon Square Arts District, which created a new brand for the area at West 65th 

Street and Detroit Avenue.  Although the arts district now is regarded as a success, the idea initially elicited 
surprised, blank stares. But she knew how to tell a story from her TV days, and at the district she learned now to 
run a nonprofit.  
     Now Joy Roller is putting her skills to work at Global Cleveland, which has a staff of six including her, to 

create a perception of Cleveland as a world-class city, a welcoming place that offers diversity, opportunity and a 
rich cultural life.  Over time, Global Cleveland had been seen as primarily focused on aiding emigrants, but her 
task is to broaden its scope because the region needs to attract talent as well as retain talent leaving the region; 

as she notes, “emigration will not fill the whole bill” for the region's people needs.  “This is the culmination of 
everything I've done,” Joy Roller said. “I've created something from nothing as a TV producer. I know how to build 
a nonprofit.”  

     How does Global Cleveland define success? The real benchmark, she acknowledges, will be the outcome 
of the next U.S. Census in 2020 after decades of population decline in the city. More immediately, she believes it 
will be measured by a changed perception of Cleveland outside the region to one of vitality and diversity.  

Another item in Ms. Roller's toolbox is an insider's view of politics. Before launching her television career here as 
a producer at WJW-TV, Channel 8, in 1984, she had worked as a paid staffer for political campaigns.  After living 
in many cities, Joy Roller enjoys living in Cleveland.  “It's like living in a resort,” she said, compared to other, 

bigger cities she has lived in from coast to coast. She lives in the Coventry neighborhood of Cleveland Heights 
and enjoys traveling. One thing happens often here, however. On an almost daily basis she and her sister get 
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confused with each other.  
     Jan Roller and Joy Roller regard each other as BFFs and brush aside the mistaken identities. Joy Roller 

helped them develop their identities as children. When their parents dressed the young girls in identical outfits, 
“Joy put an end that,” Jan Roller said.  Although Joy Roller is broadening the perception of Global Cleveland's 
mission, Radhika Reddy, a partner in Cleveland-based Ariel Ventures economic development financing 

consultancy, said she also is continuing to reach out to the region's many ethnic communities.  “She's taking a 
grass-roots approach,” said Ms. Reddy, who serves on a Global Cleveland advisory committee. “She's helping to 
project a progressive view in the region on the immigration debate. She's very hard-working and focused.” 

 
     Joy Roller - As President of Global Cleveland, Joy Roller leads a civic/corporate initiative to increase the 
population of Northeast Ohio and strengthen the region by connecting immigrants and domestic newcomers to its 

opportunities, resources and services and promoting the region as a welcoming place for all.

     David F. Bohr, age 93. a professor of physiology at the University of Michigan who was an expert on 
hypertension, died Tuesday, November 4, 2008. He was 93 years old and lived in Ann Arbor, Michigan. 
Dr. Bohr was born in Zurich, Switzerland, lived for five years as a boy in Cuba, and received most of his 
childhood education in southern California. In 1933, he entered the University of Michigan, matriculated in 
1936 in its medical school and graduated in 1942. Bohr interned at Henry Ford Hospital for one year 
before being assigned by the U.S. Army to a Dutch hospital ship for three years of duty as laboratory 
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officer and detachment commander (1943-46). Dr. Bohr trained for two years as a research fellow at the 
University of California in San Francisco (1946-48). Following this fellowship, he returned to the University 
of Michigan, and in 1957 was promoted to the rank of professor. He was internationally known for his 
work on the role played by the vasculature in the development of hypertension.  
     He was the recipient of many awards, including the 1984 Ciba Award for Hypertension Research 
and the Gold Heart Award from the American Heart Association. In 2007, Dr. Bohr received the Lifetime 
Achievement Award from the University of Michigan. Dr. Bohr was a dedicated educator who mentored 
numerous scientists and students. Dr. Bohr served many scientific societies including the Council for High 
Blood Pressure Research of the American Heart Association and the American Physiological Society. He 
served on the Hypertension Task Force for the National Institutes of Health from 1978-79. From 1965-68 
he was a member of the Committee on Physiology of the National Board of Medical Examiners (1965-68) 
and he also served on the Cardiovascular Review Panel for the Space Science Board of the National 
Academy of Sciences (1968-72). As president of the American Physiological Society (1978-79), Dr. Bohr 
visited Cuban medical schools and observed Cuban health care, and promoted exchange of information 
between Cuban and American physiologists. David Bohr took great pleasure in the game of tennis 
throughout his life. Family, friends and students enjoyed his ready sense of humor, his compassion, 
optimism and love of learning. Dr. Bohr was preceded in death by his wife Kathleen (Katie) earlier this 
year. They were married in 1940 and were friends as teenagers.

     David F. Bohr, professor of physiology at the University of Michigan, died Tuesday, November 4, 
2008. He was 93 years old and lived in Ann Arbor, Michigan.  Dr Bohr was born in Zurich, Switzerland 
lived for S years as a boy in Cuba, and received most of his childhood education in southern California.  
In 1933, he entered the University of Michigan, matriculated in 1936 in its medical school. and graduated 
in 1942. Dr Rohr interned at Henry Ford Hospital for 1 year before being assigned by the US Army to a 
Dutch hospital ship for 3 years of duty as laboratory officer and detachment commander (1943-1946).  Dr 
Rohr trained for 2 years as a research fellow at the University of California in San Francisco (1946-1948). 
Following this fellowship. be returned to the University of Michigan, and, in 1957, was promoted to the 
rank of professor.  Dr Bohr's rich career touched on many aspects of hypertension research, ranging 
from ion transport in red blood cells from hypertensive animals to the central actions of mineralocorticoids 
to elevate arterial blood pressure. However, it was his work on the role played by the vasculature in the 
development of hypertension that was his fundamental contribution to the field. Two of his favorite 
publications were published in “Science”.  ln the first, he demonstrated that calcium not only causes 
contraction of vascular smooth muscle but also in higher concentrations decreases excitability to cause 
relaxation or inhibition of contraction.  In the second, he quantified the calcium requirement for contractile 
activity of vascular smooth muscle and skeletal muscle and showed that the calcium dependency for the 
contractile apparatus of the 2 machines was identical. 
     Over the years, Dr Rohr was the recipient of many awards, including the 1984 Ciba Award for 
Hypertension Research and the Gold Heart Award from the Ameri= Heart Association.  In 1977, he gave 
the Wiggers Lecture for the American Physiological Society. Dr. Bohr received the A. Ray Daggs Award 
from the American Physiological Society in 2005.  In 2007, Dr. Bohr received the Lifetime Achievement 
Award from the University of Michigan. 
     Dr. Rohr was a dedicated educator who inspired and mentored numerous scientists and students, 
and many remember him as an important role model. He was kind, fair, and generous as he was brilliant.  
Dr Rohr's legacy is one to be remembered.  Dr. Bohr served many scientific societies, including the 
Council for High Blood Pressure Research or the American Heart Association and the American 
Physiological Society. He joined the council in 1968 and was chairman from 1978 to 1980. He served on 
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the Hypertension Task Force for the National Institutes of Health from 1978 to 1979.  From 1965 to 1968, 
he was a member of the Committee on Physiology of the National Board of Medical Examiners 
(1965-1968), and he also on the Cardiovascular Review Panel for the Space Science Board of the 
National Academy of Sciences (1968 -1972). As president of the American Physiologic-al Society 
(1978-1979). Dr. Bohr visited Cuban medical schools and observed Cuban health care and promoted 
exchange of information between Cuban and American physiologists. He instituted a Standing Committee 
on Career Opportunities in Physiology to try to help young people during their early careers. He also 
initiated a meeting between the American Physiological Society Animal Care Committee and 
representatives of animal welfare groups at a time when it was possible to actually make progress with 
such interactions. 
     Dr. Rohr served on the editorial boards of hypertension, Circulation Research, American Journal of 
Physiology, and the Journal of Applied Physiology. He was a coeditor of the circulation section of the 
American Journal of Physiology and associate editor or the American Journal of Physiology: Heart and 
Circulatory Physiology. He also served as editor of the Handbook of Physiology, Vascular Smooth 
Muscle.  David's work ethic was to be admired.  John Faulkner, an internationally recognized muscle 
physiologist at Michigan once told me, "Clinton, I do not understand all the fuss about David's work ethic.  
For as long I have known him. he has only worked half days. Okay, he works 7 days a week. but it is . . .

She is a past president of The City Club of Cleveland — the community's citadel of free speech — and 
now is working on tasks ranging from Near West Theatre's fundraising for a permanent home in 
Cleveland to serving on Planned Parenthood's new statewide board.  
      All those things are apart from how Ms. Roller is best known: as a take-no-prisoners defense 
lawyer, the first woman to become a partner at the Davis & Young law firm, which dates from 1922. She 
joined the firm when she returned to Cleveland in 1983 from trial-intensive jobs as an assistant county 
prosecutor in Massachusetts while her husband, David Abbott, attended Harvard Law School.  “In 
Massachusetts, I was in the courtroom daily,” she recalled, and when she was invited to join Davis & 
Young, it needed a litigator who could hit the ground running. She added, “Between November 1983 and 
November 1984, I had seven common pleas jury trials.”  
     Today, Ms. Roller's peers describe her as a respected, hard-working trial lawyer and able advocate. 
Roger Synenberg, a litigator who once served as chairman of the Cuyahoga County Republican Party, 
describes Ms. Roller's advantage in the courtroom succinctly: “Experience, experience, experience.”   
For her part, Ms. Roller said she finds trial work exciting and likens going into a trial to putting on a 
theatrical production.   Liberal leanings and defense clients typically do not go together. Asked how she 
balances the two, Ms. Roller said she sees the law as an avenue to fairness and justice. She said she 
often tells juries if they award a judgment, to award what is fair and no more. Plaintiffs and their lawyers 
typically seek more than that, she said.  
     Ms. Roller said she might have become a teacher, but Mr. Abbott suggested she might enjoy the 
law. The two met in high school in Fremont, Ohio. They attended Denison University together on their 
way to becoming a Cleveland power couple; Mr. Abbott is executive director of the Gund Foundation. 
They have three grown sons, between ages 23 and 27, all working or attending school outside Northeast 
Ohio.   Known as a mentor to younger women in finding work-life balance, Ms. Roller credits her ability 
to pursue her career and interests to shared values with Mr. Abbott and the help of their nanny. She also 
has a new goal in her legal career: She wants to serve as a mediator on an increasing basis.

     September 27, 2021 - As he retires as president of the George Gund Foundation at the end of the 
year, David Abbott will step into a new role in 2022 as the inaugural Distinguished Jurist in Residence at 
the Case Western Reserve University School of Law.  Law school Co-Deans Jessica Berg and Michael 
Scharf announced the new post when they presented Abbott and his wife, Jan Roller, with the school’s 
annual Humanitarian Award at the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame and Museum. The event on Sept. 24 
marked the university’s 30th anniversary of the Frederick K. Cox International Law Center.  With its Gund 
Foundation endowment, the Cox Center has emerged as a nationally ranked institution, whose work has 
been cited by international courts and nominated for a Nobel Peace Prize by an international prosecutor. 
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     “The Cox Center was endowed with a gift from the Gund Foundation in 1991, so it’s fitting that we 
select the foundation’s former president—as well as an incredibly active member in our community—as 
our first Distinguished Jurist in Residence,” Berg said.  Abbott boasts a storied career. He earned his law 
degree at Harvard University and a master’s degree at Columbia University. Before joining the Gund 
Foundation in 2003, Abbott served as president of University Circle Inc., executive director of the Rock 
Hall and executive director of the Cleveland Bicentennial Commission. Early in his career, Abbott worked 
as a reporter for The Cleveland Plain Dealer. 
     His wife, Jan Roller (LAW ’79), who shared the Humanitarian Award, has also been a leading light in 
Cleveland, having served as chair of the Cleveland – Cuyahoga County Port Authority, president of The 
City Club of Cleveland, president of the Cleveland Bar Foundation, president of the Near West Theatre 
and a longtime board member of both the Refugee Response and Planned Parenthood.  “Having David 
join the School of Law is a perfect fit,” Scharf said. “Our objective in establishing the Distinguished Jurist 
in Residence initiative is to bring a recently retired executive, judge or government official to campus each 
year to enrich student learning, aid in faculty development, advise the deans and engage with alumni.”  
As part of the new role at the law school, Abbott will serve as a special advisor to the deans. He also will 
be invited to join faculty on the platform at the law school’s commencement, lead a group discussion in 
his areas of expertise, followed by dinner with select faculty and students; he’ll also be assigned an office 
in the law school to be accessible to students.  “It is a tremendous honor to join the School of Law in this 
capacity as its first Distinguished Jurist in Residence,” Abbott said. “Throughout my career, I’ve worked to 
make Cleveland, and our country, a better place to live. I look forward to continuing that work in this new 
role.”

     Gary Dean Hutzel (November 4, 1955 – March 1, 2016) was an American visual effects supervisor 
from Ann Arbor, Michigan who worked on the television series Star Trek: The Next Generation, Star Trek: 
Deep Space Nine, and Battlestar Galactica, among others. He was nominated more than 20 times for 
Emmy Awards, winning on four occasions.  
     Gary Hutzel was born in Ann Arbor, Michigan. He studied mechanical engineering at the University 
of Michigan for a period, but decided that he wanted to pursue a career in films and moved to California, 
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where he studied photography at the Brooks Institute. His first job in the industry was as a van driver for 
the commercial production house FilmFair. While there, he decided that he wanted to pursue visual 
effects.  
     His first visual effects job was as second assistant cameraman on the 1985 film Teen Wolf.  He then 
began to freelance for CBS, working on The Twilight Zone. In 1986, he was recruited to work on the new 
Star Trek television series, Star Trek: The Next Generation as a visual effects coordinator. He continued 
to work on the show for the following five seasons, before moving to work on the spin-off series Star Trek: 
Deep Space Nine where he was the visual effects supervisor for all seven seasons.  During his work on 
the Star Trek franchise, he worked on a great number of visual effects shots including the breakapart 
model of the Borg Cube seen in the two-part episode "The Best of Both Worlds", the design of the USS 
Defiant and the blending of old and new footage required for "Trials and Tribble-ations". He also produced 
renderings for several non-canon Star Trek novels, although he was known as being reluctant to use 
computer generated imagery and preferred to work with physical models where possible.  Hutzel 
co-wrote The Magic of Tribbles: The Making of Star Trek Deep Space Nine – "Trials and Tribbles-ations" 
alongside Terry J. Erdmann and Paula M. Block. Following the end of Deep Space Nine, Hutzel worked 
on the film Red Planet and the Spy Kids franchise.  He was hired by writer Ronald D. Moore to work on 
the rebooted Battlestar Galactica television series. Hutzel had worked with Moore on Deep Space Nine. 
In addition, Hutzel went on to work on the prequel to Battlestar Galactica, Caprica. He then worked as 
visual effects supervisor for the television series Defiance.  
     While working on the special effects for the Freeform television series Beyond on March 1, 2016, in 
Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada, he had a heart attack and died. Freeform released a statement 
saying "We are deeply saddened by the loss of our friend and colleague, Gary Hutzel. Our thoughts and 
prayers are with his family and our 'Beyond' family". He had a wife, a daughter and two sons.  
 
 
     Gary Dean Hutzel (November 4, 1955 - March 1, 2016) Born in Ann Arbor, Michigan to Dean and 
Janet Hutzel, Gary grew up surrounded by faith, family, and the values of "do unto others as you would 
want them to do to you." This became his credo, and he lived by the Golden Rule in both his personal and 
professional life. Time and time again, it is always mentioned how Gary paved a path for many by 
recognizing their talent, which in turn allowed them to have careers, family, and a sense of 
accomplishment they believe they would not have had without knowing Gary. Accolades fill his 
shelves-four Emmys, and six Visual Effects Society awards-but he was not boastful. Most people upon 
meeting him would not know of his greatness. In Gary's mind, the work was paramount, not him. In his 
personal and professional life, Gary was an inspiration to all. Everyone he met benefited from his kind 
heart, keen eye, and the ability to allow you to be your best without any fear of rejection or reprisal. He 
was the epitome of a boss who led without threat or anger. Gentle and calm, he had the ability to diffuse 
tense situations and sooth egos without insult. People did not recognize those times when Gary got them 
to change their mind or attitude; they always thought they figured it out for themselves. He was a guiding 
light to the artists who worked with him. His own artistic talent showed through his ability to create alien 
worlds and landscapes that were unparalleled in television. Motion picture quality work was his standard, 
not the exception. Always a perfectionist, he set the bar very high on all projects, even the smallest. 
Everyone will miss his amazing sense of humor and his ability to turn any terrible situation into a beautiful 
one.  
     Survived by his wife Catherine and their three children (William, Andrew, and Frances) Gary's legacy 
will live on through them. Gary truly made the world a better place and he will be dearly missed. Memorial 
services are planned for March 19, at 2:15 p.m. at Our Lady of Perpetual Help in Newhall, California. A 
reception will follow.
