     Jacob Laubengayer. As Ann Arbor is the center of so rich and wide an agricultural region and is so 
accessible by rail to the great distributing points and ports of the country, the enterprises are numerous 
for dealing in the staples of the region. While manufactures are still in their infancy, the middlemen that 
are the medium between producer and the manufacturer are numerous. One of the most successful of 
these firms is that of which our subject is junior partner and which does business under the firm title of 
Heinzmann & Laubengayer, dealers in wool, grain, flour, feed and hides. Our subject is a product of this 
county, although, as his name would indicate, he is of German descent. He was born in the township of 
Scio, September 14, 1843, and is a son of J. Fred and Christina (Schmidt) Laubengayer, both of whom 
were natives of Wittenberg, Germany. They were married in Scio Township, this county. 
     The parents of our subject emigrated to the United States in 1830, landing at New York City, thence 
coming direct to Washtenaw County and located in Scio Township upon a farm where the father carried 
on a general agricultural business, devoting himself principally to stock-raising and the growing of wheat. 
He was one of the prosperous tillers of the soil of his neighborhood, employing the advanced German 
scientific methods in making his tract productive. His decease occurred April 22, 1891. He was born in 
1805. The mother of our subject is still living on the old homestead, being in her seventy-second year. 
She is the mother of four children, three of whom are living—Frederick, Jacob and Tobias. 
     Jacob Laubengayer passed his boyhood in his native county and spent his early days in attendance 
at the district school of his neighborhood. He remained under the home roof of his parents until 
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twenty-one years old. After reaching his majority he started out in life on his own account, still making his 
home, however, with his parents until reaching the age of twenty-four years when he bought a small farm 
which he began to develop and to engage in stock-raising, though his dealing in stock was in a small way. 
However, he kept adding to his farm until he was the possessor of two hundred and forty-seven acres, 
taking great pride in keeping a fine breed of cattle and good sheep. He continued to be actively engaged 
in agricultural pursuits until December, 1889, when he removed to Ann Arbor and embarked in the wool 
business in connection with various parties. In the last named year he formed a partnership with John 
Heinzmann and has dealt largely in the products above mentioned ever since. In connection with this 
business they also handle dry wood, having extensive wood yards near the grain elevator on the Toledo 
& Ann Arbor Railroad. The firm handles all kinds of grain and also does quite a large business in grinding 
feed for the farmers in the vicinity and also for general sale. The celebrated brands of flour from the 
Pillsbury Mills of Minneapolis are here found and the firm with which our subject is connected does a 
large business in this direction. They doubtless have the largest dealing in wool of any firm in Washtenaw 
County. 
     Mr. Laubengayer was married in December 1880, to Miss Amelia Weimer, of Scio Township, this 
county. She is a daughter of Michael Weimer, her parents having come to this country from Germany.  
Our subject and his wife are the parents of three children, whose name are Melinda, Robert and Walter. 
The original of this sketch was elected Justice of the Peace of Lodi Township, being near the line of that 
township.  He casts his vote with the Democrat Party, in whose principles and practices he has 
unbounded faith.

     Charles Braun, interested in general agricultural pursuits in Ann Arbor Township, was born in the city 
of Ann Arbor on the 29th of May, 1848. His parents were John and Anna Maria (Eberhardt) Braun, both of 
whom were natives of Germany, but their marriage was celebrated in Ann Arbor, Michigan. The father 
was born in 1816 and in 1836 crossed the Atlantic to America with a company of young men. In 1837 the 
mother came with a party to the new world. Mr. Braun was a mason by trade and followed that pursuit in 
Michigan until 1852, when he purchased eighty acres of land in Scio Township west of Ann Arbor and 
began farming. He lived upon that place until 1860, when he sold out and bought one hundred and eighty 
acres of land on section 5, Ann Arbor Township, to which he afterward added until his farm comprised 
two hundred and forty acres of land, which he brought to a high state of cultivation. He carried on general 
farming and stock raising, meeting with a creditable measure of success, and his life was characterized 
by unremitting diligence and energy. He died January 9, 1876, at the age of forty-nine years, while his 
wife survived him for a long period, passing away on March 11, 1894. His political allegiance was given to 
the Democratic Party. In the family were eight children: Fred B., who was born in 1840 and died in 1902; 
John M., born August 16, 1843; Catherine, who was born July 22, 1845, and is the wife of J. M. Stein; 
Charles, of this review; Christian, who was born February 23, 1850, and died December 16, 1902; 
Christina, who was born March 23, 1851, and is the wife of Fred Kern; Henry, who was born May 20, 
1854; and Simon, who was born February 2, 1857, and died August 3, 1887. 
     Charles Braun of this review was reared in the usual manner of farm lands, early becoming familiar 
with the duties and labors that fall to the lot of the agriculturist, and his education was acquired in the 
public schools. After all the children were grown he purchased their interests in the farm, thus coming into 
possession of the old homestead property, on which he carried on general farming until 1893. He then 
concentrated his energies upon agricultural pursuits and is today one of the best known fruit raisers of 
this part of the state, having a peach orchard of twenty acres, while nine are planted to apples. He has 
also bought and fed stock.  The farm is a well improved property on which are two good barns, one 
fifty-six by thirty-eight feet, the other sixty by thirty-eight feet, together with good buildings for the shelter 
of the grain, stock and farm machinery. The residence was erected in 1867. 
     Mr. Braun was married in 1887 to Miss Mary Andrews, a daughter of John Andrews, of Scio 
Township. They have had three children: Sylvia Maria, who was born March 10, 1888; Carl William, born 
June 27, 1889; and Simon Walter, born June 19, 1891. All are now attending school. Mr. Braun is 
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recognized as one of the stalwart advocates of democracy in Washtenaw County and is active in the work 
of the party. He has served for three years, from 1892 until 1895, as supervisor and again filled the office 
from 1898 until 1902. In the fall of the latter year he was elected county treasurer for a term of two years 
and in 1904 was defeated for that office in the great republican landslide. In positions of public trust he is 
ever faithful, his course being marked by an unfaltering patriotism and devotion to the general good. He 
holds membership in the Zion Lutheran church of Ann Arbor and has a wide and favorable acquaintance 
in the city and throughout this part of the state by reason of his energy and success in business life and 
his activity in political circles. Since 1892 he has been secretary of the German Farmers' Mutual 
Insurance Company.

     Charles Braun. Among the families who have been residents of Washtenaw County ever since the 
old Territorial days, we are pleased to name the one represented by our subject. John Braun, his father, 
was born in Wurtemberg, Germany, in 1816, and in his youth learned the brick and stone-mason's trade, 
emigrating to America in 1836, and settling in Ann Arbor, where for a number of years he followed his 
trade. While living in that city, he married Anna M. Eberhardt, like himself a native of Wurtemberg, and in 
1851 he took up his residence on a farm of eighty acres in Scio Township, for which he paid the sum of 
$1,100. Eight years later he removed to a farm in Ann Arbor Township, where his death ensued in 
January 9, 1866. He had accumulated a handsome property by industry and integrity. 
     Our subject was born in the city of Ann Arbor, May 29, 1848, and is the fourth in his father's family, 
his brothers and sisters being: Frederick B., born October 20, 1840, in Ann Arbor Township; Johanna, 
who died in infancy; John Michael, born August 16,1843; Catherine, July 28,1845; Charles; Christian, 
born February 7, 1850; Christiana, November 23, 1851; Henry, May 20, 1854; Simeon, February 2, 1857.

Fred Kirn, of Ann Arbor; Henry is on the old Doty farm; and Charles and Simeon had worked the home 
farm together after Henry married and left the home some ten years since, and continued thus until a few 
months before Simeon's death, which was the result of consumption, following inflammation of the lungs. 
This is the only case of consumption in this circle, as it is not a family tendency. 
     Charles Braun has two hundred and seven acres which is part of the tract which his father originally 
located. In his youth he attended the Union school, and afterward took a course in the Ann Arbor 
Business College, and at twenty began to teach in the district school, which he continued for two winters. 
Upon the 17th of June, 1886, he was married in Scio Township, to Miss Mary D. Andress, daughter of 
John and Katharina Andress, the latter being still a resident of Scio Township. This lady was born in that 
township, March 29, 1863, and to her have been granted three children: Sylvia Maria Katharina, born 
March 10, 1888; Carl William, June 27, 1889; and Simeon Walter, June 19, 1891. 
     Like his father, our subject is a sturdy Democrat in his political views, and is now serving as 
Township Treasurer. He is an earnest and efficient member of the Lutheran Church, and a progressive 
farmer. He takes great interest in breeding Short-Horn cattle, keeping several registered animals and 
breeding Poland-China hogs, besides marketing large crops of wheat.

This description at least marries two of those legends together: Billy 
Rose's Aquacade was a music, dance and swimming show produced by Billy Rose at the Great Lakes 
Exposition in 1937. Later Aquacade moved to the 1939 New York World's Fair where it was the most 
successful production of the fair (Lowe). The Art Deco 11,000 seat amphitheater was designed by 
architects Sloan & Robertson. Shows were staged by John Murray Anderson to the orchestrations of Ted 
Royal. The pool and the 300 by 200-foot (61 m) stage could be hidden behind a lighted 40-foot (12 m) 
high curtain of water. The inaugural Aquacade starred Olympians Eleanor Holm, Johnny Weissmuller 
(later replaced by Buster Crabbe) and newcomer Esther Williams. Rose married Holm after divorcing his 
first wife, comedienne Fanny Brice. Duke Ellington played in a 1955 edition for several weeks. It is here 
that Ellington is said to have created a drink called the Tornado. For the New York Aquacade, Rose 
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interviewed 5,000 applicants and chose 500 dancers, actors and swimmers. Gertrude Ederle, a Flushing, 
Queens resident and the first woman to swim the English Channel, was an Aquacade star. Queens

     Sept. 19, 1977 - After 55 years it's time to set the record straight. It was Gene Laubengayer, not 
Leonard Corporon, who blocked the punt back in 1922 to help Salina to a 126 victory over McPherson. 
The Salina Journal of that day reported Corporon made both the block and the touchdown. "I blocked the 
kick," Laubengayer, 607 E. Wilson, recalled this week after reading my column about the termination of 
the 55-year-old Salina-McPherson series and the history of the school's nicknames. This is the final year 
for the present CKL setup and this Fall's game was the last game in the series. It may have been the 
longest uninterrupted series in the state. I looked into the records to learn about that 1922 game between 
the 2 CKL schools and found that Salina was referred to as the Coyote Cubs and McPherson as the 
Bulldog Pups. "I don't think we had a nickname at the time," recalled Laubengayer, who played left tackle. 
He weighed only 133 pounds, was 5-9 and an 18-year-old senior. "Our yearbook just referred to the 
squads as the football team or the basketball team." 
     A few years later the athletic teams were known as the Maroons. Stu Dunbar, The Journal's first 
sports editor, gave Salina its nickname. "He came to The Journal in 1928, I believe," Laubengayer said. "I 
remember that Dunbar used to come over to the YMCA and there was always a crowd following him. 
Someone asked me who that guy was that always attracted a crowd. I told him it was Stu Dunbar, the 
new sports editor of The Salina Journal. The crowd used to follow him because he was great at telling 
sports stories." Laubengayer still remembers the starting lineup and, along with himself, 3 other members 
of that team reside in Salina. They are Hap Broman, Bill Kane and Larry Gutsch.  Laubengayer played 
left tackle and recalls, in blocking the punt, "the ball hit me squarely in the stomach" and flew into the end 
zone where Corporon, the right tackle, recovered for a touchdown. The late Howard (Red) Yeager, who 
was to marry the daughter of Roy Bailey, editor-publisher of The Journal, and become an admiral in the 
U. S. Navy, was the fullback. 
     Joe Anderson was at quarterback. "He later went to play at Kansas State," Laubengayer said. The 
ends were Royal Brown, who has died, and R. E. (Howdy) Nelson, who lives in Virginia. Harry (Ed) Day 
was the right guard. In the backfield with Anderson and Yeager were Paul Reitz and Brian Blades. The 
defensive lineup was the same, except Brown played safety and Anderson left end. Laubengayer 
replaced regular left tackle Bob Muir, who was injured in the McPherson game. Gutsch was the reserve 
quarterback and Laubengayer said, "I remember that the football squad went over to Mrs. Gutsch's house 
for chicken dinner. She treated the squad. "We were outplayed in the McPherson game, even though we 
won," he said. "We didn't have too good a team. Lihdsborg beat us 3-0, but come to find out, that their 
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kicker was ineligible and they had to forfeit.  We beat St. John's Military 7-0 and Kingman 16-6. Just one 
year, before Kingman beat us 101-0. 
     "We played 10 games and the season ended on Thanksgiving Day. We had 18 letter winners and 
you had to play 13 quarters to letter. I played 30." Rounding out the 1922 squad were Thomas Dopp, 
Ernest Yockers, Don Brown, La Verne Aimes and Willard Ruling.

     Charles F. Braun, age 79, passed away at his home, after a short bout with pancreatic cancer on 
April 19, 2013, with his family members by his side. He was born on August 14, 1933 to the late Carl and 
Hilda (Fiegel) Braun in Ann Arbor Township and remained an Ann Arbor Township resident his entire life. 
After his father died in 1944, Charles, at the age of 10, was thrust into the role of becoming a man and 
farming the family homestead. Charles attended the Braun one-room school and graduated from Ann 
Arbor High School in 1952. He went on to college at Michigan State University and graduated in the 
school's Agricultural Short Course. Charles returned to the farm with new and better ideas. He was a 
deep thinker! He retained a lot of knowledge and his head was full of ideas. Many of these ideas were 
expounded upon, experimented with, and finally implemented into his farming operation or business 
ventures. One of these experiments was planting and harvesting cucumbers with the help of migrant 
labor. He, also, was the first in the area to plant huge fields of pumpkins. Charles was the master-mind; 
the labor and implantation jobs fell mostly to his three step-sons or his employees in later years. He 
employed men and women from the surrounding areas with many of them hired from his own 
neighborhood community. 
     Charles was a confirmed member of the Zion Lutheran Church. He was a member of the Michigan 
Christmas Tree Association and was a prominent retailer of Christmas trees for Braun's Tree Farm the 
last several years at his farm in Ann Arbor Township.

Charles was a 
noted grower of Michigan Certified Seed throughout the state. Charlie served Ann Arbor Township Fire 
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Department as a volunteer fireman for many years beginning in the early 1950's. He, then, became 
assistant chief and his dedication to the Fire Department led him later to become Fire Chief for six years 
in the 1980's. C. F., as he was known by some, formerly owned and operated the 49er Truck Stop located 
at the near-by corner of North Territorial and Whitmore Lake Roads. He, also, built the C.F. Braun 
Company farm elevator from the ground up. This was one of the largest grain elevator operations in the 
county at that time. He had a dealership for the German-made Deutz tractors and sold other farm 
implements as well. He served local area farmers for years with seed, fertilizer, chemicals, supplies, and 
purchased their harvested grain. A devastating fire, touched off by a propane gas explosion, consumed 
and demolished his business in April 1978, but Charles, along with his wife, Catherine, faced the 
challenge of rebuilding his business and went on to assist the farming community until he sold the 
business in 1985, after serving the farm community for over thirty years. Charlie was well-known 
throughout the state for his farming expertise. In April 1963, he was featured on the cover of the 
Successful Farming magazine with his 2-row corn planter attached to his plow. He implemented this new 
"plow-plant" system. When he finished plowing the field, he had completed the planting! He was never 
afraid to try anything new, before unheard of, in farming. He did exactly what he wanted to do in his 
lifetime, which was farming, and also, helped other farmers attain their goal in farming. At the height of his 
agri-business days, he had many semi drivers on the road delivering anhydrous ammonia to various 
areas throughout the state, as well as semis hauling grain to the Maumee, Ohio River elevator where the 
farm grain was loaded onto boats and shipped around the world.

     Gary Dean Hutzel (November 4, 1955 – March 1, 2016) was an American visual effects supervisor 
from Ann Arbor, Michigan who worked on the television series Star Trek: The Next Generation, Star Trek: 
Deep Space Nine, and Battlestar Galactica, among others. He was nominated more than 20 times for 
Emmy Awards, winning on four occasions.  
     Gary Hutzel was born in Ann Arbor, Michigan. He studied mechanical engineering at the University 
of Michigan for a period, but decided that he wanted to pursue a career in films and moved to California, 
where he studied photography at the Brooks Institute. His first job in the industry was as a van driver for 
the commercial production house FilmFair. While there, he decided that he wanted to pursue visual 
effects.  
     His first visual effects job was as second assistant cameraman on the 1985 film Teen Wolf.  He then 
began to freelance for CBS, working on The Twilight Zone. In 1986, he was recruited to work on the new 
Star Trek television series, Star Trek: The Next Generation as a visual effects coordinator. He continued 
to work on the show for the following five seasons, before moving to work on the spin-off series Star Trek: 
Deep Space Nine where he was the visual effects supervisor for all seven seasons.  During his work on 
the Star Trek franchise, he worked on a great number of visual effects shots including the breakapart 
model of the Borg Cube seen in the two-part episode "The Best of Both Worlds", the design of the USS 
Defiant and the blending of old and new footage required for "Trials and Tribble-ations". He also produced 
renderings for several non-canon Star Trek novels, although he was known as being reluctant to use 
computer generated imagery and preferred to work with physical models where possible.  Hutzel 
co-wrote The Magic of Tribbles: The Making of Star Trek Deep Space Nine – "Trials and Tribbles-ations" 
alongside Terry J. Erdmann and Paula M. Block. Following the end of Deep Space Nine, Hutzel worked 
on the film Red Planet and the Spy Kids franchise.  He was hired by writer Ronald D. Moore to work on 
the rebooted Battlestar Galactica television series. Hutzel had worked with Moore on Deep Space Nine. 
In addition, Hutzel went on to work on the prequel to Battlestar Galactica, Caprica. He then worked as 
visual effects supervisor for the television series Defiance.  
     While working on the special effects for the Freeform television series Beyond on March 1, 2016, in 
Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada, he had a heart attack and died. Freeform released a statement 
saying "We are deeply saddened by the loss of our friend and colleague, Gary Hutzel. Our thoughts and 
prayers are with his family and our 'Beyond' family". He had a wife, a daughter and two sons.  
 
 
     Gary Dean Hutzel (November 4, 1955 - March 1, 2016) Born in Ann Arbor, Michigan to Dean and 
Janet Hutzel, Gary grew up surrounded by faith, family, and the values of "do unto others as you would 
want them to do to you." This became his credo, and he lived by the Golden Rule in both his personal and 
professional life. Time and time again, it is always mentioned how Gary paved a path for many by 
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recognizing their talent, which in turn allowed them to have careers, family, and a sense of 
accomplishment they believe they would not have had without knowing Gary. Accolades fill his 
shelves-four Emmys, and six Visual Effects Society awards-but he was not boastful. Most people upon 
meeting him would not know of his greatness. In Gary's mind, the work was paramount, not him. In his 
personal and professional life, Gary was an inspiration to all. Everyone he met benefited from his kind 
heart, keen eye, and the ability to allow you to be your best without any fear of rejection or reprisal. He 
was the epitome of a boss who led without threat or anger. Gentle and calm, he had the ability to diffuse 
tense situations and sooth egos without insult. People did not recognize those times when Gary got them 
to change their mind or attitude; they always thought they figured it out for themselves. He was a guiding 
light to the artists who worked with him. His own artistic talent showed through his ability to create alien 
worlds and landscapes that were unparalleled in television. Motion picture quality work was his standard, 
not the exception. Always a perfectionist, he set the bar very high on all projects, even the smallest. 
Everyone will miss his amazing sense of humor and his ability to turn any terrible situation into a beautiful 
one.  
     Survived by his wife Catherine and their three children (William, Andrew, and Frances) Gary's legacy 
will live on through them. Gary truly made the world a better place and he will be dearly missed. Memorial 
services are planned for March 19, at 2:15 p.m. at Our Lady of Perpetual Help in Newhall, California. A 
reception will follow.

     Oct. 13, 1988, Los Angeles, California - Roger Laubengayer, a guard on the Occidental College 
football team, relishes the afternoons he can don his tie-dye shirt, make the 35-minute drive to Venice 
Beach and just hang out. To Laubengayer, Venice is a constant reminder that he is worlds away from the 
impoverished rural surroundings of Ellsworth, in central Kansas, where he was raised. Last year, 
Laubengayer transferred from Coffeyville Junior College, where his penchant for originality was often a 
point of controversy. "I guess I was basically a redneck that's all there was." Laubengayer said. "So once 
in a while, if I wore a pink shirt, that was something everyone would talk about." Laubengayer, who says 
he never heard anyone speak a language other than English until he got to Coffeyville, felt stifled in 
Kansas. His parents had moved to Sacramento and he had wanderlust. "Most of the kids I knew are 
probably married and working on the farm or the salt mine or the brick plant," he said. "I haven't kept in 
touch with most of my friends. I call one or two of them at Christmas." 
     At Occidental, Laubengayer, who is an academic senior with a fifth season of football eligibility, has 
found an alternative way to make his presence known he dominates on the field. The first time Tiger 
Coach Dale Widolff saw the Coffeyville game films, Laubengayer was hardly inconspicuous. "We realized 
that he was the type of guy that could make a big impact," said Widolff, who was impressed with 
Laubengayer's aggressive style. Widolff's appraisal was accurate. Last year, Laubengayer was 
second-team All-Southern California Intercollegiate Athletic Conference and led the team in "ticket takers" 
hits on unsuspecting opponents who have stopped before the whistle has been blown. At 6 feet, 235 
pounds, Laubengayer was considered by many Division I recruiters as too small to play guard. He had, 
however, caught the eye of scouts from Kansas, Kansas State and Clemson. But he long dreamed of 
living near the ocean and he wanted a crack at playing at a Division I school on the West Coast. 
     Instead, in the first Coffeyville intrasquad scrimmage of the 1986 season, it was Laubengayer's knee 
that cracked. A teammate landed on him in a pile and crushed his leg. Laubengayer underwent surgery to 
repair torn ligaments, sat out his sophomore year and completed a rigorous rehabilitation program. After a 
year, his knee had healed sufficiently and Laubengayer was ready to resume his quest for a scholarship. 
But word of his injury spread fast. He was labled damaged goods and the intermittent recruiting letters 
dwindled accordingly.  The reality of his situation soon sunk in and Laubengayer sought the advice of his 
coach, Dick Foster. "Every kid has visions of grandeur coming into our program," said Foster, who has a 
record of 122-22-2 in 14 seasons at Coffeyville. "Most kids are so level -conscious that they don't realize 
that wherever you go, if you're successful academically and athletically, you'll be happy." 
     Foster saw a promising future for Laubengayer, who maintained a 3.96 grade-point average at 
Coffeyville. "He's a great student and a great kid," Foster said. "To me, he's the epitome of a college 
football player." Laubengayer took Foster's advice to heart, and when he got a letter from Occidental, 
which has won or shared 4 of the past 5 SCIAC titles, his interest was piqued. "I picked up the letter and it 
was from Los Angeles, so naturally I called back," Laubengayer said.  When you've spent your whole life 
looking at amber waves of grain, even the freeways of Southern California can be appealing. But when 
the game starts, Laubengayer is just a big, ol' tough Midwesterner, and few things fire his competitive 
spirit more than challenges on the football field. Chief among the challenges he's faced at Occidental has 
been the annual game with Claremont, when he lines up against all-conference linebacker Rory Wilson, 
dubbed "The Grinch" by his Claremont teammates. "He's the only linebacker that I really thought was any 
good last year," Laubengayer said. "I was pretty psyched up to play against him this year. And he didn't 
play bad against us, it's just that he was on a ship that was dying, going down. So you could tell that he 
was frustrated. "And they played him at defensive line, so I don't think he was at his position." Occidental 
drubbed Claremont, 29-0. 
     Offensive line coach Bill Dobson saw the last meeting between Laubengayer and Wilson as more of 
a mismatch, however. "Roger took that guy on a roller-skate ride about 10 yards downfield and deposited 
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him on his back," Dobson recalled. But Laubengayer's strongest suit might be his ability to recognize and 
execute the nuances of the position. His appreciation for the finer points of the game, Dobson says, sets 
him apart from the other linemen in the conference. "It's such an exact science," said Dobson, adding a 
lineman can miss his block if his step is an inch off. "The angle of that step has to be precise because 
you've got a guy lined up right across from you, whereas when you get out in space like a running back) 
or wide receiver you can afford to be less precise." 
     Dobson says Laubengayer has established an outstanding work ethic and has a knack for focusing 
on the task at hand. One notable instance was when he was having a difficult time with his Spanish class 
last year. "I was thinking, 'Boy, I wonder how I could get down there and study Spanish this summer,' " he 
said. So Laubengayer organized a study trip to Guatemala for 7 Occidental students and a professor. But 
taking that initiative didn't surprise his coaches. "If he's going to get a Nobel Prize for bringing peace to 
Central America, or discover a cure for AIDS, or figure out a way to end the deficit he's just one of those 
people," Dobson said. 
 
     June 14, 1989 Folsom, California - With all the latest reports of recruiting violations and steroids, it is 
refreshing to meet an individual who has excelled in football without abusing either. Roger Laubengayer 
is the person I'm referring to, and he has taken football to a high level without the use of drugs or system 
abuse. Probably the most interesting thing about Laubengayer is the fact that his education is the No. 1 
priority, but he still made first-team All-American in Division III National Collegiate Athletic Association 
football play last season in his junior year. Laubengayer has been attending Occidental College in Los 
Angeles since his sophomore year, where he plays strong guard for the offensive unit. Occidental finished 
8-1 last season, ranked 17th in the nation in Division III. The college's policy of closely adhering to NCAA 
Division III restrictions for football and tough academic guidelines are what attracted Laubengayer. "They 
did not offer any scholarships. They could not recruit off campus and did not have full-dress spring 
practice. It was football played the traditional way. More important to me was the importance of 
establishing a future without football," said Laubengayer. "Occidental's winning record combined with the 
academic program is what I wanted. I realized there was more to life than just football." 
     Unfortunately for Laubengayer, the realization came after a painful injury to his right knee suffered in 
a scrimmage sidelined him at Coffeyville Community College for his entire sophomore season. "Looking 
back, I see that injury as a blessing in disguise. I used to eat, sleep, and dream football 25 hours a day, 
eight days a week. 
     While I was rehabilitating, I came to the conclusion that there is life besides football," said 
Laubengayer. When asked about steroids at the college he immediately condemns the use of but natural 
means to become bigger. (He stands 6-1 and weighs in at 250 without ever using any steroids.) I lead 
coach Dale Widolff has put together the winningest program in the school's history in his six years as 
leader. And the program is one of a select few of all football schools in the NCAA with an 85 percent won 
lost ratio. The team sticks to the traditional form of football with a 70 percent ground game known as the 
"power team." "We're a running team, we take it right to them. Our defense is like no other. We have 
three-down field linemen and use D-backs (defensive backs) to keep the opposition's offense off 
balance," said Laubengayer. He began his football career at Ellsworth High School in Kansas where he 
grew up. He was multi-talented in a variety of sports, but liked football the most. The decision to attend 
Coffeyville Community College after graduation was made on the strength of the fine football tradition. It 
has been ranked in the top 10 in the nation for the last 15 years and was the 1983 national champion 
community college team. Professional football greats Mike Rosier, Jeff Wright, Ron Springs and Mel Gray 
all hail from Coffeyville. 
     The future for Laubengayer seems bright upon receiving his BA in diplomacy and world affairs, but it 
does not include pro football. "I'm going to play my last year at Oxy and then quit. I'm getting married July 
22 in Guatemala and would like to teach English with my wife in foreign countries. Our goal is to help 
people learn English while we travel and see the world. Third World countries are not as primitive as 
people think; the large urban cities where we plan to live are just like Sacramento and other large cities."
