Notes for Emanuel Johann Sodt: 
The Pleasant Lake Inn - Emannual (Manny) Sodt – Third Owner 
     Manny Sodt became the third owner in 1925 with the purchase from David Schneider, and installed 
electricity into the inn. Manny was born in 1890 just west of the Fredonia hamlet. Manny had a career as 
a motorcycle policeman in Ann Arbor, and accompanied important visitors such as the governor when 
they visited the area. He was also the equipment manager for the University of Michigan football team. 
Manny was married to Clara Koch of the hamlet of Jerusalem, daughter of a saloon owner on Fletcher 
Road, which brought experience into the business. Clara also designed and installed rock and flower 
gardens to beautify the Pleasant Lake House area. 
     Manny decided in 1927 the dancehall was too far from the road, and also wanted to expand the 
lakefront area for more camping facilities. With logs carefully placed under the dancehall, the structure 
was rolled a few feet at a time, up the hill and onto the road, and then positioned east of the house on a 
new foundation. He also purchased several used wooden waiting stations from the inter-urban railroad, 
and placed them as cabins near the lake. Olympic star Jesse Owens is recalled by family members as 
one summer guest who came to relax. Bear cubs, foxes, porcupines and other unusual animals were 
housed in stone dens built along the hillside for the benefit of camping guests. 
     Manny Sodt also enlarged the saloon and restaurant by enclosing the front porch. In the summer, 
dances would move outdoors, often accompanied by Phil Diamond and the Four Aces. Manny himself 
played horn with local German bands, and the Ann Arbor Greek community was well known for 
boisterous parties and good food in the park. 
     The Sunday afternoon baseball games continued on the baseball field west of the tavern. The 
Pleasant Lake Tavern team was considered one of the best in the area. Rules included a free beer for 
every base hit. Even the losers were never disappointed. Fourth of July fireworks displays, which started 
with David Schneider, continued with Manny Sodt, who had to go to Ohio to buy them, but it brought huge 
crowds and plenty of business. It was during this period that the Pleasant Lake Fourth of July Boat 
Parade also started, with boats blaring loud music and plenty of reveling. The prizes for best-decorated 
boats began soon after. Business increased with the paving of Pleasant Lake Road around 1930. Manny 
added a gas pump and oil reservoir, and the road construction workers ensured a full house for the inn. 
     During planning for the Freedom Township 175th anniversary celebration in 2009, the planners 
investigated what had been done, if anything, to celebrate the township’s 100th anniversary in April 1934. 
Township minutes were found for the April 7, 1934 meeting, held in the old brick Freedom Township hall. 
It was noted that Board members Schaible, Buss, Kothe and Reno moved and approved a permit to allow 
“E. J. Sodt” to sell beer off the premises, and to provide $5.00 towards soft drinks and use of the dance 
hall. The minutes did not state what for, but we presume that a party of some sort was held to honor 100 
years of Freedom Township. 
     Manny’s health began declining in the 1940s. He sold the property in September 1943 and passed 
away a few months later. 
 
Ray Hoener – Fourth Owner 
     Ray Hoener was a tool and die maker from Detroit, and owned a cottage with his wife Lydia across 
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the lake from the inn. When he heard that Manny Sodt was planning on selling the property, Ray 
considered it a good investment, and moved his family in late 1943. Lydia took over running the 
restaurant, and Ray added an enclosure on the back porch to further expand the restaurant and bar 
capacity. Ray determined to relocate the bar further away from the restaurant, grocery store and his 
family. He built the 40-foot long bar and walk-in cooler into the west side of the hall, received a beer and 
wine license in 1944, and opened the new bar for business. Improvements to the lakeside picnic area and 
indoor toilets for the patrons were also added. 
     The Hoeners also made several major improvements to the house in terms of heating, new windows, 
and new plumbing, all of which were becoming costly. Combined with their growing fatigue with running 
the bar, they leased the bar part of the operation to Floyd Schneider in 1948. The Hoeners did act to 
increase their property’s value by constructing the subdivision and mobile home park on the land where 
the former dance hall had stood. This mobile home park initially served the workers building the oil and 
gas pipelines and pumping station in Freedom Township. 
     In 1959, the Hoeners sold their property, except for the mobile park subdivision, to Louis Brow.  
 
Louis Brow – Fifth Owner 
     In 1959, Louis Brow renamed the inn as Louie’s Bar. The restaurant was converted to a grocery 
store and soda fountain. Cement blocks were used to build the new storefront with large plate glass 
windows to display their merchandise. In 1965, the Brows then sold to John and Vicky Weber of Dexter. 
 
John and Vicky Weber – Sixth Owner 
     The Webers continued the business with an emphasis on fishing and related contests. The Webers 
directly ran the grocery store and specialized in good butchered meats. Two of their children formed a 
band called the Clichés, and played in the tavern on Friday and Saturday nights. During the Webers’ 
ownership, the building also housed an antiques shop. The business was considered successful, building 
upon the inn’s heritage as a community socializing center until 1978. In that year, they sold the business 
to four young enterprising men, who renamed the business and started it on a new era. 
     A sample quote from the time of the sale came from a former worker: “I learned my diplomacy 
cracking heads and pouring drinks,” he joked. The Webers were deeply rooted in the community, and 
they attracted a crowd of locals with lunch specials and weekly euchre and pool tournaments. They also 
sponsored a Pleasant Lake Inn baseball team—most of the players drove beer trucks for a living—that 
won several championships in the Manchester league.” 
 
Richard Dimond, Daniel Arrington, Philip Jones and Donald Yates – Seventh Owner 
     By 1978, the inn was characterized as old, rambling, somewhat unattractive, but with “potential”. 
Four young men bought the inn in 1978, and renamed it “Aura Inn” – An Unusual Roadside Attraction”. 
These new owners, high school friends from Cass Tech, had been engaged in old home renovations in 
Ann Arbor. They began by trying a new menu, including chapatis and herb teas in addition to the usual 
burgers, chips and beer. This was quickly readjusted back to the menus loved by the regulars. Soup was 
made by Uncle Ole, who crocheted as he drank. The most exotic sandwich was the Pope Burger, a 
Polish sausage with sauerkraut on Italian bread. The Lewis and Clark Expedition, a country-western 
band, was popular for an extended period, as well as various rock bands. In the early 1980s, a former 
worker recalled, the inn was very popular—”There’d be people five deep at the bar”—and too noisy for 
him to hear customers’ orders. “We had to read lips,” he said. 
     The owners also began revamping the waterfront into “Aura’s Pleasant Lake Park” offering boat 
launch and rentals, camping, picnicking, swimming, fishing and sailing. The park was open daily from 
Memorial Day to Labor Day, with admission 50 cents to a dollar. The idea of a small-scale “family resort” 
with a concession stand and boat rentals would hopefully resurrect a disappearing institution. 
As the Manchester Chronicle noted, “There is still that place which captures the spirit and ambiance of an 
Irish pub, a “Cheers”-kind of camaraderie, a place to go with family and friends”. Besides comfortable and 
cozy upholstered booths, or next to a window with views of the lake and park-like setting around old 
weeping willows, the Aura Inn featured theme nights like Hawaiian Night and Toga Night. Karaoke, Friday 
night Fish Dinners and Sunday rotisserie dinners were also highlights. 
     The Aura Inn welcomed patrons for 20 years, and on Sunday, August 30, 1998 hosted “The End of 
an Era at the Aura – 20 Years of GOOD times” with a noon to midnight Pig/Beef Roast. Richard Dimond 
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asked patrons to come to the “Pucker Up and Kiss Me Goodbye Party”. Richard retired to a different 
career, and initially the facility was to be sold to Alex DeParry, a contractor from Ann Arbor, who was 
going to completely renovate the bar/restaurant for use as a banquet facility. However, by May 25, 2000, 
the new building owner was identified as Paul Parkinson. 
 
Paul Parkinson – Eighth and Current Owner  
     Paul Parkinson and wife Barbara McCoy acquired the Aura Inn from Richard Dimond in May 2000, 
and renamed it The Pleasant Lake Inn. It is currently listed as owned by “Secure Properties and 
Investment” of Ypsilanti, Michigan.  When Parkinson purchased the property, he noted that the Pleasant 
Lake Inn was a bar/restaurant with eight acres of lakefront setting, a unique situation in Washtenaw 
County. He completed a series of internal brightening moves, such as new white ceiling tile and white 
tablecloths, opening up more windows and cleaning overgrown brush. He also set about rebuilding the 
deck and stairways, and a boat dock to welcome boaters coming in for a meal. The Pleasant Lake Inn 
continued to host local patrons, visitors passing down Pleasant Lake Road, and featured bands on 
weekend nights, focusing lately on local bands such as Risky Brenda from Manchester and Trembling 
Earth. The property was listed for sale and possible redevelopment as of the date of the fire on February 
8, 2015. 
 
     As of the date of this article, what is left of the Inn, part of Jacob Lutz’s original 1880s home, remains 
boarded up. Prior to the fire, there had been talk, concurrent with the commercial real estate listing of the 
inn, that a major new upgrade or building was needed for the site. The real estate listing spoke of bed and 
breakfast potential, with excellent lake views. After 135 years, we hope that the ninth owner will bring new 
ideas and vision to this hillside site on the north side of Pleasant Lake.  The End of the Inn, February 8,

EARL GERALD MANN: 
 FOCUS - Mill's history spans the 20th century

     In 1988 when E.G. Mann and Sons threw a picnic party to celebrate 50 years of the family's service 
to area farmers, more than 600 customers and friends joined the Mann’s for food and fun.  Back then, 
the future looked bright, with the family's fourth generation entering the business as Eric Mann graduated 
from Michigan State University.  This past week, customers and friends came to the E. G. Mann and 
Sons mill and store on Boettner Road in Bridgewater to commiserate, reminisce, and buy. It was the last 
chance to get bulk fertilizer and other field applications, feeds, and farming essentials from the historic 
business, whose doors closed at the end of September. 
     Glen Mann, the family historian, talked to farmers outside the store as Vic Mann wrote out bulk 
fertilizer orders and Glen's wife Pat and their daughter Kerry Mann McGuire took care of customers 
looking for everything from bird feeders to cat toys. Kerry's brother Eric moved between store and mill, 
doing whatever needed doing.  More than a few older men in farm boots hung around, the smiles on their 
faces bittersweet. 
     The closing of E. G. Mann and Sons marks the passing of an era that actually began in 1915. Back 
then, when Bridgewater was a daily stop on the New York Central rail line, Charles Schurer and William 
Rentschler built the first Bridgewater Elevator.  Schurer and Rentschler were farmers, wool buyers and 
sellers, and entrepreneurs. They started the Bridgewater Bank, and Schurer continued to manage the 
elevator after 1918 when it became a farmers' cooperative, The Farmers Produce Company, consisting of 
80 farmer stockholders. 
      Ernest G. Mann, Glen and Vic's grandfather, started working at the co-op in 1926. By 1927 he was 
the manager, so devoted to the mill and elevator operation that he moved from his farm, located in 
Freedom Township where Hickory Sticks Golf Course now stands, to Mr. Schurer's house in Bridgewater.  
By 1938, Mann was eager to branch out from bulk grains and standard milling operations. He proposed 
selling bagged feeds, but met with resistance from the other shareholders. August Henes and Ray 
Rentschler bought out the other elevator stockholders that same year.  With a view to the future, and 
unbeknownst to the co-op shareholders, Mann rented the old dance hall located further north on Boettner 
Road, bought a new truck, and sent his son Earl (Vic and Glen's father) to Ohio for a load of bagged 
feeds.  "When the guys at the mill saw Earl driving by in that new truck, they asked Ernest what Earl was 
doing," Glen said with a grin. "When my grandfather told them he was opening a feed store in the old 
dance hall, they said 'Come inside, we need to talk.'" 
      Ernest opened his feed store in the dance hall on Feb. 7, 1938. A week later, together with his sons 
Willard and Earl, he purchased Farmers Produce Co. and moved the bagged feed business to the 
company's current office and store location next to the elevator. So began the history of E. G. Mann and 
Sons.   At that time, farmers were getting 88 cents a bushel for wheat; Mann & Sons charged 62 cents a 
bushel for corn and 48 cents a bushel for oats. Chicken feed was $2.10 for a hundred pounds, 16% 
protein dairy cow feed cost $1.90 for a hundred pounds, feed grade livestock salt was $1.10 for a 
hundred pounds, and a five-seater Ford car could be bought for $600-$700, about the same amount a 
Model T cost in 1915 when the elevator was built.  After only two years, the Mann’s bought the 
Manchester Mill from William Blaess. Willard became the manager in Manchester, and took an active role 
in the business there until he retired in 1976. 
      In 1952, Ernest sold his portion of the business to his grandsons Glen and Vic. Willard's son Ron 
also became a shareholder. The company incorporated in 1963 with Earl and his wife Billie, and Willard 
and his wife Dorothy, as principal stockholders. When Earl died in 1968, Glen, Vic and their cousin Ron 
took over more shares.  
     Willard retired in 1976, and his stock in E.G. Mann and Sons was bought out by Billie, Glen and Vic. 
Ron Mann became owner of the Manchester Mill, running it as Mann's Feed Mill.  "Mom did a lot of the 
bookkeeping and paperwork," Glen said. "She was here almost every day and was an important part of 
the business," just as Glen's wife Pat and their children, Eric and Kerry, became.  "Mom and I work really 
well together," Kerry Mann McGuire proclaims.  Together, they hope to open a retail and service 
business in Bridgewater, taking the king-of-the-counter cat, Waffles, to their new establishment.  "He'll 
enjoy basking in the sun as well there as here, I imagine," Pat hopes. 
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      While Vic Mann plans on managing a bagged feed and animal supplies business for Bridgewater 
Lumber, the other Mann’s aren't sure what their future holds.  Right now, Glen and Eric are looking 
forward to hunting season.  "It's economics," Glen said in summary when explaining the family's decision 
to close now.  Not only is the number of farms decreasing, but farm commodities themselves haven't 
kept pace with the rest of the country's economy. While land values and taxes increase, farm equipment 
prices rise, seed and fertilizer increase in cost, but the value of what the farmer produces hasn't risen 
proportionately. 
     In 1988 when spirits were high and the 50th anniversary picnic took place, oats were $2 per bushel 
compared to 48 cents in '38, corn was $2.39 per bushel compared to 62 cents fifty years before, and feed 
grade salt was $9.90 for a hundred pounds, compared to $1.10 when the company began. 
      On September 19, as the family contemplated the close of their four-generation mill, elevator, and 
store, corn was $2.42 a bushel, just three cents more than 15 years before or just under four times the 
1938 price; wheat was $3.84 a bushel compared to the 88 cents it brought in '38, and oats were $1.78 a 
bushel, just three and a half times the value 65 years ago.  Putting that into perspective, if car prices rose 
at the same pace as grain, we would be able to buy a five-person car for somewhere between around 
$2,000 to $3,000 today. 
      With so much agricultural land now converted to smaller parcels and residential tracts, the need for 
a 70,000-bushel capacity elevator and bulk fertilizer and field applications in the immediate area has 
diminished almost as significantly as the price of automobiles has inflated. Unless someone takes over 
the elevator and mill with an eye to continuing the services E. G. Mann’s provided, farmers will have to go 
further to fill their bulk grain and field application needs.  
     But, "there just aren't as many farms needing our services," Glen concludes.  While the equipment 
and buildings that comprise E. G. Mann and Sons may fall under the auctioneer's gavel soon, the family's 
pride in servicing the farm community for 65 years and four generations will not be so easily disbursed.  
The Mann family has earned a crucial place in the agricultural history of the area.

     Life-long Chelsea resident and former Chelsea Village Manager Frederick "Fritz" Weber died last 
Friday morning May 26, 1989 at his home after a long illness. He was 58. Weber, who served as village 
manager from 1969 until shortly before his death, was the village's first manager. Upon being elected 
village president in 1989 he was appointed manager and promptly resigned as president. He had worked 
part-time at his home for more than a year, primarily on financial matters. One of his final official acts was 
to create the village's current budget, as well as help new manager Robert Stalker adjust to the job. 
Weber had planned to retire officially June 1 and had been eagerly anticipating his daughter, Shelley's, 
wedding. Arrangements had been made for the Chelsea Fire Department Rescue Squad to take him to 
the ceremony.  "I feel very bad," said village president Jerry Satterthwaite. "Other than his family, he put 
the village foremost in his life. I guess his major accomplishment was that he made sure the village was 
on solid "financial ground. He was very conservative and he made sure money wasn’t squandered.” 
     Satterthwaite said that Weber was instrumental in making sure the village's electrical utility was not 
sold off to Consumers Power Co. in the 1970's, and that stands as perhaps the wisest decision the village 
has ever made. 
     Weber's colleagues and friends almost invariably use the word "dedicated" to describe him. They 
say he was dedicated to his family, the village, and softball. Three of his four daughters played softball for 
Chelsea High School and Weber spent many afternoons watching them play. In addition, he was the 
driving force behind the establishment of Dana Park, where area softball teams play virtually every night 
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of the week. A Fritz Weber Memorial SoftballAward has been set up at Chelsea High school. One of 
Weber's closest friends, Johnson's How-To Store owner Sam Johnson, said being village manager was 
more than just a job to Weber. "He was personally interested," Johnson said.  "I think that’swhy he used 
togetso upset when the village was criticized. It wasn't just a job to him and I think he had a hard time 
separating his personal feelings about the village. Personally, I'd like to see him honored by having one of 
the fields at Dana Park named Weber Field."  
     As part of his job, Weber was also instrumental in forming the Michigan Public Power Agency, which 
has helped the village purchase electricity at reduced rates. That, in turn, has translated into a reserve of 
more than $2 million, which the village borrows against to finance major repairs and other projects. Weber 
served as MPPA commissioner in 1978, as secretary-treasurer from 1983-85, and vice-chairman from 
198-88. He was also elected to the board of directors of the Michigan MunicipalElectric Association in 
1978 and served as its president in 1980-81. Weber was also a member of St. Mary's Catholic Church 
and Knights of Columbus Council 3092. He was a veteran of the U.S. Army during the Korean Conflict. 
     He is survived by his widow, Sandra, and four daughters, Joan, Michelle, Anne, and Karen, all of 
Chelsea. Other survivors are his brother, William, of Chelsea, and brother, Robert, of Owosso, and two 
sisters, Mary K. and Phyllis Weber, also of Chelsea.

     Bob Kalmbach, a staff photographer for the University of Michigan for decades, has died. He was 66. 
He died Monday Feb. 12, 2001 at St. Joseph Mercy Hospital after a long illness. Mr. Kalmbach grew up in 
Ann Arbor and graduated from Ann Arbor High. He worked as a photo printer at Michigan Photo Services, 
and after eight years, he became a photographer. He told The Ann Arbor News in an interview last year 
that he had shot "everything from presidents to pigeon dung." 
 
     Robert Kalmbach, University photographer for 47 years, died Feb. 12, 2001 at St. Joseph Mercy 
Hospital. He was 66. Kalmbach retired from full-time work at the University in July 2000 but continued to 
work part-time for the Athletic Department.  A familiar face-behind-the-camera to many at the University, 
Kalmbach visually documented visits from politicians and presidents, writers and artists, and the daily 
events that tell the tale of the University. His photographs have been featured locally and nationally in 
such diverse publications as The University Record and National Geographic magazine. A variety of his 
work is displayed in the Founders’ Room at the Alumni Association Building.  
     Among his personal favorites, which he displayed in his darkroom in the Fleming Building, was a 
portrait of a pensive Arthur Miller and a photo of an elephant performing at Mott Children’s Hospital. Over 
the years, he delighted in telling the story that no one batted an eyelash or registered surprise as the 
elevator containing the elephant stopped at various floors at Mott. Kalmbach was feted at a 
Universitywide reception last summer, with remarks offered by President Emeritus Robben W. Fleming, 
football coach Lloyd Carr, friend Keith Molin, and Joseph Owsley and Julie Peterson, former directors of 
News and Information Services.  
     “I’ll always remember a conversation we had once when you described an opportunity you had to 
photograph an actual surgery-in-progress,” wrote one individual in a memory book of the occasion. “I was 
amazed at your willingness to go wherever called and your always inquisitive reporter’s approach to every 
assignment. And with all of the amazing, talented and influential people you have met and photographed 
in your work, you’ve always remained real and approachable—and able to capture that real moment for 
others.”   Said another, “I have many fond memories of my early days at Michigan. When I called you 
constantly to photograph a geology grad or help with other LS&A things . . . you never said no, and as a 
newcomer, it was appreciated and was never forgotten.”  
     Yet another remarked, “If a picture is worth a thousand words, mere words cannot describe your 
long career of services to this University. Your photos have been appreciated around the world as well as 
on this campus. They will continue to illustrate the University’s life in the future as people seek them out in 
the Michigan Historical Collections. “While you have worked with negatives for half a century, you are a 
totally positive person, a friend, an artist and an icon of this University.” And in a resolution honoring 
Kalmbach, the Regents in July noted, “He understands Michigan in ways few of us do.”  
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     As noted the July 17 Record in a photo essay of his work, Kalmbach “leaves a rich tapestry of 
photographic history that captures all of the moments that make the University of Michigan unique.”  
     Kalmbach was born March 19, 1934, in Ann Arbor, the son of Karl and Dorothy (Koch) Kalmbach. 
He married Flora Smith on March 20, 1954. He loved the outdoors, especially fishing and hunting.

     William H. (Bill) Polliey, electrician at the University of Michigan, died in the evening Aug. 30, 1999 at 
the University Hospital Trauma-Burn Center following an Aug. 2 accident during renovations on the G. G. 
Brown Building. He was 53.  Polliey was working on a lab renovation project on the first floor of the G. G. 
Brown Building Aug. 2 when a short in the bus box started a fire. He was taken to the U-M Trauma-Burn 
Center where he remained in critical condition until his death. The precise cause of the fire is still under 
investigation.  “It is hard to express our sorrow at the loss of William Polliey from the University of 
Michigan community. His many friends and colleagues have been devastated by his death, and all of us 
extend our deepest sympathy to his family,” said U-M President Lee Bollinger. “It is especially tragic that 
Mr. Polliey died while working to make our campus facilities a better place for others.” 
Polliey worked for close to 30 years as a member of the Electrician’s Local 252 before signing on with the 
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University of Michigan in Polliey is remembered by his co-workers and friends as a “very brilliant man, 
intelligent, (who) knew a lot about everything,” says Sam Rochon, who worked with him for four years. 
     Polliey’s coworkers admired him for his straightforward demeanor and easy ways. He was 
methodical in his approach to his work, well organized and thorough. It is his caring side that employees 
remember most now as they talk about Polliey and how his death affects them.  “He was private and yet 
very personable,” said Paul Guttman, general foreman, Construction and Architectural Trades. “He was 
the kind of person that one feels honored to have known.”   Lynn Grenier, an electrical inspector at the 
U-M, recalls that Polliey had a great desire to do anything and everything around the home he shared 
with his wife, Karen, and his daughter, Suzanne.  “There was virtually nothing he couldn’t do. He built his 
own house with help from his friends. And if he found something he couldn’t do today, by tomorrow he 
would have figured it out by looking things up and doing research on it.”  Modest almost to a fault, Polliey 
was never one to advertise himself or his skills, Grenier says, but was always there if someone needed 
help. Grenier recalls sitting in the hospital with Polliey after the accident and asking himself what he was 
doing there.  “Then I just got a picture in my head of what it would be like if the tables were turned,” 
Grenier says. “And I saw Bill out mowing my lawn.” That’s when Grenier began to get together what has 
become a workforce of 40 colleagues who will be available if Karen needs any help with appliances, 
doorknobs or lawn work, or just someone to talk to.  “Bill would have done that for us. He was just a good 
person.”  Polliey also was active in the Ann Arbor Dog Training Club and served on its board. 
     Polliey is survived by his wife, Karen; his parents; daughter Suzanne; his sister, Virginia (Jack) 
Bennett of Grass Lake; and beloved dogs Nikki and Orry.
