Ann Arbor, Michigan, March 21, 1902 - The five students arrested on the night of March 12 for
singing on the streets appeared in the Justice Court today prepared to give evidence against Gottlob
Hanselmann, the alleged wine-dealer, where they got the goods on the night of the arrest. Hanselmann
lives on Huron Street at the edge of the city and was arrested for being engaged in selling and disposing
intoxicating liquors etc., "without having filed a bond with the county treasurer,"” and his examination was
held today. Only one of the students was placed on the stand. He swore that the wine was served to the
party of five in a two-quart pitcher and that glasses were given them. He, however, said that Mr.
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Hanselmann did not serve the wine or receive the money for it. Justice Gibson reserved his decision until
tomorrow noon. The students then pleaded guilty to disturbing the peace and were each fined $4.38
costs.

Two Killed in Sewer Cave In - Rescue workers aided by a steam shovel worked three hours Monday Dec.
10, 1956 to recover the bodies of two men who were buried alive when the dirt gave way while they were at the
bottom of a 20 foot hole putting in sewer pipe for a new subdivision. The victims were Robert Meyers, 50,
foreman of the construction job and Louis Hanselman, 46, both of Dexter. Rescuers, led by Washtenaw County
Deputy Sheriff John Palmer, Dexter, worked desperately to remove the victims' before a second cave-in. Some
workers supported the dirt walls by wooden planks and jacks while other dug around the bodies to remove dirt. A
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steam shovel standing nearby, which was used to dig the sewer hole, was moved into position and dug carefully
around the bodies to remove dirt for rescuers.

Ypsilanti - Three men were electrocuted Sunday April 13, 1930 after a plane became entangled with high
tension wires while attempting a landing at Ypsilanti airport. The dead: Levi Keppler, 24, bank teller, Ann Arbor;
Harry Walters, 31, superintendent of the airport; William Clawson, 60, retired farmer of Ypsilanti; Leon
Hanselmann, 23, Ann Arbor, owner of the plane and licensed pilot, was injured slightly. According to witnesses,
Hanselmann swung the plane too low approaching the field. It struck some high-tension transmission wires,
became entangled and remained suspended in the air. A wire came in contact with Keppler, killing him. The
plane burst into flames. Walters ran to the plane carrying a fire extinguisher, witnesses said. As he turned on a
stream of chemicals, electric current followed the liquid and knocked him to the ground. Clawson tried to assist
Walters and was killed. Walters was taken to the university hospital at Ann Arbor, but died before the ambulance
reached the hospital. Hanselmann Jumped from the plane, which continued to burn until employees of the Detroit
Edison company cut the wires. An Inquest was ordered.

April 17, 1930 - Levi Keppler, 24, Ann Arbor; Willard Clawson, 60, Ypsilanti, and Harry Walters, 28,
Ypsilanti, were electrocuted Sunday afternoon when an airplane became entangled in the high tension wires
while attempting to make a landing at the Ypsilanti Airport. Leon Hanselmann, 24, of Ann Arbor, pilot, was slightly
hurt and taken to Beyer hospital In Ypsilanti for treatment. Hanselmann, who has been an air enthusiast for some
time, rents a hangar at the Ypsilanti airport and took his friend Keppler for a ride Sunday and was preparing to
land when the accident occurred. Keppler was not injured in the fall but remained imprisoned in his seatin a
tangle of high tension wires while rescuers struggled to release him. He died when he rose from his seat to jump,
the change in position bringing him into contact with the high voltage.

Walters was killed when he attempted to release Keppler. Clawson, a bystander, was killed when he sought
to draw Walter's body away from the wires. It is said that Hanselmann’s plane approached the airport from the
west, flying low with the motor apparently dead. The ship side-slipped and nearly went out of control before it got
to the port. The plane’s tail hooked on a high tension wire at the side of the field and burst into flames. The nose
fell forward dragging the wires and throwing the pilot to the ground. Keppler, the passenger, remained imprisoned
in the ship. Attendants attempted to extinguish the flames but they had gained too great a headway. Most of this
was witnessed by Keppler’'s mother who had to be restrained from rushing into the tangle of highly charged wires.

An Ann Arbor man met death and a Scio Township resident was seriously injured in two automobile
accidents Thursday afternoon.

Lloyd F. Ernst, 27, of 1223 Lutz Ave., died Thursday afternoon in University Hospital where he was
taken following an accident on the Saline Road about one mile north of that village. Death was due, it is
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believed, to a fractured skull.

Julius Reuter, 57, Liberty Road, is in University Hospital with serious injuries sustained earlier in the
day in a crash west of Ann Arbor on Liberty Road, and accident which, coincidentally, was witnessed by
Mr. Ernst. Mr. Reuter's condition was reported much improved today.

As there were no witnesses to the accident in which Mr. Ernst sustained fatal injuries, authorities
today conducted an investigation to determine the manner in which the crash happened. Undersheriff
Jacob B. Andres and Coroner E. C. Ganzhorn, after interviewing several persons, were able to piece
together the story of the tragedy.

Mr. Ernst left home, at 1:30 Thursday afternoon for the Ernst Bros. Electric shop which he and a
brother, Carl, had conducted for seven and one-half years. While taking material to men working at the
Belt Line Highway and Liberty Road. Mr. Ernst witnessed the crash in which Mr. Reuter was injured.

He went to Saline and after completing business there started for home between 3 o'clock and 3:15. ltis
believed that on the way home, his car, a light truck, got off the shoulder of the road and when he
attempted to get it back into the highway, it turned over.

William Longfellow, Saline, drove by shortly afterward and seeing that an accident and happened,
asked a farm resident nearby to telephone to Saline for a wrecking car and medical aid while he went on
to Ann Arbor to notify Ernst's brother and get an ambulance. John Lamb and Leo Westphal, employees
of a garage, answered the call and believing Ernst to be seriously hurt, rushed him to University Hospital.
He died shortly after being admitted. The top of the truck, the windshield and the sides were damaged,
and the wheels and fenders bent, indicating that the vehicle had turned over.

Lloyd Ernst was born Dec. 19, 1900, in Blissfield, the son of John and Sarah Beck Ernst. The family
moved to Ann Arbor 22 years ago and he attended public schools and learned the electrical trade here.
With his brother, Carl, he established the Ernst Bros. Electric shop several years ago. He was married
July 6, 1920, to Edith Hertler of Saline.

He is survived by the widow, three children, Frederick, Edward and Phyllis; his mother, Mrs. Sarah
Ernst, Ann Arbor; two brother, Carl and Walter of this city, and a sister, Mrs. Frank Lang, also of Ann
Arbor.

Funeral services, which will be private, will be held at 1:30 Sunday afternoon at the residence. Rev.
C. H. Wittbracht of Saline will officiate. Burial will be in Bethlehem Cemetery. Friends may call at the
residence until Sunday noon.

He then was a high school athletic director in New York City from
1917-1920. Belting joined the College of Education at the University of lllinois in 1920. He wrote "The
Development of the Free Public High School in lllinois to 1860" (ISBN 1-14020-704-0) in 1919.

In 1924, lowa's head football coach and athletic director, Howard Jones, left lowa to take the head
coaching position at Duke University. The University of lowa hired Paul Belting to succeed Jones as
lowa's athletic director on March 13, 1924. Belting now needed to hire a football coach, and after a failed
attempt to hire Notre Dame head coach Knute Rockne, Belting hired fellow lllinois alumnus Burt
Ingwersen. Many lowa alumni were displeased with Belting hiring a fellow lllini to the post.

Paul Belting consolidated athletics with the Physical Education program at lowa and planned several
new athletic buildings. Within five years, Belting oversaw the constructions of the lowa Field House and
lowa Stadium. Belting got funding and architectural plans approved in a surprisingly short time. "If it
hadn’t been for him, lowa's new stadium probably wouldn’t have been built for another 20 years", former
lowa sports information director George Wine wrote.

Belting abruptly resigned at the end of his five-year contract on April 26, 1929. Two weeks later,
lowa was suspended from Big Ten athletic competition by the conference for allegedly maintaining a
"slush fund" for prospective athletes. This fund was nicknamed the "Belting fund" in the press, while
Belting accused the university of not having proper faculty control of athletics. lowa fans held Belting
responsible for their suspension from Big Ten athletic competition and threw eggs at his home.

Belting moved back to lllinois and took a job as an assistant state superintendent of public
instruction. He wrote "The Modern High School Curriculum” (ISBN 1-40673-815-8) in 1942.

Joseph J. Fischer, 55 years old, 715 W. Jefferson Street, a well-known electrician employed by the
Detroit Edison Co. for 20 years, was electrocuted about 3 o’clock Saturday afternoon when he came in
contact with a live wire carrying 24,000 volts at the company’s Argo sub-station, 987 Broadway. Mr.
Fischer received the terrific electrical shock when he started to paint a rusty bolt to which the wire was
connected, according to William Folske, 206 Montgomery Ave., the foreman in charge of the maintenance
crew which had been inspecting, repairing and repainting the wires and connections in the sub-station’s
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bank of transformers.

Mr. Folske said Mr. Fischer’s fingers apparently were touching the metal strip on the brush which
held the bristles in place, the current passing through the paint and the metal to his body. Half the circuit
at the sub-station had been shut off during the repair work, but Mr. Folske said a minute before the
accident he had warned Mr. Fischer that the particular wire was “hot.” The shock threw Mr. Fischer to
the ground 15 feet below where he had been working, his head striking a cement mat. Mr. Folske and
Mr. Fischer’s brother, Wiliam F. Fischer, of Barton Drive, applied artificial respiration immediately. Two
minutes later Mr. Fischer partly revived, mumbling the word, “sit,” but he collapsed again a moment later
and could not be revived despite continued artificial respiration and heart stimulants.

"Hard working, bright, outgoing, dedicated students." Those are just a few of the adjectives that High School
Principal Paul Thibault used to describe Michele Hall and Deborah Kolander, two Saline High School seniors who
died Friday afternoon when their car swerved off State Rd. and struck a tree. Their deaths shocked the Saline
community and cast a pall over the Saline-Riverview football game as word of their death spread through the
crowd last Friday evening. That was to have been Debbie's last performance with the band. She played baritone
in the marching band, clarinet in the wind ensemble, and had written the program for the band's presentation of
senior members at the game. Michele was also active in the music program at Saline. She was a member of the
High School philharmony, and had been a majorette in the marching band for one year. High School Orchestra
Director Bob Phillips said that "Michele and Debbie were both outstanding musicians and real leaders in the
music program. Debbie was a member of every instrumental ensemble we have at SHS. In each group, she
exhibited the kind of leadership which creates excellence. "Michele was one of the leaders in our string program.
She, along with three other seniors, were the people instrumental in developing high school string camps.
Michele was always ready to step forward and volunteer for extra projects for orchestra. "l have had both Michele
and Debbie in class for six years and I've never known two finer young ladies."

Acting Pittsfield Police Chief Frank Pestasaid the accident that claimed the two girls’ lives occurred about
3:30 Friday afternoon as Kolander was driving north on State Rd. about one-tenth of a mile south of Textile Rd.
Pesta said Kolander went off the road on the east shoulder and apparently lost control of the car when she
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attempted to bring it back onto the pavement. The car, a white Chevy Nova, then slid across the roadway, went
into a ditch on the west side of the road and hit a tree. The impact point was at the passenger side door. "She
might have overcorrected when she tried to bring it back on the road," said Pesta Monday afternoon. "l don't think
there is any evidence of excessive speed, but there is no indication of braking. She may have tried to do all the
control with steering. That meant that the car got the full impact when it hit the tree." Michele, the passenger, was
pronounced dead at the scene. Debbie was pronounced dead on arrival at University Hospital.

Both of the girls were members of the Saline Chapter of the National Honor Society. Debbie was President
Of the group. Debbie was also among six seniors at Saline High who achieved "commended" status in the 27th
annual National Merit Scholarship Program. The designation was accorded to the six based upon their
performance on the PSAT/NMSQT examination last year. Debbie was a science whiz and had set her sights on
the medical program at John Hopkins University in Baltimore. Besides being an outstanding scholar in the top
five percent of her class, Michele was also a first class track participant who held several school records. "She
was excellent in the long jump and sprints," said Girls Track Coach Joe Schwartz. "She was very interested in the
finer points of starting in the sprints, and that's where her intelligence showed. She knew there were right and
wrong ways to do it, and she was very interested in learning them’." One of the ways that Michele attempted to
hone her skills was through extra work and dedication. "l WILL always remember that when | looked around
after practice, when most everyone else was done and gone, Michele and a few other girls would still be taking
an extra 8-10 starts out of the blocks," said Schwartz. Michele and' Deborah were also remembered in many
other ways this week, as teachers, students, and administrators reacted to the news of their deaths. Supt.
Norman Katner said, "It's a tragic loss for the school district as well as society at large. These two girls had a
great deal to offer our local district, and would have continued to make many contributions to society. Now those
contributions are gone, and society as a whole will suffer because of their tragic deaths. "It has had a tremendous
impact on the student body," Katner continued. "A loss of two wonderful people is a sobering thing for teenagers
to experience, if it teaches us anything it teaches us that life is fragile and that it can be taken away at any time."
Thibault agreed. "It's very upsetting. It creates a void that is not easy to fill, particularly when they were such
outstanding citizen-scholars. They were so active and did so many things in clubs and organizations, that the
school can't help but be thrown off balance when you lose two people like that."

General opinions and impressions of Debbie and Michele from other administrators, teachers, and students
echoed Thibault's comments. "They were two of the best students | have taught during my teaching career. They
were - extremely intelligent, motivated, and sophisticated people ..." "Trustworthy, versatile, and caring. They
valued their education and were always striving to improve ..." "They were capable, efficient students who
expected a lot of themselves and weren't afraid to meet those demands ..." "Possessed a sensitivity to others, a
sense of humor, and high scholarly goals. They accepted responsibility 'with enthusiasm..." "Exceptional young
women whom we all admired. | feel privileged to have worked with them; they touched my life and for that | am
grateful. We will all miss them and remember their fun-loving enthusiasm. .. " They had personal integrity and
emotional stability ..." Worked well with others and respected their opinions..."

"Teachers sometimes wait years to have students like Michele and Debbie. | feel fortunate | had the
opportunity to' teach them and to know them. The immense sense of loss the school and the community feels, |
believe, is a reflection of the extraordinary contributions Michele and Debbie made. They accomplished so much
in such a tragically brief period of time. They truly knew how to live life—and this, | hope, is the legacy they will
leave behind, especially to their classmates. They were two remarkable women." Michele Hall was born in
Ypsilanti on June 8, 1964, the daughter of Fred L. and Susan V. Breeman Hall. Her mother died November 11,
1970. Survivors include her father and stepmother, Fred and Loraine Hall of Saline; and one stepbrother, David
Johnson of N. Carolina. Funeral services were conducted from the Webb Funeral Home, Spruce Pine, North

May 9, 2019 — Bloomington, Indiana — You could call them Indiana University’s unintentional All-Americans.
Except Kelsey and Haley Harris, identical twins from Carmel, did not become who they are by accident. Track
and field? OK, yeah, that was an accident. They went into it “kicking and screaming,” according to their father, Bill
Harris. The twins liked cross-country well enough. Their Carmel teams ran to state titles in all four years of high
school. But they were year-round swimmers, and when time allowed, softball players. They didn’t race on the
track until they were juniors, and even then didn’t produce times to lure college recruiters. Such skepticism did
not deter them nor Hoosiers coach Ron Helmer. “I think that just mainly motivated us even more,” Kelsey said.
“Because we knew what we were potentially capable of, and what could possibly happen. | think coach Helmer
knew that, too.”

The twins will compete in their final Big Ten Championships together Saturday and Sunday at lowa. Haley, a
senior, is moving on to a PricewaterhouseCoopers internship and accounting career. Kelsey has one college
season left in cross-country and outdoor track. The twins come from an athletic family. One brother, Trey, is a
freshman runner at Butler, and another, Trevor, 16, was on Carmel’s freshman basketball team. They also have
a sister, Jenna, 9. The twins’ father was a swimmer at Michigan, and both grandfathers were athletes there:
Billy Harris was a wide receiver who played in the Rose Bowl, and Doug Horning was a Big Ten wrestling
runner-up. An aunt, Kym Horning, was a softball pitcher for Wisconsin. The twins made their own history in the
Big Ten. Haley and Kelsey ran second and fourth legs, respectively, for the team that won the 3,200-meter relay
at the recent Penn Relays. It was the first time the Hoosiers had ever won a women'’s relay at the 125-year-old
event. Fittingly, they won together. “They were always competitive,” Bill Harris said. “Just not with one
another.” Helmer learned to tell the twins apart from hairstyles — Kelsey wears braids — and personality.
Kelsey is outgoing, Haley introspective. The coach conceded he has kept them in different races and training
groups because he didn’t want them “constantly butting heads.” As it turns out, he need not have worried.

He has coached many sets of twins, he said, and they are the first “who were genuinely excited for their
sibling’s success.” When they are on the same team, look out. Their former cross-country coach, Mark
Ellington, once organized a kickball game at a preseason camp at Lincoln State Park. Teams were divided by
classes, and even though they were freshmen, the twins were going for the win. “It was a lot of fun, but man,
they took it seriously,” Ellington said. “In the heat of it, there was a lot of yelling and screaming and intensity.
They just approach everything they do like they’re going to dominate it.”

The twins were swimmers on the most dominant dynasty ever, considering Carmel has a record 33 straight
state championships. Kelsey never swam at state, but Haley was on the 2015 team that was arguably the best in
high school history. In her final swim race, Haley was fifth in the 100-yard breaststroke. The winner: Lilly King.
