     Feb 2, 2014 - For the past seven years, Jill LaRocque’s family has commemorated her life by sponsoring a 

blood drive for the American Red Cross close to the date of LaRocque’s death, June 26. Those drives collected a 
total of 1,016 units of blood, enough to potentially save 3,048 lives.  LaRocque, who was an airman first class in 
the Air Force, was murdered by her ex-fiancé in 2005 when she was 22 years old.  This year, instead of a blood 

drive, LaRocque’s family decided to honor her love of animals by organizing a drive for money or in-kind 
donations to the Lenawee Humane Society. 
     “The girl loved animals,” said LaRocque’s mother, Deb Werner, who is advertising manager at The Daily 

Telegram.  Her daughter especially loved cats, Werner said.  The family decided to seek the donations leading 
up to what would have been LaRocque’s 31st birthday Feb. 13, and they have named the effort “31 for Jill.”  
They are asking for donations in quantities of 31 — $31, 31 cans of pet food, 31 volunteer hours — Werner said.  

The donations should be sent or taken directly to the Humane Society, she said. 
     Her daughter had just finished basic training and technical school and was assigned to Malmstrom Air Force 
Base, Great Falls, Montana, Werner said. LaRocque planned to make a career in the Air Force as a military 

police officer, she said.  LaRocque’s former fiancé, who also was assigned to Malmstrom, killed LaRocque after 
she broke off their engagement, Werner said.  He was sentenced to 90 years in prison for the crime, Werner 
said. 

     Along with their fundraiser for the Humane Society, LaRocque’s family is collecting money for the Catherine 
Cobb Domestic Violence Shelter in Adrian and the Safehouse Center in Ann Arbor.  LaRocque’s family include 
her stepfather, Will Werner, brother Seth LaRocque and his wife, Elise LaRocque, of Saline, sister Emily 

LaRocque of Livonia, and Emily LaRocque’s fiancé, Chris Oz. 
     On June 26 this year, LaRocque’s family, along with any friends who care to join them, plans to donate 
blood at the Washtenaw-Lenawee Chapter of the American Red Cross in Ann Arbor and then use the money 

they have collected to buy items needed by the domestic violence shelters.  Because her daughter’s murder was 
“something so horrible,” she wants to do something good, Werner said.  “I think people just need to look past 
their own hurts and do something for somebody else,” she said.
