August 3, 2013 - PITTSFIELD TWP — A 71-year-old Freedom Township woman who was a
passenger in a two-vehicle crash where both drivers died Monday morning on Michigan Avenue in
Pittsfield Township is still in critical condition. Police released an update Wednesday morning, including
about her current listed condition at the hospital. Pittsfield Township police have identified the deceased
as Benjamin Arthur Alden, a 28-year-old Saline man, and Neil Nelson Stierle, an 81-year-old Freedom
Township man.

Police say the crash occurred at about 8:29 a.m. when Alden's vehicle, heading westbound on
Michigan Avenue, crashed head on into an eastbound vehicle near Textile Road driven by Stierle.
Deputy Chief Gordy Schick, Pittsfield Township Police Department, said Alden's vehicle crossed the
center lane on Michigan.

Alden was previously identified by police as a resident of Ypsilanti Township. Township Fire Chief
Sean Gleason said in a statement following the crash Monday that firefighters dispatched to the crash
had to use Jaws of Life to access the drivers who were then pronounced dead at the scene. Michigan
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was closed between Platt Road and US-23 for several hours while police were on scene investigating the
crash. Michigan was reopened to traffic by about 12:10 p.m.

Neil Stierle left behind a legacy, 81, died July 29 as result of a car crash at Michigan Avenue and
Textile Road. His wife, Christine, suffered severe injuries but is expected to make a full recovery. Their
daughter, Mary (Stierle) Rebstock of Elk Grove Village, lllinois, remembers her dad for his impact on the
community, especially within his church and the agriculture community. “He was a very wise man,” she
said.

At a mere 8-years-old, Neil Stierle starting driving tractors on his family farm in Freedom Township
and worked on the farm throughout his entire life. When Neil was 27, his father, Ernest Stierle, died of
farmers’ lung, a form of emphysema. Neil took over the farm, which is still in existence today and is part
of the Washtenaw County German Heritage Driving Tour. The tour features farms and settlements from
the 19th and 20th centuries located throughout the county

Mary Rebstock lived on the farm until age 20. Her grandmother lived in a trailer behind the farm and
frequently babysat Mary and her sister, Joanne. “We woke up every Saturday morning to the smell of
old-fashioned German pretzels baking,” Rebstock said. Neil and Christine met at Neil's best friend, Ken
Escott’s, wedding. Christine was at the wedding because her cousin, Audrey, was the bride. They met,
fell in love and were married six months later. A few months ago, on June 8, they celebrated their 50th
wedding anniversary. “They were so close, they did everything together,” Rebstock said.

Norm Scherdt, a spry 91, headed uptown to get a haircut one morning last month, carefully driving
his blue Ford Taurus to the appointed destination. As was his custom, Mr.Scherdt arrived, early for his
date with the clippers, so prompt that Bill's Barbershop wasn’t yet open on that snowy Saline morning.
While a cup of coffee may have beckoned a few steps, away, Scherdt decidedinstead that it was high
time to get to work. “The sidewalk was covered with snow, so Norm went into his trunk, got out asnow
shovel, and began shoveling the walk in front of the barbershop,” recalled Kelven Braun, who along with
his brother Howard were lifelong friends of Scherdt. “Within a few minutes, he had shoveled the sidewalk
and then was ready to get his hair cut. That’s the kind of guy he was. He was always thinking of others
and he loved to stay busy, right upuntil the final day.”

That day, ironically enough, came on another “snow day” in Saline, when Scherdt died while clearing his
drive of the white stuff with his beloved daughter Betsy Marl nearby. I called him around 6:15 last
Thursday morning and he greeted me with a chipper, ‘snow day,” said Marl, a teacher at Houghton
School where classes were idled that day by the winter weather. “By the time | got to his house around
7:45, he had already cleared his sidewalk and was working on the driveway. | went into the garage to get
a shovel and then | heard the snow blower banging into the wall and saw that he had collapsed. It was
difficult to see, but | was so glad that | was there. That's the way he would have wanted to go, or with a
rake in his hand or on a lawn mower. He never wanted to be a burden on anyone and he would never
have wanted to be hospitalized or in a nursing home."

A native of Lodi Township, Scherdt spent nearly four decades with Ford Motor Co., beginning his
career with the giant automaker in rural outposts before retiring from the maintenance department in 1978
at the Ypsilanti Plant.“He worked at the Ford soybean mills and helped build the dams in Manchester and
in Saline,” recalled Braun. “He never missed a day of work at Ford. | remember one time that he was so
sick that when he showed up for work on a Friday his supervisor thought he was drunk. It turned out he
had double pneumonia. By the time Monday rolled around, he was back to work. He was an amazing
guy, one of a kind. They don’t make ‘em like Norm anymore.”
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Scherdt also enjoyed a second career of sorts, assisting Francis Lockwood, Jerry Bahnmiller, and
Jim Robison with various duties at the funeral home in Saline during a 45-year span. “Norm was a great
employee and an even better friend,” said Bahnmiller, who owned the funeral home in Saline for some 20
years. “He always was ready to help and he planned everything down to a T. He died with his boots on,
which is the way he wanted to go.”  During his career in the funeral home profession, Bahnmiller prided
himself on running a tight ship, where punctuality was uppermost in mind. “Norm was very meticulous and
he had plans for his funeral written out in great detail,” said Bahnmiller. “I can remember him telling me,
“Make sure it’s started on time.”

Timeliness and orderliness were Scherdt trademarks, character traits that his many friends and
admirers appreciated. “You could set your clock to my Dad’s daily routine,” said Marl. “He was very
precise in everything he did and he did every job to the best of his ability. He also was so grateful to the
many people who looked out after him—the Brauns, the Wellers, the Laidlaws, Jerry Bahnmiller, and
some of his other neighbors.”

Services were held last Saturday at St. Paul United Church of Christ, where he had been a longtime
member with his wife of 58 years, Lorena, who died in 1996. Fittingly, Bahnmiller was in the funeral
hearse for Scherdt’s “last ride” to Oakwood Cemetery where he was buried on a snow-swept January
day. But not before he had successfully completed another assignment for his daughter, one of Saline’s
favorite elementary teachers. “Charlene Stoddard and | have a tradition in our classes each holiday
season of giving some small gifts to our students in coffee cans that we specially decorate for the
occasion,” said Marl. “My Dad would collect coffee cans from his friends and paint them red for us to
decorate. When | went into his basement the other day, he probably had about 200 cans lined up, all
neatly painted and ready to go, just as | would have expected ofhim.”

Friday to sentence the driver who caused the crash to the maximum sentence. Livingston County District Judge
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L. Suzanne Geddis expressed empathy for the victim's family but said she could not send Mark Steven Gebhard
to jail because such a sentence "would not bring back" the victim. "The penalty in this case is that he will forever
know what he's done," the judge said. "He has appeared to be remorseful. "Bad people go to jail. He does not
appear to be a bad driver," Geddis added. "l do not believe sending him to jail is an appropriate remedy for this
crime. It could have happened to anyone of us here." Instead, Geddis sentenced Gebhard, of Oceola Township,
to two years of probation for a moving violating that caused the death of 26-year-old Ryan Lewis Oesterle in April
She also ordered that the 55-year-old defendant serve 80 hours of community service, receive counseling and
pay $2,000 in court fines and costs. Police said Oesterle was operating a 2001 Suzuki caf-style motorcycle
northbound on Latson Road from Grand River Avenue when the motorcycle struck the rear of Gebhard's 2008
Jeep sport utility vehicle that was turning east from southbound Latson Road onto Figurski Drive, a service road
across from Meijer and near Gold's Gym.

The police investigation indicated that the Jeep driver failed to yield when he "began a sweeping left turn"
into Figurski Drive. Gebhard said he did not see Oesterle that day, and he expressed sympathy for the victim's
family. "I don't know why | didn't see Ryan," he said. "I'm truly sorry." Oesterle's grandmother, Cheryl Franciso,
told the judge that she "did not want to see (Gebhard) hung," but she did not want him to just "walk away" either.
"There's a torture of this. | don't think you get that," Franciso said as she turned to look directly at Gebhard, who
wiped away tears. "You didn't just kill someone. You killed my grandson, a daddy, a brother, (and) a fiance before
he had a chance to be a husband." Oesterle's daughter and father tearfully told the judge that they miss Oesterle.
They both asked that Gebhard receive the maximum sentence, which is one year in the county jail and that his
license be taken away. "Obviously, we can't trust him on the road," Oesterle's father, Carl Turner, said. The
Michigan secretary of state revoked Gebhard's license, defense attorney Ed Literski said.

Farming a family tradition Weidmayers worry about future of small farms

Gary Weidmayer of Bridgewater Township is a farmer, born and bred, and almost always has been.
He plants corn, winter wheat and soybeans, raises cattle, and sells hay to stable owners for their horses
on a farm that his father bought in 1940. But his family ties to the Manchester area go back further than
that. His relatives have lived there since at least 1840, when they helped establish and build Bethel
United Church of Christ.

"My great-great-grandfather worked on that," said Weidmayer, who said the ancestors of his wife,
Karen, also worked on the project. "They were the Kueblers. It was the Kueblers and Weidmayers who
built the church," said Karen Weidmayer, who is a secretary at Manchester High School. Both Gary and
Karen have attended Bethel church all of their live.

The family owns 380 acres and rents 750 acres more. Their large, white farmhouse sits on a slight
hill amid numerous outbuildings and barns, with two silos tucked behind. He only has two exceptions to
his life's work in the farming industry — a three-month stint at a factory and three weeks in the National
Guard during the 1967 riots. "I know where | was 40 years ago," he said last week. "l was down there
two weeks setting up communications with the 156 signal corps. There was mass confusion. ... After that,
everybody needed riot control training."

Something he finds satisfying about farming is taking a tour of his fields on his tractor, especially with
his loyal companion, Sparky, the couple's Border Collie, at his side. "That dog will ride the combine, a
tractor, the pickup. When the pickup goes down the road, it had better have the dog in it. She will sit and
wait for him, or go look for him at the neighbor's," Karen Weidmayer said. Baling hay was on the agenda
last Monday, and Gary Weidmayer was a bit discouraged at lunchtime about the decreased amount of
hay because of a lack of rainfall. "The last six weeks have been really dry. We don't have irrigation.

"We don't have enough acres (of hay), so we can't justify digging a well," Weidmayer said, adding that
irrigation would not solve the problem, since that would make the ground too wet in some circumstances
to grow hay. "We were hoping for rain, but we get just enough," said Karen Weidmayer. Her husband
agreed, remembering the drought of 1988, which ended in mid-July with downpours the rest of the
growing year.

Their corn is growing and looks green in the field; however, if there is no rain, the ears may not
develop. "The soybeans look good, but if they don't get rain when they're podding up, the pods don't
grow," Karen Weidmayer said. She expected the roots of the corn would grow deeper to find water.
"Corn is probably our biggest crop here," she said. "It's expensive to grow because of the cost of the
fertilizer." The Weidmayers sell the corn to Global Ethanol, a new company in Riga that converts corn to
diesel fuel. Weidmayer bought stock in the company because he believes in the future of it as a fuel
source, and to help boost the price and demand for corn. Weidmayer said the company uses 50,000
bushels of corn a day, and was getting more efficient at making the product. It sells the by-products as
livestock feed, so there is little waste, he said.

Weidmayer is concerned about the future of farming. He foresees a continual decline in the small
farm because of the cost of equipment, and the money invested in livestock and crops. "What | look at
is, there will be more big farms, not as many small farms," he said. "You plant corn in April or May, and
you don't get your money until October or November, and maybe you don't sell it all at once. All of that
money is invested. You need to borrow when you need it, and pay it back when you can."

Weidmayer tries to buy and sell cattle every month. He gets double what he pays for them, but he
feeds and cares for them for a year before he sells them. It is a big investment, so it helps to have some
money coming in every month. Weidmayer served for 14 years on the Farm Credit Board, a board that
lends money to farmers, so he knows the bind farmers get into with credit. He knows they need a good
banker who knows what they need. During his term on the board, he saw a number of farm foreclosures.

Weidmayer said he used to run a dairy farm, but he and his son, Greg, who had been helping him
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on the farm, needed to expand and update to make it feasible. They decided to discontinue the dairy side
of the business, so Greg got a full-time job with Manchester Village. He helps his father after work,
maintaining the farming equipment. The Weidmayer’s said they both hope that someday, their son will
take over the farm.

The Weidmayer’s enjoy the close bond of both of their children living nearby. Their daughter, Amy,
and her family live diagonally across the field, from them, with Gary's mother, Irma, on the same road.
Greg and his wife, Melanie, are a few houses down. Melanie owns the Manchester Bakery, and Amy was
recently elected to the Bridgewater Township Board.

Lisa Panzironi is ready for first taste of International Competition

December 11, 1987 - Thousands - perhaps millions - of children are uprooted every year as adults
move from one section of the country to another to pursue their careers. But in the case of Lisa
Panzironi and her family, the reason for relocating was reversed. At the age of 12, Lisa, the dream of
possible Olympic gold very much in her mind, left her roots in Columbus, Ohio, and moved to Allentown to
begin training with the nationally recognized Parkettes. A year and a half later, her mother, Nancy, moved
to the Lehigh Valley; and just recently, her dad, Richard, completed the transition.

With that kind of family support, and with the coaches at the Parkette National Training Center
working with her to hone her skills, Panzironi, who only recently turned 15, is beginning to feel better all
the time about her chances of competing for the United States team in the 1988 Olympic Games in Seoul.
The 5-foot-1, 97-pound Central Catholic High School sophomore will get her first official taste of
international competition Dec. 19 and 20 when she competes against gymnasts from 12 other countries in
the Kraft Invitational Meet in London. "I'm feeling really strong about it," Panzironi said yesterday about
the international meet. She and one male gymnast will represent the United States in the event, and she'll
be leaving for London Tuesday with her coach, John Holman. "This is going to be a good experience for
me."

Panzironi finished 10th all-around last year in the Championships of the USA - she was sixth until
she inadvertently over-rotated a somersault during her floor exercise routine and sat down. She was an
alternate on the American team that competed in the world championships in Holland, and while she did
not get to compete in the meet itself, just being part of the team was important to her. "I got a chance to
see what | was up against for international meets," she said. She worked out with the American team, and
during the trip, she discovered that "I needed to work a lot harder. | need to work more on mental
preparation and get more strength on the (uneven parallel) bars. It's getting better." Back in the gym,
she went at the conditioning program with renewed vigor - handstand push-ups, sit-ups, pull-ups, leg lifts,
etc. "I'm getting a lot stronger," she said. Donna Strauss, founder and coach of the Parkettes, agrees.

"Lisa is just coming into her own," Strauss said. "She has an awful lot of the excellent attributes you
need to be an Olympic gymnast. Nothing is lacking. She's strong, flexible, has a lot of power. "The thing
we're working on now is the self-confidence factor and getting her to put it all together. | think she has an
excellent chance of earning medals in this meet, and we're hoping she'll bring back some medals for the
USA." Panzironi said her favorite routines are thebalance beam and the floor exercise. Her most difficult
tumbling skill at the present time is a full-and- back-out which she performs on her first pass and which is
necessary for an Olympian. "Almost everybody is doing them now," she said. She is aiming for the 1988
Games, and the road has been a long one. She began in a pee wee program when she was just five
years of age. When she was 10, she came to summer camp at the Parkette center - Tracy Butler, another
Parkette bidding for the 1988 Olympic team, got her interested.
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As soon as they got a look at her, the Parkette coaches saw the potential. She went tonationals for
the first time as a Class | gymnast, and, she said, Holman began trying to interest her in the Parkettes.
Finally, believing she had reached a plateau at her club in Ohio, she made the move. She has never
tired of the rigorous training schedule required of the elite gymnasts. "If | get sick, | get really tired, but |
feel fine right now," she said. As for the pressures of competing in an international meet, she said, "l get
nervous, but not to a great extent." Donna Strauss classified Panzironi as "a definite contender" for
honors in the upcoming year. "She has a realistic shot at the '88 (Olympic) team," she said.
