Notes for Johann Georg (Stierle) Stearley: 
     George Stearley, a native of Germany, born at Wittenberg, January 27, 1848, coming with the family 
to this country in 1851. George was brought up to hard work on the farm, in Jackson Township, with but 
meager educational advantages. At twenty-two years of age he apprenticed himself to the blacksmith 
trade, at Bowling Green, and later located at Asherville, where he carried on smithing up to 1880, when 
he sold his shop and business to a younger brother and engaged in saw-milling and the lumber trade. 
October 20, 1869, he married Miss Elizabeth Dutell, from whom he afterward acquired a fair education. In 
1876 he was elected trustee of Jackson Township and re-elected in 1878, serving four years in this 
capacity. In 1880, in the county convention held in June, at Bowling Green, he was nominated by the 
Democratic party for sheriff, but defeated at the general election. In 1882 he was again, nominated for the 
same place and elected, then re-nominated and re-elected in 1884. At the expiration of his official service 
he retired to the farm, where he afterwards founded the town of Stearleyville, on the line of the Center 
Point division of the Vandalia Railroad, where he continued to reside until the year 1900, when he sold all 
his property interests here and moved to Oklahoma, where lie purchased lands for the members of his 
family and himself and engaged, also, in the real estate business for a time at Oklahoma City, where he 
now resides. Fraternally, he is a member of the Masonic Order, the Knights of Honor and the Knights of 
Labor. 
     George died April 4, 1930 from injuries sustained from being hit by a street car in Oklahoma City.

     George  Stearley ,  Sheriff of  Clay County, Indiana, was born in Wuerttemberg, Germany,  on 
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Jan. 27, 1848, and is the son of John & Rosanna (Burkhart) Stearley , natives of Germany.  The father 
was a weaver by trade, but followed farming after his marriage, and came to this country in 1851.  
     George was reared on a farm, and had no opportunities for an education whatever, but the 
knowledge he possesses he acquired through his own perseverance, aided by an intellectual and 
educated wife, since his marriage.  He worked for his father until he was twenty-two, then branched out 
for himself; learned the blacksmith trade at Bowling Green, the then county seat of Clay County, following 
this business until 1880, when he sold his shop to a younger brother and engaged in the saw mill 
business, which he still manages.  
     On October 20, 1869, he married Elizabeth Duteel, daughter of August  and  Josephine  Duteel , 
of Clay County.  To them have been born seven children, five of whom are living, viz.: William, 
Josephine, Lena, Louisa and an infant unnamed. He was elected Trustee of Jackson Township, Clay 
County, in 1876; was re-elected in 1878. Before the expiration of this last term his popularity secured him, 
at the hands of the regular Democratic Convention, the nomination for Sheriff of Clay County, but a 
revolution in politics having taken place, he was defeated, with the whole Democratic ticket. But Mr. 
Stearley possessed true courage and an invincible will; in 1882, again entered the field for Sheriff, was 
victor, and is now filling the office with credit and ability.   
     Mr. Stearley has accumulated a considerable amount of this world's goods, but his kind and 
benevolent traits of character have been a financial disadvantage to him, inasmuch as they have 
compelled him liquidate debts of his friends amounting to several thousands of dollars. He and his family 
are members of the German Evangelical Church. He is also a member of the Masonic fraternity, the 
Knights of Honor, and the Knights of Labor. 
 
     Stearleyville, a town - site, station and former postoffice in the south part of Jackson township, on the 
line of the Center Point division of the Vandalia Railroad, two miles north of Center Point, so named for 
the reason that it was founded by George Stearley, on his premises in 1891.  The postoffice was 
established in 1892, and discontinued in 1902 succeeded by rural delivery. The postmasters were James 
T. Carrithers and Edward Shults. The first business house was erected on the south-east corner of the 
crossing, on the premises of Dr. B. F. Holmes, which was burned several years later, when Stearley put 
up a business room on the opposite or northwest corner of the crossing, which is still occupied.  The 
merchants of the place have been Edward Arnink, John Hoffman, Stigler Brothers and Edward Shults. A 
German Reform church was erected here, known as St. Peters, perhaps prior to the founding of the town-
plat. 
     There was a railroad depot, store, church and several dwellings.  A blacksmith shop was started by 
George Stearley II and then operated by his brother Roy Stearley.  Around 1900 there were so many 
offspring of the Stearleys in the area, it prompted a local saying that "Clay County was made up of 
Stearleys and Ragwheeds." 
 
     Oklahoma City, April 16, 1930 – Will of the late George Stearley, it listed property valued at $30,000. 
The will provides that the property shall be divided evenly between five daughters, Josephine Schafer of 
Brazil, Indiana, Magdalena Deardorf, Rosa Harrison, Louise Johnson and Frances Garlick, all of 
Oklahoma City, and one son, W. F. Stearley also of Brazil.

     Ralph Francis Stearley (July 25, 1898 - February 3, 1973) was a United States Army and Air Force officer 
from 1918 until 1973. He is best known as a general in the United States Army Air Forces during World War II. 
Stearly was born at Brazil, Indiana, in 1898. He graduated from the United States Military Academy at West 
Point, New York, and was commissioned a second lieutenant in the cavalry on November 1, 1918. 
     Education - After graduation he remained at the academy until the following July, when he made a tour of 
battlefields in Europe. Upon his return to the United States in October 1919, he entered the Cavalry School at 
Fort Riley, Kansas, from which he graduated the following July. He then joined the Fourth Cavalry at Fort Brown, 
Texas.  He entered Yale University in New Haven, Connecticut, in August 1921 and after completing the 
communications engineering course in June 1922 was assigned to the Fourth Cavalry at Fort McIntosh, Texas. In 
March 1923 he joined the 1st Signal Troop of the First Cavalry at Fort Bliss, Texas. 
     Early career - In March 1925 he was transferred to the United States Army Air Corps and went to Brooks 
Field, Texas, for training. In September of that year he was transferred to Kelly Field, Texas, where he attended 
the Advanced Flying School. Upon graduation in March 1926, he remained at Kelly Field for duty with the Third 
Attack Group.  He was ordered to the Philippines in July 1928 for duty with the Fourth Composite Group at 
Nichols Field. Upon returning to the United States in July 1930, he was assigned to the Third Attack Group at 
Fort Crockett, Texas. In February 1934 he went to Chicago, Illinois, for duty with the Army Air Mail Operations, 
and in August of that year he entered the Air Corps Tactical School at Maxwell Field, Alabama. In September 
1935 he entered the Command and General Staff School at Fort Leavenworth, Kan. He graduated the following 
June, at which time he returned to Maxwell Field as instructor at the Air Corps Tactical School. In July and 
August 1938 he attended the Chemical Warfare School at Edgewood Arsenal, Maryland, after which he returned 
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to Maxwell Field. 
     In May 1940 he became assistant executive officer in the Training and Operations Division of the Office of 
the Chief of Air Corps in Washington, which later became the Flying Training Command.  During April 1942 he 
served on the Canadian-American Military Board and in June of that year was appointed chief of the Air Group of 
the Military Intelligence Service of the War Department General Staff in Washington, D.C.. He became director of 
Air Support at Army Air Forces headquarters in January 1943 and the following May assumed command of the 
First Air Support Command at Morris Field, N.C., which was soon redesignated the First Tactical Air Division. 
     In April 1944 he joined the Ninth Tactical Air Force in the European theater as operations officer. The 
following August he became operations officer of the newly-organized First Allied Airborne Army, and in April 
1945 was appointed commanding general of the Ninth Tactical Air Division of the Ninth Air Force, which operated 
in France and Northern Germany. The following September he became commander of the Air Section, 15th Army 
Theater General Board, in the European theater. 
     Post-war - He returned to Air Force headquarters in January 1946 for duty as deputy chief of the Legislative 
and Liaison Division of the War Department General Staff. Two years later, he was appointed director of the 
Legislative and Liaison Division of the Directorate of Public Relations in the Office of the Secretary of the Air 
Force.  He was named commanding general of the 14th Air Force at Orlando Air Force Base, Fla., in July 1948 
and retained that position when the 14th Air Force was moved to Robins Air Force Base, Georgia, in October 
1949.  In July 1950 he was appointed commanding general of the 20th Air Force at Kadena Air Base, Okinawa.

     General Stearley was awarded the Distinguished Service Medal, Legion of Merit, Bronze Star Medal, Air 
Medal, and the Commendation Ribbon. His foreign decorations include the Commander of the Order of the 
British Empire, the French Chevalier de la Légion d'honneur and Croix de Guerre avec Palme, the Order of 
Leopold (Belgium), Croix de Guerre avec Palme, and the Netherlands Order of Orange Nassau, Degree of 
Commander.

A too rigorous schedule, however, forced him to accept an 
honorable discharge. He later attended Indiana State University at Terre Haute, but in 1921, left school to enlist 
in the U.S. Army, where he served with the First Cavalry Division in Arizona and Texas. 
     In 1923 Stearley began his career in journalism by accepting a job as a reporter for the former Terre Haute 
Post. He remained with the Post until 1932, when the paper was purchased by the Terre Haute Tribune, and 
publication was suspended. He then accepted a position as telegraph editor of the Evansville Press. In April of 
1938 he returned to the work he loved and was employed several months by the Brazil Gazette before accepting 
an editorial assignment with the former Indianapolis Times. In 1940, he joined the staff of the Indianapolis Star as 
a copy editor. 
     Stearley is survived by the widow, Hazel Gasway Stearley; a sister, Mrs. Ruth Bullerdick, Brazil; three 
brothers, Harold E., Brazil, Maj. Gen. Ralph F. Stearley (Retired), RR 3, Brazil, and Maj. Arthur W. Stearley 
(Retired), Piegeon Forge, Tennessee, several nieces and nephews.
