    Ottmar M. Kaercher, 66 a lifelong resident of Washtenaw county, died yesterday afternoon April 30, 1954 at 
his home, 2509 W. Liberty Road, Scio Township, after a long illness.   Born in Lima Township, July 10, 1887, he 
was the son of J. Michael and Wilhelmina Walker Kaercher.  He was a farmer there for many years until illness 
forced his retirement.  Mr. Kaercher had lived at his present home for the past 27 years.  He was a member of 
Salem Lutheran Church in Scio Township. 
    He was married to Melita Waltz of Lodi Township, March 2, 1916.  She survives, along with two brothers, 
Reuben of Ann Arbor and Edwin of Lima township; and five sisters, Mrs. Edward Gross of Saline, Mrs. Emanuel 
Lambarth of Lodi  Township, Mrs. Carl Gelenius of Ann Arbor, Mrs. William Luick of Lima township, and Mrs.

    The original owners of Lot 1, West Liberty Heights - 2509 West Liberty Street; Ann Arbor, Michigan were 
Ottmar Michael and Melita Maria Kaercher (Waltz).   Prior to moving here in 1927, they lived at 529 Fifth Street.  
Mrs. Esther Kaercher now lives at 744 S. Maple Rd.  She is the wife of Homer Kaercher, Ottmar Kaercher's 
nephew.  I have also spoken to Glen Steinman, son of Ben and Eleanor Steinman, William Luitje, the second 
owner of the home, Barbara (Kaercher) Mesnard, Ottmar's niece, Paul C. McCoy, and Ruth and Paul Jedele, 
who lived at 770 S. Maple Rd. 
    I learned from these sources that Melita Kaercher kept her house in an immaculate condition.  She was a 
hard worker.  Dorothy Kaercher Mason (whose father, Edwin Kaercher, was Ottmar's brother) said that Uncle 
Ottmar was a very intelligent, gentle and always good-humored and cheerful person.  The Kaercher family came 
here from the town of Leinfelden, south of Stuttgart--the Black Forest area of Germany.  They called themselves 
"Schvatzes" meaning "from the Black Forest."  They worshipped in Musberg at one of the first established 
Lutheran churches after Martin Luther.  They brought their knowledge, ways, values and energy to Ann Arbor 
where many others from their area had settled.  In Michigan, the families were all members of Salem Lutheran 
Church on Scio Church Road, west of Ann Arbor.  The church was built by those early settlers as an almost 
exact replica of the church they left in Musberg, Germany. 
    The Kaercher family acquired a farm 9430 Scio Church Road in 1836.  The farm was passed down to 
relatives over the years and remained in the family for 165 years.  It was designated as a Centennial Farm in 
1946.  Information about the site can be found on the Washtenaw County Historic Resource Database by 
searching for 9110 Scio Church Road.  It was a sheep farm for a number of years then a "general" farm.   
    Mrs. Mason said that Ottmar used a wheel chair when he lived here and that there was a ramp on the front 
steps.  She said that Ottmar and Melita took in several male roomers, and Melita did laundry for them as well as 
other families to earn money. She was sweet and quiet and loyal to her husband.  Dorothy Mason remembers 
stopping at Ottmar and Melita's house on their way home from monthly shopping trips to Ann Arbor.  "Melita had 
her ironing board set up in the kitchen and I could smell the fresh, clean smell of the laundry," she said.   
    Mrs. Mason also shared that Otto Buss, a cousin who lived at 2281 West Liberty, took Ottmar out for rides; 
and sometimes her father, Edwin Kaercher, transferred Ottmar into the front seat of the car when they regularly 
drove to Monroe, Michigan, where they filled aluminum tubs with iced-down fresh fish.  They removed the back 
seats of the car to make room for the tubs of fish.  When they returned to the area, they made the rounds of 
customers who purchased the fresh fish, leaving a small profit for Ottmar.  It was as much an outing as a 
business venture. Those were great days for Ottmar.   
    I would love to know who built my house.  One guess is that Otto Toney (Thone), the brother of Ottmar's 
brother-in-law, Robert Toney (Thone), may have built it.  He is listed as a builder in the 1926 City Directory; and 
since he was a relative, I thought that perhaps he was the builder.  Another possibility is that George Scott's son, 
Walter F. Scott, was the contractor and his father, George, provided the design.  In April, 2008, I saw an 
advertisement for the sale of 417 Soule Boulevard, which said it was, "designed by renowned A2 architect 
George Scott in the late 1920's."  I became curious because Ottmar Kaercher's brother, Reuben Kaercher, was 
the original owner of 417 Soule Boulevard.  The sellers, Barbara and Norman Yoffee, allowed me to see the 
inside.  Mrs. Yoffee told me that they had lived there for 15 years, and that she had researched the history of the 
house.  She had the original blueprints.  Here are some reasons why I thought the Scotts may have built my 
house. 
    One way the Kaerchers may have met Walter Scott is that he lived across the street from Ben Steinman.  
Perhaps Mr. Steinman introduced him to the Kaerchers.  Another possibility is that the Kaerchers and the Scotts 
met because George Heinrich Kaercher (who shared a great-grandfather with Ottmar and Reuben) and his wife 
Tesa M. (Kern) lived in the Cutting Apartments (aka Flats) at 706 Monroe.  George Kaercher is listed as being 
the janitor there in the 1926 and 1927 City Directories.  George Scott designed the Cutting Flats in 1904.   
    These are just guesses. I keep hoping I will find my house's blueprints hidden away somewhere.  You never 
know.  While I was cleaning my basement last winter (2008) I found Ottmar Kaercher's name on a board in the 
cellar entrance.  Neither Scio Township, nor the City of Ann Arbor has a record of who built the house.  I 
thought that perhaps the house was a Sears Catalog kit home because it resembles the Sears Westly from the 
Sears Honor Built Homes 1925 catalog.  There is an authentic Sears Westly at 602 Soule Boulevard, which the 
owner, Dina Cocco, was kind enough to let me tour.  Similarities include the floorplan, the columns on the front 
porch, the windowed closets, and the mirrored closet in the living room.  There are a number of differences as 
well.  My house measures 26 x 30 feet, and the Westly 24 x 30 feet.  Also, I have been unable to find any 
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numbers on the wood in my house.  So, my home's origin remains a mystery; but whoever built it was truly a 
craftsperson.  
    Ottmar and Melita Kaercher purchased Lot 1 from Benjamin Steinman on February 6, 1926.  Ottmar passed 
away on April 30, 1954, at age 66.  His obituary says that he was a farmer for many years until illness forced his 
retirement.  He is listed in the 1928 City Directory as a salesman.  Melita lived here until she moved to the 
Martin Luther Home in South Lyon, where she passed on September 13, 1975, at age 83. The Kaercher's had no 
children. 
    The Kaercher's deed came with restrictions, some of which, thankfully, would not be legal today: 
(1) Said lots shall be occupied by people of the Caucasian Race only.  (2) No building for residence purpose 
shall be erected on said lots, the cost of which is less than $4,000.00.  (3) No house shall be erected nearer than 
thirty (30) feet from front property line and four (4) feet from side line, and garages not attached to house must be 
placed 50 feet back from front line and four (4) feet from side line.  On corner lots garages must be back at least 
thirty (30) feet from street property line.  (4) No garage shall be used as a residence longer than three (3) years.  
(5) No frame building shall be erected and stand more than ninety (90) days without having been painted or 
stuccoed. (6) No outside toilets shall be permitted on said lots.  All toilets shall be of the approved chemical kind 
or shall be properly connected with septic tank.  (7) No chickens shall be permitted to run free on said lots.  
They must have a clean coop with park to run in.   
    William and Lydia Luitje were the second owners of my house.  They purchased it for $29,500 on June 1, 
1973, and lived here for 13 years.  Mr. Luitje said that the house was in mint condition when they purchased it.--
like a time capsule, something from the 20's or 30's.  They bought the house with all of its furniture.  He said, 
When you buy the contents of a house, amazing to what extent there are problems and a solution for it. The 
apple tree is a Baldwin apple tree, good for cooking, bears once every other year. One of the problems - in years 
when it bears, it drops a lot of apples.  I found a rake here that had tines on one side and loops on the other side 
and used that to pick up the apples. 
     He was right about the falling apples--there were LOTS of them.  The Luitjes added insulation to the attic 
and remodeled the upstairs bathroom in the 70's.  (The dark brown sink and tub are still here; the matching toilet 
had to be replaced when I moved in.)  Mr. Luitje told me that rain water used to be funneled into the cistern on 
the west side of the house and used for washing.  When I moved in, the kitchen sink had an extra spout for this 
water that was no longer functional.  Mr. Luitje spoke as if he had fond memories of this house.  He told me that 
his children still missed the house because of the stairs.  When they were small, they would get ready for bed--
had pajamas with feet in them--and they would slide down the stairs on their stomachs.  I had the pleasure of 
meeting them (all grown up) a few years ago just after Thanksgiving. 
    Mr. Luitje told me that there had been a chicken coop on the rear of the garage, and there are still what look 
like chicken prints in the concrete there.   
    On October 17, 1986, the Luitjes sold 2509 W. Liberty to the City of Ann Arbor for $59,500 "when real estate 
was difficult to sell.  The City wanted to widen one street or the other.  The appraisal for the amount of land they 
wanted was so high, they might as well have bought the house too."  The Luitjes had two children and "wanted 
to move where it would be better for them."   
    The City needed 12.42 feet along W. Liberty and three feet along S. Maple for road improvements.  The City 
owned the house for 18 months until they sold it to Shelley Steele for $62,500 on April 19, 1988.

Engineer of the train was Elmer Martineau of Owosso, but the 
engine was being handled by a 27-year-old apprentice engineer and fireman, Donald Duvall, also of 
Owosso. Both men were questioned by police and released. 
     Mr. Trinkle served as Scio Township Road Commissioner before he became a member of the 
Washtenaw County Board of Supervisors in 1928. He served as board chairman in 1937.  He was a 
member of the Bethlehem Evangelical and Reformed Church and served on the board of the Bethlehem 
Cemetery. He belonged to the Washtenaw Masonic Lodge 65 (Dexter), the Eastern Star of Dexter and 
the Zal Gaz Grotto.

     Albert Trinkle, 74, Scio Township supervisor for 26 years, was killed Friday January 22, 1954 in an 
unusual accident involving his car and an Ann Arbor Railroad freight train at the W. William St crossing in 
Ann Arbor. The accident occurred about 1:20 p.m. A police officer, Patrolman Arthur Meggison, headed 
west on W. William St., had stopped at the crossing preparatory to making a U turn to mark some parked 
cars when he saw Trinkle’s car coming west down the steep hill from S. Main St. As Trinkle passed the 
officer and started across the tracks against the signals, a freight train, traveling about 10 miles an hour, 
moved into the intersection, hitting the car broadside, Meggison said. Trinkle’s era, impaled on the tow-
joint at the front of the diesel engine, vas carried some 110 feet along the tracks, then crushed between 
the engine and some freight ears standing on a siding. Trinkle was killed instantly. The crash sent one set 
of the engine’s wheels off the track and crewmen worked more than 1-1/2 hours to get the engine on the 
tracks and back away from the wreckage. Firemen stood by in the event sparks from the metal set fire to 
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spilled gasoline. 
     Engineer of the train was Elmer Martineau of Owosso, but the engine was being handled by a 27-
year-old apprentice engineer and fireman, Donald Duvall, also of Owosso, at the time of the crash. Both 
men were questioned by city police and released.

     Jan. 7, 1987 - Dexter Cider Mill has been sold to a local family, Dick and Katherine Koziski of 
Chelsea. They purchased the mill from Katherine Wagner, heir of the family that owned the mill for the 
last 86 years. Mrs. Wagner had other offers, but chose to sell the mill to the Koziskis, who she 
characterizes as "fine people who will continue the cider mill operation as before." Katherine Staffan 
Wagner has known Katherine Merkel Koziski all her life, since both come from prominent Chelsea 
families. When Mrs. Koziski was a teen-ager, she used to babysit for Mrs. Wagner's children. Dexter 
Cider Mill was built in 1886 by Mr. Tuttle and Mr. Van Ettan and originally produced jelly as well as cider. 
It changed hands several times in the, first 14 years, but in 1900 was sold to John Frederick Wagner and 
has stayed in the same family until now. When John Wagner died, his son, Otto took over. In 1935, Otto's 
son, Frederick, became a partner and the mill name changed to "O. Wagner & Son Cider Mill." In 1937 
Frederick, married Katherine Staffan. They lived in Chelsea most of their married life. 
     The mill operation has remained basically the same for 100 years. In 1953 modern bottling 
equipment was installed and in 1957 a grill to produce donuts was added. Frederick Wagner died in 1981. 
Katie Wagner took over the operation with the help of Steve Snay who had already worked for her 
husband 15 years. Steve will continue as operating manager under the Koziskis' ownership. When Katie 
Wagner decided she could no longer run the mill, wanting free time to travel and pursue her own 
interests, her three children were all engaged in successful careers and none could take off three months 
a year to make cider, although all of them helped when they could. In recent years, granddaughter Kellie 
Kanten also assisted. Mrs. Wagner's oldest son, Frederick W. Wagner, is chairman of the department of 
Urban and Regional Planning at the University of New Orleans. Daughter Stephanie Kanten is a second 
grade teacher in the Dexter Public Schools and a member of the Chelsea village council. John Wagner 
works for an HMO insurance company In Phoenix, Arizona. The village of Dexter, fearing a future buyer 
might tear down the mill that is a trademark of their community, attempted to buy it. $1,166.05 in cash 
was raised and an additional $525 was pledged. 214 people expressed their interest in preserving the mill 
by contributing money or writing letters of support. 
     However, village officials came to the conclusion that the only way to raise enough money was either 
to get a grant from the state or to levy a millage, neither of which could be accomplished by the first of the 
year, which was the date that Mrs. Wagner wanted to have the matter settled. So about three weeks ago 
they decided to abandon their efforts. People who contributed money for the mill have the choice of 
having it returned or contributing it to a Dexter tree fund or for public improvements in the downtown area. 
If not enough money is earmarked for either of these projects, the money will be returned. 
     Carl Willougby, Dexter village manager, was glad to hear of the purchase of the mill by the Koziskis, 
saying "The village's intent was to continue a tradition and landmark which contributes to the character of 
the village. If that' has been satisfied without the need for the village to be involved, we are very happy." 
The new owners are also very happy. Dick Koziski has wanted to buy the cider mill for 25 years and says 
he "feels very fortunate to want something so long and finally get it." He grew up in Massachusetts in the 
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Berkshire Mountains where cider mills abound. When he came to Michigan and courted his wife, 
Katherine, the Dexter Cider Mill made him nostalgic for home and it was then that he first tried to buy it. 
He has worked for Ford Motor Co. for 30 years and has moved around the country, but whenever he 
returned to this area, he always visited the cider mill. The Koziskis have now returned to Michigan for 
good, settling at Cavanaugh Lake. Katherine Koziski has joined her husband as a Ford employee. The 
couple have four daughters and two sons-in-law, all of whom also want to help with the mill, so it will 
again be a family operation. The Koziskis plan to run the mill "exactly as it has been for 100 years, to 
basically maintain the mill's current operating season, as well as its meaningful historical presence to so 
many people in the area." Dick describes it as a "romantic setting that doesn't need messing with." The 
Koziskis will probably take over ownership Feb. 1. One of the first things they plan to do is plant some 
white birches on the site, thinking white clumps of trees will look beautiful next to the river and the red 
barn. Meanwhile, Katie Wagner plans to travel, going first to Phoenix and then spending three months in 
California. But she will return in plenty of time to help the Koziskis get started on their first cider season. 
     Katie Wagner has sold the Dexter Cider Mill that she helped her husband run for many years and 
then managed for the last five years after her husband's death. But no one is worried about her being at 
loose ends with nothing to do since she has always been extremely active in the community. She is 
probably best known for her involvement in the McKune Library, serving on the board for 36 years, and 
also for years of service to the Chelsea Woman's Club of which she is a charter member. These two 
activities are interconnected, since the Woman's Club, which was founded in 1931, founded the McKune 
Library in 1932. The building that houses the library, the McKune house, was owned by Katie's aunt, 
Katherine McKune. Fellow board member and cousin, Ann Belser, says Katie was active in all aspects of 
the Library Board, serving as president and secretary, but that one of her biggest contributions was 
working with Jean Eaton on setting up the Archives Room which is very much used.

     June 21, 1945 - T. Cpl. Samuel Gall, Jr., is spending a 45-day furlough with his parents, Mr. and 
Mrs.  Samuel Gall, the first furlough he has bad since he went into service 31 months ago. After four 
months of training in Texas was sent landed at Casablanca on March 9, 1943. He went through the 
African campaign, being stationed at Bizerte. From there he was sent to Sardinia with his outfit, Hdq. 
Battery, 533rd AAA Bn., AWM for harbor installations and airfield protection, for 11 months. He reached 
Marseilles, France 15, 1944, and then went to the front lines at Aydoille for artillery protection.  
     They crossed the Siegfried line at Wiesenberg and thence to Offenbach, Mutlerstadt and to 
Heidelberg, the University City.  From Heidelberg he went to Dallau where he visited one of Germany’s 
underground factories.  This particular factory was hidden in the side of a mountain and camouflaged 
with shrubbery.  He states that it was absolutely invisible to any passerby. Motors for airplanes were 
made there From Dallau they went to Kochersteinfeld, to Mainhardt, Goppingen and Winterreiden. He left 
his outfit at Fussen near the Austrian border on a detachment furlough on April 30 to begin his trek 
homeward. They went by truck from Essen through the Black Forests to Saarburg, France.  Then a 
three-day train trip to Marseilles where he was on V-E Day in camp awaiting embarkation. He spent the 
next 21 days coming through the Straits of Gibralter and though the South Atlantic, and was told upon 
arrival in New York on Jun e2 that this was the last convoy to cross the Atlantic in the blackout, which 
accounted for the long voyage.  The convoy made up 37 ships, have four non-casualty troops to arrive in 
New York from the European front. His boat was the “Moses Austin.” The last night before reaching the 
States was a sleepless one for all men aboard. They knew they would reach the mainland during the 
night or early morning and paced the decks all night watching for the first sight of the Statue of Liberty, 
and “The Old Lady” was finally caught sight of about 5 in the morning by one of the men who gave the 
alarm and the boys swarmed the decks half-dressed or win whatever state the alarm overtook them. 
     While in action he states that he averaged about seven warm meals a month and never milk, which 
he particularly carved.  They would become so exhausted that they could sleep amid any amount of 
noise or falling debris.  Cpl. Gal will report again for duty at Fort Sheridan on July 2, and since this is a 
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detachment furlough begun before V-E Day he faces the possibility of being sent back to join his outfit.  
He has been awarded the Bronze Medal for shooting down a plane with one shot while on the Rhine.

     June 15, 2012 - After almost losing his home due to severe flood damage, a World War II veteran 
was given the best gift he could have asked for at the Clayton Township Board Meeting Thursday night.  
Elmen Kopka, 86, of Clayton Township, came to the meeting believing he was addressing the board and 
audience regarding the recent decision made by the Federal Emergency Management Agency to deny 
Genesee County major disaster assistance. 
     At the meeting Clayton Township Police Chief Mike Powers surprised Kopka with his World War II 
uniform he thought had been destroyed when his basement flooded due to storms that hit the area in 
early May.  During the meeting Kopka gave an emotional recount of his time in Germany during the 
Battle of the Bulge where he was wounded. He said he was lucky to be alive, because a bullet had 
grazed the side of his head in a downward angle and into his shoulder. 
Kopka and his wife Aretia returned from Florida on Mother's Day to find more than three feet of water 
standing in their basement.  "I knew everything was ruined down there because I could see on the stairs 
how high the water had come up." Kopka said.  His uniform was hanging in one of the finished rooms in 
the basement that his wife uses to paint. He said when he looked at the uniform his heart sank – it was 
covered in mold and was destroyed.  "When I looked in there I just felt sick," Kopka said. "But there was 
nothing I could do about it then."  While doing door-to-door damage assessments for residents who had 
filled out claims, Powers said he, Township Treasurer Chris Gehringer, and Township Trustee Richard 
Tesner came to Kopka's home to assess the damage. 
      Elmen Kopka and his wife Aretia help Clayton Township Police Chief Mike Powers fold and place 
Kopka's World War II uniform back into its box. Powers surprised Kopka with the uniform at the Clayton 
Township Board Meeting on Thursday, June 14. Kopka thought his uniform had been damaged beyond 
repair after his home flooded due to severe storms in early May.  "The water was gone but the house 
was just devastated, mold had already taken over the upstairs." Powers said. "He went and got a couple 
of garbage bags out and he said 'I lost these' and there was his uniform. It was soaking wet and full of 
mold."  Although there was nothing he and the board members could do about Kopka's home, they could 
try to do something with his uniform.  "You could just see how important it was to him, it was a deeply 
personal loss to him. We couldn't repair his house, and we couldn't fix his basement, but we this was the 
one thing we could." 
     Kopka and his wife had tried to take the uniform to a cleaners, but due to the mold they were unable 
to do anything with it. Powers said Gehringer contacted Jan's Professional Dry Cleaners in Clio because 
they specialize in restoration, and they were able to return the uniform to its former glory.  Powers also 
contacted Hubbard's Military Surplus and they were able to replace Kopka's ribbons and cleaned up his 
medals.  "It was the right thing to do to make sure that he got that back." Powers said. "It was a little 
thing but it had a big effect on him."  Kopka said having his uniform restored means the world to him 
because of what it reminds him of.  "I think I came out of the war a better person knowing I helped this 
country keep its freedom." Kopka said.

     Dr. Julie Helber, superintendent of the Chelsea School District (CSD), announced her plans to retire 
effective Aug. 1 at the board of education meeting on May 23, 2022.  Helber made the announcement at 
the close of her review of the last six years in the district as a “highlight” of her career in education.  She 
said she has served in education since 1988 when she was hired as an assistant teacher at High Point 
School, a public school in Ann Arbor run by the Washtenaw Intermediate School District for students with 
different abilities. Since that first position, she’s been an elementary teacher, curriculum coordinator, 
middle school and high school administrator, and superintendent of three school districts in Washtenaw 
County. “I’ve met and worked with the most amazing staff,” said Helber.  She thanked the board for hiring 
her in 2016 as the first female superintendent in the district, and for their support. “I’m proud of what 
we’ve been able to do,” she said, referencing the district’s advancements during her tenure.  Helber went 
on to thank the district’s administrators, teachers, staff, and community for their “tireless efforts on behalf 
of our Chelsea students. 
     “The last few years have not been easy and you’ve all shown grit and resiliency throughout and I’m 
so thankful to you,” she said.  She then announced her intention to retire with the commitment to fulfill 
her responsibilities to the best of her ability. “To end my career as a Bulldog is a privilege,” she said. “I will 
always hold Team Chelsea in my heart. Thank you so much.”  Helber’s retirement announcement 
followed her sad news that her father-in-law, Paul Helber, had passed away on May 21. She spoke 
lovingly of him as a wonderful father and man, who lived a life of service in education and was 
“legendary” in athletics, leaving a legacy of influence on thousands of children.  Helber received a 
lengthy round of applause from the audience and board members present at the meeting. 
     Board President Jason Eyster thanked Helber for her initiative and innovation during her leadership. 
The board voted six to zero to accept her retirement; trustee Shawn Quilter was absent. 
Board Secretary Laura Bush motioned for approval of Michigan Leadership Institute (MLI) to represent 
the district in conducting a superintendent search. “We’re sorry to see you go,” she said to Helber. “I know 
we can find somebody to replace you, but it won’t be easy. It’s been great working with you for the last six 
years.”  MLI will conduct a search throughout the country, and will assist the board with training on 
selecting and interviewing candidates. Interview dates will be posted and the community will be invited to 
attend.   
     Dear Chelsea Staff, Students, Parents and Community - The last six years have been a highlight of 
my career. When I came to Chelsea in 2016 my husband and I were new to the area and I became a new 
superintendent. I was honored to be chosen as the first female superintendent to lead the Chelsea School 
District. After a career in education that spans over thirty years I announced my retirement from the 
Chelsea School District, effective August 1, 2022 at the Board of Education meeting this evening.   
     When I began my tenure in the district, I was welcomed by the board of education, students, staff 
and families to this wonderful community. I would like to thank all of the Board of Education members who 
have served during my time as Superintendent of the Chelsea School District. Your unwavering 
dedication to the families and staff has been admirable and I am so thankful to have had your support.  
     I would also like to thank our staff across the district. It has been an honor and privilege working 
alongside you and I will truly miss you as I move on to future endeavors.  I thank our students; I have 
been so fortunate to be involved in the lives of so many young people over the course of my career and I 
have so many fond memories that I will carry with me throughout the next phase in my life. To the families 
and community members; thank you for embracing me as your superintendent, for welcoming me to 
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Chelsea, and for your friendship. We have no plans to move from the area, and I hope to continue to see 
you around town.  
     I am proud of all that we have been able to accomplish over the past six years. This would have 
never been possible without the support of the Board of Education, our top-notch staff, outstanding 
building and district leaders, our students and families and our community.

     Michelle Hilliard, math teacher and assistant principal at Complete High School Maize, has been 
named a 2019 Kansas Master Teacher.  She is one of seven educators statewide to receive the 
distinction.  She was surprised at school on Monday with a phone call from Emporia State University 
sharing the news.  Michelle also receives $1,000 via the Bank of America Charitable Foundation. She will 
be recognized on Master Teacher Day, April 3 at Emporia State University.  In 1954, Emporia State 
began the annual Kansas Master Teacher awards, which recognize "the outstanding qualities of earnest 
and conscientious teachers." 
     Earlier this month, Michelle and a few of her students presented to the Maize Board of Education 
about Complete High School Maize’s General Store, which students operate at Reflection Ridge 
Retirement Community near 21st Street and Tyler Road in Wichita.  The experience builds relationships 
and teaches finance and marketing, among other subjects.Students of Maize USD 266's nationally 
recognized alternative high school explained about how they purchase and manage inventory for the 
store; take requests for inventory from Reflection Ridge Retirement Community residents; and track 
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finances, including bank statements, deposits, and withdrawals, to balance the store’s books. 
     Students build relationships with the residents by making them birthday cards and teaching them 
during a Technology Day event how to use computers and phones. The students work in the store during 
the summer and are learning what it’s like to run a small business. Complete pays $1 a year to rent the 
space from Reflection Ridge.  Michelle Hilliard leads the General Store project and uses it to teach her 
students. It is just one of many examples of how she uses heart and innovation in her teaching. 
 
     Michelle Hilliard, Mathematics Teacher, Complete High School Maize, USD 266 Maize.  “Math is 
difficult to teach at any school. Math is REALLY difficult to teach at an alternative school where students 
are all working on individualized contracts,” said Michelle Hilliard, who has taught at Complete High 
School Maize since 2007. As an alternative school, Hilliard says, there are stereotypes of the students 
who attend the school. However, Hilliard maintains, “There are 60 to 70 students who are there for 60 to 
70 different reasons.” 
     Hilliard earned a bachelor’s degree in elementary education from Wichita State University in 1994, a 
master’s in curriculum and instruction from Wichita State in 2003, and second master’s in education, 
building leadership, from Kansas State University in 2016. 
     Hilliard began her career in 1994, teaching third grade at Maize Elementary School. In time, she 
moved to teaching middle school English. Then, she said, “When the alternative school called, I only 
briefly hesitated at the thought of going back to school [to get high school certification]. Few future 
teachers go to college with the goal of teaching at an alternative school.” 
     When a local retirement community needed a general store, Hilliard and her students stepped 
forward. Students run the store, provide delivery to residents who have difficulty walking and tech support 
as well. “There is no way to measure the magic that happens when a pink-haired alternative school 
student with a nose ring and a white-haired senior citizen sit down for their monthly ‘Cards and 
Conversations’ date, where students and residents play cards and talk,” Hilliard said.  Her presence 
provides an impact to students and colleagues alike. Of the new teachers Hilliard has mentored, three 
have won Horizon Awards and one of those received the Milken Award.  If a new teacher asks Hilliard 
how to connect with at-risk students, she answers, “No matter what, we never, never, never give up on 
them. Why? Because every now and then, probably more frequently than even we admit, a student will 
come back and say ‘Thank you for never giving up on me. You were the only ones who never gave up on 
me.’”

     April 2, 2019 - A massive fire leveled a hay barn at a family-owned equestrian event and training 
farm in Dexter, Michigan on Saturday.  Katie Trinkle, 27, and her sister Jenny Smith, 30, were both 
helping with preparations for a scheduled horse show between 4:30 p.m. and 5 p.m. at Cobblestone 
Farms, 6301 Gregory Road, when yells alerted them to the fire in a hay barn.  By the time Trinkle made it 
from an arena to the barn, it was engulfed and threatening the nearby horse barn.  "The horses were 
freaking out," she said. "They were spinning in there."  Trinkle noted the situation was particularly 
difficult, because she couldn't show her panic to the horses.  "It was a good thing people came in for the 
horse show because we had so much help getting the horses out," she said. 
     Trinkle's father, Jim Daratony, who owns the farm with his wife Darlyn, initially attempted to fight the 
fire with a hose, but sprained his ankle and burned his arm while doing so, Jenny Smith said.  Daratony 
was not immediately available to speak, but Dexter Area Fire Chief Robert Smith confirmed that two 
people were treated at the scene for minor injuries.
