     Firemen late Wednesday April 24, 1957 searched the burned ruins of a barn on the Weber farm at 
8310 Ellsworth Road for 4 hours, to recover the body of Alfred Weber, who perished in the flames. 
Weber’s wife, Frieda, told police and firemen that she last saw her husband as he entered the barn in a 
second attempt to save 70 sheep and lambs from the flaming structure. On his first trip into the barn, he 
had saved 12 steers by driving them into the barnyard. As her husband entered the barn, Mrs. Weber 
called him to come back, but he disappeared in the smoke and did not reappear. Mrs. Weber said that 
she and her husband had been in the house reading the paper at 1:55 p.m. when the light went out and 
they heard a sharp crack. Weber looked out at the barn which had started to blaze, and exclaimed, “This 
is the last straw!” as he ran out to attempt to save the animals. Weber bad suffered a heart attack and 
bad been advised by doctors to give up farming, Mrs. Weber said. A similar fire, caused by lightening, 
burned down the Weber’s farm in 1942. The Weber’s have three children, two daughters, Mrs. Alvin 
Weidmayer and Mrs. Gerhardt Schaible of Ann Arbor, and a son, Paul of Waters Road, and 10 
grandchildren. 
 
     Funeral services for Alfred Weber, 56, of 8210 West Ellsworth Road, Lodi Township, who died in a 
fire that destroyed a barn on his farm, were held Saturday April 28, 1957 at the Salem Lutheran Church. 
Rev. A. G. Wacker officiated. Burial was, in the Salem Lutheran Church Cemetery. Mr. Weber was a 
life-long member of the Salem Lutheran Church and had served for 15 years on the church council. He 
was a native of Lodi Township.

     Lloyd R. Braun, CAI - A popular auctioneer died Tuesday, August 2, 1999, at the age of 60, after a 
long battle with cancer. Lloyd R. Braun, of Webster Township, was a partner in Braun and Helmer Auction 
Service Inc. He was inducted last year into the MAA Hall of Fame after more than 20 years of 
auctioneering.  Lloyd was diagnosed with cancer in 1994. He had radiation and chemotherapy 
treatments and a stem cell transplant. He died at home. 
     Braun farmed and then worked as a barber in Nickels Arcade in Ann Arbor before he and friend 
Jerry Helmer decided to go to auctioneer school in the early 1970’s. He had a sharp eye, once catching a 
bidder who signaled by tugging on his pants cuff.
