     JACOB FLIEMAN dies Friday afternoon at Holland Hospital. Was widely known for his hunting lore; 
was 83 year old.  After an illness of about two weeks, Jacob Flieman, one of the best known men though 
out Western Michigan as a hunter and trapper, died Friday afternoon at one o'clock at Holland Hospital. 
He was 83 years old. 
     Mr. Flieman was one of the best known men in this community. For many years he was looked upon 
as an authority in hunting and trapping lore. He spent most of his life in Holland and engaged in a wide 
variety of work, among other things having been a wagon maker and a blacksmith.  But he was best 
known as a hunter. For many years he went to the north woods each autumn to shoot deer and it was his 
pride that he never came home without a deer. And when he did come home with a deer it was certain 
that he had shot it himself and not bought it. He made this trip regularly each year until he was about 
eighty. Recently in a public pulse article contributed to a Grand Rapids paper he said he expected to go 
to the north woods again next fall. 
     During recent years he did a considerable business in muskrat flesh as a delicacy. He taught many 
reluctant persons in Holland to relish this delicacy as much as they do chicken. Flieman himself learned 
from the Indians to use muskrat as a food.

Notes for John William (Wilhelm Fliehmann) Fleeman: 
     St. Joseph, Missouri, Oct. 1, 1898 - William Fleeman, a gardener aged 55 years, whose home is 
near King Hill, just south of the city, has not been seen nor heard of by his friends and relatives since 
Thursday morning. Just now his wife and other relatives are very much worried concerning the continued 
absence of the old gentleman. The circumstances of the case are such that It is a great mystery where 
the old gentleman is and what caused his disappearance. For many years Fleeman has been bringing his 
produce to the market at the city hall. Thursday morning, as usual, he loaded his wagon with vegetables 
and fruits and came to the city. He drove to the market and remained there for the greater part of the 
morning and sold nearly all of his goods. Since he drove away from the market nothing definite has been 
heard from of the gardener and his relatives and the police are at a loss to account for the mysterious 
disappearance. Not only has the gardener completely vanished but his team and wagon have likewise 
disappeared. Man, horses and wagon are as completely lost as though they had been swallowed up by 
the earth. For over forty-eight hours nothing has been seen or heard of either the old gentleman or his 
outfit. That they could be in the city all of that time without being seen by some one is hardly possible.  
     This state of affairs has naturally caused the relatives a great deal of anxiety and they are using 
every means to find some trace of him. Yesterday afternoon, Herman Sidenfaden, who is a son-in-law of 
the gardener, called at the Central police station and told the story of the disappearance to Sergeant 
Frans. Immediately every police officer in the city was notified and if the gardener is in the city he will be 
found in a very short time.  No reason for his absence can be imagined by the relatives of Mr. Fleeman. 
There is nothing known that would cause him to leave home voluntarily. The domestic relations of the 
family have always been of the happiest. Mr. Fleeman is also well off in this world's goods. He is said to 
be worth fully $20,000. 
     It may be that the, gardener was suffering a temporary fit of insanity and while out of his mind drove 
into the country. Buch such a circumstance, it is believed, would have been noticed by someone and 
reported to the authorities ere this. But the insanity theory Is probably the only one that can be given to 
explain the case. It could hardly be possible for anyone to steal the gardener and his team even if there 
was an object to be gained by so doing. At the time he was last seen Mr. Fleeman had with him no great 
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sum of money. Of course, he had in his pocket the receipts for his load of produce. At the most the 
gardener could have had on his person not more than $50. Foul play can hardly be considered when 
such a small amount of money was at stake. This leaves nothing but the insanity theory to base the 
disappearance upon. 
     The value of real estate transferred in St. Joseph Thursday, as shown by the deeds filed in the office 
of Recorder Karnes, aggregated $60,930.  A number of deeds were filed in which the stated 
consideration was $1 and had the actual value of the property been given in such instances it is thought 
that the amount of the transfers would have been shown to be much larger. The deed which is said to 
indicate the heaviest improvements was from William Widman and wife to John Fleeman. The 
consideration is $10,000. The property is described as being a part of the one-acre tract known as 
"Wilhelm's Platz." in Widman's addition. The lots are on the east side of King Hill Avenue, South St. 
Joseph, and run north and south from Missouri Avenue. They contain about a half-acre, and it is reported 
that store buildings are to be erected upon them. 
     John W. Fleeman, member of the lower house of the council, the purchaser of the property, is in St. 
Louis, and no definite information could be obtained as to his intentions toward improving the property. 
The rumor has been current in South St. Joseph, however, that a long row of brick store buildings are to 
be erected in the vicinity by Fleeman, and the conveyance of the property is reported to be a verification 
of the rumor. 
     Before the days of the greater St. Joseph, which is to say, before the large packing houses were 
located in South St. Joseph, there was but one large brick house in the now thriving suburb. This house is 
located on the property purchased by Fleeman. It is just opposite Missouri avenue, and was built before 
South St. Joseph was laid out as a town. Real estate men say the assurance that the Rock Island is to 
build a bridge across the Missouri river has been the means of greatly stimulating the movement of real 
estate. It is said that there is every indication of great activity in real estate within the next few weeks. 
Many Important deeds have already been made, but as improvements will not commence until winter 
breaks up the purchasers have not seen lit to file deeds.

      John W. Fleeman, a well-known and highly esteemed citizen of St. Joseph, who entered into 
business here in 1865, was born in Washtenaw County, Michigan, May 1, 1842, and is a son of Leonard 
and Engelika (Rheinfrank) Fleeman. The parents of Mr. Fleeman were natives of Bavaria, Germany. 
Leonard Fleeman came to the United States in boyhood and lived in Easton, Pennsylvania, until 1834, 
when he moved to Washtenaw County, Michigan. There he secured a large tract of wild land and resided 
there. He married Engelika Rheinfrank, and they had a family of 10 children. Our subject and three of his 
sisters have established homes in the West. Elizabeth married John Haeflinger, and resides in St. 
Joseph; Louisa married Charles Hohlfeld, and resides in Montana; Kate married E. Miller and lives five 
miles north of Atchison, Kansas. 
    John W. Fleeman was educated in the schools of Washtenaw County, and started into business life 
as a clerk in a store at Saline, Michigan, where he was employed for three years. By this time he had 
decided upon the trade which seemed to offer the best future, and he entered upon a three-years 
apprenticeship to a carriage-maker and worked at Ann Arbor, Michigan, and at Columbus and Cincinnati, 
Ohio. In 1864, Mr. Fleeman came to St. Joseph, Missouri, and was employed for a short time in work at 
his trade by M. Moore, of this city, subsequently becoming a member of the carriage-making firm of 
Fraser & Company, on the corner of Third and Charles Streets. Mr. Fleeman remained with this firm for 
two years and later was in the employ of W. E. Williams for a short season. 
    About this time, Mr. Fleeman began to invest in South St. Joseph property and after acquiring about 7 
acres at King Hill began market gardening. He raised vegetables and fruits and later made a specialty of 
the growing of celery. While he prospered in this industry, he continued to invest in land on the south side 
and now owns a number of very desirable houses and unimproved lots in this portion of the city. For 
years it has been his habit to spend a portion of his time in Colorado, where he has also acquired large 
property interests, owning 334 lots and a substantial business block in Colorado City, Colorado. 
     In January, 1867, Mr. Fleeman was married to Dorothea MING, who was born in the Black Forest, 
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Germany, and who died in 1883, leaving four children: Charles C., who married Emma Haeberle, and is a 
gardener at Red Bluff, California; Olivia, who married Ferdinand Haeberle, a farmer and market gardener 
of Washington township; Lillie C., who married H. O. Sidenfaden, who conducts an undertaking business 
in St. Joseph, at the corner of Fourth and Messanie streets; and Flora, who married Gustaf Haeberle. The 
family reside at No. 5606 South Third street, St. Joseph. Mr. Fleeman's second marriage was to 
Frederika Haeberle, who was born in Stuttgart, Germany, and died in 1897, leaving one son, William, who 
is employed as an undertaker at Chicago Heights, Illinois. 
    Politically a Democrat, Mr. Fleeman has taken some interest in politics but not to the extent of 
accepting political preferment, except when he was an independent candidate for the City Council, 
receiving 35 more votes than both the other candidates that opposed him. He has been honored by the 
citizens of South St. Joseph by the naming of one of their leading thoroughfares for him. Fraternally, he is 
a member of Red Cloud Tribe, No. 31, Improved Order of Red Men, of which he has been the treasurer 
since its organization, and a member of the Fraternal Home Association, Banner Lodge, No. 31, South St. 
Joseph. A portrait of Mr. Fleeman accompanies this sketch. 
 
     John W. Fleeman, aged 83 years, who had been a resident of St. Joseph, Missouri for sixty-one 
years, died at 4:10 o'clock Monday afternoon Oct. 12, 1925 at the home of his daughter, Mrs. Gustave 
Haeberle, 6020 Pryor Avenue, after an illness of ten days. Mr. Fleeman was born May 1, 1842, in 
Washtenaw County, Michigan, and was a son of Mr. and Mrs. Leonard Fleeman. His parents were 
natives of Bavaria, Germany, and came to the United States in 1834. He started as a clerk in a store at 
Salina, Michigan. Later he entered an apprenticeship to a carriage maker at Ann Arbor, Michigan, and 
followed that trade at Columbus and Cincinnati, Ohio. In 1864 he came to St. Joseph and became a 
member of the firm of Fraser & Co., carriage makers, at Third and Charles Streets. Later he invested in 
South St. Joseph property and after acquiring considerable land on King Hill began truck gardening.  
     Mr. Fleeman was married in 1867 to Miss Dorothy Ming, a native of Germany, who died in 1883. Of 
this union he is survived by three daughters and a son, Mrs. H. O. Sidenfaden, Mrs. Ferdinand Haeberle, 
Mrs. Gustave Haeberle and Charles C. Fleeman, all of St Joseph. 
     His second marriage was to Miss Frederika Haeberle, who died in 1897, leaving a son, William J. 
Fleeman, who is engaged in the undertaking business here. 
     The funeral services were conducted at 2:30 o’clock Wednesday afternoon at the Zion Evangelical 
church, Ninth and Jule Streets.  Rev. C. Maier officiated and burial was in Ashland cemetery. The 
pallbearers were Adolph Tischner, Thomas Hendra, Rudolph Kramer, Thomas B. Bell, Fred Wenz and 
John Dobler.

     August 29, 1940 - The barrier over the street in front of Schmid’s Food Store was removed Friday 
and the new front was ready for the public to see.  It is an attractive cream brick, laid in special design, 
with the entrance at the extreme north end instead of the middle as the old store front was.  This leaves 
the window open in the large pane making it much nicer for display purposes. 
     The store was built approximately 50 years ago by George Lindenschmidt, who opened a meat 
market there with a Mr. Schwalm as his partner.  Mrs. Schwalm was a Boettger.  Later Mr. 
Lindenschmidt bought out Schwalm and continued the market as sole proprietor.  When John George 
Schmid and his family came from Germany and located in Saline he at first did slaughtering and took the 
meat to Ann Arbor.  He built up a fine trade and after a time bought out the Lindenschmidt market and it 
has, except for a few years when Layher& Wenger operated it, remained in the Schmid family. Having 
learned the trade in the old country.  Mr. Schmid cured and seasoned meat according to the formulas for 
which that country was famous.  His sons learned the trade from him and now the grandsons are 
benefiting by the same knowledge. Schmid's market makes a specialty of home cured meats and finer 
foods and numbers among its customers those who for three generations have purchased meat over their 
counter. 
 
     As he was crossing the intersection at Michigan Avenue and Ann Arbor Street on his way from the 
barber shop Christmas Eve, Dec. 24, 1948, George Schmid was struck by an automobile and knocked to 
the pavement.

     The Rev. Dr. Charles Manske, founding president of Concordia University Irvine (CUI), Irvine, 
California, died July 4 from pancreatic cancer. He was 82.  A memorial service to celebrate Manske’s life 
and ministry is planned for 11 a.m. Saturday, July 18, in the school’s CU Center, 1530 Concordia West, 
Irvine, California.  “Dr. Manske was a man of uncommon vision and determination,” said CUI President 
Dr. Kurt Krueger. “All of us who study, teach and serve at Concordia University Irvine are indebted to Dr. 
Manske’s vision to establish a university dedicated to the values of Lutheran higher education and 
committed to the Great Commission of Jesus Christ.” 
     Born in Sebewaing, Michigan, Manske grew up in a family of Lutheran school teachers. He 
considered a career in law but felt called to pursue professional service in the Lutheran church. He 
attended St. John’s College in Winfield, Kansas (A.A. 1952); Concordia College in St. Louis (B.A. 1954); 
Concordia Seminary, St. Louis (M.Div. 1958); Washington University in St. Louis (M.A. in Sociology-
Anthropology); and the University of Southern California, where he earned a Ph.D. in Social Ethics 
(1979). 
     After a 10-week summer visit to Southern California in 1953 to work with Lutheran congregations, 
Manske saw great opportunities for the church because of the region’s ethnic diversity. Upon returning to 
his studies at Concordia Seminary, he wrote a set of life goals. One of them was to “start a new Lutheran 
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college in Southern California.”  In 1973, during his 15 years of serving as campus pastor at the 
University of Southern California, Manske was asked by a group of Lutheran leaders in Southern 
California to help establish Christ College Irvine. Known for his determination and his track record as a 
campus minister and spokesperson for the church, in 1976, under Manske’s leadership, Christ College 
Irvine launched its first academic year with 36 students in a single building that housed dorms, 
classrooms and administration offices. Manskeserved as president until 1979, when he transitioned to a 
faculty position. 
     Even though he was the founding president of Christ College Irvine — now Concordia University 
Irvine — Manske was perhaps best known as a gifted teacher and mentor to students. From 1973 to 
1998, he taught on the topics of theology, ethics, world religions and Christian apologetics. He also 
served as director of graduate programs in the School of Arts and Sciences, establishing the Master of 
Arts Program in Reformation Theology, and the Ethnic Pastors Certification Program, now called the 
Cross-cultural Ministry Center, a four year, in-residence seminary curriculum in cooperation with 
Concordia Seminary, St. Louis. 
     Later in his career Manske developed the television series “Christianity on Trial,” which focused on 
issues of Christian apologetics, Reformation theology and world religions. The 82-program series ran for 
six years with Manske serving as producer and host, winning four Angel Awards for excellence in media 
in international network television. He also produced the TV program “Point of Truth” and served as a 
member of the LCMS Board for Communication Services.  Manske was instrumental in the founding of 
an LCMS congregation — “the only Lutheran presence and ministry” — in the Cayman Islands, according 
to Pastor Leif Hasskarl, “and is still fondly remembered here by many of the original parishioners.” Safe 
Harbour Lutheran Church, formerly Christ Lutheran Church, was started in 2001 “to bring Christ to the 
residents, expatriate workers and visitors” to Grand Cayman Island, he said. 
     Concordia University System President Rev. Dr. Dean O. Wenthe said Manske’s “vision for 
combining rigorous intellectual engagement with an articulate defense of the Christian faith in Lutheran 
higher education has been a blessing not only to Concordia University Irvine but to the entire church.  
“His warm, personable and caring manner served to recommend that vision to colleagues and students 
alike,” Wenthe told Reporter. “As our culture becomes more challenging, the wisdom and foresight of his 
leadership becomes all the more evident. Throughout his manifold labors and achievements there was a 
clear witness to Jesus Christ as the Way, the Truth and the Life. We give thanks for God’s grace in 
sending such a servant who now rests in his Savior’s arms.” 
     Manske is survived by his wife, Barbara, three children — David (Tammy) Manske of Lake Forest, 
California; Christine (Kristopher) Schneider of Las Vegas, Nevada; and Noël (Michael) Fairchild of Irvine 
— and eight grandchildren.

     Following a jury trial, defendant was convicted of one count of first-degree criminal sexual conduct (CSC), 
M.C.L. § 750.520b(1)(b)(ii); MSA 28.788(2)(1)(b)(ii), and two counts of second-degree CSC, M.C.L. § 
750.520c(1)(b)(ii); MSA 28.788(3)(1)(b)(ii). The trial court sentenced defendant to concurrent terms of twenty to 
forty years' imprisonment for the first-degree CSC conviction and eight to fifteen years' imprisonment for each 
second-degree CSC conviction. Defendant appeals as of right. We affirm. 
     Defendant first argues that the trial court erred in allowing the prosecutor to cross-examine a defense 
witness with evidence of a prior criminal charge for which he was acquitted, contrary to People v. Falkner, 389 
Mich. 682, 209 N.W.2d 193 (1973). We disagree. 
     Complainant, who is learning disabled, testified that when she was fifteen years old, her uncle (defendant) 
fondled her on three separate occasions and digitally penetrated her once. Defense witness Robert Ganger, who 
was employed by defendant to investigate the allegations, testified that on the two occasions he spoke with 
complainant, she denied that defendant had either "touched [her] private parts" or "put his finger in [her] private 
parts."  Following direct examination, the prosecutor moved to question Ganger concerning the fact that he had 
been charged and acquitted of first-degree CSC against his daughter, then a child under the age of thirteen. The 
prosecutor argued that evidence that Ganger had been through the entire criminal process and ultimately 
acquitted of a charge similar to that for which defendant was on trial was admissible to show that he may have 
colored his investigation and testimony in defendant's favor. Over defense counsel's objection, the trial court 
permitted the prosecutor to cross-examine Ganger regarding the prior charge. The trial court reasoned that the 
prior charge was not being offered to impeach Ganger's credibility or to show his predisposition to commit CSC 
crimes. Instead, the trial court ruled that the evidence was being offered for the limited purpose of showing 
Ganger's potential bias toward defendant. In addressing the issue of bias, the trial court stated: 
     [The prosecutor] certainly could argue on the one hand that the witness would be biased because he is 
employed, I would assume, by you [defense counsel] and your client [defendant]. She could also and apparently 
seeks to do so, argue that as a result of him being accused and acquitted of a crime which he claims he did not 
do of a very similar nature, that he is therefore biased in the Defendant's favor and presumably would color his 
testimony to help the Defendant, another person who he may believe would be also wrongly accused of the same 
crime. The prosecutor subsequently extracted testimony that Ganger had been charged, tried, and acquitted of 
first-degree CSC against his daughter and that he knew defendant had been charged with first degree CSC when 
he spoke to complainant and her aunt during his investigation. 
Defendant next contends that the trial court abused its discretion in admitting, as excited utterances, statements 
complainant made to her mother in 1986 concerning a prior sexual assault defendant allegedly committed 
against complainant. We disagree. The decision whether to admit evidence is within the trial court's discretion 
and will not be reversed absent an abuse of that discretion. People v. Lukity, 460 Mich. 484, 488, 596 N.W.2d 
607 (1999).At trial, complainant's mother, Adeline Layher, testified that when complainant was five years old, she 
sent her into the house to retrieve a clothes basket. When complainant did not return, Layher went inside the 
house and found complainant naked and crying behind a door. Over objection, Layher testified that complainant 
told her immediately after the incident, both at home and at the hospital, that "her uncle had touched her in the 
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wrong places," but without specifying where she had been touched. Approximately one week after the incident, 
Layher took complainant to a therapist. Layher testified, again over objection, that with the aid of anatomical 
dolls, complainant stated that defendant had put his "thing" on her and pointed to her mouth, buttocks, and 
vaginal area. 
     Defendant also argues that the third statement made during the therapy session could not be deemed an 
excited utterance because it was made one week after the alleged incident and was induced through questioning 
with the aid of anatomical dolls. We disagree. 
     The evidence established that after complainant had twice told Layher that defendant had "touched her in 
the wrong places," she took the child to therapy a week after the incident because the child was "emotional," 
"really disturbed," and nonresponsive. At the therapy session, complainant did not use technical terms to 
describe what defendant did, but merely stated that defendant had put his "thing" on her and pointed to her body 
parts. Unlike in Straight, cited by defendant, there is no record evidence to support his claim that Layher or the 
therapist repeatedly and emotionally asked complainant what happened until she answered. These 
circumstances, combined with complainant's young age, mental deficiency, and the relatively short interval 
between the assault and the statement, militate against the possibility of fabrication and support an inference that 
the statement was made out of a continuing state of emotional shock precipitated by the assault.  
     Defendant next argues that the trial court abused its discretion in admitting evidence of the alleged 1986 
sexual assault under MRE 404(b). Defendant contends that the proffered rationales for the admission of this 
other-acts evidence were not in issue and that the unfair prejudice emanating from it outweighed its probative 
value. Again, we disagree. Pursuant to MRE 404(b), evidence of other crimes, wrongs, or acts is admissible if (1) 
the evidence is offered for a proper purpose rather than to prove the defendant's character or propensity to 
commit a crime, (2) the evidence is relevant to an issue or fact of consequence at trial, and (3) the probative 
value of the evidence is not substantially outweighed by the danger of unfair prejudice.  
     In the present case, complainant testified that the alleged instances of sexual abuse occurred while she and 
defendant were living with her grandmother (defendant's mother) and that two of the molestations took place 
while family members were present in the apartment or sleeping in the same room. The prosecutor offered 
evidence of the prior assault, which allegedly occurred while complainant's mother was around, to rebut 
defendant's theory that complainant had fabricated the instant allegations, by showing that defendant was, in 
both instances, willing to risk assaulting complainant while other family members were nearby. Consequently, the 
evidence was offered for a proper purpose and was relevant to an issue of consequence at trial.  
     Finally, defendant argues that he was denied a fair trial because the prosecutors involved in the case 
intimidated complainant with threats of jail and perjury in order to gain favorable testimony from her. However, 
defendant failed to preserve this issue because he did not raise it before the trial court.  
After a contextual review of the record, we conclude that the prosecutors did not intimidate complainant with 
improper threats, but merely informed her, apparently in response to her questions on the subject, that she could 
face perjury charges if she testified falsely. Defendant has therefore failed to demonstrate a plain error that 
affected the outcome of the trial. 
Affirmed.  MARKEY, J., concurred.  FITZGERALD, J. (dissenting). 
     I strongly dissent from the majority's conclusion in issue I that the trial court properly allowed the prosecutor 
to cross-examine a defense witness with evidence of a prior criminal charge for which the witness was acquitted. 
     We hold that in the examination or cross-examination of any witness, no inquiry may be made regarding 
prior arrests or charges against such witness which did not result in conviction; neither may such witness be 
examined with reference to higher original charges which have not resulted in conviction whether by plea or trial.  
Accordingly, I would conclude that the trial court abused its discretion by allowing the prosecutor to cross-
examine Ganger regarding a prior unrelated charge that did not result in conviction. 
     The issue, then, is whether the error was harmless. The only evidence of defendant's guilt was the 
testimony of the complainant. Thus, Ganger's credibility was a key issue in this case. If the jury believed Ganger's 
testimony that on two separate occasions complainant stated that defendant had not sexually touched her or 
placed his finger in her vagina, defendant would likely have been acquitted. Thus, after an examination of the 
entire record, it affirmatively appears that it is more probable than not that the error was outcome determinative.

     The trial court sentenced defendant to twenty to forty years imprisonment for the first-degree CSC conviction 
and to concurrent terms of eight to fifteen years imprisonment for each second-degree CSC conviction. trial court 
erred so as to require reversal in allowing the prosecutor to cross-examine a defense witness concerning a prior 
charge for which he was acquitted. We conclude that the overly broad holding of People v Falkner, 389 Mich 682, 
695; 209 NW2d 193 (1973), which states “no inquiry may be made regarding prior arrests or charges against” a 
witness that did not result in a conviction, is inconsistent with precedent and with the approach to the admission 
of evidence that we have followed since the adoption of the Michigan Rules of Evidence.2 We hold, consistent 
with existing precedent and the Michigan Rules of Evidence, that a trial court may allow inquiry into prior arrests 
or charges for the purpose of establishing witness bias where, in its sound discretion, the trial court determines 
that the admission of evidence is consistent with the safeguards of the Michigan Rules of Evidence. We conclude 
that evidence of the witness’ prior arrest without conviction to show the witness’ bias was admissible under MRE 
402 and MRE 403. The judgment of the Court of Appeals is affirmed and the defendant’s conviction is upheld.  
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     Defendant, Neto Layher, was convicted by jury over his general denial of three counts of criminal sexual 
conductinvolving his minor niece, the complainant. During trial, all witnesses were sequestered. In the summer of 
1996, complainant was fifteen and staying with her grandmother, defendant’s mother. Complainant, who is 
mentally slow, testified at trial that three incidents occurred sometime before July 5, 1996. During the first 
incident, defendant rubbed complainant’s breasts and genitals, first over and then under her clothes, while she 
was sleeping in her grandmother’s bedroom. Complainant testified that she did not tell anyone because she was 
scared. The second incident happened when she was sleeping on the floor in her grandmother’s room while her 
grandmother and complainant’s sibling slept in the bed nearby. Defendant woke her by touching her over her 
clothes in the same manner as before. He left the room and then returned again, this time touching her under her 
clothes as before. Defendant asked her if she would tell. Again, she testified that she said she would not because 
she was scared. The third incident occurred when complainant was lying on her grandmother’s bed. No one else 
was in the room. She testified that defendant gave her five dollars because she was not going to tell and then 
took the money back. Defendant again began rubbing complainant under her clothes. During this incident, 
complainant testified that defendant penetrated her vagina with his finger.  
     Complainant and her siblings had, throughout their lives, been moved from the home of one family member 
to the next. As a result, none of the witnesses were able to testify with specificity regarding when the children 
were at one home or another. For example, complainant’s grandmother testified that the children were not with 
her at the beginning of the summer of 1996, but, rather, were with her at the end of the summer. The 
grandmother’s testimony was inconsistent with that of all the other witnesses. 
     Sometime after the incidents described above, complainant and her two siblings went to live with Karen 
Byrd, the girlfriend of another uncle. Complainant and Ms. Byrd testified that complainant told Ms. Byrd of the 
incidents. Ms. Byrd then contacted the authorities. Soon after the authorities became involved, complainant and 
her siblings were moved from Ms. Byrd’s home to the home of Christine (Layher) Walton, an aunt. While the 
children were staying with Ms. Walton, Robert (Bob) Ganger, who was working for defense counsel, was sent by 
defense counsel to investigate the case. Mr. Ganger testified that he was sent in response to a call defense 
counsel received saying that Ms. Walton and complainant wanted to talk to an attorney. It was not specified who 
made that call. Mr. Ganger first visited with Ms. Walton and then with Ms. Walton and complainant on two 
additional visits. Mr. Gangerbecame the lead defense witness as a result of these conversations. As a result of 
the conflict in testimony between Mr. Ganger and complainant, the prosecution sought to introduce the fact that 
Mr. Ganger had been tried and acquitted on the charge of criminal sexual conduct involving a child under the age 
of thirteen. The prosecution reasoned:  
     My position is that is certainly relevant in this case to show bias. Bias is very important for the jury to hear. 
And this particular charge . . . is necessary for the jury to hear about because of this particular case and the fact 
that Neto Layher is charged with a criminal sexual conduct. 
     I certainly think that that shows bias that he’s going to try to assist another person who has been charged 
with the same thing he’s been charged with, and obviously I would believe he would think wrongly accused of. 
The trial court allowed the cross-examination to proceed. The Court of Appeals affirmed the trial court’s ruling on 
this evidentiary matter. We granted leave to appeal, limited to whether the trial court abused its discretion by 
allowing introduction of this evidence of Mr. Ganger’s prior arrest and acquittal.  
The prosecutor introduced evidence of Mr. Ganger’s past arrest and acquittal of criminal sexual conduct involving 
a child less than thirteen to create an inference of bias on the part of Mr. Ganger in favor of defendant. Bias is a 
common law evidentiary term used “to describe the relationship between a party and a witness . . . in favor of or 
against a party. Bias may be induced by a witness’ like, dislike, or fear of a party, or by the witness’ self-interest.” 
. . . . .   
     Conclusion - Evidence of a witness' past arrests may be admitted to establish bias if, in its sound discretion, 
the trial court determines that admission is consistent with the safeguards of the Michigan Rules of Evidence. 
However, to ensure against abuse of this rule, I would require a finding that a particularized bias exists, and that it 
is reasonably probable that the past arrest caused witness bias. Here, the trial court's failure to analyze the 
challenged evidence's prejudicial effect and to compare that to its probative value was an abuse of discretion. 
Because it affirmatively appears that the error in this case resulted in a miscarriage of justice, I would reverse the 
Court of Appeals decision to affirm defendant's convictions. CAVANAGH, J., concurred with KELLY, J.

Elizabeth and Roman's wedding day, celebrated Sept. 13, 2015, was one of the many treasured moments that 
occurred since the couple met four years ago - ones they never would have predicted.  "Never in a million years 
did I think that I would know (sign language), or that I would be marrying someone who is deaf," Elizabeth said. 
     The couple met in July 2011, when Elizabeth walked into a bar in Windsor with a group of friends. She saw 
Roman - noticed he was tall and handsome. And Roman saw her - and noticed her "long blond hair and 
gorgeous blue eyes."  He grabbed her hand as an invitation to dance. They danced throughout the evening, 
along with their friends.
