    March 15, 2017 - Richard Jedele’s legacy is spread out on a table on the second floor of the Sellars-Gunn 
Education Center.  There are 37 riker display cases filled with preserved beetles, moths and butterflies, detailed 
charts identifying each animal, and hand drawn, lifelike illustrations neatly lined up on paper — all part of a 

50-year dedication to animals and art.  Jedele’s younger sister, Diane Amos, owns the collection now as Jedele 
died March 1, and she’s fulfilling her brother’s wish of donating all 37 pieces to the Alamance-Burlington School 
System to help students learn about different species. 

     “Our mother was a first-grade teacher for 35 years, so when we were children, she asked for help with a 
butterfly presentation in her classroom, and so that’s how my brother got started. ... He developed, very young, 
this amazing love for butterflies and beetles, but it grew to also encompass nature, and he was a member of the 

Burlington Bird Club as well,” she said.  Amos says thanks to her brother, she was also exposed to nature at an 
early age. Though they were very different, she found ways to connect with his passion.  “Growing up with him 
was interesting,” she laughed. “I learned quickly not to be afraid of frogs, and toads, and snakes, and stuff. We 

had a zoo in our backyard, and ... I would charge a penny per person for people to come and see our zoo.”  
     Jedele earned a degree in fine arts from Eastern Michigan University, and supported both his passion for art 
and insects with a series of different jobs, building his collection slowly while churning out paintings to give to 

family, friends, church members, and anyone who was interested.  His artwork can be seen on the Willowbrook 
Park Bluebird Trail sign, where he painted two birds for the Burlington Recreation and Parks Department. 
     His insect collection was a constant pursuit. At one time, he traded his local species for exotic butterflies and 

beetles from Thailand, Indonesia and Africa to expand it, and eventually it got so big that he felt it was time to 
donate it to an educational institution.  “For the last year, he kept saying, ‘I’ve got to do something with this’ 
because his wall space was gone. All of his walls were covered with these, and he wanted to paint more, so 

that’s when he started thinking, ‘OK, I want to do something with this collection so I can put my paintings of birds 
on the walls,’” Amos said. 
     Leslie Carriker, ABSS’ K–12 specialist for Social Studies and Science, will determine which riker mounts go 
to which schools, where they’ll be housed in media centers to support both art and science curriculums. Along 

with the insect collection, Jedele donated supplies like chalks and paints so students can continue his passion for 
art.  Amos says it’s heartwarming to know that he’s made such an impact in Alamance County, and he would be 
proud to know that his work will be appreciated for many years to come.  “It was wonderful for me to see how he 

affected so many people. ... People have walked away with his art, and paintings, and butterflies, so it’s his 
legacy, and that makes me have peace,” she said.
