Life-long Chelsea resident and former Chelsea Village Manager Frederick "Fritz" Weber died last
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Friday morning May 26, 1989 at his home after a long illness. He was 58. Weber, who served as village
manager from 1969 until shortly before his death, was the village's first manager. Upon being elected
village president in 1989 he was appointed manager and promptly resigned as president. He had worked
part-time at his home for more than a year, primarily on financial matters. One of his final official acts was
to create the village's current budget, as well as help new manager Robert Stalker adjust to the job.
Weber had planned to retire officially June 1 and had been eagerly anticipating his daughter, Shelley's,
wedding. Arrangements had been made for the Chelsea Fire Department Rescue Squad to take him to
the ceremony. "l feel very bad," said village president Jerry Satterthwaite. "Other than his family, he put
the village foremost in his life. | guess his major accomplishment was that he made sure the village was
on solid "financial ground. He was very conservative and he made sure money wasn’t squandered.”

Satterthwaite said that Weber was instrumental in making sure the village's electrical utility was not
sold off to Consumers Power Co. in the 1970's, and that stands as perhaps the wisest decision the village
has ever made.

Weber's colleagues and friends almost invariably use the word "dedicated" to describe him. They
say he was dedicated to his family, the village, and softball. Three of his four daughters played softball for
Chelsea High School and Weber spent many afternoons watching them play. In addition, he was the
driving force behind the establishment of Dana Park, where area softball teams play virtually every night
of the week. A Fritz Weber Memorial SoftballAward has been set up at Chelsea High school. One of
Weber's closest friends, Johnson's How-To Store owner Sam Johnson, said being village manager was
more than just a job to Weber. "He was personally interested," Johnson said. "I think that'swhy he used
togetso upset when the village was criticized. It wasn't just a job to him and | think he had a hard time
separating his personal feelings about the village. Personally, I'd like to see him honored by having one of
the fields at Dana Park named Weber Field."

As part of his job, Weber was also instrumental in forming the Michigan Public Power Agency, which
has helped the village purchase electricity at reduced rates. That, in turn, has translated into a reserve of
more than $2 million, which the village borrows against to finance major repairs and other projects. Weber
served as MPPA commissioner in 1978, as secretary-treasurer from 1983-85, and vice-chairman from
198-88. He was also elected to the board of directors of the Michigan MunicipalElectric Association in
1978 and served as its president in 1980-81. Weber was also a member of St. Mary's Catholic Church
and Knights of Columbus Council 3092. He was a veteran of the U.S. Army during the Korean Conflict.

He is survived by his widow, Sandra, and four daughters, Joan, Michelle, Anne, and Karen, all of
Chelsea. Other survivors are his brother, William, of Chelsea, and brother, Robert, of Owosso, and two
sisters, Mary K. and Phyllis Weber, also of Chelsea.

Frederick A. "Fritz" Weber, 175 Orchard St., Chelsea, age 58, died Friday morning, May 26, 1989 at
his home following a lingering iliness. He was born in Chelsea on Feb. 15, 1931, the son of William J.

Fritz was a life-long resident of Chelsea and was the first Chelsea Village Manager, serving in the
position form April 1, 1969 until his death.

He was instrumental in forming the Michigan Public Power Agency and
served as a commissioner in 1978, secretary-treasurer in 1983-85 and vice-chairman from 1985-88. He
was elected to the board of directors of the Michigan Municipal Electric Association in 1978 and served as
its president in 1980-81. He was a member of St. Mary's Catholic Church and the Knights of Columbus
Council 3092 and a veteran of the U. S. Army during the Korean Conflict.

At
night in a park adjacent the Detroit River, Woodger, 34, fell from a concrete bulkhead into cold, deep water from
which there was no easy egress. A police officer alerted to the incident, Rauser, 37, responded to the scene
accompanied by another officer. Rauser and the officer, moved to the top of the bulkhead that was about 6 feet
above the water’s surface, and observed Woodger struggling to stay afloat. The other officer removed his duty
gear and jumped into the cold water, the temperature of which was estimated to be in the 40s. The officer
grasped Woodger and held onto a steel rod that jutted from the bulkhead but, after several minutes, he struggled
to maintain his grasp on the rod. The officer called out that he was losing his grip, and Rauser jumped into the
river. Taking control of Woodger, Rauser grasped her with one arm and held onto the rod with the other.
Woodger wrapped her arms around Rauser’s neck and began to pull him away from the bulkhead. Rauser, who
was briefly submerged twice, told her to stop and tried to calm her. Ultimately Woodger disengaged from Rauser
and drifted a few feet away, beyond Rauser’s reach. A boat responded from nearby, and personnel aboard the
boat assisted Woodger to safety. Rauser and the other officer were lifted from the water by emergency personnel
who had responded to the scene. Rauser was taken to the hospital for treatment of his exposure to the cold
water. He recovered.
