Hoenes Centennial Farm

A farm owned by Walter W. Hoenes of Sheridan Road, five miles south of Manchester has been designated
as a Centennial Farm by the Michigan Historical Commission. It was originally purchased on July 2, 1866, by
Ludwig Hoenes, grandfather of the present owner, from John Betz. It is located in Manchester Township,
Washtenaw County, and has been in the possession of the family since 1866. The original farm had 40 acres.
Later, 60 more acres were added. The oldest part of the house has a thick stone foundation with hewn logs on
top.

After the Hoenes family acquired the farmhouse, they added several rooms so that now there are 10 large
rooms and a large utility area. Although Lewis Hoenes used to find arrow heads on the land Walter never found
one. However, he did find a stone which had been fashioned to make some kind of a tool which the Indians
used. Hoenes said that he threw it out of a field and then noticed that when it fell against another stone, it had an
unusual clanging sound. He investigated and scraped off the dirt to find it was no ordinary stone.

His grandfather used to tell of watching the Indians on the farm as they followed along the creek which ran
through it. He would warn his family to be careful and noted that "the noisy Indians are friendly but watch out for
the quiet ones." Hoenes said that according to old records there was once a saw mill on the property. His father
was highway commissioner beginning in 1886, and among his papers he found an order to pay G. E. Smith 75
cents for shoveling snow for two and a half hours in 1926.

Dr. Colon Lee Schaibly, 65, was speaking at a retirement dinner in his honor at Waukegan, lllinois, Wed.
evening May 10, when he suffered a heart attack. He was dead on arrival at St. Therese hospital in Waukegan.

Wayne
was born on August 8, 1923 in Hillsdale, Michigan the son of Clyde and Della (Mathews) Lesher. The family
moved to University Grove area of East Lansing in 1925 with the idea that all the children could easily attend
college if they were near campus. He did receive all his degrees from Michigan State including a Bachelors in
Civil Engineering, a Masters and Doctorate in Higher and Continuing Education. Wayne's education was
interrupted by being called to active duty in the US Army Air Corps. He chose to become a navigator on a B-17
bomber flying out of Italy in the 15th Air Force. Lt Lesher was wounded by flak on a mission, sent to Rome to
recover, received a Purple Heart medal and returned to complete the rest of his missions. While recuperating in
Rome he had the opportunity to explore the city. He was approached with an invitation to the Vatican for a private
audience with Pope Pius XII. It was one of the highlights in his life. In 2018 he was inducted into the Lansing
Community College Veterans Memorial.

After the war Wayne returned to complete his education and had many jobs including surveyor, engineer,
and teacher at Ferris State University, Lansing Community College, and Grand Rapids Junior College. At Ferris,
he was hired to develop curriculum for a degree in surveying. He was most proud of this, as there was very few
programs available anywhere in the country. Wayne made it clear in the curriculum that no women were allowed
to take these courses. At that time, he did not feel that women should be doing the physically demanding and
dirty work that was required on the job. He realized in later years that this was not at all the case. During the war
Wayne met a beautiful young woman in Texas and immediately fell in love. Miss California 1945, was a rising
hollywood starlet, and placed 5th in the Miss America Pageant that year. Years later, after the war, they were
married in California but the marriage ended 2 years later in divorce.

Wayne returned to Lansing where he worked for the State of Michigan and met the true love of his life,
Dorothy Below. Dorothy was an educated adventurous woman and loved to travel. She was a woman of very
deep faith and encouraged Wayne to become baptized at the age of 48. Wayne shared with her his deep love of
the outdoors and communing with nature. He introduced her to fishing and camping and their honeymoon was
rustic camping on Isle Royale. Dorothy fed wild animals out of her hands. She learned about geology and rock
collecting and she became very good at fishing.

This was the very first time Wayne shared his experiences about the
war with anyone and he was quite nervous about it. He stated that by doing this the Brigade helped him more
that he helped them and continued to do this for over 15 years. Wayne grew up with and loved all cats, but
especially his last cat Nicky who probably gave him 2 more years of life. He enjoyed feeding the birds, squirrels
and other animals in his yard, gardening in a neck tie, bowling, attending church and bible study, playing the
mandolin and harmonica. He did admit he was a bad singer. Wayne was loved by so many neighbors, friends
and family and will be greatly missed.

Bob Kalmbach, a staff photographer for the University of Michigan for decades, has died. He was 66.
He died Monday Feb. 12, 2001 at St. Joseph Mercy Hospital after a long iliness. Mr. Kalmbach grew up in
Ann Arbor and graduated from Ann Arbor High. He worked as a photo printer at Michigan Photo Services,
and after eight years, he became a photographer. He told The Ann Arbor News in an interview last year
that he had shot "everything from presidents to pigeon dung."

Robert Kalmbach, University photographer for 47 years, died Feb. 12, 2001 at St. Joseph Mercy
Hospital. He was 66. Kalmbach retired from full-time work at the University in July 2000 but continued to
work part-time for the Athletic Department. A familiar face-behind-the-camera to many at the University,
Kalmbach visually documented visits from politicians and presidents, writers and artists, and the daily
events that tell the tale of the University. His photographs have been featured locally and nationally in
such diverse publications as The University Record and National Geographic magazine. A variety of his
work is displayed in the Founders’ Room at the Alumni Association Building.

Among his personal favorites, which he displayed in his darkroom in the Fleming Building, was a
portrait of a pensive Arthur Miller and a photo of an elephant performing at Mott Children’s Hospital. Over
the years, he delighted in telling the story that no one batted an eyelash or registered surprise as the
elevator containing the elephant stopped at various floors at Mott. Kalmbach was feted at a
Universitywide reception last summer, with remarks offered by President Emeritus Robben W. Fleming,
football coach Lloyd Carr, friend Keith Molin, and Joseph Owsley and Julie Peterson, former directors of
News and Information Services.

“I'll always remember a conversation we had once when you described an opportunity you had to
photograph an actual surgery-in-progress,” wrote one individual in a memory book of the occasion. “I was
amazed at your willingness to go wherever called and your always inquisitive reporter’s approach to every
assignment. And with all of the amazing, talented and influential people you have met and photographed
in your work, you've always remained real and approachable—and able to capture that real moment for
others.”  Said another, “| have many fond memories of my early days at Michigan. When | called you
constantly to photograph a geology grad or help with other LS&A things . . . you never said no, and as a
newcomer, it was appreciated and was never forgotten.”

Yet another remarked, “If a picture is worth a thousand words, mere words cannot describe your
long career of services to this University. Your photos have been appreciated around the world as well as
on this campus. They will continue to illustrate the University’s life in the future as people seek them out in
the Michigan Historical Collections. “While you have worked with negatives for half a century, you are a
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totally positive person, a friend, an artist and an icon of this University.” And in a resolution honoring
Kalmbach, the Regents in July noted, “He understands Michigan in ways few of us do.”

As noted the July 17 Record in a photo essay of his work, Kalmbach “leaves a rich tapestry of
photographic history that captures all of the moments that make the University of Michigan unique.”

Kalmbach was born March 19, 1934, in Ann Arbor, the son of Karl and Dorothy (Koch) Kalmbach.
He married Flora Smith on March 20, 1954. He loved the outdoors, especially fishing and hunting.

He is survived by his wife, Flora; children, Chryle (Doug) Adams of Chelsea; Robert Jr. “Rusty”

In addition to teaching, he was
involved in research in areas that included pollution control and planning and land use and environmental
planning. With his help, a Phi Beta Kappa chapter was begun at Alma. He was chairman of the
Michigan Wilderness and Natural Areas Advisory Board, and he served two terms as president of the
Michigan Academy of Science, Arts and Letters. He also was honored with a citation for scholarly
achievement from The Michigan Academy.

He is survived by his wife, Phyllis of Alma; three daughters, Lisa Kapp of Lansing, Marda Mills of
Chicago and Sara of Alma; one son, Jon of Alma; his mother, Anna Kapp of Ann Arbor; one sister,
Dorothy Shear; and one brother, Dale Kapp, also of Ann Arbor.

Nov. 25, 2015 - Mike Hoenes does a lot of waiting, and as a patient living with Alport syndrome,
there's little else he can do. There's the eight hours a day Hoenes, 57, drags himself to his day job at
Duncan Aviation, often working long, tedious shifts after a restless night. Even tougher are the three
hours, three times a week, he sits at a dialysis machine, usually accompanied by the idle chit-chat of a
nurse and the 30-channel TV playing on the machine. "What's going through my head is “Dr. Phil” at 4,
“48 Hours” at 5 and the news at 6. At 7, it's whatever you can find," he said, describing the weekly ritual
he's done for almost a year now. "Seriously, that's what it is." This is the way of life for Hoenes, a Battle
Creek resident and a Pennfield High School graduate. It's been a foregone conclusion he might reach this
point living with a genetic disease that causes progressive kidney damage. The disease has afflicted
three o others in his immediate family, including his late-mother, Janet Bedwell.

The solution for Hoenes, as with most touched by the disease, is a kidney transplant. The problem,
though, is that he's one of more than 2,800 Michigan residents in need of a kidney, and there are only
about 400 kidneys donated each year, according to Gift of Life Michigan. Eighty percent of people in need
of an organ in Michigan are waiting for a kidney, the organization said.

He's on the list, but there's no telling how much waiting lies ahead. "l feel miserable because I'm so
weak and exhausted," he said. "There’s no energy. Just mentally to get up, shower, and go to work, give
me two or so hours at work and I'm done. | have nothing left. | go on Tuesdays and Thursdays and most
of the time | can go in late on those days for an hour or an hour and a half late -- they allow me to make it
up on a Sunday when | feel better."

The National Kidney Foundation said Alport syndrome takes functioning kidney structures and
replaces them with scar tissue, which leads to kidney failure. There's no specific treatment used to
conquer the disease, and the foundation said it's commonly treated like high blood pressure and other
kidney diseases.Those living with the disease generally have two options: multiple weekly dialysis

treatments, a process that eliminates waste and water from the blood, or an organ transplant.

Those on the list for a transplant might have to wait months, and in many cases, years to find an
organ. The transplant waiting list is re-evaluated constantly based on need."l was fairly lucky," Bedwell
told the Enquirer for a story on her transplant in 2004. "l was surprised when | got the call. But that is how
the hospitals do it. When they get a kidney, they call you right up. When | got to the hospital they were
waiting for me at the door. "Hoenes' wife of 17 years, Anne, and their son, Myles, 15, are lobbying hard
to find a donor. Anne, who works two jobs, advertises the cause daily on the back window of her blue Kia
with a message reading, "Husband needs an O-positive kidney" and an email address to contact them.
The same message also appears on her husband's vehicle."You know, when you have a spouse who'’s in
this situation, you'll do anything -- anything -- to get it out there," she said. "So, we figured, let’'s do it."

Myles, a standout theater student at Lakeview High School, also has contributed to his father's
cause by selling "Gift of Life" wristbands to his classmates. He said the wristbands, a part of a group he
created called Team Hoenes, have raised about $2,000 to cover various expenses for the family.Myles
Hoenes said it's about trying to help when he can, which will become easier when he gets his driver's
license in the not-too-distant future.

Outside of the family, others are anxious to track down a kidney, too. Battle Creek resident Melissa
Ohrt has been a friend of the Hoenes family for about nine years and her daughter Kylie, 14, does theater
at Lakeview with Myles. Ohrt said her family and others try to be hopeful that Hoenes will get a kidney
because she said she knows how tough it is for Hoenes to miss anything, especially any of Myles' events.
"They never have used the 'poor me' card, do you know what | mean?" Ohrt said. "To me, that means a
lot. They are very selfless people. Seeing them go through this and knowing so many things in their lives
are on hold. They make plans around dialysis. "You know, a lot of time Mike will miss certain things
Myles is involved with because he has to do dialysis."

Hoenes said he's managing the disease, much like his mother, his brother Tim Hoenes and half-
brother David Hoenes did before him. What has become difficult, he said, is that he feels the disease has
"kind of taken the good times away" from Myles. These good times are lost for him and Anne, too. Before
his dialysis treatments, the family was planning a trip to Hawaii with some other theater families at
Lakeview; now, he said, "it looks like we won't be going." He still has his sights set on that Hawaii trip --
he said it's one of the first things the family wants to do once he gets the transplant. Until then, though,
the wait continues for Hoenes. For now, there's little else he can do.

"The next thing I'm scared about is the transplant situation because, you know, my mom did well, my
brother did well, he’s having some issues now and my brother David did well," he said "...I'm just scared
of what’s on the other side. | think it's two ways, either it will be a battle or I'll have a new life because the
kidney is doing what it's supposed to do, and that’s the way | have to look at it."

Catholic
Social Services of Montana served two of the families on their journey to adoption. Their stories show that
each adoption is as unique as the families and children involved.

When Adam Stoll called his wife, it's no surprise that Sarah was in the mountains of Nevada. The
couple spends plenty of time enjoying the outdoors hiking and camping. The spring break of 2018 was a
little different though. They were apart, with Adam back home in Helena, and by the time Sarah was
home, they would be parents. Bethany had just come into the world and Adam was driving to meet her,
so of course, he asked Sarah “Guess where I'm going.”
