Frederick C. Horning, deceased, was the first German child brought into Washtenaw County, and
reared to manhood here he eventually became actively interested in farming pursuits and at the time of
his death was a prosperous agriculturist of the locality in which he had so long resided. He was born in
Germany, September 21, 1829, his parents being Charles Frederick and Catherine Horning, both of
whom were natives of the fatherland, whence they came to America in 1830. They did not tarry on the
Atlantic coast but made their way at once into the interior of the country and took up their abode in
Freedom Township, this county, being among the pioneer settlers here. The father purchased land from
the government and cleared a small farm, while eventually he became the owner of a large and valuable
tract of land in the same township, carrying on agricultural interests up to the time of his death. Both he
and his wife died in that locality and their loss was deeply, deplored by many friends for they had become
recognized as worthy citizens of their community, Mr. Horning being held in high esteem because of his
business success and his many excellent personal traits of character.

Frederick C. Horning of this review was reared amid the wild scenes of frontier life and the
environments common on the frontier. He acquired his education in the public schools of Freedom
Township and studied both English and German. When not occupied with the duties of the schoolroom he
aided his father in the labors of the home farm and subsequently he purchased a threshing machine,
which he operated in various parts of the county, doing all kinds of threshing. For ten years he followed
that business and then with the profits he had acquired he purchased a tract of land in Pittsfield Township
and began farming on his own account.

While living in Freedom Township Mr. Horning was united in marriage to Miss Barbara Cook, a
native of that locality, born October 3, 1839. She was the first white child born in -this county, her parents
being John George and Catherine Cook, who were natives of Germany, the former born on the 4th of
July, 1813, and the latter on the 2nd, of February, 1816. They emigrated to America in 1831 and landed
in New York city, whence they made their way to Buffalo and on to Cleveland. As the father's supply of
money gave out at that point he had to leave his family there while he came on by wagon to Washtenaw
County, arriving here on the 19th of April, 1831. He then borrowed the money to send for his family and
he took up his abode upon a small farm of forty acres. It was covered with timber but he at once began to
clear away the trees and brush and in due time the land was ready for cultivation. He purchased a yoke of
oxen and built a log house. At one, end of the room was an immense fireplace with a spacious chimney
and over this fire the cooking was done. His wife would walk to market at Ann Arbor, a distance of
seventeen miles, in order to dispose of butter and eggs and other farm products and buy the necessary
supplies for the family. Hardships and privations were born in those early days but eventually prosperity
crowned the efforts of the family, who in the course of years purchased another farm of one hundred and
sixty acres in Freedom Township. A few years later Mr. Cook removed to Lodi Township, where he
owned several farms, his landed possessions aggregating over four hundred acres. Here he lived for



seven years and then removed to Pittsfield Township, where he purchased a large farm, making his
home thereon for six years. On the expiration of that period he took up his abode in Ann Arbor, where he
lived retired until his death, enjoying a rest which he had truly earned and richly deserved. He was a man
of marked industry and enterprise in his business affairs and his prosperity resulted entirely from his own
well directed efforts for he came to America empty-handed but eventually became one of the substantial
residents of Washtenaw County. He passed away August 7, 1902, at the very advanced age of eighty-
nine years, while his wife died in November, 1900, at the age of eighty-four years.

Mr. and Mrs. Horning became the parents of six children: Martha, now the wife of Julius Bliss, of Lodi
Township; Samuel, who married Anna Heinzelman and lives on the old Cook farm in Pittsfield township,
that he purchased from his mother; Lydia, the wife of Alfred Sites, of Lodi Township; Emma, the wife of E.
T. Alber, who is living at St. James Hotel in Ann Arbor; Mary, the deceased wife of Charles Bliss; and
Nathan, who married Katie Roth and also lives in Ann Arbor, where he and his brother-in-law, Mr. Alber,
conduct the St. James Hotel. Following his marriage Mr. Horning continued to carry on general farming in
Pittsfield Township and was thus closely associated with agricultural interests up to the time of his death,
which occurred on the 17th of December, 1884. In all his work he was practical, realizing how to use his
advantages in the best possible way and so improving his opportunities that he gradually advanced on
the high road to prosperity and at his death left an excellent property. In politics he was a democrat, while
Mr. Cook was a republican in his political affiliation. Both were gentlemen of genuine personal worth and
no history would be complete without mention of them because of their close identification with pioneer
life and the agricultural progress of the county. Mrs. Horning is a member of the Zion Lutheran Church of
Ann Arbor. Following her husband's death she sold the farm to her son and removed to this city, where
she has since lived, owning a nice brick residence at No. 525 South First Street. She has a nephew
residing with her, William Horning, a painter by trade, who is now twenty-seven years of age. She has in
her possession a very interesting family relic, a record of the Cook family and also of Washtenaw county
prepared by her father when he first came to this county in 1831. It is a document of considerable historic
value. Few people are so closely connected with two prominent families as Mrs. Horning, who was the
first white child born in this county, while her husband was the first German child brought to the county. In
her memory are many pictures of frontier scenes and pioneer experiences and she can relate many
interesting reminiscences of the early days when the work of improvement and progress seemed scarcely
begun here, when the land was untilled, the forests uncut and the rivers unbridged. Great changes have
occurred and in the agricultural progress of this part of the state the Horning and Cook families have
taken a most active and helpful part.

Erhard Theodore Alber, the senior partner of the firm of Alber & Horning, proprietors of the St. James Hotel,
is a native son of Washtenaw County and in his business career has displayed the enterprise which has been the
dominant factor in the up building of the great Middle West. He was born in Lodi Township on the 25th of August,
1866. His father, John George Alber, became a resident of this county when eighteen years of age and settled
upon a farm in Lodi Township, where for many years he was identified with general agricultural pursuits. At the
time of his arrival this was largely an unsettled district in which the work of improvement and progress had
scarcely been begun and he entered from the government a claim of eighty acres, to which he has since added
as his financial resources have increased until he is now the owner of a valuable farm of one hundred and thirty-
six acres, which under his careful supervision and cultivation has become very productive. In religious faith a
Lutheran, he is an active worker in the church, doing all in his power to promote its growth and extend its
influence. In his political allegiance he is a democrat. He married Miss Marguerita Metzger, who died in 1899,
leaving seven children, as follows: Charles Michael, a resident farmer of Saline, Michigan; John George, who
also makes his home at Saline; John August, a contractor residing in Ann Arbor; Fred Erhard, who is living in
Perry, Lodi Township; William Henry, who is engaged in general farming near Saline; and Emanuel Gottlob, who
is engaged in painting at Saline.

Erhard T. Alber, the other member of the family, was reared upon the old homestead farm in the usual
manner of lads of the period and when about six years of age he began his education in the district schools of his
native township. He pursued his studies through the winter months and in the summer seasons worked upon the
home farm until about twenty years of age, when thinking that he would find other occupation more congenial he
left the parental roof and began learning the carpenter's trade. Subsequently he spent five years in the employ of
the Ann Arbor Railroad Company, working in the line of his trade and on the expiration of that period he began
contracting and building on his own account, in which he continued for five years. In 1891 he took up his abode in
Ann Arbor and he is now engaged in the hotel business as a partner of Nathan Horning, under the firm style of
Alber & Horning, proprietors of the St. James Hotel. They conduct a strictly modern hostelry of twenty-five rooms
heated with steam and there is a barber shop and buffet in connection. Mr. Alber is popular with the patrons of
the hotel and receives a liberal patronage from the traveling public. Everything possible is done for the comfort
and convenience of the guests and the hotel is conducted along the most modern lines, so that it would be a
credit to a city of much larger size than Ann Arbor.

In the year of his removal here Mr. Alber was married to Miss Emma K. Horning, who was born in Pittsfield
Township. A Mason, he belongs to Fraternity lodge, No. 262, A. F. & A. M. and is in hearty sympathy with the
principles of the craft. His political allegiance is given to the Republican Party and he is a member of the Zion
Lutheran church. His entire life has been passed in the county of his nativity and his deep interest in its welfare is
manifest in the public spirited support which he gives to various measures for the general good. He is recognized
as a man of good business qualifications, of keen foresight and unfaltering enterprise and his success is the
merited reward of his persistent labor.

Dr. C. P. Lathrop, Barry County coroner, said Friday night May 13, 1938 that he found a heart attack the
cause of death of Charles J. Cook, 64, Orangeville Township farmer, who died Friday afternoon, a few minutes
after being found, badly burned, where he had been burning grass. Mr. Cook was discovered lying in the burned
area by Frank Maskin, a neighbor. Mr. Maskin said the Injured man was alive when he found him but that be
died a few minutes later. His clothing was burned from his body. He was dead when the Delton fire department
arrived to extinguish the grass fire which had spread and attracted the attention of neighbors. Coroner Lathrop
and Sheriff Jay Blakney, after investigating, said that Mr. Cook evidently had started the fire in some brush and
then had suffered a heart attack and fallen into the path of the flames.

Notes for Christian Albert Trinkle:

Albert Trinkle, 74, Scio Township supervisor for 26 years, was killed Friday January 22, 1954 in an
unusual accident involving his car and an Ann Arbor Railroad freight train at the W. William St crossing in
Ann Arbor. The accident occurred about 1:20 p.m. A police officer, Patrolman Arthur Meggison, headed
west on W. William St., had stopped at the crossing preparatory to making a U turn to mark some parked
cars when he saw Trinkle’s car coming west down the steep hill from S. Main St. As Trinkle passed the
officer and started across the tracks against the signals, a freight train, traveling about 10 miles an hour,
moved into the intersection, hitting the car broadside, Meggison said. Trinkle’s era, impaled on the tow-
joint at the front of the diesel engine, vas carried some 110 feet along the tracks, then crushed between
the engine and some freight ears standing on a siding. Trinkle was killed instantly. The crash sent one set
of the engine’s wheels off the track and crewmen worked more than 1-1/2 hours to get the engine on the
tracks and back away from the wreckage. Firemen stood by in the event sparks from the metal set fire to
spilled gasoline.

Engineer of the train was Elmer Martineau of Owosso, but the engine was being handled by a 27-
year-old apprentice engineer and fireman, Donald Duvall, also of Owosso, at the time of the crash. Both
men were questioned by city police and released. Mr. Trinkle was born on Aug, 11, 1879, in Freedom
Township, a son of Christian and Anna Mary Trinkle. He was married to Emma Buss in Scio Township on
March 19, 1904. Mr. Trinkle served as Scio Township Road Commissioner before he became a county
supervisor in 1928. He served as chairman of the Board of Supervisors in 1937 and had been a member
since. He belonged to the Bethlehem Evangelical and Reformed Church and was a member of the
Bethlehem Cemetery Board. He also was a member of the Washtenaw Masonic Lodge No. 65 (Dexter),
the Eastern Star of Dexter and the ZalGaz Grotto.
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Surviving are his wife, Emma, a daughter, Mrs. Norman E. Haeussler and a granddaughter, all of
4401 Park Rd.; a brother Gottfred of Freedom Township; and three sisters, Miss Lydia Trinkle, Mrs. Otto
Stierle and Miss Batilda Trinkle, all of Ann Arbor. Funeral services were held at 1:30 p.m. Monday at the
Bethlehem Evangelical and Reformed Church with the Rev. Walter S. Press officiating. Members of the
Board of Supervisors served as honorary pallbearers. Burial took place in Bethlehem Cemetery.

On June 30, 1986, secretary of state Richard H. Austin certified 23 farms in 20 Michigan counties as
centennial farms—owned by the same families for the last 100 years. One of those farms belongs to
Wilbert and Helen Koch, 595 S. Fletcher Rd. At the rate things change there, more Kochs will be around
in the year 2086 to be recognized for 200 years of farming the same land. The Kochs live in the house
that grandfather Jacob and grandmother, Christiane Koch, immigrants from southern Germany, bought in
1885. Though semi-retired, Wilbert Koch still farms the 95 acres his grandfather started with. And the 20-
acre woodlot on N. Fletcher Rd., purchased by Christian and Tema Koch, is still family property and
swells the farm’s total acreage to 115. Jacob sold Christian the farm in 1906. Christian died in 1942 and
Wilbert, the oldest of five children, has worked the farm ever since. He bought it from his mother in 1957.
No part of the farm has been sold off, said the Koch’s. The original bam burned down years ago and was
replaced. Other than that, the only building of significance that has been added is the home of son Gary
Koch, who lives next door with his wife and four children. Gary Koch and his son Kevin, 19, now help with
the farming, and son Jason, 15, may be ready to start as well. “I suppose that’s the way it'll go,” Wilbert
Koch said when asked if the younger men will take over. There appears to be no intent in either
household to part with the farm. Signs posted on the lawn before each house reflect the onetime threat of
a buyout by the Huron-Clinton Metropolitan Authority, and the resolve of the occupants to stay put. The
signs say, “This Land Is Not for Sale to H.C.M.A.”

There isn’t even much turnover of farm equipment. Wilbert Koch gets along with two Allis- Chalmers
tractors from the 1950s and a 1963 Case, all of which he keeps repairing. “For what | did here, | always
got along with them,” he said. As he recalled, his own father was not' entirely enamored of modern
contrivances; even though the family had a telephone, they knew how to get by without it. “Dad used to
take out the phone once in a while because he said it cost too much,” Wilbert remembered. Helen Koch,
who has no quarrel to pick with contrivances, has also played a big part in the farm’s history. The former
Helen Neyer of Scio Church Rd., she married Wilbert in 1943 and raised daughter Lynda, today of Sylvan
Center, and sons Gary and Ronald, who died In Vietnam in 1968. She also tended the big kitchen
gardens until this year; arthritis in one hip socket and the period of recuperation for surgery on the other
has limited her mobility. The Koch'’s continue to practice what they call “general farming,” planting com,
oats, wheat and hay this season. They still keep chickens and about 15 beef cattle. Sheep and dairy
cows have been part of the farm at various times.

Yet she scoffed at the notion that the centennial farm distinction implied any special contribution to
Michigan life, as the award certificate states. “All we done wag, we did our farming and took our crop,"
she said. Since the program's start in 1548, over 5,400 farms have been certified as 100-year veterans,
owned by members of the same family and having at least 10 acres. A token amount of cash business
must be conducted as well. Wilbert Koch said the farm could not always support his family. He held
various other jobs to supplement the farm income. For some years, he drew milk at dairy farms in the
area. He drove a Chelsea school bus. And he put in 11 years at the University of Michigan as a
maintenance man.

For the most part, at least, the farm supported itself; only when the Koch’s had dairy cattle did they
need to buy extra feed for their animals. In the years when Christian Koch owned sheep, Wilbert helped
drive them to the woodlot- pasture on N. Fletcher Rd. He recalled that marauding dogs killed so many
sheep that the family eventually gave up raising them. If the farm could not always offer its owners
extravagant returns, it could offer them security. The Koch’s recalled no significant threats to the farm,
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other than the temporary annoyance caused by talk of the HCMA’s wanting to buy their property.
Interstate 94 went in about a mile to the north, just far enough away to leave the property intact and to
keep traffic noise from being a bother, but just close enough to make for easy access. However, Wilbert
Koch said he could not imagine driving sheep on Fletcher Rd., where it passes over 1-94 today. There
are a few things that change.

Wilbert C. Koch of Chelsea, age 78, died suddenly Wednesday, Sept. 6, 1995 at Chelsea
Community Hospital. He was born Feb. 8, 1917 in Lima Township, the son of Christian and Tema
(Homing) Koch. Mr. Koch lived in the same house all of his life, he retired from the U. of M. Mail
Department, and farmed all of his life on the family centennial farm. He was member of Chelsea’s
Covenant Church. On June 5, 1943, he married Helen Neyer in Freedom Township, and she survives.

Jan 12, 2017 Saline, Michigan - Few would suspect a three-sport varsity athlete to have underlying health
concerns, so it came as a shock to Ryan Estrada's friends and family when the Saline High School junior was
found unresponsive at wrestling practice on Dec. 9, 2016. Estrada, 16, was in the locker room waiting to weigh
in before wrestling practice, his mother Kim Estrada later found out. Having gone right from football season to
wrestling, Ryan Estrada was trying to drop 15 pounds to make his weight class. He lay down on the bench in the
locker room to wait for his turn on the scale, but when his turn came his friends couldn't rouse him, Kim said.

"Fellow teammates quickly contacted staff who began treatment. EMS arrived at the scene and continued to
provide support for Ryan," Saline Area Schools Superintendent Scot Graden wrote in a letter to Saline families
after the incident. Ryan was transported to the University of Michigan Hospital, and he died the next day, Dec.
10, 2016. It turned out he had an enlarged heart that resulted in sudden cardiac death, Kim said. The Mayo Clinic
says having an enlarged heart is the most common cause of heart-related sudden death in people under 30, and
it's the most common cause of sudden death for athletes - although it's still rare overall for young people to die of
sudden cardiac arrest.

Pittsfield Township Police Deputy Police Chief Gordy Schick previously told The Ann Arbor News the
department would forego an investigation because the circumstances of Ryan's death were not deemed
suspicious. "lIt's something you just don't know, unless you know what signs you're really looking for," said Kim
Estrada, who has been married to Ryan's father, Henry Estrada Sr., for 22 years. "He had a headache earlier in
the week - that's one sign. He went from football right into wrestling, so he said his upper body was a little sore.
But he had that every year - that would be another sign." Henry Estrada Sr. said Ryan had been laughing and
joking like he always did the night before his collapse at school, with no indication anything was wrong.

"The morning of it was the usual drag him out of bed," Kim said with a laugh, seated beside Henry Sr. in
their Saline home on Tuesday, Jan. 10. "We said, 'Good-bye, love you and have a good day. I'll see you tonight.™
In the void left by the sudden loss of their youngest child, Kim and Henry leaned on their other children - Henry
Estrada Jr. and his wife Jessica Clarke-Estrada, Carolyn Estrada and Amanda Estrada - plus their grandchildren
- Jonathan, Manuel, Jazlyn and Alexandra - to get through the holiday season. Ryan also is survived by his
grandfather Boyd Werner and many uncles, aunts and cousins.

The Saline community has been a great source of support since Ryan's death, Kim said. Parents of Ryan's
football and wrestling teammates provide them with meals three times a week. Ryan's close friends accompanied
him to the hospital that Friday in December, and many of his friends have stopped by the Estradas' house in the
past few weeks to visit the family. "They're the same age as him. It just was comforting to have them here,"
Henry Sr. said. Ryan's teammates signed his No. 79 football jersey and gave it to Kim and Henry Sr. His friends
also made a scrapbook for Ryan's parents with photos of Ryan and messages sharing their favorite memories
with him. "Ryan was a great kid to be around. He was always positive and kind," said Saline head football coach
Joe Palka. "He was well liked by students and appreciated by teammates. He had a great demeanor and a huge
smile. He was always enjoyable to be with. He will be missed greatly by all of us."

Ryan's visitation and funeral were held at Saline High School auditorium on Dec. 17 to accommodate the large
turnout. University of Michigan football coach Jim Harbaugh sent an autographed football helmet and handwritten
card with his condolences to the service.

A GoFundMe account set up to help the family with funeral expenses has raised more than $24,000 to date,
exceeding the $15,000 goal set for the campaign. Money leftover after covering the cost of the funeral will go to
the Ryan Estrada Saline HS Football and Wrestling Camp Fund his family established. Wrestling teams from
other schools also sent cards to the family or made donations to the scholarship fund, Kim said. "l wish | could
thank everybody," she said. "l wish | could individually thank everybody, but I'm having a hard time. It's just been
so overwhelming."

Ryan was a lifelong University of Michigan football fan, and he had hoped to become a Michigan Man one
day. His grandfather is a season ticket holder, so he attended as many games as he could. When Ryan was old
enough, he attended summer football camps at U-M. His bedroom walls are covered in U-M memorabilia. Ryan
began playing football in middle school, started throwing shot put on the track and field team in eighth grade and
picked up wrestling in high school. "He spent most of his life in that gym," Henry Sr. said, recalling picking up
Ryan from the high school at 10 p.m. some days after meets or games. "I never heard him complain about too
much of anything. ... He was a heck of a good kid, and I'm not just saying that because he was mine. He was just
a very quiet, funny kid."

While the 6-foot, 300-pound teenager certainly was a physical presence, Ryan's friends and family
remember him most for his sense of humor. He loved comedian Gabriel Iglesias, who has a bit about being
"fluffy," not fat. Ryan's friends nicknamed him "Fluffy," and he would wear Hawaiian shirts in imitation of Iglesias’
signature style, Kim said. "He was always making people laugh," she said. "Even if it was the stupidest thing, he
could make you laugh."

Ryan liked to dance, especially to Michael Jackson and other "oldies" music, his sister Carolyn Estrada said. Kim
treasures memories of their family's summer trips to Alanson, Michigan, and making peanut brittle with Ryan at
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Christmas time.

Saturday, Jan. 14, would have been Ryan's 17th birthday. The family plans to go out for dinner - possibly at
Olive Garden, Ryan's usual pick for his birthday - to mark the occasion. The wrestling team planned to pay
tribute to Ryan at their first home meet of the season on Wednesday, Jan. 11. They named him an honorary
captain this year, and some of the wrestlers carry a bag of Ryan's gear with them to the mat at the start of their
dual meets, said Coach Scott Marvin. "He brought to the team a zest for life. He was always very happy. | can
say | never really saw him too down," Marvin said. "All the kids enjoyed being around him."

Ryan had a good understanding of his abilities as an athlete, Marvin said, and he was willing to work hard to
improve. He recalled their wrestling camp this past summer, when Ryan ran 29 miles over the course of four
days even though running typically was a struggle for him. Marvin said Saline High School is planning to
rename its annual wrestling tournament this month the "Ryan Estrada Memorial Tournament," and half of the
admission sales from the tournament each year will be donated to sports camp scholarship fund in Ryan's name.

On April 23, 2015 - Jackson, Michigan - While a Jason Koch awaited his sentence for a first-degree
criminal sexual conduct charge, a prosecutor told the judge there is no number of years that can remedy
the damage caused by the his actions. "We already know that whatever you do isn't going to rehabilitate
him or fix him, if that weren't already painfully clear based on our own experience his comments make it
crystal clear," Jackson County Chief Assistant Prosecutor Kati Rezmierski said. "These kids are never
going to be any better. There isn't a magic number of years that you can give him that will make (the
victims) any better." Rezmierski's statements were made in response to Jason Koch's claim that, outside
of the events the charge stems from, he "had never done anything like this before."

Koch was originally charged with three counts of first-degree criminal sexual conduct and three
counts of second-degree criminal sexual conduct for sexual assaults against three girls under the age of
13 over several years, according to court testimony. Chief Circuit Judge Thomas Wilson sentenced
Koch to 25 to 50 years for the crimes on April 23. During her allocution, Rezmierski said the prosecutor's
office was forced to offer Koch a plea deal after the victims were coached by individuals close to the case.
In exchange for a guilty plea of first-degree criminal sexual conduct, which Koch entered on March 20, the
remaining charges against him were dropped. Wilson said the only "good thing" that he could say about
the case was that the victims were spared the pain of testifying during a trial.

Koch's attorney, Brent Leder, told the judge Koch suffers from "significant alcohol problems" but
added that he and his client realize there is no excuse for his behavior. Leder also said Koch has shown
"genuine" remorse since his arrest and has been cooperative with investigators. Koch apologized for his
actions and told the judge "it was all because of alcohol" a claim Wilson said he did not believe. Koch
was credited 142 days for time served.
