     Christian F. Kapp was born in Wurtemberg, Germany, March 26, 1806.  He is a son of John and 
Margarette C. Kapp, the former of whom died January 31, 1837, and the latter, December, 1839. 
Christian learned the weaver's trade with his father, and in 1836 came to America.  February 10, 1838, 
he located in Northfield Twp., where he has since resided. He was married Feb. 26, 1838, to Mrs. Rachel 
(Schlechtar) Danner, and of the 8 children born to this union, 6 are living - Margaret C., Dr. John, Mayor 
of Ann Arbor; Dr. C. F., of Manchester, Michigan; Anna M., Caroline, Sarah and Olives.  Mrs. Kapp had 2 
children by her former he husband - Simeon and George. Mr. Kapp is a well-respected citizen of this 
township, and was active in building the present Lutheran church.  He is giving his children good 
educational facilities, and his daughter a good musical education.

     Ottawa, Kansas, March 15, 1900 - George Kapp, of Lincoln Township, living about seven miles 
southwest of the city, committed suicide about 8 o'clock Friday morning March 9, 1900. He went into the 
yard with a shot gun, placed the muzzle against the pit of his stomach and in some manner fired the 
charge. He was found dead with an awful hole in his abdomen. Kapp had been regarded as insane for 
two weeks or more past. He himself declared that he was losing his mind and often repeated the 
statement, adding that he was not ashamed of it. He brooded over financial losses, though he had money 
in the bank and was in good circumstances. He worried over shortage of feed and feared his cattle would 
starve to death though there was no stock in the county better cared for than his, or less likely to suffer 
from shortage of feed. Despondency probably led to the man's mental affliction. His wife died four years 
ago and he was deeply affected by her loss. A few months ago, a sister was fatally injured in an accident 
in Ohio and Kapp often spoke of her death and his sorrow over it. Mr. Kapp owned 200 acres of land near 
the edge of the Chippewa hills and was a prosperous farmer. He had resided in the community since an 
early day and was one of the prominent, citizens. Kapp lake was named for him. He was about 60 years 
of age. His son, George Kapp, was married a short time ago and himself and wife lived on the home farm. 
Kapp had four children. 
     Dr. Lawrence was summoned to attend Kapp some time ago and last week advised his son to keep 
knives and guns away from the man and to leave him alone as little as possible. The ammunition for the 
shot gun was hidden. Friday morning, while Mrs. Kapp, junior, was at work in a bed room, she saw the 
insane man take a chair into a closet and apparently search for something. He found the loaded shells for 
the shot gun. Kapp quietly made his way out of the house, unobserved, taking the shot gun with him. He 
went about 80 rods away, into a small grove. Within a few minutes after he was seen in the house the 
sound of the gun attracted attention to the grove. Kapp was found dead, with the gun near him. The 
charge entered the abdomen and ranged upward. 
     Neighbors hastily gathered at the home and one was sent to summon the coroner. Coroner 
VanShoiack went out to investigate the death, leaving town just before noon. Dr. VanShoiack returned 
from the Kapp farm at 4 o'clock. He found that the suicide occurred as stated above. Kapp was found 
lying on a brush heap by young George Kapp and his wife. Near the gun was a small stick which the 
suicide had carefully prepared to push the trigger of the gun. The charge probably lodged near the heart. 
 
Notes for Mary Jane Hill: 
     Greenwood, Kansas, April 23, 1896 - Mrs. Mary Kapp was born in Missouri, August 4, 1854, and 
came to Kansas with her parents in 1861. She was married to her now bereft husband in 1878. She was 
converted and joined the church when but sixteen years of age. Her place in church work will be hard to 
fill. Christ and his kingdom was her highest aim. No work was too difficult, and her body never too tired to 
go where duty called. She was regular as far as possible upon all the services of the church. She always 
had an encouraging word for those who came to her for comfort and an inspiration to all her pastors. Mrs. 
Kapp's place as a mother can never be filled. She was tender hearted and sympathetic and always ready 
to administer to the wants of others. Mrs. Kapp's health has been failing very rapidly for the past month 
and her death was not wholly unexpected. Besides her husband and four children she leaves a sister and

His father, 
whose name was the same as that of our subject was a native of Willenburg, Germany, and came to 
Washtenaw County in 1836. He was a weaver by trade and was employed in that way until coming to this 
country. He located first on a farm in Ann Arbor Township, but afterward purchased a farm in Northfield 
Township, which latter he improved and resided upon the remainder of his life, expiring at the age of 
seventy-six years. He was a Democrat and much interested in the political affairs of his adopted country. 
He was Justice of the Peace for a number of years and also served as Highway Commissioner. In his 
religious views he was a Lutheran. The mother of our subject, Regina Schlichter, before her marriage, 
was a native of the same place and country as was her husband, coming to this country and State with 
the family of Mr. Duble. She died at the age of seventy-six years. The marriage of the old people took 
place in the city of Ann Arbor and they became the parents of eight children—five daughters and three 
sons. 
     Dr. Kapp is one of a pair of twins, the other being Mary A. He received his first schooling in the 
district schools of his township and finished at the Ann Arbor High School. His first course in medicine 
was taken in the medical department of the University of Michigan, thence he went to the Cincinnati 
Medical College where he graduated June 21, 1876.  November 1 of the same year in which our subject 
graduated, he located where he now resides and has since that time built up a fine practice. He was 
united in marriage June 13, 1872, to Miss Julia A. Kempf, who was born in Washtenaw County, in 
Northfield Township, January 1, 1853. She was the seventh child in order of birth of eight that were born 
to her parents, who were Frederick and Agnes (Elsaeser) Kempf, who were natives of Woodenbourgh, 
Germany. They were married in Ann Arbor and there the mother died at the age of fifty-one years; the 
father at the age of sixty-two. 
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     After marriage Dr. Kapp located on a farm and followed the agricultural calling for two years. In 1873 
he went to Ann Arbor to take a course of lectures and has since been in the constant practice of his 
profession, his efforts being rewarded by a gratifying degree of success. He has moreover attained a 
good financial position, having a onehalf interest in one of the brick business blocks in the village. It was 
built at a cost of $12,000 in 1882. Our subject is a Mason socially and belongs to the Knights Templar, 
having joined the Ann Arbor Lodge, No. 13. He is also charter member of the Ancient Order of United 
Workmen, of which he has been Medical Examiner since the organization of the society. 
     Dr. Kapp is also a charter member of the Knights of Honor and is Medical Examiner of this society. 
He is also Medical Examiner of the Knights of the Maccabees. Affiliating with the Democratic Party for two 
years, he served by election on the Village Council and has been a member of the School Board for 
twelve years. He and his amiable wife are the parents of two children. Edith M. was born in Ann Arbor 
September 12, 1876; and Christian F. born in Manchester, November 6, 1878. Aside from his 
professional interests, Dr. Kapp is always connect with the hardware and lumber at Manchester, buying 
and selling for the whole sale trade, and finding this a source of his considerable profit.

     John M. Braun - The attractiveness of Washtenaw county as a place of residence is indicated by the 
fact that many of its native sons have spent their entire lives here, content with its opportunities and 
privileges and enjoying the many advantages afforded in this part of the state. To this class belongs John 
M. Braun. He was born in Ann Arbor, August 16, 1843, his parents being John and Anna Maria 
(Eberhardt) Braun. The father was a native of Wurtemberg, Germany, and came to America in 1836. By 
trade he was a mason and he worked in Ann Arbor in that line for fourteen years in partnership with a Mr. 
Shoemaker. They were contractors and erected many of the leading buildings of Ann Arbor at that day. In 
1852, however, Mr. Braun withdrew from building operations and purchased eighty acres of land in Scio 
Township, whereon he resided for eight years, when he sold that property and in 1860 became the owner 
of one hundred and eighty acres on section 5, Ann Arbor Township. To that tract he afterward added sixty 
acres, so that he became the owner of two hundred and forty acres of rich and productive land. He was a 
prosperous agriculturist, carrying on general farming in a capable manner that resulted in the acquirement 
of a comfortable competence. He died January 9, 1876, while his wife, who had come from Germany to 
America in 1837, passed away March 1, 1894. 
     John M. Braun pursued his education in the schools of Ann Arbor and Scio Township. He assisted 
his father in the operation of the home farm and there remained up to the time of his marriage, which was 
celebrated April 17, 1879, bliss Caroline R. Kapp becoming his wife. She was a daughter of Christian 
Kapp, of Northfield Township. This marriage has been blessed with one child, Athniel J., who was born 
February 18, 1885, and is assisting his father in tile farm work. Mr. Braun purchased one hundred and 
forty acres of land on section 5, Ann Arbor Township, in 1875, and as his financial resources increased lie 
added to the property until he now owns two hundred acres, a small part of which lies across the 
boundary line in Northfield Township. He has carried on general farming and feeds his grain to his stock. 
In 1893 he started his orchard and at the present time he has three thousand pear trees, eight hundred 
apple trees, one hundred pear trees and fifty cherry trees. His is a splendidly improved property. He has a 
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fine residence upon the place and large barns, one of which is sixty eight by thirty-eight feet and the other 
forty by twenty feet. He also has a shed eighty by twenty feet and there is a tenant's house upon the 
place, for he employs a man throughout the year to aid him in the work of the farm. In all that he 
undertakes he is thorough, systematic and practical and is recognized as one of the most successful 
farmers of the locality. 
     In his politics Mr. Braun is an earnest Democrat, but liberal in his views, having given his support to 
that party since age gave to him the right of franchise. He has served as justice of the peace for sixteen 
years, filling the office at the present time for the fourth term. He has also been a member of the school 
board for eighteen years and is greatly interested in religious work, holding membership in the Zion 
Lutheran church of Ann Arbor, of which he is now one of the elders. His life has been honorable, his 
actions manly and sincere, and in the county where he has always lived he has won the favorable regard 
and friendship of many with whom he has come in contact.

     John Michael Braun. Among the native sons of the city of Ann Arbor who have made their work felt 
in the up building of the township on agricultural and commercial lines, we find him whose name we have 
just written, who was born August 16, 1843, being the third in order of age in his father's family. He was in 
his ninth year when the family moved on to the farm and about seventeen when he made his home on 
what is now known as the homestead. As his father died when he was twenty-three years old he 
remained at home until the year 1875. At the time he left there he signed over to the other heirs his 
interest in that property but now has a beautiful farm of one hundred and ninety-six acres which was long 
known as the Abram Moe farm. 
     Upon the farm just named our subject has lived ever since leaving home which is some sixteen 
years. This property Mr. Moe cleared from timber and settled upon in 1826, making his home here for a 
full half century. One of his sons, Orville Moe, still lives in Ann Arbor but the father died six ago in Adrian. 
Upon this property Mr. Braun is carrying on general farming and raises a large crop of grain, having 
generally from eight hundred to one thousand bushels of wheat. He also devotes considerable attention 
to fine stock, having excellent specimens of Short-horn cattle and a flock of fine wool sheep. 
     Caroline R. Kapp was the maiden name of the lady whom our subject chose as his life partner and to 
whom he was united in marriage on the 17th of April, 1879, Her parents were Christian F. and Regina 
(Schlichteren) Kapp and she was born in Northfield Township, September 14, 1852. Her brothers, Dr 
.John Kapp of Ann Arbor and Dr. Christian F. Kapp of Manchester, are well-known residents of this part of 
Michigan, while her parents who were pioneers of this township are well remembered and highly honored 
by all who know the history of the early days. 
     Only one child has been granted to our subject and his excellent wife, namely: Athniel John, who 
was born February 18, 1885. Our subject is a member of the first Lutheran Church where he has long 
been an official member, having filled the positions of both Trustee and Deacon, and in both capacities 
having shown his trust and interest and ability. He is a Democrat in his political sympathies but is a man 
of liberal views and is one of those who can understand and sympathize with those who do not agree with 
him on matters of importance. Great credit is due to this gentleman, for his early record as his father's 
death left great responsibilities upon him and the fact that his mother's family was kept together and was 
educated and cared for is largely due to his efforts and discretion.

     Oscar H. and Alma V. Bolgos Koch, 5071 Plymouth Road, Dixboro, Oscar found his dream girl just 
around the corner and up the hill. The Koch homestead was on a farm on Earhart Road (at Warren 
Road). Oscar’s future bride, Alma, was raised on her family’s dairy farm (later Bolgos Dairy), at 3601 
Plymouth Road (the present location of Cleary College), whichis less than two miles from the Koch 
residence. So, the offspring of two well-known farm families- Koch and Bolgos- were united in marriage 
on June 30, 1924. Over the next 41 years, until Oscar’s passing in 1965, their mutual admiration and love 
served as a community role model. Oscar’s warm friendliness dovetailed nicely with his earned reputation 
as the community’s furnace repairman. He would usually begin a sentence with, "What I meant was...”  
Oscar crafted the unique, deep metal eve trough that carries the rainwater off the large roofs covering the 
Dixboro Church complex. Alma outlived Oscar and also one of their three sons. Her husband’s namesake 
"Junior" (Oscar, Jr.) succumbed in 1976 to a long illness contracted by sitting through a cold and rainy 
Michigan football game. Alma passed away in 1983 at the age of 81 but I remember seeing her on a 
dance floor rock & rolling approaching her 80th birthday.
