     This week's photograph is a portrait of the Reverend John George Schwemley Jr. John George 
Schwammle Jr. was born on March 10, 1831, in Ebersbuehl, Baden-Wuerttenberg, Germany.  His 
parents were John George Schwammle Sr. and Maria Katherine (Kuegle) Schwammle. In 1883, at the 
age of two, young John and his parents came to America, locating on 80 acres in Chatfield Township. 
There they changed their name to Schwemley and John Jr. learned the carpenter 's trade. On October 9, 
1856, John Jr. married Mathilda Hesse of New Washington and settled in New Washington. He remained 
in the carpenter's trade until 1864 when he purchased a 60-acre farm in Chatfield Township. The 
Schwemley's had eight children, with three children dying as infants. At age 34 Mathilda died in 1870. 
John Jr. then sold his farm, placed his children with relatives and went to Columbus, Ohio, to study for the 
Lutheran ministry. Three years later he graduated and moved to a congregation in Hopewell, Ohio, in 
Mercer County. 
     There Rev. Schwemley married Caroline Regina Haag and became the father to four more children. 
Three years later the Schwemley's moved to Homerville, Ohio, in Medina County and in 1879 went to 
Kansas, settling in Spearville in Ford County. There he preached and farmed a 160-acre farm. In 
November of 1891, Rev. Schwemley and his wife moved to Grove City, Ohio, where they retired. In April 
1898 the Schwemley's moved to Columbus, however, Rev. Schwemley died a month later at age 67.  
Rev. John George Schwemley was also known for his superior ability as a vocalist and led the singing in 
his congregations, and also taught music. Reverend Schwemley was buried in the Lutheran Cemetery in 
Grove City, Ohio.
