One of the important and flourishing businesses of Grand Rapids is the Rauser 
Quality Sausage Company, located at 645 Bridge Street. John G. Rauser, the proprietor of this 
enterprise, was born in Grand Rapids, January 13, 1895, the son of John and Sophie Rauser, the former 
of whom was a native of Germany. John Rauser, the father, came to the United States when a young 
man, settling in Grand Rapids where he went into the sausage manufacturing business in 1891, the 
factory being located on Bridge street west of the present factory. His trade grew so fast that he was soon 
forced to build a three-story plant, which is the present home of the Rauser Quality Sausage Company. 
He died in 1908, and his widow is still living in Grand Rapids. John G. Rauser was educated in the Grand 
Rapids public schools. Following the death of his father in 1908, the company was released to William 
Burns, and in 1912, John G. Rauser and his brother, Otto, took over the management of the company, 
which they have since continued to operate. In addition to the trade which they enjoy in Grand Rapids, all 
small towns within a radius of 125 miles of the city form the market for the product of the company. 
     In April, 1924, John G. Rauser bought the interests of his brother in the plant, leaving him the sole 
proprietor of the company.

     Oct. 21, 2013 - Official White House photographer Pete Souza married Patti Lease on Saturday in a small 
wedding hosted by President Barack Obama in the Rose Garden.  "The ceremony was performed by Chaplain 
[Stan] Fornea and they were joined by roughly 35 family members and friends," a White House official said. "We 
all wish them well." 
 
     Peter Joseph Souza (born December 31, 1954) is an American photojournalist, the former Chief Official 
White House Photographer for U.S. PresidentsRonald Reagan and Barack Obama and the former director of the 
White House Photography Office. He was a photographer with The Chicago Tribune, stationed at the 
Washington, D.C., bureau from 1998 to 2007; during this period he also followed the rise of then-Senator Obama 
to the presidency. 
     Souza was born in New Bedford, Massachusetts and grew up in South Dartmouth, Massachusetts, the son 
of a nurse and a boat mechanic. He is of Portuguese ancestry; both sets of his grandparents emigrated from the 
Azores.  Souza graduated cum laude with a Bachelor of Science in public communication from Boston University 
and a master's degree in journalism and mass communication from Kansas State University. 
     In 2004, Jeff Zeleny, now a political correspondent for CNN, asked Souza to take photographs for a project 
documenting Barack Obama's first year as U.S. senator.  Souza covered Obama’s arrival to the Senate in 2005 
and met him for the first time on Obama's first day in the Senate. He documented Obama's time in the Senate, 
following him in many foreign trips, including those to Kenya, South Africa, and Russia. In the process he not only 
became close to Senator Obama, he ended up following his rise to the presidency. In July 2008, Souza published 
a bestseller photo-book The Rise of Barack Obama, featuring photographs between 2005 and 2008.  In May 
2009, Souza began using Flickr as an official conduit for releasing White House photos. The photos were initially 
posted with a Creative Commons Attribution license which required that the original photographers be credited. 
Flickr later created a new license which identified them as "United States Government Work" which does not 
carry any copyright restrictions.   
     Souza was an assistant professor of photojournalism at Ohio University's School of Visual Communication 
After the November 2008 election, he was asked to become the official White House photographer for his second 
time for the new President-elect Obama. On January 14, 2009, the new presidential portrait was released; it is 
the first time that an official presidential portrait was taken with a digital camera. A week later Souza was present 
at the inauguration and the following day he was the only photographer present for Obama's second swearing-in 
on Obama's first workday in the Oval Office.  In 2010, National Geographic produced a program about Souza 
titled The President's Photographer, which featured Souza as the main subject while also covering the previous 
White House photographers.  
     As White House photographer, Souza traveled with the president to document each meeting, trip and 
encounter for historical record. Along with his staff, Souza produced up to 20,000 pictures a week.  In November 
2011, Souza was included on The New Republic's list of Washington's most-powerful, least-famous people.   As 
well as using very high end cameras for his presidential photography, Souza occasionally took square shots on 
his iPhone. 
 
     Pete Souza is a best-selling author, speaker and freelance photographer based in Madison, Wisconsin. He 
is best known for his tenure as the Chief Official White House Photographer for President Obama and the 
Director of the White House Photo Office. His book, Obama: An Intimate Portrait debuted at #1 on the New York 
Times best-sellers list and is one of the best-selling photography books of all time. Souza became known as “the 
king of shade” during the Trump administration for juxtaposing his Obama photographs on Instagram with the 
tweets and quotes of the 46th president. His book, Shade: A Tale of Two Presidents also debuted at #1 on the 
New York Times best-sellers list.Pete Souza will be inducted into the International Photography Hall of Fame at a 
ceremony October 29th, 2021.

     After leaving the White House, Souza photographed Brandi Carlile for her album, "By the way, I forgive 
you," which garnered six Grammy nominations and three Grammy awards. Souza also sang backup vocals on 
the song, "Hold Out Your Hand." 
     Previously Souza worked as an Assistant Professor of Photojournalism at Ohio University, the national 
photographer for the Chicago Tribune based in their Washington bureau, a freelancer for National Geographic 
and other publications, and Official White House Photographer for President Reagan.  His book, "The Rise of 
Barack Obama," was published in July 2008 and includes exclusive photographs of the Senator Obama's rise to 
power. The book was also on the New York Times bestseller list. 
     In addition to the national political scene, Souza has covered stories around the world. After 9/11, he was 
among the first journalists to cover the fall of Kabul, Afghanistan, after crossing the Hindu Kush mountains by 
horseback in three feet of snow.

     Dennis "Denny" Hill is a hall-of-fame swim coach who coached at Pioneer High School (Ann Arbor, 
Michigan) for 46 years (1969-2014 Men's Head Coach and 1973-2010 Women's Head Coach). During 
this tenure as coach, Pioneer High School won 31 Michigan High School State Swim Championships (15 
for the men and 16 for the women) and 9 National Dual Meet (Power Points) Championships. The 
combined teams' overall dual meet record was 1011-128-2 (567-90 for the men and 444-38-2 for the 
women. The swim program produced 245 National Interscholastic Swim Coaches Association (NISCA) 
All-American Swimmers for a total of 862 All-American awards. Denny's wife, Elizabeth "Liz" Hill began 
coaching with him in 1983, and became co-head coach of the Pioneer men's and women's swim teams in 
2005. They both retired from coaching the women's team in 2010 and the men's team in 2014.

At 
night in a park adjacent the Detroit River, Woodger, 34, fell from a concrete bulkhead into cold, deep water from 
which there was no easy egress. A police officer alerted to the incident, Rauser, 37, responded to the scene 
accompanied by another officer. Rauser and the officer, moved to the top of the bulkhead that was about 6 feet 
above the water’s surface, and observed Woodger struggling to stay afloat. The other officer removed his duty 
gear and jumped into the cold water, the temperature of which was estimated to be in the 40s. The officer 
grasped Woodger and held onto a steel rod that jutted from the bulkhead but, after several minutes, he struggled 
to maintain his grasp on the rod. The officer called out that he was losing his grip, and Rauser jumped into the 
river. Taking control of Woodger, Rauser grasped her with one arm and held onto the rod with the other. 
Woodger wrapped her arms around Rauser’s neck and began to pull him away from the bulkhead. Rauser, who 
was briefly submerged twice, told her to stop and tried to calm her. Ultimately Woodger disengaged from Rauser 
and drifted a few feet away, beyond Rauser’s reach. A boat responded from nearby, and personnel aboard the 
boat assisted Woodger to safety. Rauser and the other officer were lifted from the water by emergency personnel 
who had responded to the scene. Rauser was taken to the hospital for treatment of his exposure to the cold 
water.
