     Adolph G. Niethamer, a member of the well-known firm of Huss & Niethamer, contractors and 
builders of Ann Arbor with an extensive business which covers this city and Washtenaw County, was born 
in Scio Township, May 27, 1870. His father, Jacob Niethamer, was a native of Stuttgart in the duchy of 
Wurtemberg, Germany, and coming to America he purchased an eighty-acre farm at Scio, where he died 
when his son Adolph was only two years old. His wife, who prior to her marriage was Mary Gengenbach, 
was also a native of Stuttgart. Adolph G. Niethamer attended the public schools of his native township 
until he was fourteen years of age. He had two brothers; Johnson F., a grocer; and Moses G., a carpenter 
and builder, both of whom are now living in Ann Arbor. There were also two sisters in the family: Minnie, 
who (lied at the age of sixteen years; and Lydia, who became the wife of Henry Frey, of Francis, 
Michigan, and died in 1899.

     GEORGE J. GENEBACH. One of the most prominent and progressive men of Battle Creek is 
George J. Genebach, correspondent with the Nichols & Shepard Company, his intimate connection with 
which during the past several years has made him an influential factor in its development and prosperity. 
'Prominent alike in social, public and business affairs, with versatile talents and abilities, he is a citizen at 
once prominent and useful, filling with credit to himself and with satisfaction to others the multiform duties 
and obligations imposed upon those whom talent and industry have placed in positions of responsibility 
and trust. George J. Genebach was born in Brooklyn, Jackson County, Michigan, June 29, 1874, and is a 
son of Charles F. and Barbara (Stocker) Genebach. His father is identified with real estate interests of 
Brooklyn, where he and his wife still reside. 
     The early education of George J. Genebach was secured in the public schools, and subsequently he 
took a course in Cleary Business College, Ypsilanti, where he was graduated in 1891, this being 
supplemented by attendance at the State Normal College, where he took a special course. In 1892 he 
matriculated in the law department of the University of Michigan, and was graduated in June, 1894, 
having been previously admitted to the bar. He had early formulated plans, and thus his preliminary 
training had tended toward a business and law education, while it might be noted that he was the 
youngest member of a class of two hundred and seventy students. While a student in college he took a 
great interest in athletic sports and was a member of the track team. Immediately after his graduation he 
established himself in the practice of his profession in Jackson, where his energy and ability soon gained 
him recognition. On January 1, 1895, he entered into a co-partnership with Elmer Kirkby, who had just 
retired from the office of prosecuting attorney, although at the expiration of one year the partnership was 
dissolved. In February, 1898, Mr. Genebach was tendered the position of deputy county clerk, of which 
he remained the incumbent until July 1, 1900, when he resigned to enter upon his duties as justice of the 
peace, having been elected to that position during the preceding spring. His personal popularity was 
clearly indicated in this election, since he received a majority of three hundred and seventy-three votes, 
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while the head of the ticket upon which his name appeared was defeated by more than four hundred 
votes. Mr. Genebach entered upon the discharge of his official duties on July 4, 1900, and during the 
administration which followed his rulings were in accord with justice and free from partiality, meeting the 
approval of superior courts wherever reviewed. On the completion of his service in the office of justice of 
the peace Mr. Genebach became connected with the International Harvester Company, in their Jackson 
office, as assistant to the manager, and acted in that capacity from 1904 to October, 1907. On October 
7th of the latter year he came to Battle Creek and became connected with Nichols & Shepard Company, 
as correspondent, a position which he still holds. He is also connected with the United Steel and Wire 
Company, formerly the Battle Creek Oven Rack Company, which was organized in Battle Creek, in 
February, 1909, by Mr. Genebach. In April, 1912, this became the United States Steel and Wire 
Company, of which he is now secretary and manager, and to which he gives a part of his time, and during 
the year 1912 a new factory was erected in Battle Creek, at the corner of Burchard Street and Fonda 
Avenue. 
     In politics Mr. Genebach is a staunch supporter of the principles of the Republican Party. For three 
years he was a member of the National Guard of Michigan, and while residing in Jackson belonged to the 
following fraternal organizations: Independent Order of Foresters, which he joined in January, 1897; Elks, 
which he joined in July, 1898; Maccabees, with which he became connected in February, 1900, and 
Jackson Lodge, F. & A. M., with which he affiliated in September, 1901. He was also a member of the 
Jackson City Club, held the office of vice chief ranger of the Foresters, was later elected chief ranger, a 
position which he held for three years, and in February, 1901, was made high chancellor of the high court 
of this order for the western jurisdiction of Michigan. At the present time he belongs to Battle Creek Lodge 
No. 12, F. & A. M., Battle Creek Lodge No. 131, B. P. O. E., and the Country and Athelstan Clubs of 
Battle Creek. With his family, Mr. Genebach attends the Baptist church, and the comfortable modern 
family home is situated at No. 7, North Jay Street. 
     Mr. Genebach was married November 18, 1896, in the city of Jackson, Michigan, to Miss Ida B. 
Stevens, who was born in Titusville, Pennsylvania, daughter of Henry C. Stevens, who was formerly one 
of the leading oil operators of the Keystone state, and is now a resident of Jackson. Mr. and Mrs. 
Genebach have had two children: Carleton Grey, who was born September 16, 1897; and Lowell Burke, 
born October 13, 1898, both of whom are attending the Battle Creek schools. 
 
     The ritual of the Episcopal church will be augmented by affectionate recollections of numberless 
friends and associates at funeral services to be held at 2 o'clock Tuesday afternoon for George J. 
Genebach. The service at St. Thomas Episcopal church, to be conducted by the Rev. William A. Simms. 
pastor, will Include only the formal service. Interment will be made in the family lot at Memorial Park 
cemetery. Since news of Mr. Genebach's sudden death on Saturday April 7, 1945 at his summer lodge 
near Luther in Lake County was received, tributes from many organizations and Individuals have 
emphasized the notable contributions he had made to his community. So quietly had Mr. Genebach 
pursued many of his contributions to public and civic life that even some of his close acquaintances were 
not fully aware of their scope.  
     Only active bearers had been named for the funeral service tomorrow, comprising close friends and 
business associates. They are Goddie Phillipps, Glenn O. Hoffhines, Claude Warburton, Frank E. 
Bechmann, Glenn O. Cross and Charles Cinder. The body will not lie in state at the church, but friends 
will be received at the Shaw funeral home until 1 o'clock Tuesday afternoon. It was announced today that 
the offices and plants of the United Steel 4. Wire Co., of which Mr. Genebach was the founder and 
president, will be closed all day tomorrow. The Michigan National bank, of which Mr. Genebach was vice 
chairman of the board, will close at 1 p. m. Tuesday for the remainder of the day. The board of 
supervisors will meet as scheduled at 10:30 o'clock Tuesday morning, but William Bemer of Albion, 
chairman, said an adjournment would be taken at noon and that the session probably would be resumed 
on Wednesday. Mr. Genebach is a former chairman of the supervisors and at the time of his death was 
serving as chairman of the board ways and means committee. Expressions of regret over Mr. Genebach's 
sudden death were universal today at the United Steel L Wire Co., from top executives through the rank 
and file of employees.  
     Charles H. Babcock. secretary-treasurer of the company, has had the longest business association 
with Mr. Genebach. He Joined the company and served as its office force while the business was still 
located in the building of the old Kneeland Engine Co., now occupied by the King Seed Co., near the 
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lower mill pond. That was in 1912, the year that the company moved to its present location m Fonda 
Avenue. "Our long association has been most pleasant." said Mr. Babcock. 'Mr. Genebach was the type 
of efficient executive who passed along some of his responsibilities to his associates." Charles Secord, 
plant foreman who joined the company in 1914, Is the next oldest veteran. His association with the firm 
has been interrupted by only one year, in 1928-9. Under direction of Glenn D. Lake, president of Local 
No. 374. UAW-CIO, at the plant, employees today arranged for a beautiful blanket of roses. "We all felt 
close to Mr. Genebach and he was a frequent visitor in all departments of the plant." said Mr. Lake. "A 
little thing like grease was never any bar to a cordial handshake from him. His passing has brought 
genuine sorrow to all employees." 
     An important contribution made by Mr. Genebach while a member of the city commission was 
recalled today by J. W. Murphy. Jr., who served a mayor during those four years from 1933 to 1937. "Mr. 
Genebach and Joseph McAuliffe were elected commissioners at the same time I was elected mayor and 
we were all reelected in 1935." said Mr. Murphy. "Mr. Genebach was in charge of accounts and finance at 
one of the most difficult tunes in the city's history. Despite the depression and the fact that outstanding 
bonds fell due in record-breaking amounts. Mr. Genebach was largely instrumental in the 
accomplishment of greatly reducing the city's debt." Scores of tributes and recollections of incidents in Mr. 
Genebach's life were received today by the Enquirer and News. Among them were: Mayor Bernard E. 
Godde "I regarded Mr. Genebach as one of my closest friends. I often went to him for advice and always 
found him most gracious and considerate of everyone. Battle Creek has lost a public-spirited citizen and 
leader." Glenn O. Hoffhines, senior vice president, Michigan National bank "Here at the bank we had 
learned to rely on his judgment and Mr. Genebach made a notable contribution to the policies which we 
follow. My own association with him goes back only eight years, but during that time I have learned to 
appreciate those qualities which were clearly discerned by those who had known him much longer " 
William E. Bemer of Albion, chairman of the board of supervisors "Supervisor Genebach will be missed in 
the counsels of the board. I consider him to have been the outstanding member on the board. He held the 
high regard, respect and confidence of the entire board."  
     Ernest C. Rice, president of Chamber of Commerce "I have known Mr. Genebach since he became 
a resident of Battle Creek and have been associated with him in many activities, including the city 
commission, board of supervisors and in airport development. His counsel and advice will be missed not 
only by the chamber, but by our entire community." Arch R. Flannery, director of civic recreation "Mr. 
Genebach was the founder of civic recreation in Battle Creek and my association with him in tins activity 
goes back to 1922. Since he organized tile Civic Recreation association. Ins interest in it had continued 
without interruption. I know that the city is appreciative of the head start he gave the community through 
the organization that has developed into our civic recreation department." F. Campbell Bowers, president 
of the Rotary club - We were neighbors and friends for 40 years. Mr. Genebach was a number of the 
Rotary club for a quarter of a century and the members of Rotary will miss his friendly greeting and line 
cooperative spirit. He will be missed also by those of us who had the pleasure of serving with him on the 
board of the Michigan National bank. The passing of such an outstanding personality is a severe loss and 
I will always cherish the memory of this fine friend and neighbor." 
     Thomas F. Arnett, president, Calhoun County Bar association - "Though net engaged in the practice 
of law. Mr. Genebach maintained his interest in the bar association and attended our meetings regularly. 
He is listed by the bar on the 'retired' membership, but this means only that he was not in law practice. 
Actually, he was a trustee and his advice and counsel were regarded highly." John A. Wagner, president, 
board of education "Members of the board were shocked by the news of Mr. Genebach's death. In earlier 
years he proved to be a hard-working member of the board. Just as he gave his lull efforts to whatever he 
undertook. He was able and courageous, never being afraid to step out and grapple with Issues." T. Ben 
Johnston. Boy Scout executive "Mr. Genebach gave our organization the first registered charter of a Boy 
Scout troop In Battle Creek, of which he was the scoutmaster. He was of greatest assistance to us all 
through the years. He was the kind of a man who has never declined to help whenever called upon." 
Charles Binder, merchant and director of the Michigan National bank - "I have known Mr. Genebach ever 
since he arrived in Battle Creek 38 years ago. I regard myself as one of his oldest friends and we have 
had a long association at the bank. He was congenial, able and conscientious." Robert W. Keith, 
chairman, city planning commission - "News of Mr. Genebach's death has come as a blow to every 
citizen. Though not a member of our commission, he rendered invaluable service on the airport and 
railroad crossing committees. We have lost a valued member of our community." 
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     The will of George J. Genebach. which was admitted to probate at Marshall yesterday afternoon 
April 13, 1945, direct that except for four specific bequest his entire estate shall be placed in trust for his 
two sons and their survivors. No estimate was made of the value of the estate. Mr. Genebach, founder 
and president of the United Steel & Wire Co. and energetic civic worker in Battle Creek for nearly 40 
years, died unexpectedly a week ago today at his fishing lodge near Luther in Lake County. He made his 
will July 13, 1944. 
     Cash bequests of $500 each were made to three of Mr. Genebach personal employees. Charles P. 
Archer, caretaker, and Mae H. Allen, housekeeper, at the West Michigan Avenue residence, and Harry J. 
Smith, caretaker at Mr. Genebach's farm in Pennfield Township. Mr. Genebach collection of old firearms, 
a library on Gen. George A. Custer and numerous other items, were bequeathed to his grandson, Lieut. 
Larry Genebach, now an observation pilot serving in Germany. The will slated that this bequest was 
made because this grandson "has shown an interest in it and to which he has made some contribution." 
The two sons, Carleton G. Genebach and Lowell B. Genebach and the Michigan National bank are made 
co-executors. Two trust funds are to be set up, one for each of the sons, and detailed stipulation as to 
their operation are provided. 
     Apart from Mr. Genebach's collections, all of his personal effects, including his automobile, horses 
household furniture and other items were left to the two sons, to be divided as they agree. The trust set 
up for the two on are identical, providing annual Income and to be distributed as they respectively reach 
the age of S5 years. In the meantime, it is directed that they shall receive both an income and a portion of 
the principal. If the sons should die before attaining that age, the trust are to continue for the benefit of 
their heirs. 
 
      June 30, 1946 - If Battle Creek's late industrialist and student of western history, George J. 
Genebach, were alive today, he would undoubtedly derive great amusement from learning that 
Tombstone, Arizona, is experiencing a second "boom" as a health center. Any conception of Tombstone 
as a health center is amusing in an ironical way, for the story of Its birth and its infant years reveals that a 
man's health then depended on his ability to wield a six-gun.  Mr. Genebach died April 7, 1945, four 
months before Tombstone's Medical center was established. But four years before that, in 1941, he had 
purchased the land known as the O. K. Corral to preserve it as an historical landmark. At the time, Mr. 
Genebach’s enthusiasm over the historical value of the land was not shared by the Tombstone city 
council. 
     However, in late 1945, the city council of Tombstone wrote Lowell B. Genebach, Sr., and Carlton G. 
Genebach, his sons, asking that the city of Tombstone be allowed to repurchase the land. The 
transaction was made involving a "token consideration from the city" but with the stipulation that the land 
was to be used only as a memorial park and not to be resold to private Interests for any purpose. That 
was in accordance with the late Mr. Genebach's desires.  
     That would seem to have been a wise proviso in the light of subsequent events. Prom a 1940 
census population of 822 persons, Tombstone has now boomed to an estimated 2.500. The population 
doubled in the last eight months. Tombstone's inhabitable dwellings have all been bought up and Its 
outskirts are dotted with trailers. The boom Is a healthy one and the reason for it is health. Recent rapid 
advances in the use of chlorine gas at the Tombstone Medical center, pioneer in the treatment of sinus 
and arthritis, have brought sufferers from these afflictions in hordes. The trek is being made from all of the 
43 states and Canada, New Zealand, and the Canal Zone. Rooms in the Tombstone courthouse and Jail 
which, given voice, could tell stories of life-and-death trials, are now being renovated as hotel 
accommodations. "The toughest town on earth in the 1830's no longer reeds a Jail." Mayor John P. 
Geacoma said recently. He anticipates that the health boom may return the population of Tombstone to 
the 15,000 figure it enjoyed soon after Ed Schieffelin discovered silver there in 1877. Health seekers who 
walk in the sun and breathe in the dry air of this desert town will see only a few mute testimonies to an 
era when violence was accepted and many "died with their boots on." There is the "Welcome to 
Tombstone and Boothill Graveyard" sign which stands outside the city's limits. There Is the tombstone 
inscribed "Dan Dowd, Red Sample, Tex Howard, Bill DeLaney, Dan Kelly legally hanged 1884." And there 
is the "O. K. Corral" which Mr. Genebach and his sons established for posterity's curio seekers.  
     The story of George J. Genebach's interest in Tombstone is reflected in his large collection of 
western stories, history, and data which Lowell B. and Carleton G. Genebach inherited along with U. S. 
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Steel and Wire Co., from their father, its founder. What led to Mr. Genebach's purchase of the O. K. 
Corral was not so much the famous gun battle that occurred there in 1881 as his interest in the life story 
of one of its participants, Wyatt Earp, frontiersman and later U. S. marshal. Wyatt Earp was born In Illinois 
in 1849. He drifted west in his youth to become a buffalo hunter and professional gambler. Impeccable in 
character and tough in physical and moral strain, Earp became "the law" in Wichita, which was as "hard 
boiled" as any town east of the Missouri. His fists and guns later quelled the unruly in Dodge City where 
he was marshal from 1877 to 1879. 
     Tradition has it that Earp was "never licked" in battle. His courage was undebatable. He was an 
expert shot in the days when shooting was an art practiced for self-preservation. His search for more 
dangerous living led him farther and farther west and the towns behind him became divested of outlaws 
and settled into comparative quiet. He came to Tombstone, like 12.000 others, to compete for a fortune in 
silver. He was persuaded to become U. S. marshal and. armed with this commission and a pair of 
"shooters." he entered the Tombstone scene in December. 1879. He was not alone, however. His 
brother, Virgil was town marshal and his brother Morgan, a deputy. "Doc" Holliday, a consumptive dentist 
who was a cold-blooded killer and expert shot, aligned himself with the three because he "took a fancy to 
'em."  
     A gun battle that still lives as one of the most violent the west ever saw took place on the morning of 
October 26, 1881. A long feud had existed between the participants. Ike and Billy Clanton with their 
cohorts, Billy Claiborne and Frank and Tom McLowery. were responsible for a long series of stagecoach 
hold-ups and other unlawful deeds. The Earps were on their trail. It converged to the point where it 
became "a question of them or us." The Clantons let it be known that they were going to "run Earp and 
his pack out of town." Word got to Wyatt Earp and he and his two brothers plus Doc Holliday sought out 
the outlaws at the O. K. Corral where they were waiting to do battle. Marshal Virgil Earp advanced to the 
line of waiting outlaws and told them they were under arrest. What happened thereafter has been argued 
for six decades yet it was over in a matter of 30 seconds or less. 
     Frank McLowery and Billy Clanton fired first upon Wyatt Earp but as their bullets rustled through his 
clothing, his first slug caught Frank above the belt buckle. As Clanton fired twice more at Wyatt, Morgan 
winged Clanton's gun arm. Claiborne fired twice at Virgil, missed, and dashed for cover, firing and missing 
as he ran. Tom McLowery's second shot got Morgan Earp in the left shoulder. Clanton, hit in the arm, 
continued to fire with his left hand. But slugs from the guns of Morgan and Virgil put him out of battle.  
     As Ike Clanton broke for cover, Tom McLowery fired again. But a double charge of buckshot from 
the sawed-off Wells-Fargo shotgun of Doc Holliday brought McLowery to earth and Wyatt Earp tagged 
him with a six-gun slug.  Frank McLowery, severely wounded, but fighting, aimed at Holliday. But 
Holliday dropped the shotgun and plumped McLowery through the heart with his favorite nickel-plated 
revolver. At the same time, a bullet fired by Morgan Earp caught Frank Just behind the ears. Virgil Earp 
and Billy Clanton still were fighting it out. Firing on the run, Clanton caught Virgil in the leg, but bullets 
from the guns of Virgil and Wyatt brought Billy down, to die a few seconds later. The battle was over. Tom 
and Frank McLowery were dead. Billy Clanton was dying. Claiborne and Ike Clanton had run away. Virgil 
and Morgan Earp had ugly but not serious wounds. Doc Holliday had merely a scratch. Wyatt Earp's 
clothing was bullet-riddled but he was untouched. Four of the outlaws had fired 17 shots, scoring three 
hits, none serious. The Earps and Holliday had fired 17 shots, also, but to better advantage. Thirteen of 
them had been hits. 
     Later Morgan Earp was shot from the dark while playing pool. He died. Virgil Earp. shot in similar 
fashion, was crippled for life. Wyatt Earp and Doc Holliday "went out-side the law" to avenge the murder 
of Morgan. All left Tombstone. Wyatt Earp went to the Pacific coast and Doc Holliday died in bed, 
coughing his life away while he mused over the irony of death by disease after escape from death in all 
his gun battles. This is one of the many gun battles contained in the Genebach collection of the west. It 
will live in print. And for the townspeople and tourists who flock to Tombstone the O. K. Corral will forever 
remain, thanks to George J. Genebach and his heirs who saw to it. Mr. Genebach spent more than two 
decades of his life in research on General George A. Custer. "Custer's Last Stand" are words that every 
schoolboy knows. But Mr. Genebach's extensive studies of Custer's last battle won him membership in 
one of the nation's most select "clubs" - "The Custer Battle field Students" whose members number only a 
dozen or so. Mr. Genebach made five trips to the Custer battlefield where he studied, mapped, measured 
and photographed that area.

     March 14, 1928 - Benjamin Klager, superintendent of school at Manistee, pleaded guilty to a charge 
of assault and battery on Ernest Kihuke, 19 years old, a student.  Kihuke charged Klager attacked him in 
the superintendent's office, following an argument about Kihuke’s pay for running the school moving 
picture machine, pushing him through a window pane and striking him with his fist. Klager paid a fine and 
cost of $3.50. 
 
     Bay City, Feb. 14, 1948 - Benjamin Klager, Superintendent of Schools here for 12 years, was in 
effect dismissed today as the Board of Education failed to renew his contract. A motion to give Klager a 
new three-year contract was defeated 6 to 1 by the seven-man board at its meeting Friday night. The 
Superintendents current term will be completed July 1. A wrangle between Klager and the Board over 
school policies has been going on since last year's election when a new group gained control of the 
Board. Only one Board member who supported the Superintendent has remained in office. The School 
Board charged Klager with failure "to co-operate properly with the teaching staff, destroying the efficiency 
of the system." 
 
     April 23, 1948 - Charles B. Park, 46-year-old Mt. Pleasant school superintendent, is the new head of 
the Bay City school system.  His appointment effective July 1 was announced today by Bourke W. 
Lodewyk, president of the board of education. He replaces Benjamin Klager. The board refused to renew 
Klager’s contract last February 13, charging lack of confidence between Klager and the board and lack of 
cooperation between the administration and the teaching staff.  Klager's salary was $7,500 a year.  He 
came to Bay City in 1936 from Manistee.

Church. lie also has been a 
long-time board member of the Episcopal Diocese of Western Michigan, where he was a trustee for the 
Bishop Whittmore Foundation. As general chairman of the Religion in American Life (RIAL) program here 
in 1962, he was instrumental in starting the publishing of daily front page prayers in the Enquirer and 
News for several years. 
     Active in Republican politics for many decades, he was an early supporter of George Romney, 
serving as regional director of Romney's Citizens for Michigan Group and on a cabinet committee during 
the gubernatorial campaign. Other community activities ranged from heading a Community Chest 
Campaign to serving on the boards of Community Concert Association, Battle Creek Symphony, 
Michigan National Bank, the Battle Creek Area Development Corp. the Chamber of Commerce, Calhoun 
County Tax Allocation, and the United Health Welfare Fund of Michigan, while also serving as chairman 
of its Calhoun County group. Though Genebach is no longer connected with the company founded by his 
father, he is still far from retired. After selling the firm in 1959 to Debco Corp. of Chicago, a holding 
company, he continued as president for two years and then remained on its board of directors until 
"retiring" in 1964. 
     Meanwhile, the Genebachs in 1962 had purchased Pilot, Inc., which makes trailer hitches and tow-
bar units, and keep regular office hours there. To this day, Genebach is considered to be one of U-M's 
biggest boosters and football fans. He played varsity quarterback and right halfback on the 1917 and 
1918 football teams. His eyes twinkle as he talks about his coach, the legendary Fielding Yost, and his 
biggest thrill calling the plays against Cornell and piling up a 42-0 score against the then-powerful Big 
Reds. 
     After graduation, Genebach joined his father's business but continued his interest in athletics. He 
played semipro ball, assisted Battle Creek Central High School football coaches Tommy Thompson and 
Jimmy Bryant and for two years was baseball coach. Another extra-curricular activity that covered a 
quarter century was officiating at high school and college football and basketball games. Highlight was 
serving as lineman for the famous Army-Notre Dame game at Yankee Stadium in 1946, when the score 
was 0 to 0. 
     A Civil War buff and collector, Genebach also has an abiding interest in the OK Corral in Tombstone, 
Arizona. His father, the late George Genebach, bought the corral in 1936 to preserve it for posterity. After 
his father's death in 1944, Genebach gave the historical site to the City of Tombstone for a token fee and 
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the provision that the corral would be used only as a memorial park and not be resold to a private interest 
for any purpose. Even with all their involvement here, the Genebachs visit the corral periodically, just to 
be sure it is being preserved as a bit of the past for future generations like their eight grandchildren and 
one great-grandchild.

In school he was known as someone who was outgoing and friendly, and as a student at Grand Rapids 
South High School he was known as the class flirt.  Right after graduating from high school in 1955, 
Norm went on to Grand Rapids Junior College and then transferred to Western Michigan University where 
earned his bachelor’s degree in business.  
     Not to be forgotten during Norm’s years in high school was his introduction to the young woman who 
would later steal his heart. Her name was Lois Hoffman, and although they didn’t date in high school they 
did begin dating after he stopped in at the telephone company where she worked while he was a college 
student. They were married at Second Congregational Church in Grand Rapids in 1959 just a week after 
Norm graduated from Western Michigan University.  Norm’s strong work ethic began during his earliest 
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years in the workforce when he began working in gas stations and doing other odd jobs as a young 
teenager. He even put himself through college selling diamonds and pots and pans. As a young 
newlywed Norm worked at Old Kent Bank and Trust Company before settling in at GE Financial where he 
remained for 13 years.  
     After learning the ins and out of his career in Farmington, Norm and Lois returned to Grand Rapids 
where they settled into a home on N. Park Lane Dr. N.E.. It was there that they raised their three sons: 
Gregory, Charles, and James. Norm made one final career move to a firm that was a division of Xerox 
Corporation. He enjoyed a successful career there as the local office manager. Norm and Lois joined 
Second Congregational Church where they were actively involved over the years.  
     Being with his family was always a priority in Norm’s life. He was an active father who was involved 
in the Boy Scouts when his boys were in the program, and he was also there for their school activities as 
well. Summers often found them camping in a travel trailer as a family to places throughout Northern 
Michigan and also to other locations around the country like Yellowstone National Park, Mt. Rushmore, 
and Florida. As a family the Ginebaughs enjoyed golfing on the course at the Elks Country Club where 
they were members, and it was not uncommon for the family to gather around the campfire that Norm 
often made in the backyard.  
     Throughout his life Norm was a man of many interests. His family appreciated his cooking, especially 
his mac and cheese, and his neighbors fully appreciated his abundant vegetable garden. Norm liked 
fishing and took several fishing trips up North, and he also liked cross country skiing. After he retired at 
the age of 55 he and Lois headed to Alabama for a month during the winter in their motor home or fifth 
wheel. Norm also had more time for the game he loved - golf. He was an active Kiwanian and was 
awarded the honor of "Kiwanian of the Year". He was known for concluding the Kiwanis meetings with a 
bit of wisdom or encouragement called "A Notable Quotable".  
    Norm’s life was forever changed when he heard a voice tell him to spend his time helping others while 
he was driving home one day. His efforts began by bringing joy to the patients at DeVos Children’s 
Hospital where he was known as Grandpa Norm or Santa at Christmas time. Norm also worked as a 
volunteer at Lincoln School where he sponsored a pancake breakfast to help bring some added money 
into their fund for school furnishings. During this time he also began collecting surplus food to distribute to 
places in need such as Other Way Ministries with his fellow Kiwanian, Frank Churchill. In 1999 Norm 
began delivering food to St. John’s Home and he also worked with the kids who lived there. Grandpa 
Norm is how he was usually known there as well, and as Santa during the holidays he always made sure 
that every child received a gift. A day of service typically found him leaving the house shortly after 
breakfast and heading to local grocery stores that had surplus food waiting for him. Norm then spent a 
good part of the day delivering the food to various pantries and ministries in the community. Norm also 
donated a total of more than 21 gallons of blood over the years.  
     Although Norm was always a humble man, his efforts didn’t go unnoticed. He was awarded with the 
Family Futures Booker T. Washington Volunteer Award for his service to children as well as the Humana 
Starlight Award for his volunteer work with Access of West Michigan, Kids food Basket, and the Salvation 
Army’s Booth Family Services and the Daily Points of Light. Norm was a finalist in the Senior Volunteer of 
the Year race for the 2012 Governor’s Service Awards.  Life became more difficult for Norm and his 
loved ones when he was diagnosed with cancer just this past spring, but his faith, courage, and optimism 
never wavered.  A generous, compassionate, and vibrant man, Norman Ginebaugh was a treasure in the 
lives of those too numerous to count. His family, whether through bloodlines or heart strings, was his 
greatest gift. The timeless legacy Norm leaves behind will be carried on by the loved ones he cherished 
most.

     Los Angeles - A search-and-rescue team found the body of a missing Ojai woman at the bottom of a 
steep ravine north of Ojai on Monday afternoon April 5, 1999, close to her mangled black Jeep, 
authorities said. Coroner's investigator Jim Wingate identified the woman as Amy (Niethammer) Ellington, 
a 31-year-old mother who was reported missing Saturday by family members. Wingate said she 
apparently died in a single-vehicle accident. Ellington left her Ojai home the day before to drive to a 
relative's home in Pleasanton. It appears her Jeep veered off the road near the Pine Mountain summit 
and plunged 500 feet down a cliff, Wingate said. An autopsy will be performed today, he said. Ellington 
was reported missing after she failed to arrive at the relative's residence. She was driving to the Northern 
California community alone, authorities said. A sheriff's helicopter crew searching for Ellington spotted the 
Jeep around 1:45 p.m., officials said. Wingate said Ellington was married and had children, but he didn't 
have any additional information. 
 
     After Amy Ellington's car tumbled 500 feet off California 33 nearly two years ago, her husband 
wanted assurance no one else would die the same way.When a settlement was reached last week, Chad 
Ellington finally felt relief.  Although the California Department of Transportation is not bound to build a 
guardrail or wall along the road, attorneys for both sides said something most likely will be constructed to 
make the road safer."Nothing is going to bring Amy back, but when they build something that could save 
someone else's family this pain, that is the only consolation I have," said Ellington, a Goleta resident who 
lived in Ojai when his wife died. "I don't allow anyone I know to drive that road the way it is." 
     On April 2, 1999, Amy Ellington's car slid on a patch of ice and went over the cliff near Pine 
Mountain Summit. Attorneys say Ellington, 31, was traveling about 25 mph on her way to visit her son, 
who was staying with her mother in Livermore.Several hours later, Chad Ellington received a call from his 
wife's mother, who was wondering why Amy had not arrived.Ellington spent the next three days looking 
for his wife, driving past the spot of the accident at least eight times, he said."I wasn't given the chance to 
save her because I didn't know where she was," he said. "She could have been lying down there for two 
days waiting for me." 
     On one drive along the road, Ellington said, he was driving about 5 mph and his wheels slid on the 
same patch of ice. At least two other area residents contacted him saying they had problems at the same 
spot.In addition to the barrier, Ellington and the couple's three children will receive $2 million from the 
state. Half the money will go toward an education fund to help the children pay for college. The other half 
will pay Ellington $1,000 a month for the rest of his life. The children will have the same arrangement 
when they reach 21.  Ellington said any type of barrier might have saved his wife by giving rescue 
workers an indication of the accident site. 
     Caltrans attorneys said a guardrail at the site would seem to be a good idea, but added there are 
structural difficulties.A guardrail would make the road more dangerous by narrowing it, said David 
Simmes, deputy chief counsel for Caltrans."We don't know what will go in there . . . there may be some 
other solution," he said. "We are looking at other options besides a guardrail to keep the road in safe 
condition for people who drive responsibly."Geoff Wells, attorney for the Ellington family, said he believes 
Caltrans will build a barrier at the accident site because the agency has acknowledged there is a 
problem."There is inadequate protection at that corner for a driver that might encounter black ice," Wells 
said. "A lady died, and a number of other people had near-misses. They have to do something, because 
it's definitely dangerous."

Community mourning loss of nine-year-old boy hit by car 
     One week ago today, 9-year-old Shawn Niethammer was in his fourth grade class at Vintage Hills 
Elementary School. Come Monday, his seat was noticeably empty.  The Pleasanton boy was hit by a car Oct. 6 
as he rolled out of a driveway on his bicycle in the 700 block of Palomino Drive--just a few blocks from where he 
lived, police said. The driver of the Lincoln SUV, a 53-year-old man, was heading eastbound on Palomino, just 
east of Norton Way to visit a friend nearby.  It happened at 5:37 p.m. and as the collision threw the boy from his 
bicycle, he sustained injuries to his neck and spine that later proved to be fatal. He was wearing a safety helmet 
at the time.  The driver immediately stopped at the scene of the accident and has been fully cooperating with 
police, according to Sgt. Michael Collins.  No charges have been filed against the man and Collins said 
according to normal procedure, the case will eventually be forwarded to the county district attorney. 
     The vehicle was traveling at or slightly above the posted 25 mph speed limit, which isn't uncommon because 
on average, 15 percent of motorists drive slightly above the posted speed limit, Collins said.  As of press time, 
the police department was withholding the driver's name.  Collins said it's been years since a tragic event like 
this has happened in Pleasanton, but cautioned that incidents like these could potentially happen at any time. 
     "Almost every parent has had a kid go darting into the street and but for the grace of God nothing has 
happened," he said. "Unfortunately in this case, that's not what happened. It appears to be a momentary lapse of 
judgement."  The bright and fun-loving 9-year-old will be best remembered by his loved ones as someone who 
loved to play sports and who always had a smile on his face.  "He wanted to be friends with everybody," said his 
father, Darrin Niethammer. "He had a laugh that was so contagious that it would make anyone laugh. He was my 
little buddy and my life."  Niethammer said Shawn was riding his bicycle from his mother's house to a friend's 
house just a few blocks away. When he discovered the friend wasn't home, he headed back out of the friend's 
driveway where the accident occurred.  "That area seems to have a lot of school traffic for kids," Niethammer 
said. "I would like to see some speed bumps in there because it doesn't only stop speeding, but it makes people 
look too." 
     Shawn's step-father Pat Simon said he will always cherish the times he used to take him to Callippe 
Preserve Golf Course to play golf or the times he would take him along on his handyman trips to people's homes 
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to make housecalls.  "He would do anything for anybody and would always put other people first and at 9, you 
wouldn't think that," said mother Veronica Simon.  She said she's been overwhelmed by the outpouring of 
support from the community.  "So many people that we don't even know have come over and offered their 
condolences and brought meals and you don't know what a wonderful community you have unfortunately until 
something like this happens," she said. 
     Ron Hyde, a close friend of Pat Simon's has set up a bank account at the Bank of Walnut Creek at 249 Main 
St., titled "The Shawn Neithammer Memorial Fund for the Benefit of Youth Golf." Donations will go towards 
benefiting youths in golf camps who would otherwise not be able to afford them. The 9-year-old participated in 
the youth golf program this past summer at Callippe.  At Shawn's school, efforts are under way to memorialize 
him as well as help his family, according to Vintage Hills Principal Carolyn Parker.  Extra counselors were 
brought on campus to talk to students and parents about the incident. The students in Kasey Poet's fourth grade 
class have already found ways to remember their classmate, Parker said.  Students are given a number that 
corresponds with where their name falls in alphabetical order and that number is used on homework and class 
assignments. Shawn's number was 20, and students asked that they "retire" his number so as to never forget 
him. 
     The school has also set up a bank account for charitable donations at Fremont Bank, 6654 Koll Center 
Parkway, Ste. 345. Anyone who wants to make a donation can either go to the bank or drop off a donation at 
Vintage Hills. The account is titled "The Shawn Niethammer Memorial Fund." The bank can be reached at 417-
7671.  Some parents have also sent out e-mails to city officials and local businesses to solicit donations to help 
defray the funeral costs for the family. 
     To honor Shawn's love of baseball, Vintage Hills will host a baseball drive in which students can bring in 
new or used baseball equipment that will be sent to an organization that will donate the supplies to needy 
Cambodian children.  "I think Shawn would be happy to know that there would be a lot of kids with this 
equipment that they can play baseball with," Parker said.  The school plans to have a memorial sometime next 
month.
