The future of our great commonwealth depends upon the stability and integrity of 
the young people of today, and among those who are contributing to the general progress is the 
gentleman whose name introduces these paragraphs and whose life thus far has been crowned with 
success. One of the young and enterprising agriculturists of Lansing Township, Ingham County, his 
pleasant estate is located on section 7, where he is the fortunate owner of seventy-six acres of fine land. 
He has embellished his farm with a commodious residence of modern style of architecture, and elegantly 
furnished with everything that can contribute to the comfort of the household. Mr. Stabler devotes 
considerable attention to the breeding of stock and has large barns and good stabling, as well as other 
outbuildings which a progressive farmer now deems essential to the proper management of his estate. 
     Mr. Stabler is now in the early prime of life, having been born January 28, I860. His parents. Charles 
and Barbara (Roller) Stabler, were natives of Germany, and possessed those qualities of thrift and energy 
which are prominent characteristics of that nation.

     Oct. 20, 1933 - Six lives have been lost, five of them directly as a result of construction of the Logan street 
viaduct, and one apparently an indirect result of the bridge job. Five bridge workers were killed in collapse of a 
cofferdam when the bridge was being built and Richard F. Rey, city bridge engineer during the construction 

project, ended his own life recently. It was believed that he had worried over testifying in the case although it was 
said that he had been cleared-of any blame. The city was represented in the federal court suit by Raudabaugh 
and Alva M. Cummins, prominent Lansing attorney. The bridge company was represented by the Lansing law 

firm of Shields, Silsbee, Ballard & Jennings. 
 
     Richard F. Rey, 34, former city bridge engineer, committed suicide at his home, 311 West Maple Street, 

shortly before 11 o’clock Saturday morning Oct. 7, 1933. He took his life with a .12-gauge shotgun, shooting 
himself in the head. Mr. Rey's act was attributed to the fact that he was cue to take the stand in the suit of the 
Folwell Engineering company against the city. As bridge engineer he designed the Logan Street bridge and 

grade separation, which were built by this firm. During the construction a cofferdam collapsed, five men losing 
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their lives. Mr. Rey had been at the trial for six weeks, but had not been called to the witness stand. He had, 
according to Richard Raudabaugh, city attorney, who is handling the case, been cleared of any responsibility or 

negligence in planning the structure. He was to take the stand Friday, but on Thursday Collins Thornton, 
employed in the city engineer's office and another witness at the trial, which is being heard in federal court in 
Detroit, noticed that Rey was not himself and spoke to Mr. Raudabaugh about it.  Mr. Raudabaugh said that he 

went to Rey's room and went over the case with him, and at the conclusion of their talk said that there was 
nothing to cause the witness to worry. Shortly before noon Friday, however, Rey said that he could not testify 
during the afternoon, and court was adjourned with Rey due to take the witness stand next Wednesday. He rode 

home with Mr. Raudabaugh and Mr. Thornton, with Thornton driving, and said that he felt all right when he 
reached Lansing. He had previously said that he would be able to take the stand when court resumed again.  
City officials and employees were shocked by the tragedy, as Mr. Rey had long been associated with the city 

engineer's department. When the staff was reduced some time ago, with no bridge construction planned 
immediately, he lost his employment with the city, but had been employed recently by the state highway 
department. 

     According to Coroner Ray Gorsline Mr. Rey got up Saturday morning, went downstairs to the kitchen, and 
then returned to his room, where he kept his shotgun and the ammunition for the gun. The sound of the shot 
soon followed. Mr. Rey was a graduate of Central high school and Michigan State college. Mr. Rey is survived by 

his father, Herman Rey, and a brother, Clarence, both living at the Maple Street address.

     Austin Frederick Burdick, A.B., M.D. The medical profession of Michigan is worthily and capably 
represented at Lansing by Dr. Austin Frederick Burdick, whose comprehensive training, inherent ability 
and high achievements have placed him in a foremost position among the men of his honored calling in 
this state. Doctor Burdick is a native son of Lansing, born March 23, 1878, and is descended from two 
Michigan pioneer families. His father, Ichabod Burdick, was born at Allen's Prairie, Michigan, November 
15, 1833, a son of Ambrose S. Burdick, a native of New York state, born February 9, 1807. The 
grandfather came to Michigan during pioneer days, taking up government land, but in later life removed to 
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Lansing. His wife, Margaret G., whom he married in New York, was born in the Empire state, December 
19, 1808. The mother of Doctor Burdick bore the maiden name of Mary Yeiter, and was born in Ohio, 
February 17, 1840, a daughter of Frederick and Elizabeth (Brock) Yeiter, natives of Germany, the former 
born July 1, 1811, and the latter May 5, 1817. They were married in the United States, were early settlers 
of Ohio, and came to Lansing in about the year 1850. The parents of Doctor Burdick were married at 
Lansing, March 26, 1857, and seven years ago celebrated their fiftieth, or Golden, anniversary, and both 
are still living and enjoying the best of physical health and unimpaired mental faculties. The father learned 
the furniture maker's trade in his youth, and was engaged at this occupation until the outbreak of the Civil 
War, at which time he enlisted in Company A, Twentieth Regiment, Michigan Volunteer Infantry. He saw 
some very active service and at one time was taken prisoner by the enemy and confined for five months 
in Salsbury Prison. At the close of hostilities Mr. Burdick returned to the peaceful pursuits of his trade, 
was very successful in his business ventures, and of late years has concentrated his energies upon 
looking after his property interests. a department store, and china and glass dealers everywhere have to 
contend against the keen competition of these general stores. For this reason, where a successful 
individual business of this kind is found, its very existence and prosperity are a splendid tribute to the 
energy and commercial judgment of its proprietor.' 
     Dr. Austin F. Burdick secured his early education in the Lansing public schools, and was graduated 
from the high school here in 1896. He was president of his class in both sophomore and senior years, 
and in his junior year was chairman of the Junior Exhibition Committee, which committee was the founder 
of the plan to hold the junior exhibition in the opera house, and which has since become an annual event 
of much importance to the students and interest to the general public. After leaving high school Doctor 
Burdick spent one year in the drug store of his brother-in-law, Dr. Turner, at Webberville, Michigan, but in 
1897 resumed his studies as a student in the University of Michigan, taking the full course of six years in 
one year less than that time, and was graduated with the class of 1901, receiving the degree of Bachelor 
of Arts. He was graduated from the medical department of the same school with the class of 1902, 
receiving the degree of Doctor of Medicine, and at once entered practice at Webberville, there spending 
one year. Following this he was located at Perry, Michigan, for three months, and next went to Beloit, 
Wisconsin, where he was engaged, in a special practice in diseases of the eye, ear, nose and throat, until 
May, 1912, when he returned to his old home at Lansing. Here he has firmly established himself in his 
profession as a specialist. Doctor Burdick has never ceased to be a close and assiduous student. He has 
taken post-graduate work at the New York City Eye and Ear Infirmary, at the Chicago Polyclinic, at the 
Royal London Ophthalmic Hospital and at the Central London Nose and Throat Hospital, London, 
England. At this writing (June 20, 1914), he is preparing to attend the annual meeting of the American 
Medical Association, at Atlantic City, New Jersey, following which he will go abroad to London, England, 
to pass the balance of the summer at the two institutions above named. It is his intention also to attend 
the clinical congress of North American Surgeons, to be held in London. 
     Doctor Burdick is a member of the Ingham County Medical Society, the Michigan State Medical 
Society and the American Medical Association. His fraternal connections include membership in the 
Independent Order of Odd Fellows. On June 10, 1903, Doctor Burdick married Jessie Stabler, who was 
born in Clinton county, Michigan, daughter of Charles and Carrie (Goodrich) Stabler, and they have two 
children: Arlene Adell and Elgeva June, aged respectively, nine and four years. 
 
     Dr. Austin F. Burdick, 81, S. River Rd., Grand Ledge, former Lansing resident, died Monday evening 
Jan. 4, 1960 at a Perrinton convalescent home following an extended illness.  Born in Lansing March 23, 
1878, Dr. Burdick was long prominent in the medical profession. A graduate of the University of Michigan 
medical school in 1902, he commenced practice at Beloit, Wisconsin, returning to Lansing in 1912 where 
he continued his specialty practice in eye, ear, nose and throat. He undertook advanced study in London, 
England prior to the outbreak of World War I.  Before his retirement in 1941 he was a member of the 
Eaton County Medical Society, a senior member of the Academy of Ophthalmology and Otolaryngology, 
Southwestern Michigan Triological society, and American Association for the Advancement of Science. 
For a period of 10 years he served as an associate editor of the Michigan Eye, Ear, Nose and Throat, a 
monthly publication. 
     Surviving are his widow, Jessie S., two daughters, Mrs. Arlene Sevener of Napa, California, and Mrs. 
Elgeva Hall of Los Altos, California, a son, Dr. Bruce Burdick of Topeka, Kansas, and seven 
grandchildren. Funeral services will be announced later.

     2013 - Joy Roller Roller, - President, Global Cleveland.  The terrorist attacks of Sept. 11, 2001, and ensuing 
recession led Joy Roller to her current role running Global Cleveland, a nonprofit focused on increasing the 
region's population with initiatives that attract and retain newcomers.  There were big steps in between, however. 

The downturn after the attacks was tough on the television industry. With a resume that includes documentaries 
and shows for television, Ms. Roller's job as a producer ended when the company she worked for closed in 2003. 
She did independent work, but after she was told a third time as a job-hunter how she was too experienced — a 

euphemism for being too old for youth-oriented TV — she decided she needed a new plan.  
     Her twin sister, Jan Roller, a partner at the Davis & Young law firm here, suggested she try law school. She 
took the advice.  “I decided to get off the TV merry-go-round and live a more authentic life,” Joy Roller said. “I 
saw law school as a bridge to that.”   Attending the Cleveland-Marshall College of Law at Cleveland State 

University, she said, taught her a more focused way of approaching issues, which she had expected from 
discussions with her sister during Jan Roller's law school days. Joy Roller took a different path, though, also 
earning a master's degree in political theology at Harvard University. That taught her how to consider questions 

of life broadly.  
     Both kinds of thinking guide her work today. Before joining Global Cleveland in January, she spent six years 
as executive director of the Gordon Square Arts District, which created a new brand for the area at West 65th 

Street and Detroit Avenue.  Although the arts district now is regarded as a success, the idea initially elicited 
surprised, blank stares. But she knew how to tell a story from her TV days, and at the district she learned now to 
run a nonprofit.  

     Now Joy Roller is putting her skills to work at Global Cleveland, which has a staff of six including her, to 
create a perception of Cleveland as a world-class city, a welcoming place that offers diversity, opportunity and a 
rich cultural life.  Over time, Global Cleveland had been seen as primarily focused on aiding emigrants, but her 

task is to broaden its scope because the region needs to attract talent as well as retain talent leaving the region; 
as she notes, “emigration will not fill the whole bill” for the region's people needs.  “This is the culmination of 
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everything I've done,” Joy Roller said. “I've created something from nothing as a TV producer. I know how to build 
a nonprofit.”  

     How does Global Cleveland define success? The real benchmark, she acknowledges, will be the outcome 
of the next U.S. Census in 2020 after decades of population decline in the city. More immediately, she believes it 
will be measured by a changed perception of Cleveland outside the region to one of vitality and diversity.  

Another item in Ms. Roller's toolbox is an insider's view of politics. Before launching her television career here as 
a producer at WJW-TV, Channel 8, in 1984, she had worked as a paid staffer for political campaigns.  After living 
in many cities, Joy Roller enjoys living in Cleveland.  “It's like living in a resort,” she said, compared to other, 

bigger cities she has lived in from coast to coast. She lives in the Coventry neighborhood of Cleveland Heights 
and enjoys traveling. One thing happens often here, however. On an almost daily basis she and her sister get 
confused with each other.  

     Jan Roller and Joy Roller regard each other as BFFs and brush aside the mistaken identities. Joy Roller 
helped them develop their identities as children. When their parents dressed the young girls in identical outfits, 
“Joy put an end that,” Jan Roller said.  Although Joy Roller is broadening the perception of Global Cleveland's 

mission, Radhika Reddy, a partner in Cleveland-based Ariel Ventures economic development financing 
consultancy, said she also is continuing to reach out to the region's many ethnic communities.  “She's taking a 
grass-roots approach,” said Ms. Reddy, who serves on a Global Cleveland advisory committee. “She's helping to 

project a progressive view in the region on the immigration debate. She's very hard-working and focused.” 
 
     Joy Roller - As President of Global Cleveland, Joy Roller leads a civic/corporate initiative to increase the 

population of Northeast Ohio and strengthen the region by connecting immigrants and domestic newcomers to its 
opportunities, resources and services and promoting the region as a welcoming place for all.  
     For the past six years, Joy served as Executive Director of the Gordon Square Arts District, a collaboration 

of three separate non-profit organizations in a single $30 million capital campaign.  On November 15, 2012, The 
Plain Dealer reported that Joy was, “The woman who oversaw the conversion of Cleveland’s Gordon Square Arts 
District into an edgy, creative economic engine is about to bring her exuberance and marketing mojo to a wider 

audience.” Since May 2006, the campaign has transformed Cleveland’s Detroit Shoreway neighborhood by

     Norm Scherdt, a spry 91, headed uptown to get a haircut one morning last month, carefully driving 
his blue Ford Taurus to the appointed destination.  As was his custom, Mr.Scherdt arrived, early for his 
date with the clippers, so prompt that Bill’s Barbershop wasn’t yet open on that snowy Saline morning.  
While a cup of coffee may have beckoned a few steps, away, Scherdt decidedinstead that it was high 
time to get to work.  “The sidewalk was covered with snow, so Norm went into his trunk, got out asnow 
shovel, and began shoveling the walk in front of the barbershop,” recalled Kelven Braun, who along with 
his brother Howard were lifelong friends of Scherdt. “Within a few minutes, he had shoveled the sidewalk 
and then was ready to get his hair cut. That’s the kind of guy he was. He was always thinking of others 
and he loved to stay busy, right upuntil the final day.” 
That day, ironically enough, came on another “snow day” in Saline, when Scherdt died while clearing his 
drive of the white stuff with his beloved daughter Betsy Marl nearby.  “I called him around 6:15 last 
Thursday morning and he greeted me with a chipper, ‘snow day,”’ said Marl, a teacher at Houghton 
School where classes were idled that day by the winter weather. “By the time I got to his house around 
7:45, he had already cleared his sidewalk and was working on the driveway. I went into the garage to get 
a shovel and then I heard the snow blower banging into the wall and saw that he had collapsed. It was 
difficult to see, but I was so glad that I was there.  That’s the way he would have wanted to go, or with a 
rake in his hand or on a lawn mower.  He never wanted to be a burden on anyone and he would never 
have wanted to be hospitalized or in a nursing home." 
     A native of Lodi Township, Scherdt spent nearly four decades with Ford Motor Co., beginning his 
career with the giant automaker in rural outposts before retiring from the maintenance department in 1978 
at the Ypsilanti Plant.“He worked at the Ford soybean mills and helped build the dams in Manchester and 
in Saline,” recalled Braun. “He never missed a day of work at Ford. I remember one time that he was so 
sick that when he showed up for work on a Friday his supervisor thought he was drunk. It turned out he 
had double pneumonia. By the time Monday rolled around, he was back to work. He was an amazing 
guy, one of a kind. They don’t make ‘em like Norm anymore.” 
     Scherdt also enjoyed a second career of sorts, assisting Francis Lockwood, Jerry Bahnmiller, and 
Jim Robison with various duties at the funeral home in Saline during a 45-year span.  “Norm was a great 
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employee and an even better friend,” said Bahnmiller, who owned the funeral home in Saline for some 20 
years.  “He always was ready to help and he planned everything down to a T. He died with his boots on, 
which is the way he wanted to go.”   During his career in the funeral home profession, Bahnmiller prided 
himself on running a tight ship, where punctuality was uppermost in mind. “Norm was very meticulous and 
he had plans for his funeral written out in great detail,” said Bahnmiller. “I can remember him telling me, 
“Make sure it’s started on time.’” 
     Timeliness and orderliness were Scherdt trademarks, character traits that his many friends and 
admirers appreciated. “You could set your clock to my Dad’s daily routine,’ said Marl. “He was very 
precise in everything he did and he did every job to the best of his ability. He also was so grateful to the 
many people who looked out after him—the Brauns, the Wellers, the Laidlaws, Jerry Bahnmiller, and 
some of his other neighbors.” 
     Services were held last Saturday at St. Paul United Church of Christ, where he had been a longtime 
member with his wife of 58 years, Lorena, who died in 1996.  Fittingly, Bahnmiller was in the funeral 
hearse for Scherdt’s “last ride” to Oakwood Cemetery where he was buried on a snow-swept January 
day.  But not before he had successfully completed another assignment for his daughter, one of Saline’s 
favorite elementary teachers.  “Charlene Stoddard and I have a tradition in our classes each holiday 
season of giving some small gifts to our students in coffee cans that we specially decorate for the 
occasion,” said Marl. “My Dad would collect coffee cans from his friends and paint them red for us to 
decorate.  When I went into his basement the other day, he probably had about 200 cans lined up, all 
neatly painted and ready to go, just as I would have expected ofhim.”

     December 21, 1944 - Mrs. Rudolph Feldkamp received the Honor Medal of her husband, which was 
awarded to him for his courage and bravery in saving the lives of 50 men while serving on the Anzia 
beach head. Pfc. Feldkamp has been overseas 23 months and saw action in North Africa, Sicily, Italy, 
Anzio Beach head with the 5th Army in Rome, Southern France and is now with the 7th Army in 
Germany. 
 
     May 24, 1945 - Evidence of proof that Saline boys were among the conquerors of Nazi Germany are 
beginning to arrive in the homes of the community and Mr. and Mrs.Ruben Feldkamp are quite proud of 
the collection they have already received from their son, Cpl. Rudolph Feldkamp, of the Anit-Tank Co., 
30th Infantry, with the Seventh Army.  During the past couple of weeks they have not had a letter from 
him, but several packages have arrived with interesting contents.  Just a few days ago they received one 
containing a German Gun, a regular shotgun with three barrels, two of which are average size and the 
third about have as large as the others.  The cartridges are contained ina special compartment in the 
stock. It is complete with carrier strap. 
     Articles included in other packages were several steins.  One was of clear glass with a patriotic 
crest on the front side.  Another was an ornate affair of porcelain, standing almost a foot high including 
the cover, which was of carved metal on top of which was the replica of a German infantryman.  Around 
the sides of the stein in vivid colors and embossing were pictures of German infantrymen and other battle 
scenes. An inscription around the top and another around the bottom indicated that it was a souvenir in 
memory of service granted during a previous war to the Duchy of Hesse and an allied province. On one 
side was a toast in rhyme to the valor of the German Infantry and on the other side was a toast to the 
Duke and the Fatherland. One cup of ordinary size had the colored picture of a patriotic crest around 
which was the inscription: “Wir Deutsche fuerchten Gott und Niemandanders”. (We Germans fear God 
and no one else). There were two briar pipes of unique shape. One bore the inscription on the bowl, 
hardly viable, “Heidelburg, SS 1910’’, and the other had a metal plate on the front with the words 
“ZurErinnerung on meineDienstzeit’’ (In memory of my period of service). 
      There were numerous other insignia, some presumably dedicator name plates, and fronts of 
plaques. Several pieces of jewelry, a traveler’s clock, a ring and necklace, bore the trademark of a 
Frankfurt jeweler. One package had been wrapped in a peculiar leather-like waterproof paper, and the 
individual articles were wrapped in the magazine sections of a Berlin paper. It is an interesting display 
and one thought crosses one’s mind when looking at the articles—How deeply engrained in the minds of 
the German people was the life of militarism and the glories of war that it was even imprinted on their 
pipes, glassware and earthenware.  They never allowed to forget them. 
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     August 23, 1945 – Home with his honorable discharge papers which he received at Indiantown Gap, 
Mil Res., Pennsylvania, August 12, 1945, Cpl. Rudolph Feldkamp served overseas 30 months during 
which he took part in many battles.  He served with the third division of the Seventh Army in Algeria, 
French Morocco, Tunisia, Sicily, Naples, Foggis, Rome, Arno, Southern France, Rhineland, and Central 
Europe. 
     A member of the third division, which had more causalities than any other division I the European 
Theatre, Cpl. Feldkamp was never injured, although having close calls.  A jeep driver all of the time, he 
had a total of 124 points, taking part in the battles of Algeria, French Morocco, Tunisia, Sicily, Naples, 
Foggis, Rome, Arno, Southern France, Rhineland, and Central Europe.  His hardest battle was on the 
Anzio Beachhead.  Besides his truck driver’s badge Cpl. Feldkamp wore the Soldier’s Medal, Good 
Conduct Medal, Distinguished Unit, European, Africa, Middle Eastern Service Medal with eight bronze 
service stars and five overseas bars. After putting all these ribbons, stars and medals away with his 
uniform, the civilian now wears a small lapel button which represents his honorable discharge. It took, the 
corporal just four days from the time he left Casablanca, Africa, to get home and be a civilian again. He 
returned to the States by plane. A resident of Washtenaw County all his life, he is the husband of the 
former Margaret Wolf. He was in the armed forces 4 years, 5 months and 20 days. He feels pretty happy 
to be home again. 
 
     RUDY CELEBRATED HIS 63RD BIRTHDAY on November 16, 1980. Two days earlier, as a young 
man of only 62 years, Rudy Feldkamp reached another milestone that set him apart from practically 
everyone in this self-centered world. As he has done for many, many years, he gave another pint of blood 
at die Saline Red Cross Bloodmobile Clinic—and with that gift, Rudy Feldkamp became a 10-gallon giver. 
Red Cross officials declare that such a record is almost unheard-of anywhere. Young Rudy plans to keep 
adding to it, with more gifts of life. And he has a lot of helpers. Nephew Luther Marion in photo below with 
nurse and volunteer helper Mrs. Ed Barrett is building his pint-total just as Rudy did. Also noted as a 
special helper: Cathy Suiter Hills, who traveled over 100 miles to her former hometown and gave her pint 
here in Saline.

     June 21, 1945 - T. Cpl. Samuel Gall, Jr., is spending a 45-day furlough with his parents, Mr. and 
Mrs.  Samuel Gall, the first furlough he has bad since he went into service 31 months ago. After four 
months of training in Texas was sent landed at Casablanca on March 9, 1943. He went through the 
African campaign, being stationed at Bizerte. From there he was sent to Sardinia with his outfit, Hdq. 
Battery, 533rd AAA Bn., AWM for harbor installations and airfield protection, for 11 months. He reached 
Marseilles, France 15, 1944, and then went to the front lines at Aydoille for artillery protection.  
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     They crossed the Siegfried line at Wiesenberg and thence to Offenbach, Mutlerstadt and to 
Heidelberg, the University City.  From Heidelberg he went to Dallau where he visited one of Germany’s 
underground factories.  This particular factory was hidden in the side of a mountain and camouflaged 
with shrubbery.  He states that it was absolutely invisible to any passerby. Motors for airplanes were 
made there From Dallau they went to Kochersteinfeld, to Mainhardt, Goppingen and Winterreiden. He left 
his outfit at Fussen near the Austrian border on a detachment furlough on April 30 to begin his trek 
homeward. They went by truck from Essen through the Black Forests to Saarburg, France.  Then a 
three-day train trip to Marseilles where he was on V-E Day in camp awaiting embarkation. He spent the 
next 21 days coming through the Straits of Gibralter and though the South Atlantic, and was told upon 
arrival in New York on Jun e2 that this was the last convoy to cross the Atlantic in the blackout, which 
accounted for the long voyage.  The convoy made up 37 ships, have four non-casualty troops to arrive in 
New York from the European front. His boat was the “Moses Austin.” The last night before reaching the 
States was a sleepless one for all men aboard. They knew they would reach the mainland during the 
night or early morning and paced the decks all night watching for the first sight of the Statue of Liberty, 
and “The Old Lady” was finally caught sight of about 5 in the morning by one of the men who gave the 
alarm and the boys swarmed the decks half-dressed or win whatever state the alarm overtook them. 
     While in action he states that he averaged about seven warm meals a month and never milk, which 
he particularly carved.  They would become so exhausted that they could sleep amid any amount of 
noise or falling debris.  Cpl. Gal will report again for duty at Fort Sheridan on July 2, and since this is a 
detachment furlough begun before V-E Day he faces the possibility of being sent back to join his outfit.  
He has been awarded the Bronze Medal for shooting down a plane with one shot while on the Rhine.

     2013 - When Jan Roller's name circulated this year as a potential candidate for Cuyahoga County 
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Executive, she had a rare combination of attributes going for her, but high name recognition among 
members of the public was not one of them. However, she was well known among the Democratic Party 
faithful and had the benefit of a recent appointment to a board seat on the Cleveland Cuyahoga County 
Port Authority.  She also had a deep resume of campaigning for candidates and causes.  
    Her first campaign was in 1976, when she hit the trail in New Hampshire for Fred Harris, an 
Oklahoma senator who ran for president as a populist. A picture of Ms. Roller and President Barack 
Obama reflects her most recent choice for the nation's top job; she served as a delegate for the president 
at the 2008 Democratic National Convention.  
     Angela Shuckahosee, executive director of the Cleveland Tenants Organization, said she strongly 
urged Ms. Roller, a friend and neighbor in Cleveland's Edgewater neighborhood, to run for the county job 
for a simple reason.  “I thought she'd be great,” Ms. Shuckahosee said. “In her political work, civil work 
and neighborhood activity, she routinely navigates murky waters with ease. She leads through 
intelligence, depth of character and wisdom.”   Ms. Shuckahosee said Ms. Roller is well-known among 
politicos countywide and enjoys support from young women who often turn to her as a mentor to weather 
“male-dominated corporate antics.”  
     Ms. Roller said the county job tempted her because she believes more women need to be 
represented at the table. However, she did not pursue it because she did not want to devote the next two 
years to campaigning and is more passionate about her long list of nonprofit and charitable activities.   
She is a past president of The City Club of Cleveland — the community's citadel of free speech — and 
now is working on tasks ranging from Near West Theatre's fundraising for a permanent home in 
Cleveland to serving on Planned Parenthood's new statewide board.  
      All those things are apart from how Ms. Roller is best known: as a take-no-prisoners defense 
lawyer, the first woman to become a partner at the Davis & Young law firm, which dates from 1922. She 
joined the firm when she returned to Cleveland in 1983 from trial-intensive jobs as an assistant county 
prosecutor in Massachusetts while her husband, David Abbott, attended Harvard Law School.  “In 
Massachusetts, I was in the courtroom daily,” she recalled, and when she was invited to join Davis & 
Young, it needed a litigator who could hit the ground running. She added, “Between November 1983 and 
November 1984, I had seven common pleas jury trials.”  
     Today, Ms. Roller's peers describe her as a respected, hard-working trial lawyer and able advocate. 
Roger Synenberg, a litigator who once served as chairman of the Cuyahoga County Republican Party, 
describes Ms. Roller's advantage in the courtroom succinctly: “Experience, experience, experience.”   
For her part, Ms. Roller said she finds trial work exciting and likens going into a trial to putting on a 
theatrical production.   Liberal leanings and defense clients typically do not go together. Asked how she 
balances the two, Ms. Roller said she sees the law as an avenue to fairness and justice. She said she 
often tells juries if they award a judgment, to award what is fair and no more. Plaintiffs and their lawyers 
typically seek more than that, she said.  
     Ms. Roller said she might have become a teacher, but Mr. Abbott suggested she might enjoy the 
law. The two met in high school in Fremont, Ohio. They attended Denison University together on their 
way to becoming a Cleveland power couple; Mr. Abbott is executive director of the Gund Foundation. 
They have three grown sons, between ages 23 and 27, all working or attending school outside Northeast 
Ohio.   Known as a mentor to younger women in finding work-life balance, Ms. Roller credits her ability 
to pursue her career and interests to shared values with Mr. Abbott and the help of their nanny. She also 
has a new goal in her legal career: She wants to serve as a mediator on an increasing basis.

     September 27, 2021 - As he retires as president of the George Gund Foundation at the end of the 
year, David Abbott will step into a new role in 2022 as the inaugural Distinguished Jurist in Residence at 
the Case Western Reserve University School of Law.  Law school Co-Deans Jessica Berg and Michael 
Scharf announced the new post when they presented Abbott and his wife, Jan Roller, with the school’s 
annual Humanitarian Award at the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame and Museum. The event on Sept. 24 
marked the university’s 30th anniversary of the Frederick K. Cox International Law Center.  With its Gund 
Foundation endowment, the Cox Center has emerged as a nationally ranked institution, whose work has 
been cited by international courts and nominated for a Nobel Peace Prize by an international prosecutor. 
     “The Cox Center was endowed with a gift from the Gund Foundation in 1991, so it’s fitting that we 
select the foundation’s former president—as well as an incredibly active member in our community—as

degree at Harvard University and a master’s degree at Columbia University. Before joining the Gund 
Foundation in 2003, Abbott served as president of University Circle Inc., executive director of the Rock 
Hall and executive director of the Cleveland Bicentennial Commission. Early in his career, Abbott worked 
as a reporter for The Cleveland Plain Dealer. 
     His wife, Jan Roller (LAW ’79), who shared the Humanitarian Award, has also been a leading light in 
Cleveland, having served as chair of the Cleveland – Cuyahoga County Port Authority, president of The 
City Club of Cleveland, president of the Cleveland Bar Foundation, president of the Near West Theatre 
and a longtime board member of both the Refugee Response and Planned Parenthood.  “Having David 
join the School of Law is a perfect fit,” Scharf said. “Our objective in establishing the Distinguished Jurist 
in Residence initiative is to bring a recently retired executive, judge or government official to campus each 
year to enrich student learning, aid in faculty development, advise the deans and engage with alumni.”  
As part of the new role at the law school, Abbott will serve as a special advisor to the deans. He also will 
be invited to join faculty on the platform at the law school’s commencement, lead a group discussion in 
his areas of expertise, followed by dinner with select faculty and students; he’ll also be assigned an office 
in the law school to be accessible to students.

     Stacey, ‘DeeDe’s sister, captured the Miss Saline honor two years later in1983. She and Beth Vogel 
were friends who attended the Wendy Ward modeling program sponsored by Montgomery Ward.  

“The girls all 
loved fashion from an early age,” says Dorothy.  According to their mother, Katrene, “Stacey always said 
she wasn’t going to competeto be Miss Saline. 
However, as fate would haveit, she didn’t have a basketball game, in which she wasthe captain, 
scheduled forthe Friday of the pageant, soshe decided to enter.”Stacey wrote a fashion show for her 
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talent, according to Katrene. She madeher gown along with four other outfits that some of her friends 
modeled. DeeDe’s talent was a ladies lead with wool, where she sewed a purple wool suitand showed a 
sheep. 
     Katrene reflected on the night that her girls won the crown: “We were extremely proud. They were 
two wonderful evenings and even my father was able to be there with us.” Katrene doesn’t recall if she 
was nervous on the night she was named Miss Saline 1961, however, she says her daughters remained 
calm and collected.“Everything they had done them for the competition. 
     Their involvement in 4-H, meeting people, making friends, playing sports; everything they had done, 
helped them to not be nervous.” The Saline Fair has been woven in the fabric of the community for years 
and Katrene recognizes it as a “great place to go as a family and see the agriculture side of Michigan.” 
“Michigan still generates products we use every day and sometimes we forget just how much this state 
produces,” says Katrene. She adds, “The fair is one of the few places where families can introduce their 
kids to animals.” Overall, Katrene, who serves as chairperson for the Former Miss Saline Association, 
viewed the pageant on Sept. 2 as a success.  “It was great. It was like putting on two pageants at a time,” 
says Katrene. 
     The event marked the 55th anniversary of the Miss Saline Pageant and many of the Former Miss 
Saline winners were on hand for the festivities.  “We were very pleased to see how it came together,” 
says Katrene. Starling acknowledges that being named Miss Saline is exciting to the girls because they 
are able to represent the community thatthey hold so dearly to their hearts.

She is a majorette in the 
Saline High marching band, a member of the National Honor Society, Saline Twirlettes, Future Leaders, 
and SADD. She also is a gold honor roll student at SHS and is an AAU gold medalist in twirling.  Friends 
are welcome to attend the pageant to support Nicole.

Farming a family tradition Weidmayers worry about future of small farms

      Gary Weidmayer of Bridgewater Township is a farmer, born and bred, and almost always has been.  
He plants corn, winter wheat and soybeans, raises cattle, and sells hay to stable owners for their horses 
on a farm that his father bought in 1940.  But his family ties to the Manchester area go back further than 
that. His relatives have lived there since at least 1840, when they helped establish and build Bethel 
United Church of Christ. 
      "My great-great-grandfather worked on that," said Weidmayer, who said the ancestors of his wife, 
Karen, also worked on the project.  "They were the Kueblers. It was the Kueblers and Weidmayers who 
built the church," said Karen Weidmayer, who is a secretary at Manchester High School.  Both Gary and 
Karen have attended Bethel church all of their live. 
      The family owns 380 acres and rents 750 acres more. Their large, white farmhouse sits on a slight 
hill amid numerous outbuildings and barns, with two silos tucked behind.  He only has two exceptions to 
his life's work in the farming industry – a three-month stint at a factory and three weeks in the National 
Guard during the 1967 riots.   "I know where I was 40 years ago," he said last week. "I was down there 
two weeks setting up communications with the 156 signal corps. There was mass confusion. ... After that, 
everybody needed riot control training." 
     Something he finds satisfying about farming is taking a tour of his fields on his tractor, especially with 
his loyal companion, Sparky, the couple's Border Collie, at his side.  "That dog will ride the combine, a 
tractor, the pickup. When the pickup goes down the road, it had better have the dog in it. She will sit and 
wait for him, or go look for him at the neighbor's," Karen Weidmayer said.  Baling hay was on the agenda 
last Monday, and Gary Weidmayer was a bit discouraged at lunchtime about the decreased amount of 
hay because of a lack of rainfall.  "The last six weeks have been really dry. We don't have irrigation.  
"We don't have enough acres (of hay), so we can't justify digging a well," Weidmayer said, adding that 
irrigation would not solve the problem, since that would make the ground too wet in some circumstances 
to grow hay.  "We were hoping for rain, but we get just enough," said Karen Weidmayer.  Her husband 
agreed, remembering the drought of 1988, which ended in mid-July with downpours the rest of the 
growing year. 
     Their corn is growing and looks green in the field; however, if there is no rain, the ears may not 
develop.  "The soybeans look good, but if they don't get rain when they're podding up, the pods don't 
grow," Karen Weidmayer said.  She expected the roots of the corn would grow deeper to find water.  
"Corn is probably our biggest crop here," she said. "It's expensive to grow because of the cost of the 
fertilizer."  The Weidmayers sell the corn to Global Ethanol, a new company in Riga that converts corn to 
diesel fuel. Weidmayer bought stock in the company because he believes in the future of it as a fuel 
source, and to help boost the price and demand for corn.  Weidmayer said the company uses 50,000 
bushels of corn a day, and was getting more efficient at making the product. It sells the by-products as 
livestock feed, so there is little waste, he said. 
     Weidmayer is concerned about the future of farming. He foresees a continual decline in the small 
farm because of the cost of equipment, and the money invested in livestock and crops.  "What I look at 
is, there will be more big farms, not as many small farms," he said. "You plant corn in April or May, and 
you don't get your money until October or November, and maybe you don't sell it all at once. All of that 
money is invested. You need to borrow when you need it, and pay it back when you can." 
      Weidmayer tries to buy and sell cattle every month. He gets double what he pays for them, but he 
feeds and cares for them for a year before he sells them. It is a big investment, so it helps to have some 
money coming in every month.  Weidmayer served for 14 years on the Farm Credit Board, a board that 
lends money to farmers, so he knows the bind farmers get into with credit. He knows they need a good 
banker who knows what they need. During his term on the board, he saw a number of farm foreclosures. 
      Weidmayer said he used to run a dairy farm, but he and his son, Greg, who had been helping him 
on the farm, needed to expand and update to make it feasible. They decided to discontinue the dairy side 
of the business, so Greg got a full-time job with Manchester Village. He helps his father after work, 
maintaining the farming equipment.  The Weidmayer’s said they both hope that someday, their son will 
take over the farm. 
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     The Weidmayer’s enjoy the close bond of both of their children living nearby. Their daughter, Amy, 
and her family live diagonally across the field, from them, with Gary's mother, Irma, on the same road. 
Greg and his wife, Melanie, are a few houses down. Melanie owns the Manchester Bakery, and Amy was 
recently elected to the Bridgewater Township Board.
