Firemen late Wednesday April 24, 1957 searched the burned ruins of a barn on the Weber farm at
8310 Ellsworth Road for 4 hours, to recover the body of Alfred Weber, who perished in the flames.
Weber's wife, Frieda, told police and firemen that she last saw her husband as he entered the barn in a
second attempt to save 70 sheep and lambs from the flaming structure. On his first trip into the barn, he
had saved 12 steers by driving them into the barnyard. As her husband entered the barn, Mrs. Weber
called him to come back, but he disappeared in the smoke and did not reappear. Mrs. Weber said that
she and her husband had been in the house reading the paper at 1:55 p.m. when the light went out and
they heard a sharp crack. Weber looked out at the barn which had started to blaze, and exclaimed, “This
is the last straw!” as he ran out to attempt to save the animals. Weber bad suffered a heart attack and
bad been advised by doctors to give up farming, Mrs. Weber said. A similar fire, caused by lightening,
burned down the Weber’s farm in 1942. The Weber’s have three children, two daughters, Mrs. Alvin
Weidmayer and Mrs. Gerhardt Schaible of Ann Arbor, and a son, Paul of Waters Road, and 10
grandchildren.

26th 1937 in Ashland, Kentucky, Leo Borders was hired as a Deputy Sheriff with the Washtenaw County
Sheriff's Office in 1964. Leo’s strong sense of right and wrong lead him to a career in Law Enforcement.

He was proud of his position as a Deputy Sheriff, as well as the uniform he wore. His boots were always
polished and his pants creased. He enjoyed his position as a Deputy because he believed it made a
difference in his community.

He lived by the philosophy of treating others as you would like to be treated yourself. The Ann
Arbor Police Department had a shooting range near the corner of Maple Road and Huron River Drive.
Sheriff's Deputies and Ann Arbor Police Officers would gather at the range for shooting competitions. It
was easy to find Leo in the crowd of Law Enforcement Officers. He was the one with his infant
daughter Sara sitting atop his shoulders. Sara went everywhere with her father, usually seated upon his
shoulders, and at least once she accompanied him to court. When Leo and his partner would stop for
coffee at the Border’s home, he would speak to his daughter over the patrol car public address system to
make her laugh. If you wanted to find Leo Borders when he was off duty, you only had to look in three
places. He was either with his family, at his church, or under the hood of a car. Leo enjoyed working on
cars and was excited when he and Erma bought a house on Elm Street in Chelsea, Michigan, because it
had a garage and he could work on cars inside instead of outside in the elements.

Leo had to talk his wife Erma (Borders) O’Connor into their first date. It turned out to be a moment
she never regretted. She was impressed with the tall red head and his kindness. She sensed he was a
special person. Although an established fact that “cops like doughnuts”, in Leo’s case it was Erma’s
chocolate chip cookies. He assured that they would disappear as fast as she could bake them. Leo had
a concern for others. He made people feel protected and cared for whether it was his partner, his family,
or his friends. Once at a drive in root beer stand with his wife, a young driver began squealing the tires
of his vehicle. Leo went over to him and “explained” that driving was a privilege and vehicle safety was
important to everyone, and then returned to his family outing. Fun to be with and never heard to say a
crossword, Leo had a good time, but not in a loud or boisterous way. He was content to be in the
company of his family, whether it was going on picnics, doing yard work together, or just enjoying each
other’s company.

Always excited to learn something new, when his house needed remodeling he performed the
carpentry work with his brother-in-law and was proud of what he had learned and accomplished. Leo
Borders lost his life in the line-of-duty during a high speed chase on the evening of August 3rd 1966, on
Dexter Pinckney Road. The suspect fled the scene on foot. Over one hundred law enforcement officers
responded to the area of Stinch filed Woods in Dexter Township and succeeded in capturing the
suspects. Leo Borders left behind his wife Erma, his three year old daughter, Sara, and his daughter
Dawn, who was born one month after he died. Deputies helped the family by cashing in their vacation
time and giving the money to Leo’s family as well as the family of his seriously injured partner, Stanley
McFadden. Those who knew him will not forget his smile, the pride he took in his work and his
commitment to his community, family, and church.

In addition to a garden
salad and chef salad, Eisele creates one that includes dried cherries, mixed spring greens, walnuts, red onion,
provolone, and raspberry vinaigrette. “I love salads,” said Pinfield-Wells. She’s happy to see Room for Dessert
arrive in the village. “We need more regular lunchtime places.” She also knowingly notes, “She does awesome
cakes.” Eisele has a selection of gelatos. She describes it as Italian ice cream with one third the fat. “The flavors
are a lot more intense.” She also serves up Zingerman coffees, including double espresso, Americano,
cappuccino, latte and mocha, as well as chai. It may be hard to resist a pastry while you’re ordering up your
mocha. There’s a changing variety of tempters like scones, muffins and pain al chocolate.

Eisele has lots of ideas cooked up for Room for Dessert. She'll be featuring an artist each month at the
eatery, with displays of their work. Fiber artist Carolyn Tang'’s will be up first. Eisele will also be holding some
kids’ cookie camps about once a month. Eisele’s sister, Cindy Burns, was on hand to help out with the launch
last week. “I'm so happy for her,” said Burns of her sister. “Now she gets to make other people happy like she’s
made us happy all these years with her baking.” Eisele has lived in Metamora Township since 2003, the same
year she married husband Aaron. He’s all behind Eisele’s new venture. The couple have three dogs named
Licorice, Tank and Barley. Eisele’s open for business right now, but look for the grand opening on July 23, 2011,
when there will be doughuts out front. Room for Dessert is located at 4024 S. Oak St., just south of Dryden
Road in downtown Metamora.

PER CURIAM. Fred and Martha Eisele appeal a summary judgment order which dismissed their
declaratory judgment action for favorable construction of a comprehensive auto insurance policy issued
by Allstate Insurance Company. We conclude that the trial court properly determined that the policy at
issue did not cover the Eiseles’ loss, and we therefore affirm.

Alistate insured the Eiseles’ 1981 Corvette under a standard comprehensive coverage policy. In
1996, the Eiseles placed the Corvette with Capitol Corvette for consignment sale. On May 17, 1996,
Capitol Corvette sold the vehicle and issued the Eiseles a check in the amount of $10,194.05. Shortly
thereafter, however, Capitol Corvette was placed in bankruptcy by its creditors. The bankruptcy trustee
eventually obtained a judgment against the Eiseles for the amount of the payment, which was determined
to have been a preference. The Eiseles then submitted a claim to Allstate for the loss of the proceeds of
the sale of their vehicle. Allstate denied the claim, and the Eiseles sought a judicial determination that
the loss was covered by their policy. The trial court granted summary judgment in Allstate’s favor.

We are now asked to determine whether the Eiseles’ loss was covered. Where, as here, there are
no disputed issues of fact, the interpretation of an insurance policy presents a question of law appropriate
for summary judgment and de novo review. See Smith v. Atlantic Mut. Ins. Co., 155 Wis.2d 808, 810,
456 N.W.2d 597, 598 (1990). [1] The relevant clause of the insurance policy guaranteed that:

Allstate will pay for loss to your insured auto or a non-owned auto not caused by collision. Loss caused
by missiles, falling objects, fire, theft or larceny, explosion, earthquake, windstorm, hail, water, flood,
malicious mischief or vandalism, and riot or civil commotion is covered. Glass breakage and collision
with a bird or animal is covered.

We agree with the trial court that the unambiguous language of the policy limits loss coverage to the
automobile itself. We further agree that the undisputed facts show that the Eiseles suffered a loss of
money, not a loss to their vehicle. The vehicle had been sold, with the Eiseles’ consent, a year before
the bankruptcy court ordered the Eiseles to repay the Corvette dealer’s estate. Contrary to the Eiseles’
contention, we do not believe that a reasonable person in the position of the insured would understand
the Corvette to have been an insured automobile under the policy after it was sold to a third party.

Nor are we persuaded by the Eiseles’ argument that the term loss should be broadly interpreted to
include the loss of proceeds from the sale of a vehicle merely because the list of included losses may
have been non-exhaustive. The doctrine of ejusdem generis limits non-enumerated losses to those of
the “same kind, class, character or nature” as the given examples. See State v. Ambrose, 196 Wis.2d
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768, 777, 540 N.W.2d 208, 212 (Ct. App. 1995); 73 Am. Jur.2d Statutes § 214 (1974). Each of the
enumerated types of loss in the Allstate policy deals with some variety of damage to the actual vehicle.
The loss of proceeds from the vehicle’s sale do not fall within the same category. The trial court properly
granted summary judgment in Allstate’s favor.

By the Court.—Order affirmed.
