John Michael Stein. One of the beautiful farms in Ann Arbor Township, richly cultivated and neatly
kept, is that which is owned and supervised by Mr. Stein. Although of German parentage, he was born in
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Scio Township, upon the farm on section 26, where his father settled in 1835, his natal day being June
23, 1842. His parents, Michael and Magdaline (Hornbecker) Stein, were both natives of Wurtemberg,
Germany, and the father was born in 1805 and served for three years in the German army. The military
service and the disadvantages of continental life roused this worthy man to an appreciation of what life in
America might prove to himself and children, and he emigrated to this country in 1835 and settled on
what is now the old homestead, taking and clearing up eighty acres of good farming land, to which he
later added eighty acres more.

The father of our subject died April 3, 1869, and his good wife survived him for many years and
finally passed away at the age of seventy-eight, on the 3d of July, 1888. They had a family of ten children,
all but one of whom are now living and in Washtenaw County.

Our subject was reared upon the farm and besides learning what all boys learn, who are thus
trained, took the carpenter's trade when he was twenty-one and followed that for seven years* He and his
brother Christian bought the homestead upon which they lived together for six years, and then John sold
out his interest to his brother and removed to where he now lives, three miles north of Ann Arbor. He has
here a handsome farm of one hundred and forty acres, which is in a splendid condition and where he
carries on general farming. This farm was settled by James Fellahee, who secured it from the
Government and lived upon it for fifteen years.

The 19th of May, 1870, marked an epoch of great importance in the life of John M. Stein, as he was
then happily united for life with Katherina Braun, who was born July 28, 1845. The children who have
blessed this union are Simeon F., who died at the age of two years; Albert Christian, Who was born
August 15, 1873; and Hannah Maria, who was born May 26, 1876. Both children are students at the High
School at Ann Arbor. The political views of Mr. Stein have led him to affiliate with the Democratic Party,
and his religious belief brings him into active co-operation with the Lutheran Church.

George Frederick Stein, proprietor of a meat market in Ann Arbor, was born in Scio Township,
Washtenaw County, in 1852. He is a son of Michael Stein, a native of Wurtemberg, Germany, born in
1805. In that country he married Magdalene Hombacher, and following the birth of their eldest child they
came to America, making their way to Washtenaw county, where Mr. Stein purchased a farm in Scio
Township from the original owner, who had entered the land from the government. He secured eighty
acres, and this place is still in possession of the family. It was all timber land when he took up his abode
thereon, and he at once began the task of preparing it for the plow that it might yield the products that
would provide his family with a good living. He first built a little log cabin and then resolutely set to the
task of cutting down the trees, clearing away the brush and preparing the fields for the plow. Later he built
a brick residence, which is still standing, his son, Christian, now occupying that home. Michael Stein
continued successfully to follow farming up to the time of his death, which occurred in 1879. His wife, who
was born in 1800, died in 1887. They were the parents of ten children, of whom six are living: Mrs. Mary
Schneider, a resident of Ann Arbor; Mrs. Dorothy Weinmann, also of this city; Mrs. Christina Reinmold,
who is living in Freedom Township; J. Michael, a resident farmer of Ann Arbor Township; Christian, who is
living on the old homestead in Scio Township; and George Frederick. In his native land the father had
served prior to his marriage for three years in the German army, and for six years after his marriage he
was likewise in the military service of his country, thus remaining as a soldier for nine years.

George Frederick Stein pursued his education in the district schools of his native township, and
remained at home until eighteen years of age, when he left the farm and came to Ann Arbor, where he
entered the employ of Michael Weinmann, under whose direction he learned the butcher's trade, for Mr.
Weinmann was proprietor of a meat market. Mr. Stein continued in his employ for four and a half years, at
the end of which time he went to Marshall, Michigan, where he was employed at his trade for a year and
a half, working there for his brother. Subsequently he embarked in business on his own account, opening
a meat market on Huron street in Ann Arbor in the fall of 1878. Success attended the new enterprise and
with a constantly growing trade he continued the business until 1891, when he formed a partnership with
L. C. Weinmann, a son of his former employer, Michael Weinmann. They still conduct a market on
Washington street, east, under the name of L. C. Weinmann.

In January, 1879, Mr. Stein was married to Miss Mary Heinrick, who was born in Ann Arbor, and is a
daughter of John D. Heinrick, whose birth occurred in Wurtemberg, Germany, December 15, 1824. Her
mother bore the maiden name of Christiana Koppenhoefer, and was also a native of Germany, whence
she came to the United States after her parents' death. She was married to Mr. Heinrick in Ann Arbor,
August T, 1855, and they traveled life's journey together for thirty-five years, his death occurring on the
2nd of September, 1890, while Mrs. Heinrick survived until March 12, 1897. Their marriage was
celebrated bv Rev. Schmid, and was blessed with five children, but only two are now living, Mrs. Stein
and Emma, the latter the wife of Emanuel Spring, of Ann Arbor, by whom she has two children, Heinrick
and Frederick. Mr. and Mrs. Stein have become the parents of five children, and those who still survive
are: Robert F., Oswald, Amanda and Eugene. The parents hold membership in the Bethlehem
Evangelical German church, of which Mr. Stein is one of the trustees and is now treasurer. In analyzing
his life record we find that the secret of his success lies perhaps in the persistency of purpose which he
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has manifested in following out the line of business in which, as a young tradesman, he has embarked.
He has not dissipated his energies over varied lines of activity, but has concentrated his efforts upon the
one business and his close application and reliable dealing have brought to him the creditable measure of
prosperity that he now enjoys.

Emanuel L. Schneider - This is a utilitarian age - an era of business activity in which energy is
directed toward the development of labor saving devices and of conveniences which add to the comforts
of life. No country has made such rapid strides in invention as has the United States and Mr. Schneider
has contributed to the sum total of American production along these lines. He has for the past eleven
years conducted an extensive plumbing business at the corner of Third and Liberty streets under the
name of the West Side Plumbing Shop, and in this connection he has perfected a number of inventions,
the value of which is proven by a ready and extensive sale on the general market. A native son of Ann
Arbor, Mr. Schneider was born May 2, 1864. His father, John Schneider, became a resident of Michigan
in 1847, and removed to this city in 1852. He was of German birth and was a blacksmith by trade. He
married Anna Maria Stein, who was brought to Ann Arbor in 1839, when only six years of age. John
Schneider departed this life in January, 1902, in the faith of the Lutheran church, of which he had long
been a member, and he is still survived by his wife, who vet makes her home in Ann Arbor. Mr. Schneider
had ten children. the living members of the family being: John, Frederick, who is now living retired in
Jackson, Michigan; Mrs. Elizabeth Attzenhofer, of Jackson; Jacob, a wagon maker, of Ann Arbor;

In 1887 Mr. Schneider was united in marriage to Miss
Christine Stein, of Adrian, a daughter of Mathias Stein, a pioneer of Michigan, who died in 1882. Her
mother, who bore the maiden name of Eva Mary Haist, is living in Grand Rapids. Michigan. Unto to Mr.
and Mrs. Schneider have been born three children: Leota, Hugo and Melita, aged nine, six and three
years respectively. They have an attractive home which adjoins the large building that Mr. Schneider
occupies for his business.

He is a member of the Odd Fellows society and the D. O. H., Golden Rule Lodge, No. 159, A. F. &
A. M., and the Knights of the Maccabees, having become captain in the uniformed rank of the last named.
He is likewise identified with several German societies, and with the Bethlehem Evangelical church, while
in his political views he is a staunch democrat. In 1900 he was chosen supervisor of the second ward and
served for one term. He has the qualities which make him popular with a large circle of friends, and is
especially well known in German-American circles of the city. His devotion to the public welfare is
manifest in his hearty and earnest co-operation in movements for the general good, but his chief interest
centers upon his business, wherein he has made steady progress, his methods being in entire harmony
with a high standard of commercial ethics.

Albert Fiegel, a member of the firm of Reule, Conlin & Fiegel, clothiers, of Ann Arbor, was born in
Pittsfield Township, Washtenaw County, Michigan, December 31, 1873, his parents being John and
Kunigunda (Lambarth) Fiegel. The father was a prosperous farmer, who came from Germany to America
in his boyhood days, and for over thirty-two years was a resident of Pittsfield Township, where he
conducted extensive interests as an agriculturist. He was perhaps the best known farmer of his county,
carrying on his business along modern lines of progress and improvement, his place being unsurpassed,
because of the care and labor which he bestowed upon it. He held membership in the Zion Lutheran
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Church, in which he served as deacon, and his life was actuated by principles that neither sought nor
required disguise. In his family were nine children, but the eldest died at birth. The others are: Fred C.,

Louis Stein Rapp, 16, Hurt in Auto Smash-Up, Died at Nichols Hospital Today - Failing to rally from an
unconscious condition resulting from an automobile accident occurring shortly before 1 o'clock yesterday
afternoon Oct. 24, 1924 on the Homer Road, Louis Stein Rapp, 18, Marshall high school freshman and member
of the football team, died at 8:20 this morning Oct. 24, 1924 at Nichols hospital. Death resulted from a fractured
skull which caused hemorrhages of the brain. The body was taken to Marshall this morning to await funeral
arrangements.

Others Are Recovering - Four other high school boys, two of them members of the team which was to have
played Hillsdale yesterday afternoon, and who were more or less seriously injured are reported to be recovering.

Brother Is Recovering - Douglas Rapp, brother of the boy who lost his life, and who was taken to Nichols
hospital at the same time suffering from a broken arm, has recovered from the shock and is on the road to
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recovery. Howard Purcell son of Mr. and Mrs. George Purcell, injured in the left shoulder: Hubert Shafer, badly
bruised about the body; and Ralph Lamphere. son of Mr. and Mrs. George Lamphere, who suffered a cut on the

left side of the head, are able to be up and about this morning. It is likely none of the Injured members of the
football team will be able to play for several weeks there being a likelihood that they will not be in condition for
Armistice day game with Albion.

Front Wheel Broke Off The accident happened directly in front of the Stuart Acres farm house at the first
bend in the road southeast of the Moscow division of the Michigan Central on the Homer Road. The road to

the

Homer, over which the car was traveling at a high rate, is one of many bends. There is a bend in the road where
the highway, running to Stuart lake, starts. The railroad Is then crossed and for a quarter mile there is a straight

stretch. Then comes a bend to the right, directly in front of the Stuart Acres farm home. It was here that the

speeding Ford touring car, carrying the five boys on their wav to Hillsdale, and driven by Douglas Rapp, failed to

make the turn. The front wheels of the car skidded and one broke off. The car turned over, taking a telephone
pole with ft. Stein Rapp sat in the rear seat with Purcell and Shafer. Lamphere occupied the front seat with

Douglas Rapp. Lamphere was thrown clear of the wreckage and, gathering himself together ran to the nearest

farm house. There was no one at home. He started for another house when a passing motorist came up. All were
loaded into this machine and taken to the Abbott drug store in Marshall where first aid was given. The two Rapp

boys, most seriously hurt, were placed in the Kelser ambulance and brought to Battle Creek, Dr. Abbott

accompanying them. The other three boys were then removed to the office of Dr. George B. Gesner in the Cronin
block. No doctor could be located In Marshall for more than an hour. In the meantime, Jack Foster, teacher in the

high school, gave Lamphere, Purcell and Shafer first aid. They rallied in a little while and were able to be
removed to their homes.
Was an Uncle's Car - The automobile occupied by the boys belonged to Harry Miller, living in Marengo

township. It was recently purchased by Mr. Miller to convey his children to and from school. He is an uncle of the

Rapp boys. He says Douglas Rapp had always been a careful driver and that he did not hesitate to loan the

machine to the boys to make the trip. Other members of the Marshall football team including Donald Rapp, twin-
brother to Douglas Rapp, had reached Hillsdale and were in their football uniforms before word reached them of
the accident. The game was called off, disappointing several hundred high school students who gathered on the

field to witness the afternoon of sport. Marshall spectators and remaining members of the team returned to
Marshall to find the whole town in a state of sadness and apprehension because of the accident. Plans for the

funeral services have not been completed. It is expected that the entire high school will attend in a body and that

members of the football team will act as pallbearers.

One of Eight Children - Louis Rapp, the boy who was killed, was 16 years old October 14, the youngest of

eight children of Mr. and Mrs. R. W. Rapp. He was born near Homer and came with his parents to reside In
Marshall when a small boy. Besides his parents he is survived by three sisters, Mrs. Harry Miller of Lee

Township; Mrs. Harold Boss of Battle Creek; Miss Norma Rapp, a student at Kalamazoo Western Normal; and

four brothers, Fred, Wayne, Donald and Douglas Rapp at home.

Recalls Other Accident - The fatal accident Friday recalls the automobile accident of a week ago at which
time a St. Johns' high school football player of Jackson was injured while he, with other members of the team
was on his way to Kalamazoo. He is still in a serious condition at the Albion hospital.

August 25, 2005 - When Ethel Elnora Amsler Rapp was a young girl, she cherished the times she
would sit down and talk to her father about his World War | experiences. Since she was one of eight
children, it allowed time for just the two of them. "He talked about it often," said Rapp, who, as she
remembers it, was the one of his eight children most interested in his stories. "He was good to his kids,
but the other (seven) kids, didn't like to sit and talk to him about the war like | did. If he said anything
about the war, I'd ask him questions and he liked that. | think it relieved him to get some of that off his
chest." Now 82, Rapp can do more than share the stories that she heard long ago. She can display, her
dad's World War | medal. She received it last week and brought it with her to the veterans' booth at the
Calhoun County Fair. However, nothing her father did to earn the medal was easy, she said. According
to Rapp, Vernon "Pete" Amsler of Hardin County, Ohio, was drafted in 1918 at age 28. Within three
weeks, he found himself fighting on the front lines in France. Amsler suffered shell shock and the after-
effects of mustard gas, Rapp said. He returned home about 1920. On his way to his parent's home, a
neighbor greeted, him and asked about his experiences. Amsler said he had no time to talk because he
was eager to get home and see his mother.

The neighbor told him that his mother had died while he was gone, Rapp said. Rapp said all of this
weighed on her father's mind. And though he served his country admirably, he was never awarded any
recognition for his combat duty, Rapp said. "I kept hearing, about other people getting medals, Rapp said.
"So, | thought | should check on his." While in Hardin County in 2004, she asked at the local veteran’s
services office, but was told by Don Dunahue, the veterans' representative, that it was so long ago, they
probably couldn't trace his military records. However, Rapp had listened so carefully to her dad's stories
that she was able to tell Dunahue the names of the campaigns in which he had fought and the areas
where he had served. Being a genealogist, she also was able to provide extensive documents from the
family, such as birth certificates, marriage licenses and discharge papers to prove not only who her father
was but also that she was his daughter. After a three-month wait, Rapp received a colorful medal which
reads, "Defensive Sector, France, Meuse-Argonne, St. Mihiel Battle Clasp." "It was as satisfying to me as
it was to her," Dunahue said. "These are things that make my day worthwhile." Rapp plans to pass the
medal, burial flag and other war artifacts and memorabilia to her son, Bruce Rapp, who is interested in
history. "l wanted it to go to someone who will protect it and love it," she said of the medal. "If he doesn't
want it, he is to give them to the veterans of Hardin County for keeping. | want it protected.”

Sherry Swann, chairwoman of the Fort Custer National Cemetery Advisory Committee and an Army
veteran, got to know Rapp at the veterans' booth at the fair. "Mrs. Rapp didn't want the credit for herself,"
Swann said. "She mainly just wanted people to know that they could get medals and papers on their
loved ones from the U.S. armed forces, even if their loved ones were not living." When Rapp got her
father's medal, she said she cried, thinking about what her dad had been through. "l was really tickled, but
| just wished Dad could have been here."

June 15, 2012 - After almost losing his home due to severe flood damage, a World War Il veteran
was given the best gift he could have asked for at the Clayton Township Board Meeting Thursday night.
Elmen Kopka, 86, of Clayton Township, came to the meeting believing he was addressing the board and
audience regarding the recent decision made by the Federal Emergency Management Agency to deny
Genesee County major disaster assistance.

At the meeting Clayton Township Police Chief Mike Powers surprised Kopka with his World War I
uniform he thought had been destroyed when his basement flooded due to storms that hit the area in
early May. During the meeting Kopka gave an emotional recount of his time in Germany during the
Battle of the Bulge where he was wounded. He said he was lucky to be alive, because a bullet had
grazed the side of his head in a downward angle and into his shoulder.

Kopka and his wife Aretia returned from Florida on Mother's Day to find more than three feet of water
standing in their basement. "l knew everything was ruined down there because | could see on the stairs
how high the water had come up." Kopka said. His uniform was hanging in one of the finished rooms in
the basement that his wife uses to paint. He said when he looked at the uniform his heart sank — it was
covered in mold and was destroyed. "When | looked in there | just felt sick," Kopka said. "But there was
nothing | could do about it then." While doing door-to-door damage assessments for residents who had
filled out claims, Powers said he, Township Treasurer Chris Gehringer, and Township Trustee Richard
Tesner came to Kopka's home to assess the damage.

Elmen Kopka and his wife Aretia help Clayton Township Police Chief Mike Powers fold and place
Kopka's World War Il uniform back into its box. Powers surprised Kopka with the uniform at the Clayton
Township Board Meeting on Thursday, June 14. Kopka thought his uniform had been damaged beyond
repair after his home flooded due to severe storms in early May. "The water was gone but the house
was just devastated, mold had already taken over the upstairs." Powers said. "He went and got a couple
of garbage bags out and he said 'l lost these' and there was his uniform. It was soaking wet and full of
mold." Although there was nothing he and the board members could do about Kopka's home, they could
try to do something with his uniform. "You could just see how important it was to him, it was a deeply
personal loss to him. We couldn't repair his house, and we couldn't fix his basement, but we this was the
one thing we could."

Kopka and his wife had tried to take the uniform to a cleaners, but due to the mold they were unable
to do anything with it. Powers said Gehringer contacted Jan's Professional Dry Cleaners in Clio because
they specialize in restoration, and they were able to return the uniform to its former glory. Powers also
contacted Hubbard's Military Surplus and they were able to replace Kopka's ribbons and cleaned up his
medals. "It was the right thing to do to make sure that he got that back." Powers said. "It was a little
thing but it had a big effect on him." Kopka said having his uniform restored means the world to him
because of what it reminds him of. "I think | came out of the war a better person knowing | helped this
country keep its freedom." Kopka said.
