Once you have read the passage, use the S.O.A.P method to break it down and gain a

better understanding of what it is communicating.

S: Identify the Scripture (S): Write down the book, chapter, and
verse of the passage you are studying.

Scripture

O: Identify the Observations (O): Write down any observations
you have made from the passage. What stands out to you?

Observation

A: Identify the Application (A): How can the truth of the
passage be applied to your life?

Application

P: Pray for understanding of the passage and how you can
apply it to your life.
