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Some qualities that distinguish this only 

true God from those who claim to be God:

9	 This true God is The Creator, not created.

9	 This true God is ONE, not two, three or more! He has 
no partners nor equals.

9	 This one true God cannot be seen by anyone in this 
life. He is not physically manifested or incarnated into 
His creation. We only see His signs here in this world. 

9	 This one true God is eternal; He is Ever-Living and 
never dies. He is Perfect, All-Powerful, All-Knowing.

9	 This one true God is not in need of anyone (not one 
person; not a mother, father, son, or companion; nor 
anything like food, drink, or help), but all of creation 
are in need of Him.

9	 This one true God is unique in His attributes; His 
creation is not like Him nor is He like His creation (No 
human or animal descriptions can be attributed to Him).

We can use these criteria mentioned above in examining and 
rejecting any claims of being God.



The Oneness of this true God, 
The Creator, is clearly evident and 

easily traceable in the Holy Scriptures of the 

Jews, Christians, Muslims and others.

We as Muslims believe that it is God who created and 
sent all of the prophets and messengers (peace be upon 
them). He is The Creator of everything; all humans, animals, 
plants and everything else that ever existed or will ever exist 
(that which we know of and that which we don’t). He is THE 
ONE TRUE GOD who created the whole universe, including 
the Earth, the Skies and all that it contains. He is The Creator 
of life, death, and life after death.

We as Muslims worship the Lord of Jesus, and believe that 
Jesus was a noble Prophet and Messenger as mentioned in 
the Qur'aan:
¾	“O People of the Scripture (Jews and Christians)! Do not exceed the 

limits in your religion, nor say [anything] about Allaah except the truth. 
The Messiah ‘Eesaa (Jesus), son of Maryam (Mary), was [no more than]
a Messenger of Allaah and His Word, (“Be!” - and he was) which He 
bestowed on Maryam (Mary) and a spirit (Rooh) created by Him; so 
believe in Allaah and His Messengers. Say not: “Three (Trinity)!” Cease! 
(it is) better for you. For Allaah is (the only) One Ilaah (God), Glory 
be to Him (Far Exalted is He) above having a son. To Him belongs all 
that is in the heavens and all that is in the earth. And Allaah is All-Sufficient 
as a Disposer of affairs.’” (Qur'aan 4:171)

¾	“Surely, they have disbelieved those who say: ‘Allaah is the Messiah 
[‘Eesaa (Jesus)], son of Maryam (Mary).’ But the Messiah [‘Eesaa 
(Jesus)] said: ‘O Children of Israel! Worship Allaah, my Lord and 
your Lord’.” (Qur'aan 5:72)

¾	“The Messiah [‘Eesaa (Jesus)], son of Maryam (Mary), was no more than 
a Messenger; [other] Messengers have passed away before him and his 
mother [Maryam (Mary)] was a supporter of truth [i.e. she believed 
in the words of Allaah and His Books (see Verse 66:12)]. They both 
used to eat food (as any human being, while Allaah does not eat). 
(Qur'aan 5:75)
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How does the Lord describe Himself 

in His Books?

Let’s study the concept of God in the Bible and the Qur'aan 
sincerely and objectively, while asking God to open our hearts 
to the truth and enable us to discern the unique qualities 
belonging to the true God, the Lord of Moosaa (Moses), 
‘Eesaa (Jesus) and Muhammad (peace and blessings be upon 
them and all of the Prophets).

The One True God in the Bible 
(The Old Testament):

¾	 “Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God is one Lord.” (Deuteronomy 6:4)

¾	 “Has not the One God made and sustained for us the spirit of 
life?” (Malachi 2:15)

¾	 “You may know and believe Me and understand that I am He. Before 
Me no god was formed, nor shall there be any after Me. I, I am 
the Lord, and besides Me there is no Savior.” (Isaiah 43:10-11)

¾	 “I am the First and I am the Last; besides Me there is no god. Who 
is like Me?” (Isaiah 44:6)

¾	 “And there is no other god besides Me, a Righteous God and a 
Savior; there is none besides Me. Turn to Me and be saved… To Me 
every knee shall bow.” (Isaiah 45:21-23)

¾	 “God is not a man that he should lie nor is he the son of God that 
he should repent.” (Numbers 23:19)
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The One True God in the Bible 
(The New Testament):

¾	 “One came and said unto him, Good Master, what good thing shall I do, 
that I may have eternal life? And he (Jesus) said unto him, Why callest 
thou me good? There is none good but one, that is, God.”(Matthew 
19:16-17)

¾	 “Now this is life eternal, that they know you, the only true God and 
Jesus Christ, whom you have sent.”  (John 17:3)

¾	 “Worship the Lord your God, and serve Him only.” (Matthew 4:10)

¾	 “Hear O Israel: The Lord our God is One Lord.” (Mark 12:29)

¾	 “For there is one God and there is one mediator between God and 
men, the man Christ Jesus.” (Timothy 2:5)

The One True God in the Qur’aan:

¾	 “Say: He is Allaah, the One; Allaah the Eternal, Absolute; 
He begets not, nor was He begotten; and there is none like unto 
Him.”(Qur'aan 112:1-4)

¾	 “There is no god [that has the right to be worshipped] but I 
(Allaah); so worship Me [Alone and none else].” (Qur'aan 21:25)

¾	 “Is there any Ilaah (god) with Allaah (God)? Nay, most of them 
know not.” (Qur'aan 27:61)

¾	 “Is there any Ilaah (god) with Allaah (God)? High Exalted be Allaah 
above all that they associate as partners with Him.” (Qur'aan 
27:63)

¾	 “Is there any Ilaah (god) with Allaah (God)? Say, ‘Bring forth your 
proofs, if you are truthful!’” (Qur'aan 27:64)
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What is the Goal? Who is Allaah’s 
(God’s) Message for?

Allaah told His final prophet, Muhammad (peace and 
blessings be upon him), to invite those closest to the Muslims 
(Jews and Christians) to worship Allaah together, He 
mentions it in the Qur'aan: 

“Say [O Muhammad (peace and blessings be upon him)]: “O 
People of the Scripture (Jews and Christians): Come to a 
word that is just between us and you, that we worship 
none but Allaah, and that we associate no partners 
with Him, and that none of us shall take others as 
lords besides Allaah. Then, if they turn away, say: 
“Bear witness that we are Muslims [submitting to Him].” 
[Qur'aan 3:64]

Indeed, this message concerning the Oneness of Allaah (God) 
(Islamic Monotheism) is the essential theme of the Qur'aan.

All the divine scriptures in their original forms confirm this 
one, eternal message that the true God is only ONE. 

“Turn to me now and be saved, people all over the world! 
I AM THE ONLY GOD THERE IS.” (Isaiah 45:22)

Not only does the Bible affirm that God is only ONE, but it 
also reveals that the true God, the Creator, is the only 
Savior. 

“Before Me no god was formed, nor shall there be any 
after me. I, I am the Lord, and besides Me there is no 
Savior.” (Isaiah 43:10-11)
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Who was Jesus? 
How was he described in the Bible?

This is what our beloved Jesus (peace be upon him) propagated 
and this is the true message of the Bible. We believe that Jesus 
was a righteous man as well as a noble, beloved prophet and 
messenger sent from God, as the bible itself  mentions:

¾	 “For there is one God and there is one mediator between God and 
men, the man Christ Jesus.” (Timothy 2:5)

¾	 “Fellow Israelites, listen to this: ‘Jesus of Nazareth was a man 
accredited by God to you by miracles, wonders and signs, which God 
did among you through him, as you yourselves know.’” (Acts 2:22)

¾	 “By myself I can do nothing, I judge only as I hear and my judgment 
is just, for I seek not to please myself but him who sent me.” (John 5:30)

¾	 “Now this is life eternal, that they know you, the only true God and 
Jesus Christ, whom you have sent.”  (John 17:3)

¾	 “What things?” he asked. “About Jesus of Nazareth,” they replied. “He 
was a prophet, powerful in word and deed before God and all the 
people.” (Luke 24:19)

¾	 “But when they tried to arrest him, they feared the multitudes, since 
they held him to be a prophet.” (Matthew 21:46)

¾	 “God is not human, that he should lie, not a human being, that he 
should change his mind…” (Numbers 23:19)

Verily these texts are clear in establishing the fact that Jesus 
was a human being who God selected to convey His divine 

message.
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Who is Allaah?
Allaah! None has the right to be worshipped but He, the Ever 
Living, the One Who sustains and protects all that exists. Neither 
slumber, nor sleep overtake Him. To Him belongs whatever is in the 
heavens and whatever is on earth. Who is he that can intercede 
with Him except with His Permission? He knows what happens to 
them (His creatures) in this world, and what will happen to them 
in the Hereafter. And they will never compass anything of His 
Knowledge except that which He wills. His Kursee extends over 
the heavens and the earth, and their preservation tires Him not. 

And He is the Most High, the Most Great. 
[ Qur'aan 2:255 | Aayat-ul-Kursee ]

All the praises and thanks be to Allaah, the (only) Originator [or 
the (only) Creator] of the heavens and the earth, Who made the 
angels messengers with wings, - two or three or four. He increases 
in creation what He wills. Verily, Allaah is Able to do all things.
