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All praise is due to Allah, Lord of the worlds, Who
created and perfected, Who decreed and guided,
And who revealed the Qur’an as guidance for
mankind and clear proofs of guidance and criterion.
And I bear witness that there is no deity worthy of
worship except Allah alone, without partner,



Who made the month of Ramadan a month and
fleeting opportunity for acts of obedience... And a
season for forgiveness and emancipation from the
Fire. And I bear witness that Muhammad is His
servant and Messenger, Who was the most generous of
people, And was the most generous in Ramadan when
the Angel Jibril would meet him and recite and review
the Qur’an with him.

O servants of Allah,

Indeed the month of Ramadan has come upon us,

The month of fasting and standing in prayer, The
month of the Qur’an and charity,

A month in which the major shayateen and devils are
chained up, And the gates of Paradise are opened, And
the gates of Hellfire are closed.

And despite that — O servants of Allah —

Even though the major devils are chained...There are
still some small shayateen, some Ramadan thieves
lurking and hanging around waiting to steal your
Ramadan right from under your feet...

However — these thieves, they don’t want your
money, your car, your house, or your
diamonds...rather they want something more valuable
to us in this blessed month...they want to steal from us
our recitation of Quran, our extra taraweeh, our
fasting, our feeding of the fasting people; and our
precious time during this great month..
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When they steal our time from us, they steal the
opportunities within this blessed month to increase in
doing good deeds!

Our beloved Prophet warned us about these thieves
who steal from our reward and hasanat when he £
said:

e (ya (3 i 1) 4By ) glady
“The worst type of theft is the one who steals from his
own prayer.”

He steals from his own prayer!
How does he steal?
He said:
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“He does not perfect its bowing nor its prostration.”
If a person steals from himself while he is praying,
because of being distracted in the prayer, not focusing
or concentrating while praying, or rushing through
the prayer, or not perfecting and mastering his prayer,
not straightening his back in rukoo, or not prostrating
with his forehead and nose in prostration...out of
hastiness, negligence, or inattentiveness...
Then what about a month that contains a lifetime of

reward and hasanat for one’s Hereafter? A month
that contains one night of worship equal to one
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thousand months of worship. A month that contains
endless opportunities to transform our lives, forgive
our sins, and free us from the Hellfire....Knowing this,
then how should the believer protect himself from
these thieves coming to steal from him this
Ramadan....?

How would you protect yourself from thieves trying to
steal your wealth, your car, your collection of watches,
your land; or break into your house? You would
spend all your money for the best of safes and security
cameras to protect them. You would be careful
cautious about who you let know where your valuables
are? So what about our days and nights of Ramadan?
How vigilant are you with how you utilize your time,
your wealth, your efforts during this month?

So in order for us to have protection from these
thieves and them stealing our rewards, our earnings,
our good deeds, and opportunities in this Ramadan;
we need to increase our awareness about these
dangerous enemies...Just as we are vigilant about
protecting our homes, assests, wealth from thieves by
putting up cameras, fences, hiring security guards, gps
trackers, and the likes...we need to be even more
vigilant about the thieves trying to steal from us and
decrease our earnings in our month of Ramadan....
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The first thief: The television. The computer screen...
The competitor of the Qur’an in our homes. A screen
that fills the eyes and empties the heart. A screen that
steals much of our time, if we are not attentive.

A dangerous thief, if not used to get closer to Allah.
It corrupts the mind, body, soul, eyes and ears; and
has a major impact on our fast,

It kills humility,

And wastes hours in drama series, soap operas, and
late-night programs filled with corruption and
immorality.

Ramadan is the month of the Qur’an...So how do we
make it the month of screens?
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The second thief: The markets.

How many hours have been lost? How much money
has been wasted? How many hearts have become
distracted? If you need to enter the supermarket, then
do so with a purpose, and know what you are going to
buy, have a list of items, Purchase it, and Leave
quickly, And do not let the supermarket, malls, or
stores steal your Ramadan.
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The third thief: Staying up late. Staying up without
worship, Staying up without night prayer,

Staying up that deprives you of the last third of the
night, The hour of divine descent, The hour of seeking
forgiveness.



Where Allah asks:
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‘Who is calling upon Me so that I may answer him?

Who is asking Me so that I may give him?

Who is seeking My forgiveness so that I may forgive
him?’”

How can we waste the most precious hours of the
night?
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The fourth thief: This is the thief who loves to steal
from our women, our mothers, our wives, our sisters,
our daughters...The kitchen. If you are cooking
sisters, make sure to make your intention that you are
cooking for the sake of Allah to feed your fasting
family...and try to avoid Extravagance, Excessive
burden and preparing too much food, and wasting
food, if you have left overs, eat them later or give them
to the needy. Ramadan is month of emptying the



stomachs, and filling the hearts and minds with Quran
and worship.
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The fifth thief: The phone. Beware of Long
unnecessary conversations, Backbiting, Slander,
spreading rumors, and gossip.... “He said” and “she
said.” Our beloved Prophet said:

“Whoever does not leave false speech and acting upon
it, Then Allah has no need for him to leave his food
and drink.”

So If you are abstaining from eating, drinking and
intimacy in the days of Ramadan; but still engaging in
backbiting, slandering, gossip, false and blasphemous
speech, and ignorance...then you may deprived from
the rewards for your fasting; May Allah protect us...
Brothers and sisters, Fasting is not just hunger...
Fasting is discipline and purification of the soul, and
abstaining from all bad deeds while at the same time
abstaining from food and drink.
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The sixth thief: Stinginess

Ramadan is the month of generosity. And the Prophet
£ was most generous in Ramadan. The recitation and
studying of the Quran with the Angel Jibreel during this
blessed month increased the Prophet’s generosity...and it
should do the same with us....Stinginess and holding
unto the wealth that Allah has given us, and not
spending it for his sake during blessed seasons and
times such as Ramadan, deprives us of great rewards
of charity in this blessed month, and deprives us of
protection from the Fire.
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The seventh thief:

Gatherings void of the remembrance of Allah.
Gatherings with no Qur’an in them, No
remembrance, And no knowledge. They will become
regret on the Day of Resurrection.
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The leader of thieves in Ramadan:

Social media. Facebook, Tiktok, X, Instagram,
Snapchat....

If it is not used in obedience to Allah,

Then it is the greatest thief. It begins with minutes...
And ends in hours.
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Servants of Allah,

Ramadan is only but 29-30 numbered days.
Days that people with us last year longed for,
But now they lie beneath the soil.
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So hasten, hasten, dear bros and sisters....

Raise your ambition, raise your resolve, your
commitment, dedication and vigilance against these
thieves in Ramadan...

Let fasting empty the stomachs and decrease our
desires, And let the Qur’an fill them with light.
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All praise is due to Allah for His excellence,

And gratitude is due to Him for His guidance and
favor. O servants of Allah, Ramadan is a field of
competition, And the wise one is he who guards his
g00d deeds. Just as we guard our wealth in this world,
We put locks, We install cameras, we put up fences,
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and use safes....So why do we not guard our acts of
worship, our hasanat, our good deeds, our prayers,
our Ramadan...? The Prophet £ said:

BYM|
“Perhaps a fasting person gains nothing from his fast
except hunger,
And perhaps a person standing in prayer gains
nothing except sleeplessness.”
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Why?
Because the thieves stole the reward!

Our beloved Prophet Muhammad said: “Fasting is a
shield so long as he does not tear it.”
So do not let these thieves pierce or make holes in your
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shields by engaging in (4x£) backbiting, Lying (¢X),
Obscene speech (&42), Shouting and unjustified anger
(+3%), Looking at the forbidden, Listening to the
forbidden...During Ramadan, the stomach needs to be
abstaining from food and drink, and the limbs need to
be abstaining from sins. Don't let these thieves in
Ramadan steal your rewards and hasanat. Yes, the
major shayateen are chained up and tied up; however
his distractions are all around us; so don’t fall victim
brothers and sisters; take heed of these thieves of
Ramadan and don’t let them steal our earnings and
our time this ramadan...
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O Allah protect us from the thieves of Ramadan...

And help us to fast it and stand in prayer in it,
And make the Qur’an the spring of our hearts,
The light and guidance of our lives...

The remover of our sorrows,

And the reliever of our worries.

And may Allah send peace and blessings upon our
Prophet Muhammad.
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
