For this edition of Pastor’s Ponderings, I would like to share with you a portion of the letter we will be sending to invite those who have served this church throughout its history, as we prepare for our upcoming centennial celebration.

Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every weight and the sin that clings so closely, and let us run with perseverance the race that is set before us, looking to Jesus, the pioneer and perfecter of faith, who for the sake of the joy that was set before him endured the cross, disregarding its shame, and has taken his seat at the right hand of the throne of God.
· Hebrews 12:1-2 – NRSV

The verses above from the Book of Hebrews follow a long list of those in Chapter 11 who allowed God to guide them in faith, creating a “cloud of witnesses” who have become pillars in the faith we now have in our Lord Jesus Christ.  Through their faithfulness, God’s message of hope continues.

This is a special year for Trinity UMC.  In 1922, ground was broken for the sanctuary where we still hold worship today.  I am 

reminded as I reflect on this passage from Hebrews that we also celebrate a cloud of witnesses in Algonac who have faithfully carried the message of Jesus Christ for generations.  Over 200 years ago, our community was blessed by a circuit rider who formed a small community.  As the hope of Jesus Christ was faithfully shared, this community grew.  There is not enough space in this short letter to give a complete history, but this faithfulness through the years is why we celebrate today.

I write this letter to you as an invitation.  We are planning a centennial celebration on Saturday, August 13th, and we would be honored to be joined by the many witnesses who have blessed this community throughout the years.  At 11:00, we will hold a special time of worship as we thank God for our past, and also pray for our future as we seek to “run with perseverance the race that is set before us.”  Following this service, we will provide lunch along with many events, such as tours of the church and activities and games to share in.

This letter of invitation is being sent to those we know with a special connection, such as former clergy and spouses, and also current leadership within our Michigan Annual Conference.  This does not mean the invitation is exclusive.  We believe that all are called to know the love and grace of Jesus Christ and invite all who want to celebrate to join us.  We invite you to share this with others you know who may want to celebrate as well.
