Notes from a long-time member
When I came to Trinity some 75 yrs ago the church school held classes in the Balcony, Undercroft and Ladies Parlor. Pauling Kirby was my teacher. The church was growing and the members decided it was time to build an educational unit and a new parsonage. Herbert Houser was pastor.

In the 60’s Bruce Garner was pastor; we averaged 90 to 100 students per Sunday and had 2 teachers per class that taught quarterly. There was an active Jr. and Sr. Hi group, MYF and youth choir. The Sr. Youth opened an Ice Cream parlor in the Sailor’s room on Saturdays during the summer. London’s Dairy supplied the freezers, ice cream and toppings. The youth decorated the room, using red & white table cloths donated by Henry’s restaurant. The younger youth had Saturday afternoon movies in the Undercroft with pop and popcorn.

In the 70’s Pastor Gary Beeker formed a father/son all church baseball league and they played their games on Harsens Island.  Camping was an all time favorite, most often going to Judson Collins or Lake Huron Camps.  The youth went on canoe trips, always coming back with exciting stories.  George Owen established a camp scholarship fund in memory of his wife Katherine. The Kenneth King family invested in an Endowment Fund for Education in memory of their parents. Through the years the education committee has always had very successful Rally Days, Christmas/Easter programs, VBS and fun outings for the youth.
The youth have been involved with local out-reach and missions, to mention a few, UNICEF, bought a cow, pigs, chickens for the Heifer Project, and support our community in helping needy families.

The church was very fortunate to have dedicated teachers who made the church school program successful. The educational unit has also served the community. The Algonac Community Schools rented the building in the 70’s for several years. The Sailor Room was rented for a nursery school, EOC rented the room for Head Start. The St Clair County School District started the BlueWater Alternative School at Trinity.  Many civic groups have used our building, which now houses the Food Pantry and soon returning Thrift Shop.

TUMC TRUSTEE UPDATE
Since our last Newsletter, the Trustees and friends have been busy...

· The CitiCorp Inspection headed by the City of Algonac boiler violations were all corrected by local Plumber, Brian Reibel and TUMC passed the follow-up inspection with flying colors.
· A walk-thru was conducted for the Church, School, and Chapel in order to prepare for a meeting with Conference and Pastor to discuss future repairs and responsibilities for all of our buildings.  Meeting with Conference and Pastor TBD.
· The Bell Tower leaks and roof issues were repaired by Zimmer Roofing of Port Huron, and to date, no leaks have been reported.

· The Dudek Insurance Company of New Baltimore is TUMC’s new insurance carrier and is saving us approximately $600 per year.

· Girl Scout Troop 76974 volunteered to do a Spring Cleaning for our Church in Spring of 2025. Many thanks for your hard work.

· Sam Gerlando Lawn Care Service was hired for the 2025 and is saving TUMC approximately $300 for the season.

· Fran and Dennis Sampier donated a large screen tv for use in the Chapel.

· Andrew Thompson donated a new air conditioner for the office.  He & Tom Dunlap updated the operating systems on the pc’s used in the chapel.

· Many thanks to Jim and Kathy Dranchak for all the beautification efforts in the church yard with Jackie Senkmajor’s help in cleaning out the weeds.

· TUMC loaned (for a donation) six tables to the Algonac Pet Center for their Annual Garage Sale where proceeds are donated to the Blue Water Area Humane Society.

· Our Paws Pantry continues, stocked with donations of dog and cat food, pet coats, collars, pee pads, etc. for pet owners in need.
