
Performance Packet 2018
Costumes, Makeup & Hair for Performance
1. Costumes
· All costume accessories including hairpieces, neckpieces, and gloves should be safety-pinned to your costume while you are storing it or transporting it to and from rehearsals and performances. Please DO NOT wear your costume to and from the rehearsals or performance! 
· Please do not wear or play in your costume before Performance Day.  It will need to be hung up in a steamy bathroom (when the shower is running) to eliminate wrinkles.  Do not iron with HEAT as you can ruin certain fabrics very easily (nets, tulle, satins).

· Please store all ballet costumes as instructed by your teacher. This will keep the skirts full and unwrinkled for the performance.

· Please put your name on the inside tag of your costume and put your name on your shoes, and any other belongings you will be bringing.  Space is tight in the dressing room and items can be easily misplaced.

· For Dress Rehearsal and Performance Day, bring a large t-shirt or smock to put over your costume to protect it from any food or drink you may have on those days while you’re waiting to dance.

· All Dance Students:

a. Girls—Wear tights (no underpants as they will show through the costumes).  Make sure the tights do not have holes, tears or runs before they are worn onstage. You may find it comfortable to wear a nude color leotard or body liner under your costume. Students in Ballet 3-6 will need seamed, mesh, convertible tights and ribbons on ballet slippers. Students wearing black patent leather tap shoes must have a piece of black elastic under the black ribbon ties.  

b. Boys—Wear tights or costume pants and ballet shoes with elastic straps or black jazz oxfords. Boys in ballet 3 and up should wear a dance bent under their tights. Boys taking modern, jazz, and hip hop will need tight fitting boxer shorts to wear under costume pants. 


· NO JEWELRY, WATCHES, EYE GLASSES, NAIL POLISH, OR TATTOOS MAY BE WORN ON STAGE BY DANCERS OF ANY AGE

2. Makeup
· Everyone should wear make-up for dress rehearsal at the theater and the performance. Dancers will need to wear very heavy makeup - STAGE LIGHTS WASH OUT THE FACE. Dancers and parents should attend the Makeup and Hair workshop on Sunday, June 3rd. 
1. Preballet, Ballet 1, Ballet 2, Ballet 2x, Elementary levels - Modern, Jazz, Hip Hop, and Tap:  wear pink blush, brown eye shadow (please do not wear blue or pink), dark red lipstick, and mascara, if possible.  

2. Ballet 3 through Ballet 6, Intermediate and Advanced levels – Modern, Jazz, Hip Hop, and Tap: wear foundation, dark pink blush, brown eye shadow, false eyelashes and dark red lipstick (no pink or glosses), brown or black mascara, and eyeliner. 


3. Hair - Dancers and parents should attend the Makeup and Hair workshop on Sunday, June 3rd.
· In order to do a ballet bun for performance, dancers will need the following supplies: hair spray and/or gel, several hair elastics (use thick elastic for longer hair), bobby pins and/or hair pins, a hair net in the color of the dancer’s hair.

· Remember to bring extra bobby pins and hairspray with you the day of Dress Rehearsal and the Performance.  All hair MUST be in a bun or required style.  
· NO BANGS – please use gel, hairspray, and bobby pins to pull bangs back into pony tail. A hairnet works well to hold the bun secure and to keep shorter pieces of hair from sticking out.  
· Please do not use large barrettes or hair ornaments except for the one provided with your costume. 
· Please fasten hats and hairpieces securely to your head with bobby pins. Please use hairspray or gel to ensure there are no stray wispy hairs.
General Directions & Regulations: Dress Rehearsal & Performance Day

We want everyone to have an enjoyable and positive performing experience so please adhere to the following:

1. Any dancer late or missing Technical Rehearsals at the studio or Dress Rehearsal will not be allowed to perform in the show. NO Exceptions. If your child is sick, please contact the office to make necessary arrangements for your dancer.
2. ALL PARENTS must check in dancers at studio rehearsals as well as theater rehearsals,  Parents are not allowed to stay for studio rehearsals or backstage. Parents are not able to stay and get their children settled and costumed either - that is the role of the class chaperone. 
3. Use of recording equipment, photography, and videotaping is prohibited on performance day.  This is a rule incorporated by all professional dance productions to maintain the integrity of the production and protect the performers and audience from distractions and accidents. A professional video will be created for both performances. Order forms are in the office.

4. A ticket must be purchased for each person, regardless of age, who plans to enter the theater.  This includes infants and young children even if they will be held on someone’s lap.  This is to comply with the Harford County Public Schools policy on building capacity and rules of the Fire Marshall.  We are expected to strictly adhere to this rule to avoid fines and penalties. Please be advised that latecomers WILL NOT be seated immediately. Late seating is at the discretion of the house management at the first appropriate pause in the performance.  Please make your friends and family members aware.
5. Parents and friends should not be in the dressing room areas before, during, or after the performance, this includes intermission.  No males will be allowed backstage or in the dressing rooms at any time for any reason.  This includes fathers, brothers, sons, uncles, friends, etc. We have a lot of female performers who have fast costume changes backstage and we do not want to make them uncomfortable.   
6. Please drop off your dancer at the doors of the theater before dress rehearsal and the classroom/ dressing rooms before the shows. Students need to have their name checked off on the roster sheet located with chaperones when they arrive on the day of dress rehearsal and Performance day. 
7. Dancers remain backstage until the END of the performance.  Chaperones are not allowed to dismiss dancers at any other time.


8. Do not wander through the facility.  Please stay in your designated dressing room when you are not in the auditorium dancing.  Remember, we are guests of Bel Air High School and we do not want them to have a poor impression of us.
9. Please pack water and a snack for your dancer if he/she will be 
Feel free to contact the office with any questions or concerns.  Please remember turn over time for phone calls the week of performance may be 24 to 36 hours - no one will be in the office Friday, June 12.

Class Performance Requirements

Girls in Pre-Ballet, Ballet 1, Ballet 2, Ballet 2x: 

· Pink ballet slippers with elastic

· Pink footed tights

· Nude leotard

· hair slicked back with gel into a high ponytail, wrap into a bun and cover with hair net, secure with bobby pins or hair pins
Girls in Ballet 3 – 6: 
· Pink ballet slippers with ribbons (or pointe shoes)

· theatrical pink mesh convertible tights with seams
· Nude leotard

· hair slicked back with gel into a high ponytail, wrap into a bun and cover with hair net, secure with bobby pins or hair pins
· rhinestone earrings

Girls in Modern (Elem, Int, Adv)

· convertible tan tights

· nude leotard

· bare feet

· hair slicked back with gel into a high ponytail, wrap into a bun and cover with hair net, secure with bobby pins or hair pins
Girls in Hip Hop (Elem, Int, Adv)

· Elementary Hip Hop - black leotard and convertible tan tights OR black camisole tank top and tight fitting shorts under costume

· Intermediate/Advanced Hip Hop – convertible tan tights OR no tights, nude leotard

· black ankle socks

· shoes provided with costume

· hair slicked back with gel into a high ponytail or other style specified by instructor
Girls in Elementary Jazz and Tap 

· convertible tan tights

· black tap or jazz shoes

· Elementary Jazz – black ankle socks

· Nude leotard

· hair slicked back with gel into a high ponytail, wrap into a bun and cover with hair net, secure with bobby pins or hair pins

Girls in Intermediate/Advanced Tap
· convertible tan tights or no tights

· black ankle socks

· black tap oxford

· nude leotard or black leotard

· hair slicked back with gel into a high ponytail or other style specified by instructor

Boys in Pre-Ballet, Ballet 1-6, Hip Hop, Modern, Jazz:  
· Pre-ballet (Monday & Tuesday) Mice - black tights and black ballet slippers with a tight fitting t-shirt under costume

· Ballet 1 (Monday) Court Minstrels – white tights and white ballet slippers with a tight fitting t-shirt under costume

· Ballet 2 Int. (Saturday) Spring - white tights, white ballet slippers, tight fitting white t-shirt under costume

· Ballet 2/2x (Wednesday) Winter - white tights, white ballet slippers, tight fitting white t-shirt under costume

· Ballet 5/6 (Thursday) Ballroom Waltz – white tights, dance belt, white ballet slippers, tight fitting white t-shirt under costume
· Elem. Jazz (Tuesday) If I Only Had a Brain from Wizard of Oz – tight fitting boxer shorts under costume pants, black socks, black jazz shoes, no tights

· Elem. Modern (Friday) -  tight fitting boxer shorts to wear under pants or convertible tights, bare feet

· Elem. Tap (Monday) Emerald City – tight fitting boxer shorts to wear under pants or convertible tights, black socks, black tap oxford
· Intermediate Modern (Monday) Cosmic Love – dance belt to wear under blue tights and t-shirt that come with costume
· Intermediate Tap (Friday) – tight fitting boxer shorts to wear under pants, black socks, black tap oxford

Ballet Chesapeake Dancers

· Fabulists – convertible tan tights, bare feet, nude leotard, hair in a bun

· Neo Neige - theatrical pink mesh convertible tights with seams, pointe shoes, nude leotard, hair in a bun

· Art History – convertible tan tights, bare feet, black bike shorts (Boys: black shorts or tights)

· Western Suite - theatrical pink mesh convertible tights with seams, ballet slippers, nude leotard, hair in a bun (Boys: black tights or socks and jazz shoes)

· Don’t Stop Believin’ – ballet slippers, convertible tan tights (or no tights) depending on quick changes, black bike shorts, nude leotard, bright colored dresses (same or similar to what you wore in October), hair down in any style (Boys: black shorts or tights, black ballet slippers)
Performance Packing Checklist

Please use the following checklist to make sure that your dancer has everything he/she needs to be successful on performance day. 

· Nude leotard (or other undergarments – no underwear if wearing tights)
· Tights (pink or tan convertible) 

· Extra pair of tights

· Ballet slippers (ribbons if needed)

· Pointe Shoes (if needed) 
· Tap Shoes (if needed)
· Jazz Shoes (if needed)
· Hip Hop Sneakers (if needed)
· Socks (if needed)
· Hair ties (minimum of 2)
· Bobby pins or hair pins (minimum of 20)

· Hair gel or hair spray

· Hair net the color of your dancer’s hair

· Makeup foundation

· Dark Pink Blush

· Brown Eye shadow
· Brown/black eye liner
· Lipstick

· Mascara

· False eyelashes (Intermediate/Advanced, Ballet 3-6)
· Makeup remover pads
· Costume

· Costume Headpiece, gloves, or accessories pinned to costume

· Large smock, jacket, or shirt to wear over costume

· Water or clear juice (no red/colored juice that may stain costumes)

· Snacks (NO PEANUTS – something that is not easily spilled)

· Quiet activities (coloring, reading, games – nothing with small easily lost or spilled pieces) 
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
