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The Christmas tree has been an essential decoration of the Christmas 
season for the last two centuries.  Even a thousand years after the 
crucifixion of Christ, most of those living in what is now Scandinavia 
endured brutal winters.  The Vikings found hope and strength in the 
evergreen tree.  Having a tree in the house was said to bring the gift of 
strength to life through the worst stretches of winter.  

In the seventh Century, St. Boniface, a monk from England said that the 
evergreen was the tree of life.  He said, that even winter could not kill 
the tree and it stood for the eternal life offered in Christ.  Furthermore, 
he pointed out the triangular shape of the tree noting each point 
represents the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
