Roof Replacement: The roof assessment collection is going slowly.  Hoping to get 2-4 roofs done in 2025.  
Paint / Wood Repair:  The painting schedule will continue this spring/summer. Per the Budget 3-5 more buildings will be done
Cement Work:  Heaving of cement was a problem this winter.  If you have unleveled drive or walkway, please submit a maintenance request form and picture of condition for your cement to be put on the project list.  
Condolences: The Board extends heartfelt condolences to all those in our community who have lost a loved one.
Good Neighborly Manners
Maintain the appearance of your property by parking appropriately, locking car, picking up papers left on front porch, stowing away trash can/recycle bins as soon as they have been emptied, clean up any debris left on street.  Keep your front porch walkway and driveway free of items that are dangerous tripping hazards.
FRONT LANDSCAPING
Only by the landscaping contractors hired may touch the front landscaping.  Potted plants are not allowed on the driveways or walkways. The bed along the garage is the Co-owners responsibility to maintain.

Safety tips at a Glance
· All parked vehicles should be locked and secured in the driveway and on the street.  Remove all valuables from sight in the vehicle.

· There is NO SOLICITING at any time in Roman Terrace by anyone.

· When using vehicle’s auto start keep vehicle locked until you enter.

· Place a reminder on your calendar to change the batteries in smoke detectors twice a year for your safety and the safety of your neighbors.

· Discourage unwanted notices by keeping your storm door locked.

· Contact the Police for any city violations or criminal activity.

Failure to get prior written approval may result 
in fines or expenses to resolve an issue.

RENEW, REVITALIZE and REFRESH
Due to the rising cost, the Board has been opting to do some minor activities themselves.  We need help with picking up after garbage day any recycling that has blown around the complex.  Items tend to accumulate at the back fence along Lisa Drive so a periodic clean-up is necessary.
Please help us to keep out property tidy by refraining from putting loose items or recycling out on windy days.
TRASH REMINDERS 

Trash Removal – Pick up on Thursday.  If you have large items that need a special pickup, please contact City of Warren Sanitation Department 586-775-1400 to set up a pick up.  Do not leave large items at the curb unless you have made appropriate arrangements with the sanitation department.  Warren city Ordinance states that trash is to be placed out on the curb/grass not on the street after 6:00 pm on Wednesday (unless there is a holiday earlier in the week which would move pickup to Friday).  Properly secure trash bags/trash can.  Recycle bins and trash cans must be stored away inside the garage or unit once they are emptied (no storing on porch, drives or walkways.  NO CARS /TRUCKS are to be parked on the street per city ordinance on trash pickup days.  Six official holidays are: Thanksgiving, Christmas, New Year's, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day.  Violation may result in fines to your unit.
WATER BILLS
It has been observed that many owners are watering their driveways and washing their vehicles causing the association water bills to increase.  Please take your vehicle to a car wash and please do not clean your driveway or garage floor with the hose.  Sweeping and mopping is the best form of washing cement.  The water bills are being monitored and building usage will be subjected to assessing the extra cost to the units involved.  
Roman Terrace Condominium Association abides by the City of Warren ordinances stated in the Rules and Regulations.

	COMPLEX SPEED LIMIT – 15 MPH
PARKING
Fire lane parking signs are clearly visible through the complex.  Vehicles parked in fire lanes will be ticketed and towed at the owner’s expense.  Roman Terrace observes and enforces City of Warren ordinance of 48-hour street parking.  Vehicles unmoved over 48 hours will be towed at the owner’s expense.  All vehicles must have valid license plates withing the complex.  Ensure visitors  park vehicles facing correctly on street so the snow can be plowed, or may be towed at owner’s expense.  
ANIMAL ALERTS
No feeding of Animals and no type of food is allowed to be put outside for wild animals or in bird feeders on the property.  
Plan to receive a violation and fines assessed to your account if caught feeding the wildlife in Roman Terrace.

PEST CONTROL
Ehrlich is contracted for small pest removal and control.  If you have an issue with ants, hornets, spiders, mice, etc., let Sandy McGuire know at Realty Mart 586-465-8003 extension 24 or smcguire@realtymartmgt.com.
PET ETIQUETTE
Pet owners are required to keep their dog or cat on a leash when outside on common areas with the complex.  Pet droppings must be picked up immediately at your unit, off deck, from the lawn or when out walking your pet through Roman Terrace or you will absolutely receive a violation and fine.  Rats and other wild animals feed on dog feces.  Note:  Co-owners, If you see a pet owner failing to pick up after their pet, please report this situation immediately to Sandy McGuire at Realty Mart.  
CRIME ALERT / NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH
If you see anything suspicious occurring in our complex, please call the police.
Our complex is very safe, but it is always better to be alert. If you see something suspicious, say something.

GARAGE DOORS CLOSED
Roman Terrace Bylaws clearly state garage doors must be kept closed.  Any garage doors open excessively will receive violations and appropriate fines.  Closed garage doors limit access of wandering wildlife.  Critter removal from a garage will be at the expense of the co-owner.

Replace burned out exterior light bulbs on your garage, porch, and back deck for your safety.  Co-owners may replace front porch and back deck light fixtures with motion sensor fixtures that are the black color at their own expense.
DECKS
To those who have worked on your deck and/or are planning on working on your deck, THANK YOU!  We ask that all residents maintain their deck and if it needs power washing and staining, please match the color close as possible to the wood trim on the building.
NEIGHBOR TO NEIGHBOR DISPUTES
The Board of Directors has been faced with numerous neighbor to neighbor disputes. We ask that you try to resolve your disputes in a healthy / friendly manner.  Working together can help provide a better living atmosphere and relieve tension over minor issues.  If you have a situation that turns violent or comes to appoint that you cannot resolve with your neighbor, we ask that you contact the police and obtain a police report.  Many situations are not always a Bylaw violation and sometimes the police can help faster than the Association.  The Association will not intercede legally without police reports.
