2025 LIGHTNING SAFETY PLAN

An electronic Lightning Detector will be available at the Little League Complex.  The Director of Umpires will be responsible for an umpire to utilize the sound system to alert everyone that lightning has been detected 4-6 miles away.
The announcement will be repeated twice to indicate lightning has been detected.  Contacts will be made to umpires working the games. 
When the announcement is made, the following procedure should be followed:

1. Games will stop and players are to take shelter in the office area, parent’s vehicle, or other identified safe areas.
2. A coach and umpires currently involved in games will meet at the covered portion of the concession stand or in the office.  League Commissioners who are present at the complex should meet at the concession stand or communicate by cell phone with the Head Umpire or umpire in charge of the games.  The Head Coach or Assistant Coach will be responsible for communicating with the parents of the players involved in the game. 

3. There will be a 15 minute wait period starting when the announcement was first made.
4. If no lightning is detected after the wait period, an announcement will be made that games can resume play.

5. If lightning is detected during the first wait period, another wait period of 15 minutes begins. If a game cannot resume within 30 minutes from when the announcement was made, a decision will be made regarding the status of each game. Coaches will be notified by the League Commissioner or an umpire when a decision is made.  If 4 complete innings have been played before the announce-ment was first made and the game is not resumed, the normal rainout rule applies. The game will not be rescheduled unless it is a tournament game.  For Wee Ball and Tee Ball, games may be scheduled at a later date.

6. If games resume play, teams will be allowed their entire playing time on Saturday.    

     Subsequent games that day will have their start time adjusted according to the              

     total amount of earlier delay time. Example, there was a 30 minute delay for 
     lightning during morning games on Saturday. The next game is scheduled at 11:00 
     but the start time for that game will now be 1:00 or later. 
7. If the current game is cancelled, the League Commissioner or designated person    

     will determine if additional games will be played on Saturday based upon the field   

     conditions.
