LABEL PLAYER’S EQUIPMENT

Please include the player’s name on items brought to practices and games, including but not limited to bats, glove, bat bag, helmet, batting gloves, and hat.

BATS
Little League International has assembled an online resource page dedicated to baseball bat information, that includes the latest bat information, current Little League Baseball rules and regulations governing bats, and a series of frequently asked questions.

HELMETS

The use of protective helmets by batters, base runners, and youth base coaches is mandatory.  Richmond Little League encourages all players to have their own helmets, but the League will assist parents needing helmets, if requested.
     1. Helmets must meet NOCSAE specifications and must include the      

         Little League approval stamp.

     2. The player’s number may be included on the back of the helmet. 
     3. The helmet should not be repainted and decals should not be put  

                on the helmet.

PROTECTIVE CUP FOR MALE PLAYERS
Male players in Coach Pitch, Minor, Major, and Senior Leagues are responsible for wearing athletic supporters.
CATCHER’S EQUIPMENT (not used in Wee Ball and Tee Ball)

Catchers must wear a catcher’s helmet that meets NOCSAE specifications, a long model chest protector with neck collar, a dangling type throat protector, and shin guards.  Male catchers must wear a metal, fibre or plastic type cup.
