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»  Cambodia's mining industry is still in its early stages but has
significant potential, particularly in gold, iron ore, bauxite,
and limestone. The country has issued over 40 mining
licenses, with key projects in Mondulkiri, Ratanakiri, and
Preah Vihear provinces. In 2021, Cambodia’s first commercial
gold mining operation, led by Renaissance Minerals, began
production, with annual gold output expected to reach three
tons, generating over $185 million in revenue per year. The
overall mining sector contributes approximately $300-5400
million to the national economy.
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»  Cambodia's rubber industry is a key agricultural sector, with
over 400,000 hectares of rubber plantations, mainly in
Kampong Cham, Ratanakiri, and Mondulkiri provinces. The
country produces approximately 360,000 metric tons of
natural rubber annually, with over 90% exported, primarily to
China, Vietnam, and Malaysia. In 2023, Cambodia’s rubber
exports generated nearly $500 million in revenue, with prices
averaging $1,300 to $1,500 per ton. As global demand for
rubber continues to rise, Cambodia has opportunities to
enhance value-added production, such as manufacturing
rubber-based products domestically, to increase revenue and
reduce reliance on raw material exports..
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» Cambodia's coconut industry is a growing sector with significant economic
potential. The country produces around 300-400 million coconuts annually,
with major cultivation areas in Kampot, Kep, and Koh Kong provinces. While
much of the production is consumed domestically, exports—mainly to Vietham
and China—have been increasing. The global demand for coconut-based
products, such as coconut water, oil, and desiccated coconut, presents an
opportunity for Cambodia to expand its market share. With proper investment
in processing facilities and quality standards, the industry could generate
millions in export revenue and create thousands of jobs, particularly in rural
communities.
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» Cassava is one of Cambodia’'s most important agricult
with annual production exceeding 14 million metric\to
mainly grown in provinces like Battambang, Pailin, and
Thom, covering over 600,000 hectares of farmland. Cam
a significant portion of its cassava as dried chips, starch,
roots, primarily to Thailand, Vietham, and China. In recen
cassava exports have generated over $200 million in reven
it a key contributor to the rural economy. With improved pr
facilities and better infrastructure, Cambodia has the potent
increase value-added production and capture a larger share o
global cassava market.
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»  Cambodia’s edible bird's nest industry has been growing rapidly, driven by
rising demand from China and other Asian markets. The country produces
around 20 to 30 tons of bird’s nest annually, with key production areas in
coastal provinces like Koh Kong, Kampot, and Preah Sihanouk. The
industry has an estimated market value of $50-100 million, with premium-
grade nests fetching up to $1000 per kilogram. Many farmers and investors
have turned to bird’s nest farming due to its high-profit margins, and with
proper quality control and certification, Cambodia could further expand
its exports and establish itself as a competitive player in the global bird's
nest market.
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»  Cambodia’s longan industry has seen significant growth, especially with
increasing exports to China and neighboring countries. The country
produces around 100,000 to 150,000 tons of longan annually, primarily
from Pailin, Battambang, and Banteay Meanchey provinces. In 2022,
Cambodia officially secured market access to export fresh longan to
China, boosting the sector’s potential. The export value of Cambodian
longan has been estimated at $200-300 million per year, with prices
ranging from $1 to $3 per kilogram, depending on quality. With continued
investment in quality control, packaging, and logistics, Cambodia's longan
industry could further expand and strengthen its position in the regional
market.
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»  Cambodia’'s mango industry is a major player in the agricultural sector,
with annual production exceeding 1.5 million tons. The country cultivates
mangoes across more than 100,000 hectares, with key growing regions in
Kampong Speu, Battambang, and Kampot. Exports, primarily to China,
South Korea, Thailand, and Vietnam, have been rising, with fresh and
processed mango shipments generating over $300 million in revenue
annually. The price of fresh Cambodian mangoes ranges from $0.50 to
$1.50 per kilogram, depending on quality and market conditions. With
improved post-harvest processing, cold storage, and international
certification, Cambodia has the potential to increase its export value and
compete more effectively in global markets.
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» Cambodia is emerging as a major cashew nut producer,
with annual production exceeding 1 million metric tons,
making it one of the top global suppliers. The country has
over 700,000 hectares of cashew plantations, mainly in
Kampong Thom, Ratanakiri, and Kratie provinces. In
recent years, Cambodia has exported large volumes of
raw cashew nuts, primarily to Vietham, generating over
$1 billion in export revenue. However, only a small
percentage of cashews are processed domestically.
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»  For silkworm pupae remains small but holds potential for
growth, particularly in silk production and as an emerging
protein source. The country produces around 5 to 10 tons of
silkworm pupae annually, primarily in Takeo and Siem Reap
provinces, where traditional silk weaving is practiced. While
most pupae are used as byproducts in silk farming, there is
growing interest in their use as animal feed and human
consumption due to their high protein content. With proper
investment in sericulture and processing facilities, Cambodia
could expand silkworm production, boost local silk output,
and tap into the regional market.
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
