Automotive manufacturers just love
the concept. It means that life-time
buyers can go from the El Cheapo
entry-level car all the way up to the
Grand Poohbah luxo barge, all without
leaving the comfort and safety of the
driver’s seat of their favorite brand. No
doubt the Grand Poohbah is probably
the most expensive car in the fleet and
I have a sneaking suspicion, also the
least fuel-efficient car in the fleet too,
but that’s okay, because it's also the
most profitable car the manufacturer
makes. You know—the one that no
matter what the Government of XYZ
country does to try to kill it, the
manufacturer will keep building that
sucker till the nodding donkeys stop
pumping oil.

But have you checked the prices of
those suckers lately? I mean a Cayman
can run way north of $100K and that
does not even include fun stuff like
seats and wheels. Problem is for me,
the price tag of new Porsches is beyond
my reach. Not so much because of what
I make, but because of one or two other
things that occupy me financially (like
kids in college, their cars, room and
board and the myriad of other things
that seem to be attached to young
adults these days, like eSports
subscriptions and music stream
services...which I pay for!).
