Critical Question: Should the government be able to censor the internet? 

Emma’s writing sample: Part of living in a democratic society is about having the liberty to be able to do what one wants, as long as they do not jeporize the saftey of themselves or others. This includes the internet. Although there are times where items posted on the internet are questionable, everyone has the right to express themselves in their own way. It may not be conventional but the government does not have a right to restic people of certain material because the government does not approve of it. By cencoring cetain material, the goevernment restricts individuals from their right of liberty. If the government descides on what material may be shown on the internet, then the whole idea of democray and freedom fails to exisit.

Emma is able to determine whether the ideas and information gathered are relevant to the topic, sufficient for the purpose, and meet the requirements of the writing task; however, she does not show strong aptitude in her use of appropriate descriptive and evocative words, phrases, and expressions to make her writing clear, vivid, and exciting to read. She shows some thoughtfulness regarding her written audience, but could benefit from lessons in predicting stylistic variations for different audiences she is writing for; she is able to write complete sentences that communicate her meaning clearly and accurately, varying sentence type, structure, and length for different purposes and she makes some logical transitions between ideas; she demonstrates very limited knowledge of spelling rules and patterns when spell check is not present to fix her mistakes; several spelling errors appear in her response, denoting an area in need of immediate attention; Emma uses punctuation correctly to communicate her intended meaning, but could benefit from lessons in complex constructions for advanced ideas; her writing also has many little words that are diluting the effectiveness and persuasiveness of her argument; she will benefit from lessons involving strong subject and verb relations that will fix this weakness; lastly, there is a lack of depth in the understanding of difficult concepts, such as the relationship between democracy and freedom, which suggest Emma will benefit from intellectual lessons. 
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
