Michael Anthony Rich-
ards is an American
actor. He graduated
from Thousand Oaks
High School in Thou-
sand Oaks, California.
He was drafted into the
United States Army in
1970 and trained as a
medic while stationed
in West Germany. Af-
ter leaving the Army he
used his Gl Bill bene-
fits to enroll in the California Institute of the Arts. He
transferred to Evergreen State College where he grad-
uated in 1975 with a Bachelor of Arts degree in Drama.

Richards first television break came in 1979 when he
appeared in Billy Crystal's first cable TV special. The
following year he appeared on the show Fridays, an
attempt by ABC to recreate the success of Saturday
Night Live. It was on the show Fridays that he met Lar-
ry David.

In 1989, Richards appeared in the "Weird Al" Yankovic
film UHF. That same year he was cast on the se-

ries Seinfeld, written and created by Jerry Seinfeld and
Larry David. Richards played the part of Cosmo Kra-
mer, Seinfeld's eccentric neighbor. Although the show
started slow, by the end of it's nine year

run Seinfeld ended at Number 1 on the Nielsen ratings.
It also saw Richards winning the most Emmys of his
fellow cast mates, winning the award for Outstanding
Supporting Actor in a Comedy Series in 1993, 1994
and 1997.

Richards is a member of Riviera Masonic Lodge No.
780 in Pacific Palisades, California. He is also a mem-
ber of the Ancient Accepted Scottish Rite, Southern
Masonic Jurisdiction where he was invested in the
Knights Commander of the Court of Honor (KCCH).
