Musings From A Chaplain

Biblical scholars estimate that Abraham lived approxi-
mately 2,000 years before Moses climbed up Mount Sinai

came down with the Ten Com-
mandments in hand. This simple 
bit of Biblical history has created 
considerable conversation among 
the scholars as to whether or not 
Abraham knew about and ob-
served the Sabbath or Lord’s 
Day.
